Droughty Conditions Prevail
In Edwards Plateav Regions

by E.B.Keng, SCS Technician
Before the end of the 1951~
57 drought many ranchmen in
the Edwards Plateau soil and
water conservation district were
saying emphatically " never

_again will I be caught in a

drought with short grass and
too many livestock" .

Once again, however, many
ranchmen are in this predica-
ment. Three dry summers,
with above average winter

‘moisture, has seriously reduced

the production and ground cov-
er of native grass. Thus far

the 1970/71 winter is extreme-
ly dry, and expensive feed bills
are probable.

With the fluctuating rainfall
in the Sonora area, and the
historic recurrence of drought,
keeping livestock and forage
in balance is one of the most
difficult tasks ranchmen must
face. Too often, by the time
drought becomes an established
fact, the grass is gone. Mar-
Kets, salability of livestock,
income tax, and other factors
complicate the picture.

Most experienced ranchmen
will agree that financial losses
incurred during drought—from
high feed bills, death losses
and low livestock production—,
are vital to success or failure
in the ranching business. Many
ranchmen never recover finan-
cially from losses sustained
during drought. With drought
fn West Texas as certain as
the proverbial " death and tax-
es", what canranchmen do to
alleviate or avoid extreme
financial reverses?

stay ready or get ready for
drought. First, moderate to
light stocking with breeding
animals will help keep the
best possible grass reserve on
the ground at all times. With
a good reserve of strong grass
on the ground to catch and
use what rain does fall, the
short-term drought will cause
little concern. Choice breed-
ing animals should make up
not more than 75% of total

livestock, with the other 25%
consisting of dry animals or
breeding animals that could be
moved quickly.

Are there any dependable
clues to indicate when drought
reductions should be made?
The long-time weather pat=
terns seem to offer the best
clues. We depend primarily, on
warm season grasses for live-
stock feed. With November
through March averaging only
about one inch of moisture per
month, winter growing vegeta-
tion is very undependable.

Historically, we have a pri-
mary rainfall and growth peak
in April, May and June, and
a secondary growth peak in
September-October. If a
ranchman is short of rainfall
in either period, drought
trouble is indicated and live-
stock should be adjusted quick=
ly. !

If rainfall is short in the spring
lambs, calves and dry animals
may be marketed early (July)
to conserve grass. The same is
true of the fall period. If rain-
fall is lacking in both spring
and fall periods, real trouble
is indicated and livestock re-
ductions should be severe to
avoid serious overgrazing and
heavy feed bills. 4

With the increasing value of
deer in the Sonora area it is
even more important to make
early adjustments in livestock. -
Sheep, goats and cattle, with
supplemental feed, can survive
longer on drought-depleted
ranges than can deer.

Copyrights And
Copycats

To the would-be writer, few
things are as precious as the
words and ideas he has put to-
gether into a manuscript. Dis-
quieting thoughts of literary copy-
cats may cross his mind. Wouldn’t
it be wise to rush his manuscript
off to Washington and have it
copyrighted?

The trouble is, most kinds of
literary material cannot be copy- |
righted in that manner. The only
way to copyright a book or an
article or a story is to actually
publish it and to include, with
“that first publication, a “notice of
copyright” (the kind of notice

usually found on the back of the
title page of a book).

Only after publication will the
Copyright Office accept the mate-
rial for registration. The registra-
tion, although not a copyright in
itself, is useful in establishing the
writer’s rights in case of dispute.

Then what does protect his
manuscript before it is published?
It is protected, very effectively, by
an ancient rule of law often
called “common law copyright.”

Under this rule, the writer owns
his work automatically—just as
the man who builds a bookcase
owns it automatically. He need
not go through any particular
formalities in order to establish
his rights.

Nor must he keep the manu-
script secret to protect his “com-
mon law copyright.” He may let
friends read it. He may submit it
to editors for possible sale. By
doing so, he no more gives up his
ownership than a person gives up

# | ownership of a watch by sub-

mitting it to a jeweler for ap-
praisal.

Furthermore, his ownership has
no time limit. While an ordinary
copyright cannot last more than
56 years, a ‘“‘common law copy-
right” may last indefinitely—so
long as the work remains un-
published.

In one famous case, an unpub-
lished story of Mark Twain came
into the possession of a collector.
