Injured Mustangs
Fall To Longhorns

When one of your top players is
already sidelined with an injury, and
you lose your top rusher to begin
the second half, you know you're in
for it.

That's what happened to the
Bovina Mustangs last Friday en-
route to their 7-6 loss to visiting
Vega.

The Mustangs already had quar-
terback-safety Corey Kirkpatrick on
the bench with an injury when they
lost Hector Guevara due to a
penalty early in the second half.

"There were about eight things
that happened, that if we could've
just changed them up a fraction,
we'd have won the game," said a de-
spondent Coach Rock Stanley fol-
lowing the game.

One of those "things" was a pass
interception return by Jerry Reyna.
He was caught by the leg by the
Vega quarterback to prevent a
Bovina touchdown.

In addition, Angel Porras
knocked down a pass with a clear
field in front of him, and had a 33-
yard kickoff return that he almost
broke all the way. The list goes
on.

"When we missed the extra point
after our touchdown, I had a sinking
feeling, that it might be vital,"
Stanley said. It turned out to be the
difference in the ball game.

"We knew, with our injuries,
and the fact that Vega was fired up
after their first win, that we'd have
our problems. Plus, they had us
outmanned on the line, as most
people do," Stanley explained.

The Mustangs scored first, in the
opening quarter, when Guevara ran
42 yards to paydirt. The kick was
wide, for a 6-0 score.

Bovina had the ball deep in their

own end of the field with time run-
ning out in the first half, and were
trying to run out the clock, when
they fumbled and Vega recovered.

The Longhoms took advantage
with a quick TD, and kicked the
PAT for a 7-6 halftime lead.

Bovina had their chances, but
just never could get the ball into
the end zone again.

Reyne had three pass intercep-
tions and retumed them for a total
of 100 yards, including the one on
which he almost scored.

Angel Porras, a 136-pound cor-
nerback that plays like a 200-
pounder, was honored this week by
the Amarillo Globe-News for his
defensive play. He had one
"crunch" tackle on a 220-pound
Vega player, plus another TD-say-
ing tackle on the same player,
caused two fumbles, knocked down
a pass and had the good kickoff re-
turn.
Porras had 11 tackles, 10 of
them unassisted.

Bovina led in yardage, 202-190,
and in first downs, 7-6. The Mus-
tangs had 173 yards rushing and 19
passing. The Longhorns gained
only 46 yards rushing and 144 pass-
ing, getting 106 yards on three of
their pass completions.

Freshman Rey Reyes came in
and gained 39 and 25 yards on two
reverse plays--64 yards on two car-
Ties.
The Mustangs try to put the
frustrating loss behind them when
they visit Kress on Friday, but
Stanley says the Kangaroos will
have one of the bigger teams they
have faced.

"Vega had to score in the last 16
seconds to beat them, so they're ca-
pable," Stanley warned.
