City Audit Uncovers 
Bookeeping Probiems

An update of the City’ s computer 
bookkeeping system was the major 
proposal made to the Sonora City 
Council during its regular monthly 
meeting Tuesday.

David Boling and Phil Sagelbiel, 
representing ^orpening, Jungman 
and Co., the City’ s auditors, 
explained the numerous problems 
uncovered during their annual audit 
of the City finances.

The accountants stated the major 
problem was in getting NCR, the 
City’s computer company, to set up 
a workable program in which 
Sonora’s bookkeeping procedures 
could be simplified.

The Council decided to have a 
meeting with City Manager Jim 
Dover, a representative of NCR and 
representatives of the auditing firm 
to update the program.

The Aldermen also approved the 
audit and Chorpening, Jungman 
and Co.’ s audit bill o f $8,963 which

the representatives said was a 
significant increase over last year’ s 
bill because of the problems in 
deciphering the current accounting 
system.

Another suggestion offered by 
the auditors was the implementa­
tion of a stronger inventory control 
system which could save the City a 
great deal of money.

Joe David Ross appeared before 
the Council seeking the change of 
easements on the Gulf Property 
which had been discussed before.

Ross had presented a plat of the 
proposed new easements to City 
Attorney Charles Sherrill, and 
although he had' not had time to 
completely examine them, the 
Council authorized him and Dover 
to grant the change as soon as the 
proper legal instruments were in 
order.

A petition was presented to the 
Council concerning sheep for a 4-H

project being kept in the Turney 
Friess yard.

Dover explained he had talked to 
the petitioners and they had apeed 
to drop the complaint if the animals 
were removed after the Wool Show 
on Jan. 19.

'The Council moved to draft a 
letter to County Agent Clint 
Langford regarding the matter, and 
to consider possible ordiances 
concerning livestock in the city 
limits. It was agreed that input 
from the Sutton County 4-H Club 
was definitely necessary before 
taking any definite action on an 
ordiance.

An ordiance regarding lot 
cleanups was tabled until further 
research could be done on the 
subject.

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Adam Lawrence Relates Indian Chase in 1832
Compiled by Kent Keeth 

Director, The Texas

Chased by Indians: 1832

Before the white man 
came in numbers to Texas, 
wide stretches o f the area 
served as the home of 
herds of mustangs. These 
descendents o f Spanish 
horses which had escaped 
and run wild were 
captured and tamed by the 
Comanches and other 
Indian tribes and, in later 
years, by the white man as 
well. When tamed they 
made good mounts with 
excellent stamina, serving 
the Indians for hunting 
and war, and the white 
man as cowponies. Both

captured as many as they 
could for personal use and 
for sale or trade.

One early Texan who 
went “ mustanging”  was 
Adam Lawrence, who had 
settled near the head of 
the Trinity River in 1829. 
D.W.C. Baker, in his 1875 
publication, “ Texas Scrap­
book,”  tpld of meeting 
him when Lawrence was 
past 60, and hearing from 
him the following dramatic 
account of one such foray. 
Baker described Lawrence 
as athletic, high-spirited, 
rough in appearance but 
kind and gentle, modest in 
manner and .unaffected in 
language. Baker judged 
that “ the following inci­
dent as it fell from his 
lips, bore the impress of

being a simple recital of 
unvarnished facts.”

In this first segment of a 
two-part series Baker 
begins the narrative and 
later continues it in 
Lawrence’s words.

* * * *« « •

“ In the summer o f 1832, 
Ad. Lawrence, with three 
other men, went out 
mustanging.

“ A brief account of the 
mode in which these hardy 
frontiersmen were wont to 
capture the wild horses of 
the prairie, will interest 
the reader.

“ A few expert riders, 
mounted upon strong and 
fleet horses, and each 
provided with a strong 
rope, having discovered a 
herd of mustangs, would

gradually approach to 
within a short distance o f 
them, and then making a 
simultaneous dash among 
them, would each throw a 
lasso over the neck of one, 
and after a vigorous and 
exciting contest of half an ' 
hour or more would 
generally succeed in cap­
turing their prizes. The 
mustangs, after once con­
quered, are easily man­
aged, and by kind treat­
ment soon become perfect­
ly gentle...

“ When about ten miles 
from the nearest settle­
ment, and far out in the 
board prairie, Lawrence 
and his companions dis­
covered a herd of mus­
tangs feeding, a mile or

The remainder of the story 
will sound better in Ad’ s 
own language:

‘ “ There was one to each 
pony, and they all mount­
ed at a jump, and made 
for us at full speed, coiling 
their lariats as they rode. 
There was no time for 
swapping horses, so we all 
turned tail and made a

straight shoot for the 
nearest settlement on 
Trinity, about ten miles 
off. Our animals were all 
fine, but the nag I was on 
was a black mare a little 
ahead o f any thing in that 
country for speed and 
bottom. We rather left 
them the first three miles, 
but then their ponies 
began to show themselves. 
I tell you, you’ve no idea 
how much an Indian can 
get out of them mustangs. 
Instead of being a weight 
to them, they seem to help 
them along, and they keep

up such a powerful 
yelling, ‘pears like you 
might have heard them to

Red River. ,

“ ‘We noticed that they 
divided, one half striking 
off to the left, and we soon 
found out the reason, for 
we quickly came to the 
bank of a deep gully or 
ravine, which had to be 
headed, it couldn’t be 
crossed. They knew every 
ich of'the ground, and one 
party made straight for 
head of it, while the 
balance struck in below us 
to cut us off in that 
direction. ‘Twas no use 
talking. We had to ride 
about a quarter of a mile 
to the left, right in their 
very faces, and head that 
branch. My nag was still

tolerably fresh. The others 
were beginning to' blow 
right smartly. I rode just 
fast enough to keep the 
lead. I didn’t care parti­
cularly about getting off 
without knowing what 
became of my companions. 
Just as I came to the herd 
of the hollow, the Indians 
were within about one 
hundred yards, and yelling 
awfully.’ ”

The concluding portion 
of the series wUl tell of 
Lawrence’ s pell-mell ride 
for the banks of the 
Trinity River, and of his 
escape from the pursuing 
Indians.

Cattle Feeders Can Save Money Using Hydrasieves

Cattle feedlot managers 
can save money and 
reduce the amount of 
disposable pesticide by 
using a Hydrsieve in the 
dipping system.

‘ ‘The Hydrasieve is a 
static screen that removes 
coarse solids from the 
cattle dip solution,”  ex­
plains Dr. John M. 
Sweeten, agricultural en­
gineer in waste manage-

ment with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension 
Service. ‘ ‘This allows the 
solution to be used for 
longer periods o f time 
before accumulation of 
solids forces replacement 
of the insecticide solu­
tion.”

An Extension result 
demonstration using a 
Hydrasieve was conducted 
last summer at Cactus

Feeders, Inc. near Dumas 
in Moore County. It was 
the first such study with 
the pesticide prolate.

During the field study, 
an average o f 9,600 head 
were dipped in three 
complete vat cycles. Be­
fore Hydrasieve installa­
tion, an average of only 
4,750 head could be 
dipped before vet recharg­
ing was necessary, notes

Sweeten. At present 
prices, it takes about 
$1,200 worth of pesticide 
to recharge a 5,000 gallon 
cattle dipping vat. Vat 
replenishment should be 
about the same with or 
without the Hydrasieve.

‘ ‘Results showed that 
use of the Hydrasieve will 
save 13 cents per head 
dipped at a projected use 

level of 8,000 head,”  says 
the Texas A&M University

i System engineer.
‘ ‘Assuming that 7,500 

head per month are 
dipped, the Hydrasieve 
and pumping system 
should be paid for in eight 
months, believes Sweeten. 
‘ ‘Afterwards, the 13 cents 
net head saving is extra 
profit to feedlot owners.

‘ ‘The other benefit of 
the Hydrasieve is a 50 
percent reduction in the 
amount of insecticide

solution to be disposed of 
by evaporation and ulti­
mately, land disposal of 
r e s id u e ,”  exp la ins 
Sweeten. “ This 50 percent 
reduction figure is corro­
borated boto by Hydra­
sieve tests with prolate 
and by earlier experiments 
with coumaphos cattle 
dip.”

Extension agricultural 
engineers at Texas A&M 
University have developed

I a blueprint on how to 
install a Hydrasieve and 
pump assembly adjacent 
to a cattle dipping vat. 
Copies of the plan are 
available at county Exten­
sion offices in Texas.

According to Sweeten, 
studies of other systems 
are being planned to 
determine if they will 
efficiently remove the fine 
solids that pass through 
the 0.02 inch mesh

Hydrasieve. “ Our goal is 
to develop systems that 
will allow the pesticide 
solution to be used for the 
full time for which it is 
registered (60 days for 
prolate and 120 days for 
coumaphos) before it has 
to be discarded,”  says the 
engineer. “ We are only 
about halfway toward 
reaching that goal now.”

Environmental impact 
statements never come to 
the point. They’re not 
intended to, of course, but 
it can still be exasperating 
to read 300-odd pages of 
typewritten pseudo-scienti­
fic jargon that always 
seems to be headed 
somewhere and invariably 
runs out of gas just before 
it gfts there.

What an EIS is officially 
supposed to do is state the 
facts and let others come 
to the conclusions. Unof­
ficially, o f course, the 
framers of various state­
ments often help lead the 
reader toward the conclu­

sions they’re intended to 
draw by emphasizing some 
points and playing down 
others. The other purpose 
(probably the original 
purpose, if the truth be 
known) of an EIS is to stall 
a project while at the same 
time making it appear that 
said project is rolling right 
along toward completion.

The recently-released 
EIS prepared on the 
federal animal damage 
control program probably 
fits the above description 
as well as any.

ADC has been under 
review for some time and

has been the subject of 
several voluminous re­
ports. The EIS has 
incorporated some of each 
of them.

The statement deals 
with several possible 
forms of animal damage 
control programs ranging 
from no control at all to 
considerably stepped up 
efforts. Unlike the pre­
vious reports, the EIS does 
not deal specifically with 
renewed use of toxic 
chemicals, at least not to a 
noticeable degree. This in 
itself is an indication that 
federal planners have iittie 
or no intention of allowmg

toxicant use in the
foreseeable future.

Or, it could mean that 
the framers of the EIS are 
doing a little freeland 
roadblocking—if toxicants 
are not reviewed in this 
statement they can later 
be stalled, regardless of 
anyone else’ s decisions to 
the contrary, until a
separate EIS is prepared 
including them.

Those subjects that are 
dealth with are generally 
evaluated on five points: 
impacts to the physical 
environment, impacts to 
the biological environ­
ment, impacts to human

health and safety, impacts 
on the cultural environ­
mental and impacts on 
public attitudes. In some 
cases the federal reviewers 
even mention how their 
proposals will effect the 
economy, and they some­
times remember to make 
reference to favorable or 
•unfavorable impacts on the 
livestock industry.

Among the facts and 
figures presented in the 
statement are some rather 
interesting companisons 
between the actual ex­
pense of the current ADC 
program and its estimated 
savings in terms of

'livestock that would have 
been lost to predators had 
they gone unprotected. 
The federal ADC budget 
in 1977, notes the state­
ment, totaled less than 
$3.5 million. State and 
local funding added a little 
over $5 million more. 
That’s about what it costs 
to make a relatively 
moderate Hollywood movie 
these days, and consider­
ably less than the Depart­
ment of Health, Education 
and Welfare routinely 
misplaces between sunup 
and sunset on any given 
day.

What did the American

public get for its money? 
The EIS estimates that 
animal damage contol 
saves roughly 2.23 million 
sheep a year, or approxi­
mately $94 million worth 
of livestock saved for an 
$8 million investment. Not 
bad for a program that’ s 
being hobbled at every 
conceivable point and 
even deceided as wasteful 

' by those whose own lack 
of opportunity has made 
them vicious toward their 
productive counterparts.

These cost and benefit 
figures, by the way, do not 
appear side by side in the 
EIS; they are separated by

several pages of other 
facts and figures.

Where other conclusions 
are hinted at, they 
generally appear to favor 
keeping the ADC program 
roughly as is. Predator 
control proponents may 
read in a leaning toward 
less control, opponents of 
control may think they see 
a slight encouragement 
toward more control, but 
in the final analysis, the 
EIS is probably about as 
noncommittal as the su­
perbly non-committal In­
terior Department can 
make it.

Use of performance 
testing programs for heifer 
selection can mean more 
efficient beef production, 
believes Qint Langford, 
county agent with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service.

Performance testing has 
always been thought of as 
a tool to improve growth

rate, or rate of gain and 
feed efficiency. Informa­
tion on weaning weight, 
gain over 140 days of 
feeding, yearling weight 
and weight per day o f age 
have been used to select 
individuals for superior 
growth. That bulls select­
ing in this manner will sire 
calves with heavier wean-

Of course, replacement 
heifers should not be 
selected on growth traits, 
emphasizes Clint. He 
gives these two reasons:

1. Almost 90 percent of 
the advance in improved 
growth rate for calves 
weaned from our beef

herds will come from 
selecting sires with super­
ior growth traits, while 
only 10 percent of the 
advance in growth rate 
would come from selecting 
heifers on growth traits.

2. We don’t keep 
mother cows to grow fast, 
but to reproduce and to 
provide milk. If the

primary function of a 
heifer is to reproduce, 
then she needs to be 
“ performance tested”  for 
reproductive ability.

A performance testing 
program to select heifers 
with a high reproductive 
rate calls for weighing 
heifers at weaning and 
sorting them into two or 
more groups to be fed to

reach a target weight at 
the start of breeding. 
Breed these heifers for a 
maximum of 45 days and 
then cull all heifers not 
pregnant. Heifers selected 
in this manner will have a 
higher reproductive rate in 
subsequent years of pro­
duction, contends the 
County Agent.

Performance testing for
•? ' t  *•' i  f

reproductive performance 
cannot be done effectively 
or efficiently by feeding a 
whole year’ s calf crop 
together. Fairly accurate 
information is available for 
most breeds on how heavy 
a 13 to 16 month-old heifer 
should be to reach 
puberty. Using these data, 
projections can be made 
on how heavy a heifer

should be at the start of 
the breeding season. Aver­
ages do not get the job 
done; each heifer needs to 
reach the target weight. 
Heifers too light will not 
reach puberty early while 
those too heavy have 
wasted feed dollars, ex­
plains Clint.

“ There’ s no such thing 
as a ‘ super breed’ , and 
there never will be,”  
explained Dr. Tom C. 
Cartwright, “ but crossings 
of breeds have made 
valuable contributions to 
the cattle indurtry. And, 
this practice will contin­
ue.”

Cartwright said that 
“ cattle cycles”  and rapid 
shifts from one type of 
animal demanded by the 
market, to another type, 
will not permit develop­
ment of such a breed.

Also, the myriad of 
conditions under which 
cattle are produced, 
changing almost from 
fence line to fence line.

and from rancher to 
rancher, prevent develop­
ment of a single breed to 
fulfill all reasons for all 
seasons.

“ A big advantage of 
crossbreeding is that a 
cattleman may produce 
within a year the type 
calves which bring top 
m a rk et p r i c e s , ”
Cartwright added, “ com­
pared with 25 years, or 
maybe more, to produce 
similar genetic changes 
when using only one 
breed.”

Cartwright assured that 
promotional schemes to 
cash in on higher prices of 
exotics--new blood-was not 
all bad, because bulls of 
mugh higher quality than 
most individual producers 
could afford were brought 
into the Southwest.

The association witness- 
es--all environmental ex­
perts—agreed that written 
rules administered by the 
Railroad Commision were 
needed to reduce uncer- 
tainity in the industry. 
They offered guidelines, 
which Buell described as 
“ tough enough to protect 
marine life in offshore and 
onshore waters, yet not so 
tough as to hamstring 
the production of oil and 
gas.”

Ed C. Sebesta, a waste 
water treatment specialist 
with Brown & Root, 
summarized a study con­
ducted by the Houston 
firm at the request of the 
industry. Present equip­
ment, knowledge and 
techniques make it possi­
ble for the industry to 
achieve a long-term aver­
age of 44 parts per million

of oil and grease in 
discharged waters with a 
daily maximum of 100 
parts per million over 98 
percent of the time, he 
said.

Dr. Fred Weiss of Shell 
D evelopm ent C o ., 
Houston, reported findings 
of a two-year study 
conducted by 25 scientists 
from universities along the 
Gulf Coast.

The study showed that 
produced water discharges 
have had little long-term 
detrimental effects on 
coastal and offshore envir­
onments. Also, cited 
Weiss, less than one 
percent of the oil found in 
the world’s oceans comes 
from waters discharged 
from oil and gas wells.

Hubert Qotworthy, 
Texaco Inc. engineer and 
environmental coordinator

at New Orleans, reported 
that EPA studies have 
confirmed industry-provid­
ed data on brines disposal 
and industry findings on 
treatment systems. He 
recommended that the 
Railroad Commission a- 
dopt EPA effluent limhat- 
tions and sampling techni­
ques.

John A. Queen of 
Houston, director of envir­
onmental affairs for Conti­
nental Oil Co.’ s North 
American production divi­
sion, pointed out the 
beneficial uses of produc­
ed water for domestic, 
municipal, livestock, recre­
ational and fish and 
wildlife purposes.

Queen described Conti­
nental Oil’ s experiences in 
Fayette County where 
produced water from three 
leases is treated before it 
flows to collections ponds.

built by the land owner.
“ Conoco has received 

letters fi»m the land 
owners and others,”  said 
Queen, “ requesting that 
the company continue to 
discharge the produced 
water to the surface for 
consumption by their live­
stock.”

“ Except for a small 
pond to collect rainwater 
runoff,”  Queen concluded, 
“ this discharge provides 
the only water available 
for the ranchers.”

T. Ed Griffith of 
Houston, environmental 
specialist for Getty Oil 
Co., submitted a corporate 
position statement recom­
mending the Commission 
require use of best 
practical control technol­
ogy (BPCTA) currently 
available to remove oil and 
grease from water produc­
ed in oilfield operations.

“ BPCTA for produced 
water discharged into 
marine receiving water 
bodies is 72 milligrams per 
liter maximum for any one 
day,”  reported Griffith. 
“ BCPTA for produced 
water discharged into 
fresh water bodies is 35 
milligrams per liter maxi­
mum.”

Griffith declared there 
has not been a single 
documented incident of 
permanent harm being 
caused to marine waters 
by brine discharged which 
contain no more than 100 
parts per million oil. The 
same is true for the 
discharges of essentially 
fresh produced water into 
fresh water surface 
waters, he added.

The Getty expert also 
maintained there has been 
no documented case where 
permanent harm to the

receiving water body has 
occurred as a result of 
normal discharges of drill 
cuttings, drilling fluids or 
treatment fluids or treat­
ment fluids that are free of 
mobile oil.

Seven other producing 
companies, through Austin 
or staff representatives, 
advised the hearing ex­
aminers that they concur­
red in the Texas Mid- 
Continent position and 
recommendation. They 
were Amoco Production, 
by Buell; Exxon Co., 
U.S.A., R .Q McGinnis; 
Cities Services Co., Mac 
Coker; Houston Oil & 
Minerals Corp., Howard 
Qark; Mitchell Energy

Sun Oil Co., J.T. Harris, 
and Phillips Petroleum 
Co., Joe Peacock.

Drilling Permit Applications Down
Applications for permits 

to drill oil and gas tests in 
Texas totaled 18,263 in the 
first 11 months of 1978, 
compared with 21,908 in 
the same period of 1977.

Applications to drill, 
deepen, plug back and for 
service wells in the 1978 
period amounted to 21,478 
against 25,462 in the 

i year-earlier period, the 
! Railroad Commission’ s Oil 
and Gas Division reported 
in a preliminary summary

The report showed 722 
applications to drill new oil 

I and gas tests were filed ' 
i from Nov. 16 through Nov.

30, 1978. Applications to 
drill oil and gas tests 
totaled 941 in the year- 
earlier period.

The report also showed 
21 oil discoveries and 39 
gas discoveries were com­
pleted in Texas in the 
Nov. 16-30 period.

Oil discoveries included 
six in the San Angelo 
area, five in West Central 
Texas, three each in the 
San Antonio and deep 
South Texas areas and one 
each in the Refugio, 
Midland, North Central 
Texas and North Texas 
areas.

Gas discoveries mcludea 
ten in West Central Texas, 
nine in deep South Texas, 
eight in Southwest Texas, 
three each in the Refugio 
and San Angelo areas, two 
in the Panhandle area and

one each in the San 
I Antonio, Midland, East 
Texas and North Texas 
areas.

The Oil and Gas 
Division listed 13,027 oil, 
gas or service well

completions in the first 11 
months o f 1978, up from 
11,920 a year ago.

There were 301 oil 
completions in the second' 
half o f November 1978 
againsf 294 in the same 
period last year. There

were 209 gas completions 
in the 1978 period against 
148 in the year-ago-period.

In the Nov. 16-30 
period, 119 exploratory 
and field tests wound up 
as dry holes.

•With the holiday season 
fast approaching, one 
thing we all seem to be 
short on is time. Here are 
some holiday foods 
are quick to make. They 
can be prepared ahead of 
time and placed in the 
refrigerator or freezer.

Sweet-Sonr Bits
1 10 oz. jar grape jelly 
1 6 oz. prepared mustard 
1 lb. package franks, cut 
in bite size pieces

In saucepan mix jelly 
and mustard and heat 
until hot. You may have 
enough jelly murtard mix 
to prepare a second batch 
of franks.

Spinach Dip
1 10 oz. pkg. chopped- 
frozen spinach
*/i cup chopped parsley
2 this, chopped onion 
1 tsp. salt
1 tsp. pepper (don t 
skimp)
Sour Cream or Mayon­
naise (about 1 cup)

Defrost spinach, drain 
but don’t cook. Combine 
all ingredients and mix

well. Use sour cream or 
mayonnaise sparingly to 
achieve desired consis­
tency of binding ingre­
dients together.

Serve with cauliflower, 
celery, carrots, green 
peppers, raw turnips or 
radishes.

Summer Sausage
2 lbs. hamburger meat 
(lean ground is best)
1 cup water
2 tbls. Mortpn’s Tender 
Quick***
IV i tbls. liquid smoke 
Pinch of salt 
V* tsp. garlic powder 
Vi tso. onion powder

well with hands, 
roll into small rolls, wrap 
in wax paper. Store in 
refrigerator for 24 hours. 
Remove and rewrap in 
foil. Bake in oven one hour 
at 15 minutes at 300® on 
broiler pan or rack to allow 
grease to drain out o f foil. 
Poke holes in foil with 
fork. Store in refrigerator 
and slice as needed.

***This should not be 
confused with a meat 
tenderizer, this is a

preservative.
Marinated Carrots

V* lb. carrots, peeled & 
sliced

3 T. white vinegar 
6 T. olive oil 
1 tsp. oregano
1 tsp. salt
Vi tsp. sugar 
% tsp. pepper 
Va cup chopped onion
2 T. diced pimento
Vi clove garlic, minced 

Wash drain carrots. 
Drop the carrots in boiling 
water for 1 minute and 
drain and immerse imme- 
idiately in iced water until 
completely chilled. Drain 
thoroughly. In a small 
'bowl, combine oil, vine­
gar, oregano, salt, sugar, 
and pepper. Mix well. Stir

in the onion, pimento and 
garlic. Spoon carrots and 
oil-vinegar mixture into a 
quart jar. Chill thoroughly 
before serving. (fresh 
mushrooms also work good 
in this.)

Peppermint Ice Creaih 
Cake

1 Angel Food Cake 
6 chocolate peppermint 
patties
1/8 tsp. peppermint ex­
tract
Vi cup nuts
1 half-gallon vanilla ice 
cream

Cut cake into 3 layers, 
crosswise. This is easy to

.% 'a
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do when you use 
electric knife. Chop up 
peppermint patties and 
nuts. Soften icec cream 
slightly and stir in candy, 
nuts, and peppermint 
extract. Spread thick layer 
of ice cream between cake 
layers and rebuild the 
cake. Cover top of cake 
with thick frosting of ice 
cream and keep in freezer 
until firm. This can be 
served straight from the 
freezer, no thawing is 
necessary.

Fruit Pizza
1 roll refrigerated sugar 
cookie dough

1 large 
cheese 
Vi cup sugar
fruit-orange sections, 
grapes, banana slices, 
cherries, strawberries, etc. 
coconut
chopped pecans

Slice sugar cookie dough 
as directed on package. 
Place on pizza pan, 
overlapping slices slightly. 
Bake according to direc­
tions. Mix cream cheese 
and sugar. When crust if 
cool, spread cream cheese 
mixture thoroughly over 
this. Arrange fruit on top. 
Sprinkle with coconut, 
pecans, etc.
