Anti-Gancer

A man-made anti-cancer
chemical has been design-
ed by a scientist at Texas
A&M University here to
control and possibly cure a
deadly type of cancer in
children that arises from a
primitive nerve cell that
never fully developed.

A pharmacologist, Dr.
Chung Y. Chiou who
contrived the new com-
pound, said it has com-
pletely cured neuroblas-
toma in mice in his
laboratory. His research
is supported by an
American Cancer Society
grant.

Dr. Chiou, who is
Professor and Head of the
Department of Pharma-

cology and Toxicology at .

the University, has com-
pleted animal studies with
his compound. designated
BrACh which stands for
‘‘bromoacetylcholine,”’ * a
combination  of. chemicals,
that are especially attract-
ed to the neuroblastoma
cell.

BrACh was man-made
to bind to a receptor on
the neuroblastoma cell
surface which normally
attracts a vitamin compon-
ent. Once the chemical
bond occurs, it is irrever-

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sible and this reaction
blocks the cancer cell’s
reproductive ability.

More than 40 per cent
of the mice with neuro-
blastoma treated with
BrACh were cured of their
cancers, Dr. Chiou report-
ed. They were treated
with
pound comparable to 10
milligram doses for child-
ren which, the scientist
said, should produce only
minor if any side effects in
human patients.

The deadly nerve cancer
which affects children,
usually 2 to 5 years of age,
develops from a primitive
cell that fails to complete
its transformation in to a
normal nerve cell for a
particular role in the
human system. During
the first few years of life,
the crude nerve cell is
subject to some unkown
stimulus that alters it fnto
a cancer cell.

Until now no cure has
been found for neuroblas-
toma. Dr. Chiou thinks
the clinical trails which
will start later this year
will find BrACh just as
effective in humans as it is
in mice.

Home Pecan Trees

Pecan trees can add
significantly to any home
landscape or home fruit
planting. However, spe-
cial attention should be
given to selecting disease-
resistant varieties, says a
plant pathologist with the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service.

“The principle disease
that Texas homeowners
have to control on pecans
is pecan scab,”’ points our
Dr. Jerral Johnson.
‘‘Pecan scab is caused by
a fungus. Once infection
occurs, small black spots
form on the shucks and
tree foliage. Heavily
infected pecans drop pre-

maturely or may be poorly
filled.”’

Trees infected with
pecan ‘scab early in the
season often becomes
severely defoliated, says
Johnson. This defoliation
can reduce the quality of
the current season’s pecan
crop and can also reduce
crops for the next two to
three years.

‘‘Pecans  with  their
many problems still repre-
sent a profitable part of
any home garden or fruit
planting,’”’ believes John-
son. ‘“The important
thing is to make the right
varity selection to help
insure your chance of
success.”’

Judge Decalres Aerial Hunting Law Worthless

A Montana district court
judge says the federal
aerial hunting law isn’t
worth the paper it’s
printed on, and neither is
almost any other federal
law regulating wildlife
_ within state boundaries.

He * didn’t  actually
phrase it that way, of
course--and it’s a good
thing, too, because any
given federal
printed on literally hun-
dreds of thousands of
sheets of paper, worth a

law is

small fortune in recycling
value alone. What U.S.
District ~ Court  Judge
James F. Battin actually
said was that the federal
government, except in a
very few still-uncertain
cases, cannot preempt the
rights of individual states
to manage their own
wildlife as they see fit.
His ruling arose out of a
case involving a trio of
Montana men hauled into
court for hunting coyotes
from an airplane. They
contended that the Air-

borne Hunting Act which
they were charged with
violating was in fact a
violation itself--of the 10th
Amendment of the U.S.
Constitution. That amend-
ment reserves to either the
states or private citizens
all powers not specifically
granted to the federal
government by the rest of
the Constitution. Nowhere
in the Constitution is the
federal government given
the authority to manage
wildlife within the sepa-
rate states. !

Battin agreed, and back-
ed up his position with
several pages of previous
legal decisions supporting
his view. Essentially the
only exceptions appear to
be in the case of federal
wildlife laws necessary to
comply with international
treaties, or in the case of
wildlife on federal lands.
Amusingly enough, how-
ever, the aerial hunting
ban as it stands today
apparently couldn’t even
be used in these instances
because its wording does

not restrict it to these
limited applications. A
law is either constitutional
or unconstitutional; it
can’t be ‘‘sorta’’ constitu-
tional, anymore than a
woman can be ‘‘sorta’’
pregnant or an injury can
be ‘‘sorta’’ fatal.

It would seem, then,
that predator hunters have
nothing to fear from the
aerial hunting ban in ‘the
future, but  this, ' in
practice, is not quite so.
First, each of the S0 states
has some form of such law

Texan Speaks

The Environmental Af-
fairs Committee of the
Texas House heard recent-
ly from one Texan, at
least, who has seen the
golden eagle from both a
sheepman’s and a scien-
tist’s point of view.

Rancher-biologist = Bob
Ramsey, Hunt, addressed
the committee during its
discussions on the propos-
ed Texas golden eagle
protection bill sponsored
by El Paso representative
Ronald Coleman.

Ramsey recalled hosting
an Audubon Magazine
representative on  his
ranch in 1977. At one
point, he told the legisla-

tors, he asked his guest
whether any of a number
of top-name professional
golfers could possibly have
a better grasp of playing
conditions on a particular
course than the local pro
who plays the course
daily.

His point, of course,
was that a livestock
producer is infinitely more
aware of conditions on his
land than a legislator,
regulator or self-proclaim-
ed environmental ‘‘ex-
pert”’ who may or may not
have ever set foot on the
place in his lifetime. An
obvious observation but

one apparently either not
grasped or not shared by
the Audubon man.

In his address, Ramsey
likened environmental
‘‘radicals’’ to coyotes. He
pointed out that ‘‘one
coyote, when he gets fully
wound up, can sound like
several.”’

He also told the Texas
lawmakers that the state’s
landowners are truly its
top conservationists,
having restored whitetail
deer, wild turkeys, prong-
horns and longhorn cattle
to levels untouched by
other states where govern-
mental ‘‘experts’’ control

itself and these are
unaffected by Battin’s
ruling.

Second, just declaring a
law unconstitutional
doesn’t get it wiped off
the books. Uvalde lawyer
Ken Nunley is working on
constitutional challenges to
both the aerial hunting law
and portions of the Eagle
Protection Act, and he has
a warning about the Battin
decision.

Nunley says the ruling
would make  excellent

or Go

much of the land.

Not only have Texas
landowners protected na-
tive wildlife, he added, but
they've even managed to
provide a restocking pool
for many of the world’s
endangered species. Ram-
sey noted that a group of
hill: country ranchers who
run exotic game along
with livestock and domes-
tice wildlife were able to
help restock the Blackbuck
antelope in Pakistan after
its almost total demise
during the India-Pakistan
“ war.

Ramsey went on to
outline scientific evidence

ammunition for a defense
attorney but will not in
itself prevent the feds
from taking someone to
court over aerial hunting.
Had Judge Battin issued
an injunction against en-
forcement of the law it
could not be used for
prosecution, but no such
injunction was called for
nor issued. Odds are the
feds would think twice
before bringing a charge
they know would be
thrown out later, but it
wouldn’t necessarily stop

of predator damage ‘in
general and eagle damage
in particular, then called
on the numerous ‘‘envi-
ronmental protection’ or-
ganizations to pool their
resources and attempt to
lease and operate a ranch
“‘in the heart of the sheep,
goat, eagle and coyote-
producing region of
Texas.”” He proposed that
these groups put into
practice all the imaginative
management methods they
would have stockmen
adopt in lieu of predator
control, then try to survive
for five years. If it
worked, he indicated,
ranchers would take up

them if they were deter-
mined to prosecute. Legal
expenses, court costs, bail
bonds and the like can
often be painful enough
even for a fellow who wins
in the end.

Nunley’s case will seek
injunctions and, if success-
ful, could put an end to at
least a couple of federal
laws designed to punish
stockmen for taking the
steps necessary to protect
their livestock and liveli-
hoods.

the strange methods, and
if it failed, the anit-control
forces could eat crow.

Ramsey ended his ad-
dress with a lengthy quote
from a 1936 edition of
Birds of America, edited
and contributed to by
several of the most
respected naturalists in
history. The passage
‘acknowledged eagle preda-
tion on livestock and noted
that, “‘it thus will be seen
that in one region the bird
should be protected and in
another kept in check.”

It was Ramsey’s basic
point that Texas falls into
the latter category.

Zinc Sprays Increase Pecan Yields

Beautiful pecan trees
and regular harvests of
high quality pecans begins
each spring with frequent
zinc sprays. Good foliage
is the secret to optimum
growth, healthy trees and
regular production. - Ma-
ture pecan trees can have
double the amount of
foliage with three or four
zinc sprays in April and
May. Leaves on mature
trees are full grown by
June, so spray early and
frequently. Young pecan
trees can grow six feet
instead of six inches in
one year if zinc is sprayed
onto the foliage eve

gaV®

to three weeks from April
until August. This is of
course in combination with
a good management
program.

There are two types of
zinc which can be used in
Texas, zinc sulfate or
NZN. Each is effective.
Commercial ~ pecan
ducers have used zinc
sulfate with good results
for over 40 years. Caution
will need to be used
however because zinc
sulfate can fill many types
of plants, so spray it only
onto pecan foliage.

-The commercial rates of
zinc for spraying pecan
foliage in Texas are 2
pounds of zinc sulfate or
1% quarts of NZN per 100
gallons water.

Other forms of zinc,
such as zinc chelates or
tree injectors, have been
tested but have not been
found to be an effective
source of zinc for pecans
in Texas.

Zinc is utilized by pecan
foliage for the manufac-
ture of a growth hormone
called indole-acetic-acid.
Without zinc and indole-
acetic-acid pecan growth is
greatly reduced.

There are over 600,000
acres of native pecan trees
in Texas. Yet strange as
it may seem pecans are
one of the few plants that
cannot absorb zinc from
the soil. Texas soils
frequently contain very
high levels of zinc but
because of the high pH
nature of alkaline soils a
high percentage of the soil
zinc is not soluble in the
soil water and is thus
unavailable to the pecan.
