Meals prices for the year were set

Mike Hudson with Congressman 

om Loeffler’s office in Washington 
called the Devil’s River News last 
Wednesday, saying the area repre­
sentative had been informed by 
Lynn Greenwalt of the U.S. Rsh and 
Wildlife sem ce that the proposed

designation of the Devil’s River 
Minnow as an endangered species 
had been ruled out.

The Fish and Wildlife Service, 
appareiotly actingjjpvoid of ^  tiie 
facts, bad made recommendations to

military and foreign affairs.
“ Each of our recent administra­

tions has contributed to a decline in 
our military preparedness and influ­
ence in foreign affairs,” Kearney 
said, “ but I finnly believe the Carter 
administration has accelerated this 
trend.”

“ Fortunately, I see more and more 
people at the grassroots level 
becoming more and more concern­
ed,” he added.

Kearney sited our current military 
imbalance with the Soviets, especial­
ly in the areas of career personnel 
and weapons procurement.

“The fundamental purpose of a 
strong military is to deter aggression 
then to previtil if determent fails,” 
he said.

Citing the Russian invasion of 
Afganistan, Kearney went on, “ If 
the Soviets decided right now to 
close off the Persian Gulf, it is very 
unlikely we could prevail.”

The shortage of career m ilita^ 
personnel, who are “ leaving in 
droves,” particularly concerned the 
former general, stating the military 
is currently short 70,000 non-com­
missioned officers and projections 
show the Air Force to be 3,5()0 pilots 
short next year.

“ The United States has twice the 
GNP of the Soviets, and with our 
allies, five times over,” Kearney 
smd. “ Our problem is not a lack of 
resources, but a lack of understand­
ing in these matters.”

Kearney concluded that much of 
the problem was not just one of 
material, but our ability to demon­
strate our will as was done in the 
Cuban missel crisis.

“ I just hope the situation will be 
rectified in November,” he con­
cluded.

In the newspaper business, advertising is our blood 
supply, our very life support. Although many in the 
public perceive a newspaper as just a place to read 
about the world around them and as a place to publicize 
their pet projects, a newspaper is every bit as much a 
business as a department store or a restaurant.

The newspaper is unique from other retail establish­
ments in that it must go out to solicit most of its 
business in the form of advertising. Just opening the 
door will do very little.

But retail stores do have their forms of solicitation, 
all bundled up in a package called merchandising.

Each store’s merchandising plan is different, 
varying to meet that business’ peculiar needs. 
Merchandising includes, but is not limited to the 
store’s location, items on display, indoor and outdoor 
signs and banners and the building of a reputation.

But one part of that merchandising plan that is either 
not utaized at all or at least underused is

jtt many businesses, advertising is not looked on as 
ly to merchandise, but as an expense. However, a 
:hant will never show another "expense” on his 
;s that can generate sales like advertising.
Ilions of dollars are spent each year on advertising 

in its various forms, but often small merchants say they 
are hifferent from the giant corporations. This is true 
-they simply aren’t as big. „ .

Perhaps because they are sinaller, they must 
coordinate their ad program more carefully with their 
merchandising, but advertising can affert their sales in 
just the same proportion as it does the industry giants 
when used effectively.

Advertising, judiciously planned, is the key to 
maximize profits for any business. Unfortunately, 
owners or managers of small businesses usually have to 
carry the burden of administration for the entire 
operation and advertising plans often get forgotten 
along the way.

Some people only believe in advertismg dunng a big 
sale and are often disappointed with the results. 
Advertising, like anything else in life, deserves and 
needs consistency to be effective. Advertising can be 
used to let the public know about new lines in stock, not 
just at a big sale. This consistent effort will pay 
dividends both short term and long term when the 
public begins to look for a message on a regular basis.

And for a business looking for an advertising 
medium, nothing else can compare with the newspaper 
in terms of cost effectiveness.

The large retail operations throughout the nation 
continue to use newspaper as their primary medium. 

Broadcast media are tooselective to reach the masses 
and although it has a sensational impact, its high cost 
prevents the use of detail that newspaper allows so 
readily.

And while most surveys show the effectiveness ot 
daily papers, their effect cannot be compared with that 
of the hometown weekly. While many readers look at 
only one section of the daily such as sports, society or 
business, nearly every small town weekly is read cover 
to cover because they contain news about the reader, 
his family, his friends, and events that affect him
directly. .

All this means the weekly newspaper is the most 
effective means for a merchant to move his inventory. 
And in these days of high inflation and tight money, 
who can afford to go any way but the one that does the 
most while costing the least.

PLAQUE POINTERS 
By Lonnie M. Pollard, D.D.S.

Plaque is probably the biggest cause of tooth 
and eventual loss. What is it-how dop we acquire it-an 
how do we control it!

Plaque is the sticky, practically colorless film that- 
builds continuously on the teeth. The main inhabitants 
of plaque are bacteria-one milligram of plaque can 
contain a half-billion bacteria. Bacteria ferment sugars 
in the mouth (why not to eat sweets), changing them to 
acids which then eat away at tooth enamel. “ Look, 
Ma-cavi(ies” .

As the plaque creeps below the gum line, it 
mineralizes and becomes razor-sharp deposits of tartar 
which is the catalyst of periodontal (or gum) disease-by 
far, the major cause of tooth loss in adults.

Plaque must be rem oved daily by “ proper” 
brushing and the use of dental floss. Have your dentist 
or hygienist show you how to do it properly.

The best way, if not the only way, to remove tartar 
and long- established plaque is to have a professional 

cleaning. But, remember, it will start to reform the very 
next day. The only one who can remove plaque 
regularly is you.

Sonora has been set for 
Sept. 24. All cooperators 
should deliver their ram- 
bouillet or finewool breeds 
on or before this date, while 
Oct. 22 has been set aside 
as the date for medium 
wool breeds.

The initial weigh day will 
be Oct. 15 for finewool 
breeds and Nov. 12 for 
medium wool rams.

The test, considered the 
major factor in upgrading 
the Rambouillet breed, is 
open to all breeds, and 
registration is not a 
requirement.

However, only registered 
rams born after Oct. 1, 1979 
are eligible for the Ameri­
can Rambouillet Sheep 
Breeders Association 
Registry of Merit Program.

No rams which show 
yearling teeth will be 
accepted. They will be 
checked by station per­
sonnel upon arrival.

The test will be on a 
self-sustaining basis. Due 
to the manner in which the 
feed will-be purchased, the 
Experiment Station will not

be , able to handle the 
financing. Fred Campbell 
will assume responsibility 
for handling the funds and 
purchasing feeds.

An initial deposit of $115 
per ram is required, and 
checks should be made 
payable to ‘‘Ram Test Ac­
count" (not the Experiment 
Station), and should be

mailed to Campbell at 
Mohair Council of America.

1 was in a super market 
not long ago and ran across 
a TAP display. Recently on 
a stroll through San 
Angelo’s Yunset Mall, 1 
came headon with a beauti­
ful TAP display.

Kenny Neal of Abilene is 
West Texas' TAP represen­
tative. Having grown up in 
the Texas Hill Country. 
Kenny knows mohair, 
pecans, beef, etc. Living in 
Abilene for many years 
now. he knows about cotton 
and farming.

And from Goldthwaite, 
.less and Madilon More­
land, are old hands and 
familar faces anywhere in 
South-Central and West 
Texas where-ever a TAP 
presentation is being con­
ducted. 1 ran into both of 
them in San Antonio and in 
Abilene during the West 
Texas Fair (and.that event 
is upcoming in September). 
Had a nice visit with them 
at Sunset Mall too.

All of this knowledge is 
basic for a TAP-person.

San Angelo is 
the wool capital of the 
world and Texas produces 
97 percent of the nation'.-, 
mohair.

Well, we could go on and 
on ...fo r example, the 
energy that keeps the 
yankees from freezing to 
death comes frorp the Lone 
Star State.

While. I was visiting with 
Kenny, along come .lohn 
Stevens and young son of 
Eden. So the three of us 
looked over the TAP booth 
with a section of fibers, 
another of grains, and the 
next stall had a beef roast 
cooking.

Back when we started the 
TAP program, Ed White- 
side had just joined the 
TDA in Livestock Market 
News Services with a new 
offiee at Produeers Auction 
in San Angelo. Ed went on 
to greener pastures to set­
tle in Austin as a depart­
ment head and is now 
retired. Many of us have 
been around long enough to 
remember when Ed was 
Concho County Extension 
Agent.

During the year, season­
al food seminars are given 
spotlighting Texas pro­
ducts. However, the year- 
round TAP program is car­
ried on throughout the state 
at the grocery stores and 
now in many new malls.

Well, this was not going 
to be an editorial but since 
it turned out to be, let me 
add: TAP and the folks who 
arc making it happen de­
serve our praise. The pro­
gram is the only govern­
ment promotion 1 have seen 
which definitely helps agri­
culture from the little man 
on up.

In July

A total of 34 permits for 
more than 102 miles in new 
pipelines were granted by 
the Kailroad Commission in 
July 1980, according to the 
RRC's Ad’ninistrative Ser­
vices Division.

Twenty-three of the per­
mits were for gathering 
pipelines and five were for 
trunk transmission lines. 
Six were for multi-purpose 
and other lines.

Twenty-eight of the- 
newly permitted pipelines 
will transport gas. two will 
move crude oil and con­
densates, and four are desi­
gnated for other materials.

Private pipelines acc­
ounted for all the permits.

In July. Southeast Texas 
led other area-, of the state 
with eight new permits.

deletion of the requirement 
that all “other sellers” 
formerly referred to as 
non-operators--be served 
with a copy of RRC Form 
F-1 and the Federal Energy 
Regulatory Commission 
Form-121 and be made a 
party to the NGPA pro­
ceeding.
“ Deletion of this require­
ment is proposed because it 
has caused confusion and 
cost in the past,” explained 
Buch.

Presently, an applicant 
for a gas well determination 
by the RRC musn provide 
copies of Form F-1 and 
FERC Form-121 to the 
purchaser of the subject 
well's gas. as well as 
“ other sellers” who sell the 
gas under a contract sep­
arate from the operator's 
contract.

This requirement often 
results in service lists of 
200 or more parties in the 
processing of some app­

lications. Buch related.

L ivestock Producers 
May Receive Help 

During Drought
Livestock Producers may 

receive three cents per 
pound of hay or other feed 
grain equivalent in cost 
share payments to help 
maintain their livestock op­
erations through the cur­
rent drought period, 
Howard W. Hjort, director 
of economics, policy analy­
sis and budget of the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture 
announced Aug.ll.

Such assistance had been 
two cents per pound.

By law, cost-share pay­
ments cannot exceed 50 
percent of the cost of the 
feed. Today's adjustment 
reflects this year's stronger 
prices for hay and other 
feeds.

The emergency livestock 
feed program provides pay­
ments to eligible livestock 
owners to cover a portion of

the cost of feed purctiaseo 
to replace feed that normal­
ly would be produced on 
the farm had no natural 
disaster taken place.

Producers may apply for 
assistance at local USDA 
Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Service 
offices.

Although the Emergency 
Feed Program feeding per­
iod expired May 31 in 
Sutton County and to daté 
has not been reinstated, it 
is an ongoing program and 
producers who feel that 
their pastures have suffer­
ed a 40 percent or more loss 
due to drought and who are 
now having to feed above 
normal for this period may 
come to the ASCS Office 
and file an application for 
consideration.

Dr. Joe Andrews, super­
intendent of Sonora schools 
has sent the following letter 
to residents of the school 
district informing them of 
the regulation for free or 
reduced-price lunches.

“ The Sonora Indepen­
dent School District serves 
nutritious meals every 
school day. Students in 
grades K-5 may buy lunch 
for 60 cents and breakfast 
for 50 cents. Extra milk is 7 
cents for all students.”

“ Children from families 
whose income is at or below 
levels shown on the attach­
ed scale are eligible for free 
or reduced-price meals. If 
the children are eligible for 
free meals, they are eligible 
for free extra milk. The 
reduced price for lunch is 
10 cents and for breakfast 
10 cents. If your income is 
greater than those shown, 
but you have unusually 
high medical bills, shelter 
costs in excess of 30 per­
cent of your income, special 
education expenses due to 
the mental or physical 
condition of a child, or 
disaster or casually losses, 
your children may still be 
eligible.”

“The school children of 
parents or guardians who 
become unemployed are 
eligible for free or reduced- 
price meals and free milk 
during the period of un­
employment, provided that 
the loss of income causes 
the family income during 
the period of unemploy­
ment to be at or below the 
levels shown on the scale.”

“To apply at any time 
during the year for free 
meals and free milk or 
reduced-price meals for 
your children, complete the 
attached application and 
return it to the school. The 
information given on the 
application is confidential 
and will be used for only 
the purpose of determining 
eligibility for free meals 
and milk or reduced-price 
meals. Within ten days of 
receiving your application, 
the school will let you know 
whether or not your child­

ren are eligible. If you do 
not agree with the school’s 
decision, you have the right 
to a fair hearing. This can 
be • done by calling or 
writing Dr. Joe R. Andrews 
807 S. Concho, Sonora, 
Texas, 387-2220.”

“ In certain cases foster 
children are eligible for 
these benefits. If you have 
foster children living with 
you and wish to apply for 
such meals and milk for 
them, please notify us or 
indicate it on the applica­
tion.”

“ All children are treated 
the same regardless of 
ability to pay. In the 
operation of child feeding 
programs, no child will be 
discrim inated against 
because of race, sex, color, 
or national origin.”

“ If we can be of further 
assistance or if your family 
size or income changes 
during the year, please 
contact us.”

The letter also contains a 
chart showing income 
breaks for family sizes that 
qualify for the program.

A one-member family 
qualifies for free meals with 
an income of $0-5,230 and 
reduced meals at $5,230- 
8,150.

A two-member family 
qualifies on ranges of $0- 
6,900 and $6,900-10,760, 
while a three-member 
family qualifies on ranges 
of $0-8,580 and $8,580- 
13,380.

A four-member family 
qualifies at $0-10,250 and 
$10,250-15,990, whUe a five 
member family qualifies at 
$0-11,930 and $11,930- 
18,600.

A six-member family 
qualifies at $0-13,600 and 
$13,600-21,220, a seven- 
member family qualifies at 
$0-15,280 and $15,280- 
23,830 and an eight- 
member family qualifies at 
$0-16,950 and $16,950- 
26,440.

For each additional 
family member, an income 
.'-lowanceof $1,680is made 
for free meals and $2,61' 
for reduced price meals.
