Decontrol Means
Taxes For Texas

State Comptroller Bob
Bullock Wednesday said
President Reagan’s early
decontrol of crude oil prices
could mean up to $150
million more in state tax
revenue this year.

Bullock said Reagan’s
decision to speed up the
decontrol of crude oil prices
instead of waiting until
October 1, to allow existing
law to take off controls, will
immediately hike up the
price of domestic oil.

The state collects a 4.6
percent tax on the market
value of oil produced in the
state and Bullock said the
crude oil production tax will
produce about $3.1 billion
in revenue during the
state’s 1982-83 budget
period.

Bullock estimated that
most of the money the state
will earn from early decon-
trol will be taken in this

fiscal year and that amount
will push up the state’s
$568 million surplus by
whatever is collected before
August 31.

He said he would not
formally revise his revenue
estimate to the Legislature
until more precise data
becomes available.

Federal decontrols of
propane and gasoline will
not earn the state extra
income, Bullock said.

The easing of controls on
these petroleum products is
likely to be met with con-
sumer resistance because
prices can be expected to
g0 up.

If Texans use fewer gal-
lons of gasoline or propane,
tne state will collect less in
taxes on these products, he
said.

He said the decontrol
impact on propane and
gasoline would probably be
minimal.

State Land Gas
Sale Approved

Two Midland-based pro-
ducers have won Railroad
Commission authorization
to sell gas from leases on
West Texas public lands for
ultimate use outside of the
state.

The sales, supported by
the General Land Office
and the University of Texas
System, involve some 1.2
billion cubic feet of estimat-
ed gas reserves in Crockett
and Winkler Counties.
Neither area municipalities
nor other intrastate mar-
kets indicated any desire to
purchase the gas, the Com-
mission was advised.

Authority to make the
sales was granted William
E. Hendon Jr. and Robert
Wynne during the weeklly
conference on Oil and Gas
Division matters. Texas
statute requires that the
Railroad Commission re-
view and approve applica-
tions to sell gas from Texas
public lands for use in other
states.

Sales of such gas are
authorized through the
granting of exception to the
Commission’s Statewide
Rule 69.

Planting into a well-pre-
pared seedbed is essential.

‘‘Preparing a good seed-
bed on abandoned cropland
is possible without undue
expense, but on rangeland
it’s a different story,”’ says

method of seedbed pre-
paration on brush infested
rangeland.”’

Bitterweed Warning Issued

1981 looks like a bonus
year for poisonous range
plants. ‘‘Due to last year’s
dry summer followed by a
wet fall, all conditions point
to generally a bonus year
for poison plants in Texas,”’

says Dr, Allen McGinty of
Fort Stockton, area range
specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M Univer-
sity System.

Bitterweed in the
Edwards Plateau and loco,
garbancillo, rayless golden-
rod and threadleaf ground-
sel in the Trans-Pecos re-
gion of Texas have already

been reported causing live-
stock losses this year, note
McGinty. So he cautions
ranchers to become aware
of the problem and to take
steps to reduce further
livestock losses.

‘“‘Ranchers - should be
familiar with and be able to
identify common poisonous
plants that occur in their
pastures. They should also
be familiar with symptoms
of poisoning in livestock,”’

points out McGinty, ‘‘Local
county Extension agents,
veterinarians and Exten-
sion range specialists can
provide assistance to ranch-
ers in this effort.”

As soon as animal begin
to show signs of poisoning,
they should be moved im-
mediately to pastures free
from poisonous plants and
treated by a veterinarian.

If no pasture is available
that is free from poison
plants, ranchers may need
to control weeds with chem-
ical or mechanical methods.
Caution should be used fol-

lowing chemical control
methods since some poi-
sonous plants become more
palatable to grazing ani-
mals following herbicide
use.

‘““Most problems with
poisonous plants occur dur-
ing winter and early spring
when  desirable warm-
season forage plants aré

dormant and cool-season
toxic plants are lush and
green,”’ explains the spe-
cialist, ‘‘During these peri-
ods, livestock will easily
switch to poisonous plants

to attempt to obtain a
higher nutritional plane for
their diet and to obtain
some green vegetative mat-
ter.

‘“Proper  supplemental
feeding that meets ‘the
nutritional requirements of
grazing animals and pro-
vides green plant material
in the form of pelleted
alfalfa can significantly re-
duce poisonous plant pro-
blems during this time,’’
contends McGinty.

In general, solid range
management techniques of-
fer the best prevention of
livestock losses due to
poisonous plants,. he em-

phasizes. Use of a planned
grazing system that allows
for periodic rest of pastures
during the growing season
can increase the quantity
and vigor of desirable for-
ages. This enables such
plants to be more competi-
tive with less desirable
poisonous plants, reducing
their availability to grazing
animals.

Grazing systems that
concentrate a large number
of livestock in a single area
may have extra benefits in
that the amount of poi-
sonous plant material avai-
lable to a single animal is
reduced.

McGinty advises ranch-
ers to be extremely cau-
tious when importing cattle
from other areas of the
state or country to a range
containing poisonous plants
unfamiliar to these ani-
mals. Such animals  will
more easily consume toxic
plants compared to animals
raised in that same area.

‘‘Poisonous plants are a
natural part of most Texas
rangelands and will always
be available to some extent
to grazing animals. With
sound range management
practices, livestock losses
can be kept to a mini-
mum,’’ believes McGinty.
