: Loeffler Introduces Lamb
Import Quota Legislation

Rep. Tom Loeffler, (R-Tex), today
introducted legislation to curb the
flow of imported lamb into the
United States.

The bill is designed to correct the
oversight created when this import-
ant commodity was omitted from
current meat import restrictions.

‘‘This legislation will provide pro-
tection for both the consumer and
the producer of lamb by assuring an
adequate supply of domestic lamb
meat at a fair price while maintain-
ing the stability of our international
lamb trade,’’ Loeffler said.

Loeffler said sheep producers in
\this country have suffered ‘‘a steady
and serious decline in their herds’’ in
recent years, dropping from a high of
50 million head in 1950 to about 12
million in 1978.

The decline has resulted in direct
competition between importers and
domestic producers, creating an
excess supply in a relatively small
market, Loeffler said.

“In addition, unlabeled foreign
lamb meat is sold in many stores

alongside fresh domestic lamb,”
Loeffler said. ‘““The American
consumer is not always afforded the
opportunity to choose between the
imported product and the usually
more fresh domestic lamb.
Therefore, the bill also authorizes
the Secretary of the Treasury to

provide for the labelling of all
imported lamb meat to the best
extent possible.’’

Cosponsors of the bill include
Texas Democrats Kent Hance and
Charlie Stenholm, and Republicans
John Rousselot of California and Joe
Skeen of New Mexico.

Land Bank Reaches
*1 Billion Loans

There is no superstition
at the Federal Intermediate
Credit Bank of Texas.
Friday, March  13th
marked the FICB reaching
one billion dollars in loans
outstanding to Texas farm-
ers, ranchers and commer-
cial fishermen.

The bank, a part of the
Farmm Credit System, pro-
vides money to 30 member-
owned lending cooperatives
called Production Credit
Associations, as well as to
18 other financing institu-
tions such as Agricultural
Credit Corporations and
Commercial Banks. Any
Money provided by the
Federal Intermediate Cred-
it Bank must be loaned to
Agricultural Producers. or
agriculturally oriented bus-
inesses.

While this marks the first
time in the 60 years history
that the FICB of Texas has
had a billion dollars in loans
outstanding at one time,
the bank made more than
$2.3 billion in total loans
during 1980.

Jack H. Barton, presi-
dent of the FICB of Texas
said ‘‘It has taken us sixty
years to reach the billion
dollar outstanding mile-
stone, but it says some-
thing about Texas agri-
culture that with sound,
agressive growth plans, we
expect to reach our second
billion within five years.”’

The system is second
only to the federal govern-
ment in the amount of
money it uses from the
money markets.

slowdown is likely as early
as 1984, speculates Uvacek.

““In fact, expansion could
be so rapid that over-pro-
duction problems might
again plague the cattle
industry by 1985 or ‘86,”
he points out. !

Sen. Pete Snelson

Introduces Four
Education bills

Four bills affecting high-
er education in Texas were
introduced Wednesday in
the Texas Senate by Sena-
tor Pete Snelson, Chairman
of the Education Commit-
tee.

Three of the proposals
introduced by Snelson re-
flect recommendations of
the ‘‘101 Committee’’
which studies the financing
of higher education during
the past two years.

The ‘101 Committee’’
recommendations included
a proposal to increase col-
lege tuition and to utilize
the increase for the creation
of a college building fund.

‘‘Although I was not a
member of the committee, I
believe that its work should
be considered by this ses-
sion of the Legislature,”
said Snelson. ‘‘I anticipate
that there will be major
changes in the bills as a
result of committee hear-
ings.”’

The fourth proposal is an
attempt to resolve the mat-
ter of funding for major
capital improvements and
construction at institutions
of higher education. It has
been a major issue since
the constitutional convent-
ion of 1974. Introduced as a
proposed amendment to
the Texas constitution, SJR
46 would expand the Perm-
anent University Fund to
include schools in the Uni-
versity of Texas and Texas
A&M systems for con-
struction funds and would
N broaden the current pro-
vision in the Texas Consti-
tution regarding college
construction funds to in-
clude all other institutions
of higher education. The
amendment also would re-
duce the presently author-
ized 10-cent state ad val--
orem tax to 3 cents.

Regarding the proposed
tuition increase, Snelson
said that he believes with
the financial crunch facing
the state, it is imperative
that we explore all possible
¢ | sources of revenue. Since
higher education is seeking
major increases in funding,
it is proper that we examine
the relationship of student
costs and taxpayer costs.

.The Senator noted that
tuition did not increase sig
nificantly from 1957 to
1971, when the flat rate of
$50 per semester was
changed to $4.00 per sem-
ester credit hour for resi-
dents and from $200 per
semester to $4C; per sem-
ester credit hour for non-re-
sidents.

Although student fees
have increased since 1957,
Texas is one of the four
least expensive states in
Total charges to resident
students attending public
institutions.

He pointed to
fewer federal .rules and
regulations, deregulated
prices, and increased ex-
ploration and drilling activ-

PBPA Report

The cost of drilling and
equipping U.S. wells went
up 23 percent in 1979 and
probably more than that in
1980. Sixteen billion dol-
lars were spent in 1979 at
an average cost of $67.70 a
foot. Again, the 1980
figures are expeceted to be
much higher when they are
totalled up.

The depletion allowance
is a tax deduction produc-
ers of all extractive miner-
als receive because their
product is not replaceable.
It ‘is also considered the
equivalent of business de-
preciation and serves as an
incentive to drill for more
oil. The depletion allow-
ance is 20 percent this year
and is scheduled to be
lowered to 15 percent by
1984.

ities resulting in oil and gas
being produced from re-
servoirs proviously believ-
ed depleted of economically
recoverable reserves. A
good example is the Gid-
dings field, which is now
producing 80,000 barrels of
oil per day. Three years
ago there was virtually no
production from the field.

Nugent said the Railroad
Commission received more
than 7,300 well permit ap-
plications the first two
months of 1981, a pace of
180 per working day. ‘‘If
this pace continues, we will
have 44,000 by year’s end,
up over S0 percent from
1979,”’ he pointed out.

As a word of caution, the
energy chairman told major
oil company representa-
tives that “‘optimism won't
replace rolling up your
sleeves, getting about the
job and staying with it.”’

REDISCOVERING AMERICA’S ECONOMIC GENIUS:
MATTER OF REDEFINING GOVERNMENT'S ROLE

No country on the face of the earth possesses the economic
potential or the industrial might of the United States. But for too
many years, we have allowed government to define our economy’s
limits, shape its direction and decide on how best it should
allocate its resources.

The Reagan Administration has taken some bold steps to break
with this treadmill of government regulation, taxation and
interference, which 'has brought our economy’s producnve
capacity to almost a total standstill.

The package consists of four key elements: (1) an immediate,
deep, and sustained reduction in the growth of Federal expendi-
tures, (2) an across-the-board reduction in taxes for both
in(lividuals and business, (3) a reduction in costly, needless
re; julation, and (4) and a moderate, predictable rate of growth in
th | Nation’s money supply to slow inflationary pressures.
