Among convention highlights Na­
tional Wool Growers Assn, board 
chairman Don Meike, Kaycee, Wyo., 
announced that NWGA is pressing 
for countervailing import duties 
against wool from Argentina and 

^  Uruguay.
*  Meike said the South American 

wool has hurt the domestic medium- 
wool market substantially and has 
done so by virtue of unfair and illegal 
export subsidies. The U.S. sheep 
industry fought New Zealand to a 
successful stand last year over its 
subsidized lamb meat imports. The 
down-under exporter was forced to 
agree to end its lamb subsidies and 
to contribute to a generic lamb 

A  advertising program here in the 
^  States.

Other marketing-related topics: 
Marketing committee members 

suggested that mohair producers 
hold off as long as possible on fall kid 
shearing rather than face discounts 
on kid hair less than four inches in 
length. Sheepmen were urged to 
sort sheep for uniformity prior to fall 
shearing rather than expect proper 
table grading on the shorter lengths 
and also to follow traditional shear- 

^  ing-time custom rather than attempt 
^  to out-guess the sluggish market, 

particularly on shorter wools. 
Committee chairman Robert Pfluger 
warned against the growing practice 
of using a particular type of greasy 
marking chalk originally intended for 
use on cattle bloodtested for brucel­
losis. Wool companies, he said, 
have complained that the mdre 
durable chalk will not scour out.

The tax and labor committee took 
^  a stand-off attitiide toward the 
«9 concept of flat-rate income taxation, 

noting that they were yet not fully 
versed enough to accept it. They did

turn thumbs-down on such a tax 
system should it be imposed on gross 
income without regard to normal 
business expenses.

Ben Sims, Paint Rock, chaired a 
special water committee which re­
commended local control over water 
issues rather than dictation from 
either state or federal government. 
The committee also recommended 
that water-tight areas solve their 
problems at their own expense 
instead of expecting everyone else to 
foot the bill.

The natural resources committee 
heard a number of experts discuss 
prescribed burning as a range im­
provement tool. State SCS biologists 
Frank Sprague, Temple, said proper­
ly handled fire can not only improve 
range composition but also freshen 
and improve wildlife forage and 
cover.

San Angelo Extension Center 
range specialist Dr. Darrell Ueckert 
said burning can extend the useful 
life of chaining on mesquite and in at 
least one case reduced prickly pear 
canopy 80 percent.

The Association passed only one 
policy resolution this year, a recom­
mendation that wool producers sup­
port the promotional deduction refer­
endum coming up soon. If passed 
the deduction would be four cents 
per pound on marketed wool and 20 
cents per hundredweight on the sale 
of unshorn lambs.

T. Earwood Memorial Award in 
recognition of her work for the 
industry from I.W. Terry, TS&GRA 
president. Dr. Charles W. Livings­

The difference between 
“effective” and “efficient” 
ranch management may 
seem razor thin at first 
glance. After all, both 
terms are normally used 
interchangeably.

However, being efficient 
isn’t necessarily being ef­
fective, points out Dr. Larry 
White, Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service range 
specialist. By examining 
their financial statements 
and other such criteria, a 
rancher can quickly deter­
mine into which category 
he currently fits.

“The effective ranch 
manager makes the most of

his time, energies, «nd 
available resources and has 
more positive results to 
show for it,” White ex­
plains. “Efficiency is im­
portant but effectiveness is 
far more essential since it 
determines the priority of 
activities the rancher un­
dertakes to maximize pro­
fit.

“Effective Ranch Man­
agement” is also the un­
derlying theme of this 
year’s International Ran­
chers Roundup (I.R.R.), 
the single largest assembly 
of industry experts in the 
Southwest. It will be held 
August 10-12 in Del Rio.

Over 100 ranching ex­
perts from Australia, Mexi­
co and the U.S. will be 
sharing their expertise in 
effective ranching opera­
tions during the three days 
of clinics geared to helping 
ranchers improve and pre­
serve their livelihood.

During the energy crun­
ch. Sonora experienced 
such a boom that its popu­
lation increased 100 per­
cent from 1970-1980 ac- 
.'ording to the 1980 preli­

minary census reports, al­
though a lack of adequate 
housing facilities has slow­
ed down the growth by a 
large margin. Several pri­
vate groups have made 
arrangements to build, or 
complete some recent hous­
ing developments.

As Sonora grew so did its 
popularity, in 1960 a won­
der tourist attraction was 
opened, called the Caverns 
of Sonora. This happening 
created the beginning of 
Sonora’s third major indus­
try, tourism. The caverns 
entrance, which is 8 miles 
west of Sonora, leads to 
what experts of Geology 
says is “ the most exquisite­
ly beautiful cave and forma­
tions in the world’’. Thou­
sands of visitors tour this 
underground heaven each 
year. The opening of the 
new sections of the cavern 
in 1979 has increased the 
popularity of the tours even 
more.

The completion of inter­
state Highway 10 in 1975 
and the proximity of Sonora 
to Mexico are also impor­
tant factors of our tourism. 
Sonora is also served by the 
United States Highway 277 
which connects Sonora to 
Del Rio and Mexico, and 
also connects Sonora to San 
Angelo which in term is 
connected to the Texas

Pan-Handle.
Sutton County is further 

aided in tourism by its 
abundance of wildlife. Each 
hunting season brings a 
swarm of outside hunters to 
our area to test their skill 
with the great populations 
of white-tail deer, turkey, 
quail, and the javelinc hog.

Texas in general and 
Sonora in particular have a 
strong business atm os­
phere, one that continually 
promotes growth and pros­
perity with a minimum of 
government taxation and 
interference.

The unemployment rate 
is very low and has been 
lower here in Sonora. With 
the abundance of oilfield 
related jobs there is usually 
no trouble finding a good 
place to work.

Shopping? Well you’ll 
have no problem in finding 
a good place to do your 
shopping. A five minute 
drive will put you in the 
comfort of any store that 
you wish to patronize here 
in Sonora.

The residents here in 
Sonora believe in our town 
and we’re sure that it won’t 
take you long to understand 
why.

The Oevil Provides County 
With News Since 1890

On October 18, 1890, the 
first issue of Sonora and 
Sutton County’s news­
paper, the Devil’s River 
News, was printed, filled 
with stock news, social 
events and outright brag­
ging-.

Mike Murphy, who 
started the newspaper and 
served as publisher until 
his death in 1922, invited 
people on the front page to

"Come to the Stockman’s 
Paradise.’’

Boosting his home 
county and town, Murphy 

w ^ e  on..."Sutton County

as a grazing country cannot 
be equalled in the United 
States and as for sheep, we 
draw the line at nowhere, 
even for fruits and small 
grains, a trial will prove 
that it is equal to the best. ’ ’

The D e ^  has continued

in operation since that day 
in 1890 and is the oldest 
continuously operated busi­
ness in Sutton County and 
in this period of 91 years, 
has had only ten owners.

The “Devil”  which start­
ed out as a four-page, once 
a week newspaper, still 
boasts of the same folksy.

homespun news as it did in
the early days.

Now publishing from ten 
to twenty pages, the Devil 
also supplies Sutton County 
with its commercial print­
ing needs, servicing busi-.

Ft. McKavett Depicts 
Texas History

Located 40 miles north of 
Sonora is the Fort Mc­
Kavett state historic site, 
located just over the line 

into Menard County at the 
headwaters of the San Saba 
River. ^

Fort McKavett, one of a 
foe of army posts across 
West Texas in pioneer 
days, was an active post 
from 1852 to 1883, except

during the Civil War.
Other forts in this line 

included Fort Terrett, now 
in rums near the Kimble 
County line, and Fort Con­
cho near San Angelo.

The Texas parks people 
have completed an inter­
pretive exhibit which 
features photos, illustra­
tions, diagrams and some 
200 artifacts.

Restored stone buildings 
at the fort include the 
hospital, barracks, head­
quarters,. bakery and 
school. Restoration on 
seven sets of officers quar­
ters is underway.

There are no overnight 
facilities at the Fort Mc­
Kavett park, but a picnic 
area is provided.

nation against randie^, 
but merely: a result of.

the availability of water.

Sheep, goats and cattle 
virtually sums up the scope 
of agriculture in Sutton 
County.

But for at least one man, 
the scope has taken on a 
much adder horizon.

Herbert Reids runs the 
usual mox of sheep, goats 
and cattle on his six-section 
ranch, but in addition has 
15,000 chickens and 120 
acres of irrigated pasture.

Fields a Sonora native, 
returned in 1948 and went 
into the retail feed busi­
ness. A feed salesman 
urged him to give the 

chicken business a t ^ ,  and 
in 1955 he built his first 
house with 1,000 laying 
hens.

Before that time, fields 
said about all the chickens 
in the county were “back­
yard flocks” that people 

fix their own supply.

Not only was the opera­
tion an innovation for Sut­
ton County, it was some- 

^thing new for 1 exas. Fields 
began his operation as a 
cage hen setup where hens 
are kept in cages instead of 
on the floor. Although the 
cage-type operation was 
not really new, it was for
Texas and his was defini­
tely one of the first, if not 
the first of its kind in the 
State.

“There was alittle bit of 
information out on it when 
we started out, but a lot of 
things had to be learned by 
trial and error,” Field said. 
“We made a lot of mistakes 
along the way, but there 
were just too many things 
we didn’t know.”

Fields also said he had to 
pay for doing something 
new in more ways than just 
the mistakes.

“ Since we were one of 
the first in the state, my 
phone rang so much those 
first few years that I 
couldn’t hardly get my 
other work done,” he said. 
“ People would drive 800 or 
900 n^es just to take a look 
at the operation.”

Reids said the cage hen

concept originally stated in 
Hawaii, moved to the West 
Coast, then jumped to the 
east Coast and gradually 
filled in between.

He said a lot of changes 
had taken place since he 
first started 26 years aeo. 
At that time he had only 
one house wi^h about 1,000 
hens, one to a c^ e .
He now has four houses 

with 15,000 hens and the 
number of hens per cage 
has evolved from the origi­
nal one up to two and now 
three.

Other changes include 
the criteria for cuiling non­
productive hens.
“We used to cull any 
individual hen that didn’t 
have at least 50 percent egg 
production,” he said. “We 
have found out that al­
though a hen may not 
produce 50 percent one 
month, she may come back 
after that and have 60-65 
percent production for 
three or four months.”

Reids said they now 
judge by the entire house of 
chickens and sell them all 
when the entire house 
drops below 50 percent 
although they might hang 
on a little longer if market

prices are high at the time.
The whole house is also 

sold after it has been laying 
for 14 months, no matter 
what the circumstances.

"We’ve had some years 
where we’ve done real well 
and others like last year 
when we just didn’t make 
any profit,” Fields went on. 

“The costs of production 
are the big problem: there 
are a lot of big outfits in 
trouble and a lot have gone 

out of business.”
“ Feed used to cost $75- 

85 a ton and now its from 
$225 to $230 a ton,” he 

explained. “ Our cartons
cost us 13/4 cents each and 
now they’re 63/4 cents.” 

“ I’m in something of an
enviable position in that 
I m one of the few small 
producers still left in the 

state,” Fields said. "The 
problem most of them have 
faced is that they have to 
sell to a wholesaler while I 
deal directly with the 
stores. When you sell to a 
wholesaler outfit, they are 
going to pay the lowest 
possible price which makes 
it-hard to make any kind of 
profit.”

He said although the 
cage egg was much bally- 
hooed as a superior egg 
years ago and even brought 
as much as a 10 cent 
premium over other eggs, 

“ an egg is still an egg-to a 
point.”

“There is very little diffe­
rence in eggs, but the 
handling and care of them 
between the hen house and 
the store is what makes the 
difference,” he said.

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Sonora’s Residents Provided With Town History
Tke town of Sonora pre­

sents the story of a com­
munity with a unique his­
tory and potential for a 
dynamic future.

Sonora, as the rest of the 
Edwards Plateau, was 
rather late in developing. 
Most of the early settlers 
were sheepherders who 
drifted in from the east and 
drifted back as the grass 
supply ran low.

The area was not readily 
adaptable for the other 
livestock because of the 
lack of water and the fact 
that they could not survive 
on the moisture found in 
plants as sheep could.

The drilling of water 
wells in the late 1880’s was 
probably the most signifi­
cant reason for the migra­
tion of permanent settlers 
to the area.

Thè fact that most wells 
were cf limited capacity 
combined with a miscon­
ception of most ranchers 
that cattle would not sur­
vive on well water stalled 
their advancement into the 
area.

Luckily, a dramatic price 
rise due to a heavy demand 
for Texas beef in northern 
markets gave a boom to the 
area’s growth.

It was around one of 
these wells that the town of 
Sonora was built. Charlie 
Adams in his book, “ Fortv

ts . ^

ana.

Years A Fool” , says that 
Sonora was founded when 
he decided that the well he 
had drilled cost too much 
and in order to break even 
he would have to sell lots 
and start a town.

The citpis beginnings 
proved to be one of its more 
embarrassing moments^ 
Adams said he filed 
section of school lane, 
made payments, and he 
began selling lots -  on land 
that actually belonged to a 
New York firm.

For the next two years, 
Adams sold lots and the 
town grew steadily. At this 
point, the mistake was dis­
covered and there was 
nothing the citizens .of 
Sonora could do but to pitch 
h ^ ^ d  try to buy the town

A trip was made to New 
York where the owning firm 
suspected the land must 
have • some extraordinary 
value or why would anyone 
try to buy it? So the New 
York firm decided to re­
serve everything under the 
surface. By the terms of 
the contract, Sonora had 
actually cut itself off from 
its water supply!

Lot sales ended until 
1890. At this time, R.W. 
Callahan went to New York 
and for $640 secured two 
deeds to Section 85 from 
Edward Tracy and the es-

tate of James Russel. The 
deeds, dated May 17, 1890, 
declare “ full rights, no 
restrictions-underground 
or otherwise.”

Adams’ wife reserved 
the right of naming the 
town after a faithful em­
ployee from the state of 
Sonora in Mexico.

Sutton County had just 
been formed three years 
before when the Texas 
legislature passed and act 
creating Sutton and Schlei­
cher counties out of Crock­
ett County. The county was 
named for Col. John S. 
Sutton who lost his life in a 
battle during Sibley’s ex-

pedition. Sutton County 
encompasses 1,500 square 
miles of territory and com­
pares favorably in size with 
several states.

At the time of its settle­
ment, the area was blanket­
ed with high grass and the 
mesquite and other brush 
that now covers the terrain

was nowhere to be seen.
However, a combination 

of heavy overgrazing and 
droughts that hit in the 
1910’s and 1930’s caused 
irreparable harm to the 
range and made an opening 
for the spread of less 
palatable plants and bitter- 
weed.

Also the group has estab­
lished a scholarship fund to 
give to a deserving Mexi- 
can-American.

Research, much of which 

is a direct product of the 
local experiment station, 
has helped ranchers cope 
with, many of the problen;is 
they have faced.

The determination of the 
ranchers to overcome 
hardships has established 
Sutton County as one of the 

fSstiiBal ufgcMMlIare 
ers, and the wool and 
mohair produced here is 
considered by experts to be 
the finest in the world.

Although agriculture 
continues to be a dominant 
factor in Sonora’s economy, 
for the past decade it has 
taken at least a temporary 
back seat to the natural gas 
boom.

The energy crisis which 
threw the rest of the nation 
into a sharp recession 
proved to be a blessing for 
Sonora. It had been known 
for a long time that gas 
existed in Sonora. In fact, 
oil drilling is recorded as 
early as the 1890’s in 
Sutton County.

But the wells in the 
county were low producers 
and it had never really been 
economically feasible to 
begin an extensive drilluig 
program.

The energy crisis and the 
sudden demand for natural 
gas changed all that.

Production and drilling 
companies poured into the 
area. Service companies 
and related industries fol­
lowed quickly, and by 1975, 
the population had 
doubled.

Sonora field so that some 
rigs have been stacked. 
Yet the outlook for the 
future of the industry re­
mains bright. Oil and gas 
are non-renewable re ­
sources that will be used for 
many years in the future. 
The outlook by most major 
production companies calls 
for a drilling program that 
will extend well into the 
21st Century.

Sonora’s third major 
source of income is our 
tourism. The Caverns of 
Sonora, acclaimed by the 
National Speleological So­
ciety as the most beautiful 
cave in the world, have 
played an important role in 
this.

Its services cover the full 
range of banking activities. 
Loans of all description and 
thrift plans are offered.

The Sutton County Na­
tional Bank charter has 
been issued to a group of 
Sutton County business­
men and ranchmen to form 
a new mational bank under 
the auspices of the Del Rio 
Bank and Trust, a West 
Texas Holding Company.
It is expected that the 
directorate of the new bank

will be made up of local 
men and women and that 
the combined resources of 
the local and the parent 
bank will have resources 
adequate to meet most local 
needs.

Sonora has two savings 
associations. San Angelo 
Savings has been in the 
West Texas market for 
many years. In 1980 Heart 
O’ Texas Savings of San 
Saba entered the market.

Financing resources are 
not lacking in the communi­
ty.

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Experiment Station Valuabie 
Asset to Ranchers
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Established in 1915 by a 
group of Edwards Plateau 
ranchers, the Texas Ranch 
Experim ent Station has 
time and time again proved 
an invaluable asset to live­
stock owners.

Now known as the Texas 
A&M Experiment Station, 
funds to establish the So­
nora facility were gener­
ated by a $10,000 state 
appropriation with another 
$8,000 donated by ranchers

and businessmen in Sutton 
and Edwards counties.

Encompassing a five- 
section spread, the facili­
ties are locatred on the 
Sonora-Rocksprings high­
way.

The accomplishments of 
the station are almost too 
numerous to mention.

The experiment station 
determined the cause of 
bighead in sheep and 
goats. Prevention mea­
sures were established thus

accompanying one ot tne 
primary objectives in the 
establishment of the sta­
tion.

A soremouth vaccine was 
developed for sheep- a 
development that has saved 
millions of dollars for sheep 
producers.

An extension study of 
livestock diseases has been 
made.

Also included are inten­
sive studies of livestock

parasites and their control, 
particularly stomach worms 
tapeworms, and lice.

Poison plants in Texas 
were the subject of another 
extensive study.

In cooperation mth ram 
breeders in the Edwards 
Plateau and other areas 
ram potency tests were 
developed.

Another important study 
now underway includes the 
problems of animal nutri­
tion.

In 1948 following a reso­
lution by the Texas Sheep 
and Goat Raisers Associ­
ation, a range research 
project was initiated.

Due to the grave deter­
ioration of the range on the 
Edwards Plateau this study 
was direly needed.

It was through this study, 
that Dr. Leo Merrill and his 
associates at the experi­
ment station have received 
their greatest recognition-

on a state, national and 
international basis.

R epresentatives from 
over 40 foreign countries 
and practically every state 
west of the Mississippi 
have visited to observe the 
project first-hand.

The study has also 
served as a model for the 
range research projects all 
over the western United 
States.

Sonora’s Rich History
Horse Racing Was Important

' (Ed. Note: Although the 
old racetrack has now been 
converted to the rodeo 
arena at the Sutton County 
Community Park, racing 
was an integral part of the 
community for many years. 
The following story is from 
the Aug. 19.

Long has the story been 
told that the horse racing ta 
Sonora began the day thé 
second horse came. An'''

in fact, organized horse 
racing had its beginnings in 

‘Sonora before the county 
■ itself was organized.

Quarter horse racing hw 
been a popular sport in 
Sonora since 1887.

Although the first of 
these races were held at the 
present site of the race 
track, the track itself had 
had several locations 
throughout Sonora, each 
time moving farther and 
farther out of town as the

residential section began to 
grow.

Racing continued to be 
one of Sonora’s favorite 
sports and gained added 
popularity in 1941 when 
construction of the present 
track began. The late Joe 
Berger, .Sonora ranchman, 
sold the track land to the 
Park Association at a very 
low cost. ,

Those Sonorans who are

given particular credit for 
the building of the track 
include Bryan Hunt, 
Howard Espy, Tom Espy, 
Willie Miers, Miers Saveli 
and dozens of others. It is 
said that these men used 
definite insight in building 
the stands at an angle so 
that the spectators could 
see all of each race.

1 The financing of the 
Sonora Park and Horse 
Show Association is set up

on a community operation 
basis. There is no personal 
profit involved and every­
one helps to do the work 
and the planning.

The Park Association,- 
responsible for putting oh 
the annual two-weekend 
Spring Race Meet and 
several horse shows 
throughout the year, is said 
to have a unique fianancial 
arrangement in that shares

are sold in a non-profit 
organization. If there is 
any profit made, it is put 
back into the treasury and 
used toward bettering the 
race track or Park Associ­
ation.

The Spring Race Meet, 
featuring the West Texas 
Quarter Horse Futurity and 
other exciting events, is an 
important event each year 
m Sonora drawing racing 
fans from throughout 
Texas.

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Caverns Of Sonora:
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“W orld’s Most Beautiful”
(Editor’s Note: The
Caverns of Sonora have 
become known thronghont 
the world for their awe­
inspiring beauty and are 
directly responsible for the 
impact tourism has had on 
the economy of Sonora.
The following story is par­
tially reprinted &om the 
August 19, 1965 Diamond 
Jubilee Edition of the 
Devil. }

West of Sonora the land 
is piled in hummocks of 
rough limestone fringed 
with thorny mesquite 
brush.

Under the harsh rocks 
and thorny mesquites,. 
water quietly dripped over 
a delicate honey-colored 
butterfly, diamond-like 
crystals, icicles and whim­
sical helectites-all of lime­
stone.

Indians on ponies must 
have ridden these hills 
during the mild, pleasant 
winters and during the 
summers long ago when 
the sun went down from a 
clear blue sky, just as it 
does now. _

And then the ranchers 
came herding their sheep 
that grazed on the hills.

Looking across the hills, 
these people must have 
seen a country that was 
filled with grandeur but not 
elegance; with breath­
taking spaciousness, but 
intimate loveliness.

Deep in the earth. Nature 
had etched a cavern and 
decorated almost every 
square inch of it with jewels 
and chandeliers. And then, 
with a sense of humor, she 
left one clue to her handi­
work—an obstacle. A 
seemingly impossible pit.

The Caverns of Sonora, 
sometimes called May­
field’s Cave, were known of 
for some 40 years prior ta  
opening to the public.-

However, they were 
known only in the form of a 
small cave with an eight- 
i nch  d r o p -  t h r o  ugh
entrance.

It was not until 1955 that 
the Caverns began to take 
on the dimensions by which 
they are now recognized. It 
was in June of that year 
that the Abilene Grotto (a 
chapter of a speleological 
society) made a ten-day 
caving trip into Sutton 
County.

The members explored

Mayfield’s Cave, and when 
they came to the end of 
their route at the pit, they 
didn’t turn back as many 
before them had done.

They noticed a small 
opening which had pre­
viously gone undetected. 
After examining the open­
ing, they decided that they 
could go no further.

The location and descrip­
tion of Mayfield’s Cave was 
given to the Dallas Spe­
leological Society, and it is 
to the members of this 
group that the full credit for 
the discovery of the new 
part of Mayfield Cave is 
given.

In 1955, on Labor Day 
weekend, the Dallas group 
made a weekend trip into 
the Edwards-Suttpn County 
area.

Sunday morning they 
headed for Mayfield Cave 
although, when they arrived 
on the Mayfield Ranch, 
they could not find the 
entrance to the cave.

Finally, they were assis­
ted to the entrance by one 
of Mayfield’s ranch hands 
it is well understandable 
that this group could not 
find the small entrance, for

it was surrounded with 
mesquite.

The group then exam­
ined the old part of the cave 
as others before them had 
done time and time again. 
Jack Prince, however, was 
not -satisfied with ending 
the exploration at the pit of 
the room.

When an attempt to 
scale the wall of the pit 
failed, he attacked from the 
now famous ledge.

After his announcement 
that the passage appeared 
to continue, the rest of the 
group inched their way 
across “ Devil’s Delight.”

The discovery marked 
the beginning of a series of 
explorations that proved to 
find a beautiful, active

The formation-filled cave 
has since been acclaimed 
by the National Speleo­
logical Society as the most 
beautiful cave in the world.

ttttttttt
In June o f 1979, an 

additional 2,000 feet o f 
trails were opened. Jack 
Burch and Richard Doak,

cavern experts, worked for 
eleven months to open this 
new part which contains

some o f the most beautiful 
formations ever seen by 
man.

The original entrance to 
the cave, which contains 
mainly dead formations, 
was passed-by and the old 
exit was transfored to the 
new entrance.

A tunnel of 70 feet was 
blasted so that a loop could 
be made to connect two 
passageways, preventing 
backtracking in the new 
section.

There are approximately 
100 million new helectite 
formations growing out of 
the walls in every shape 
and size imagineable.. Soda 
straws in the new section, 
thin, hollow calcite crystals 
growing out of the ceiling, 
are much better quality 
than the ones previously 
seen by the public. Some 
are up to six feet long.

The new tour includes 
the Christmas Tree Room, 
characterized by large 
Christmas tree-like forma­
tions.

The Sentry Room has a 
very large, lone stalagmite 
rising from the floor o f the 
cave.

The Lake Room contains 
Halo Lake. This is a crystal 
clear lake that Miss Wool o f 
1962 was lowered into. A 
short promotional movie 
was made with her swim­
ming in the seven-foot deep 
pool in a woolen swimsuit.

A t the Hall o f Giants, 
there are huge whtie 
columns, and the Little 
Lower Room passes under­
neath the Red Top Forma­
tion, a part o f the original 
tour. This part o f the tour 
is 150 feet underground.

Going through Turkey 
Head AUey, the visitor will 
see many helectite forma­
tions that truly look like 
turkey heads.

But perhaps the most 
exciting spectacle in the 
cave is the Butterfly Forma­
tion. The only one o f its 
kind in known existance, 
the Butterfly is a perfect 
crystalline butterfly light­
ing peacefully upon the 
cavern wall.

The entire tour takes one 
and one-half hours and 
includes both the original 
and new parts of the 
Caverns o f Sonora. They 
are a real treat that should 
not be missed by anyone.

Sutton County Not Always Peaceful
In its earliest years, 

Sonora experienced trouble 
with bands of surrounding 
Indians. In fact, the Co­
manche Trail, the path of 
the Comanches for raids of 
horses and captives ran 
right through Sonora and 
on down into Mexico.

Today, however, the only 
signs of the “ Indian 
troubles” of the past can be 
seen in the forts that were 
built across West Texas to 
protect the settlers.

Fort McKavett, probably 
the best-known to Sonora 
residents, lies 40 miles to

the east and is a- state 
historic site. Located at teh 
headwaters of the San Saba 
river, just over the Menard 
County line, it was one of a 
line of army posts that 
stretched across West 
Texas. Except for a few 
years during the Civil War, 
the fort was active from 
1852 to 1883.

Fort McKavett has been 
partially restored by the 
Texas parks people who 
have also done an interpre­
tive exhibit of photographs, 
diagrams of the old fort.

illustrations, and some 200 
artifacts. The old hospital, 
barracks, headquarters, 
bakery, school, and offi­
cers’ quarters have been 
restored to their original 
state and a picnic area has 
been added for visitors.

Fort Lancaster, 60 miles 
to the west, and Fort Ter- 
rett, which is now in ruins 
near the Kimble County 
line, also served as protec­
tion for pioneers and 
stationed calvary troops.

The city of San Angelo 
owes its establishment to 
Fort Concho, located 60

miles to the north. And 
although troops are no 
longer stationed there, the 
fort has been pain.stakingly 
restored and is open to the 
general public. Many 
exhibits and artifacts are 
available and on display.

All four of these sur­
rounding forts contributed 
to the taming of the West 
Texas frontier. They re­
main today as striking 
reminders of an important 
aspect of the pioneer days 
and of Sonora’s earliest 
beginnings.

As you can tell, last year 
was a busy and productive 
year for the Sonora Cham­
ber, and 1982 promises to 
be another exciting year in 
the growth and develop­
ment of Sonora and Sutton 
County.
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Texas Ranch
Experimental Station ' Bounty Officials
Established in 1915 by a 

group of Edwards Plateau 
ranchers, the Texas Ranch 
Experiment Station has 
time and time again proved 
an invaluable asset to live­
stock owners.

Now known as the Texas 
A&M Experiment Station, 
funds to establish the So­
nora facility were gen­
erated by a $10,000 state 
appropriation and another 
$8,000 donated by ranchers 
and businessmen in Sutton 
and Edwards counties.

Encompassing a five- 
section spread, the facili­
ties are located on the 
Sonora-Rocksprings high­
way.

The accomplishments of 
the station are almost too 
numerous to mention.

The experiment station 
determined the cause of 
bighead in sheep and 
goats. Prevention mea­
sures were established, 
thus accompanying one of 
the primary objéctives of 
the station.

A soremouth vaccine was 
developed for sheep— a 
development that has saved 
millions of dollars for sheep 
producers.

An extension study of 
livestock diseases has been 
made.

Also included are inten­
sive studies of livestock

parasites ana ineir control, 
particularly stomach worms 
tapeworms, and lice.

Poison plants in Texas 
were the subject of another ■ 
extensive study.

In cooperation with ram 
breeders in the Edwards 
Plateau and other areas, 
ram potency tests were 
developed.

Another important study 
underway includes the 
problems of animal nutri­
tion.

In 1948, following a re­
solution by the Texas Sheep 
and Goat Raisers Asso­
ciation, a range research 
project was initiated.

Due to the grave deter­
ioration of the range of the 
Edwards Plateau this study 
was direly needed.

It was through this study, 
that Dr. Leo Merrill and his 
associates at the experi­
ment station have received 
their greatest recognition- 
on a state, national, and 
International basis.

R epresentatives from 
over 40 countries'and prac­
tically every state west of 
the Mississippi have visited 
to obserbe the project first­
hand.

The study has also 
served as a model for the 
range research projects all 
over the western United 
States.

Donated by the Berger 
family for the purpose of an 
airport, the field was bdilt 
almost entirely through 
local donations of time, 
money, and materials.

The airport then had 
3,900 feet of runway, but 
was shortened to 3,860 with

750 feet of overrun because 
has complete control over 
the airport now.

Members of the board 
are Gay Copeland, chair­
man; Rosemary Matthews, 
secretary; Bill Morriss, Bob 
of the construction ot 
IH-10.

A new taxiway was built 
three years ago at the 
facility and the runway was 
resurfaced two years ago.

The Airport Authority

serves as an advisory board 
for the City Council which 
Carruthers, and Doyle 
Morgan.

Ernie Bud is the airport 
Manager.

The subject of relocating 
and building a new airport 
has been discussed quite a 
bit during the last few 
years. This is mainly due to 
the length of the runway 
and the safety factor of both 
a p p r o a c h i n g  a i r c r a f t

coming in through the hills 
and taking off over a pop­
ulated area.

Having as much as 90 
percent of a new facility 
financed through grants, 
from the Texas Aero­
nautical Commission and 
Federal Aviation Admini­
stration is also a possibility.

“ Because of the huge 
cost involved, no matter 
who’s footing the bill, the 
board has been reluctant to

start any plans on building 
a new airport,’’ Morgan 
said. “ However, if Sonora 
continues to grow, it is

inevitable that we will have 
to have a new airport 
sometime in the future.’’ 

Morgan said the board 
serves strictly in an ad­
visory capacity to the City 
Council and the main pur­
pose of the board is to

maintain the facility for the 
use of local people who use

it and commuters who fly in 
either on oilfield business 
or for hunting in the fall.

He also said the board is 
currently working on set­
ting up a continuous main­
tenance program.

School D is tric t Senior Citizens Have Modern Services
The Sonora Independent 

School District employs 
approximately 150 people 
to provide an educational 
program for 1350 children.

The instructional pro­
gram, which includes acad­
emic and vocational cour­
ses, is accredited by both 
the Texas Education Agen­
cy and the Southern Associ­
ation of Secondary Schools.

The instructional pro­
gram is housed in four 
schools; Central Elemen­
tary (K-2), Middle School 
(3-5),Junior High (6-8) and 
High School (9-12).

Sonora participates in 
8AAA U.I.L. competition

and has a modern athletic 
stadium including an all- 
weather track and six ten­
nis courts. ^

The extra-curricular 
activity has produced state 
championship football 
teams and first , division 
bands. The school also 
sponsors an annuals speech, 
meet that attracts 25 
schools from the surround­
ing area.

The number ,of senior 
centers has greavn rapidly 
throughout. this country 
since the initial develop­
ments of the early 1940’s.

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Health Facilities 
in Sonora

Sonora -is fortunate to 
have a. hospital, nursing 
home, two doctors and a 
dentist to provide medical 
caret to its citizens. Recent 
purchases at the hospital 
include a second ambu­
lance and the installation of 
two-way communication 
between both ambulances 
and the Hospifal. Also 
new is a 20 AKW emer­
gency power system repla­
cing the 5 AKW^system.

Hudspeth Memorial has 
thè distinction of being the 
smallest hospital in the 
United States to buy the 
$90,000 Dupont Automatic 
Clinical Analyzer, a 
machine which will, when 
fully activated, perform 60 
different medical tests. 
Another recent addition to 
the hospital’s equipment is 
the $80,000 Picker X-Ray 
machine. The Datascope 
MD3 Defibulator and heart 
monitoring machine are 
also new purchases. A 
Burroughs 380 computer 
was also added to help vyith 
billing..

Currently, the 21-bed

hospital is remodeling by 
painting, dropping ceilings,
and adding new light fix­
tures. A new sprinkling 
system has also been 
added.

Hudspeth Memorial Hos 
pital was partially funded 
by Roy Hudspeth in 
memory of his wife, Lillian. 
The citizens of Sutton Co. 
matched his donation in 
1947. Hudspeth died in 
1948 and left a large portion 
of his estate to Lillian M. 
Hudspeth Memorial Hos­
pital.

The hospital opened on 
July 1, 1951. and was said 
at the time to be the finest 
structure of its type in 
Texas.

There is no resident 
physician at the hospital 
and no one doctor is in 
charge. Any member doc­
