Secretary of Agriculture 

John R. Block announced 
the final conservation pro­
gram this week as a result 
of the Soil and Water 
Conservation Resources 
Act (RCA) of 1977.

Virgil Polocek, district 
conservationist for the 
USDA Soil Conservation 
Service at Sonora, said the 
Secretary told 13 Mid­
western governors that 
“ state and local govern­
ment must take greater 
initiatives in soil and water 
conservation especially as 
we struggle in Washington 
to hold down the growth of 
Federal spending.”

Other features of the 
Secretary’s blueprint for 
action include;

A national conservation 
strategy that focuses on 
solving two priority needs. 
First priority is to combat 
soil erosion in high-produc­
tion farm areas. Second 
priority is water problems, 
with water conservation the 
goal in the arid West and

The summer of 1982 may 
be the worst year yet for 
fleas in Texas - and dog and 
cat owners need to be 
aware of some safe, effec­
tive steps that can be taken 
to help control these irk­
some parasites.

“ Dipping or spraying 
your pet is not enough. 
Treating the premises, your 
house and yard, and keep­
ing your pet within the area 
that has been treated, are 
just as important,” said Dr. 
Fred Soifer, president of 
the Texas Veterinary Medi­
cal Association (TVMA).

While dogs and cats are 
the main hosts for these

parasites, fleas actually 
spend most of their lifespan 
off of the pet. So treatment 
of the premises is neces­
sary, advises Soifer, a com­
panion animal practitioner 
from Houston.

Three major reasons for 
the especially heavy infes­
tation of fleas this year are 
the weather, a mild winter 
followed by a rainy spring 
and hot, humid summer. 
Products that had been safe 
and effective for killing 
fleas no longer seem to do 
the job - the fleas develop a 
resistance to some formerly 
effective pesticides. Popu­
lation increases have added

Scratching is the first 

obvious signal your pet has 
fleas. Pet owners’ should 
also watch for skin inflam­
mation or bald spots. The 
fleas’ saliva can cause a 
severe allergic reaction, re­
sulting in extreme itching, 
scratching and chewing of 
the skin that may persist 
for up to two weeks after 
the death of the fleas. 
Fleas are carriers of tape­
worms, and many animals 
with flea infestations will 
have tapeworms.

Kittens, puppies and 
small dogs are more easily 
made anemic be;cjuse of 
their size. Thes'e’ small 
animals may become so 
anemic that they require a

preferably the granular 
form. A commercial pest 
control individual may also 
be consulted.

Veterinarians in some 
parts of Texas are presc''.b- j 
ing a systemic insecticide - 
a liquid or tablet that is 
given by mouth and absorb­
ed by the system. Thsi is 
no panacea, said Soifer. 
The systemic insecticide is 
not effective unless the 
premises are controlled and 
is not effective on animals 
that are flea-bite sensitive.

“ The key to flea control 
is still regular treatment of 
the pet and premises,” 
reminds Soifer.

Flea collars are not 
enough, and in some cases 
if not used properly are 
more harmful to péts than 
helpful. “ Don’t forget the 
improper use of flea and 
tick products can kill ani­
mals, so read the product 
label carefully,” Soifer 
said.

The best method for con­
trolling fleas varies from 
one part of the state to the 
other, and proper flea con­
trol measures differ from 
animal to animal. It is 
advisable to contact your 
veterinarian for individual 
flea control measures for 
your pet and premises.

In the home, foggers that 
kill not only the adult but 
the larvae as well are 
available. Yards must be 
treated with a pesticide.

“N o l" To W ithholding
Proposals to withhold an automatic percentage of interest and 

dividend income have been defeated seven times by the Congress 
since 1941. On July 23, however, the United States Senate, by a 
margin of four votes, approved the current proposal to withhold 
lOI'b of interest and dividend income as part of a tax package 
designed to reduce the Federal deficit for fiscal year 1983 by some 
$20 billion. The entire tax package is currentiy being considered 
by a joint Senate-House Conference Committee.

In order to understand the conference proceedings, it is worth­
while to review the Senate debate on the withholding proposal.

Those who favored the withholding proposal argued;
• Withholding of unearned income, interest and dividends, is 

no different from withholding of earned income, wages and 
salaries. It is not a tax, it is only a collection device, designed to 
ensure that every American pay his fair share of taxes, honestly 
and accurately.

• Since there are exemptions for the elderly, for those on fixed 
income and for small financial institutions, the proposal will not 
create burdens for those who live on their interest and dividend 
payments or for those small banks which do not have the computer 
capacity to handle withholding easily.

• The proposal will, according to the Treasury Department, 
raise $4.3 billion in fiscal year 1983 alone. This means that there is 
$4.3 billion worth of tax “ ignoring” going on at present. It also 
means the withholding proposal will lower the Federal deficit by 
$4.3 billion.

• The Congressional Budget Resolution called for $20 billion in 
new revenue to reduce the sky-rocketing Federal deficit for fiscal 
year 1983. If the $4.3 billion is not raised in withholding on 
interest and dividends, it may be raised in other ways, perhaps by 
taxing royalty income, by increased gasoline taxes, or by other 
energy-related taxes.

Those who opposed the withholding proposal countered with 
these arguments:

• While withholding of unearned income may only be a collec­
tion device, it still amounts to forcing honest taxpayers to give the 
Federal Government an “ interest-free” loan, preventing tax­
payers from gaining compounded interest on their interest and 
dividend payments.

• Despite the exemptions in the legislation, the elderly and 
those on fixed income will still be burdened by having to file the 
necessary exemption paperwork. Further, even in this age of 
computers and sophisticated electronic banking, there will be 
enormous start-up costs and paperwork for financial and 
corporate institutions of all sizes. Institutions will be forced to 
pass on these additional costs directly to savers and investors in 
the form of lower interest payments and smaller dividends, or in 
the form of higher interest charges to borrowers.

• While there may be an increase in the Federal deficit if the 
withholding proposal is defeated, there would be an equally 
adverse effect on our economic recovery if $4.3 billion is removed 
from savings and the economy in general.

• We must reduce the deficit by reducing Federal spending, no 
by increasing taxes, especially during these recessionary times

As I reflect, and as I weigh the arguments, I shall oppose thi 
current proposal on withholding of interest and dividend incomi 
as steadfastly as I opposed a similar Carter proposal during m; 
first term in Congress. My bottom line is simple. Right now, eaci 
and every American who receives interest and dividend income 
receives a form 1099 annually, stating the total amounts received 
An identical 1099 is filed with the IRS. If the IRS is not payinj 
any attention to the 1099s, then there is no reason for financial in 
stitutions to be forced to comply with the additional paperworl 
burden. It seems clear to me that if there is indeed $4.3 billioi 
worth of tax avoidance going on, it is simply incumbent on thi 
IRS to do a better job of processing and matching those 109' 
forms. The IRS should certainly be able to catch dishonesty 
without imposing an incredible burden on those Americans wh( 
honestly pay their fair share of taxes on their investment income

For three and one half years, J have spoken often about ou 
bankrupt policies of “ tax and tax, spend and spend.” It make 
absolutely no sense to me, therefore, to even think about a pro 
posal to withhold a percentage of interest and dividend income o 
to raise taxes to reduce our deficit when we have done almos 
nothing to date to reduce Federal spending. In my mind, we mus 
reduce Federal spending significantly before we ever consider th 
possibility of raising taxes.

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More moms working today
Mom’s attitude about her 

work away from home has a 
major effect on her child­
ren’s views toward it, says 
Diane Welch, a family life 
education specialist.

“ When mothers feel 
good about their work out­
side the home, the effect on 
their children is more likely 
to be positive,” the special­
ist says.

Welch is with the Home 
Economics Program of the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, The Texas 
A&M University System.

Of course, many factors 
affect children’s social and 
psychological adjustment to 
Mom working outside the 
home, but her attitude is 
significant, Welch notes. 
MORE MOMS WORKING 

TODAY
For the first time in 

history, a majority of Amer­
ican women are in the labor 
force, Welch says.

Statistically more than 
half of all Texas mothers 
with school age children are 
employed. Of mothers with 
children under six the fig­
ure is only a bit lower--40 
percent are employed out­
side the home.

“ This dramatic social 
change has created concern 
among researchers and the 
general public—many are 
asking, "W hat’s happen­
ing to the children?” Welch 
says.

Some of “ what’s happen­
ing” has been documented 
by studies that focus on 
children’s thoughts about 
their mothers working.

Finding from these stu­
dies provide insight into 
needs of families in which 
the mother works outside 
the home, Welch says.

These family needs also

suggest guidelines for par­
ents, she adds.

Here are the guidelines:
1. Mothers, share your 

work with the family. 
Children who have some 
information about their 
mother’s employment are 
more likely to understand 
it.

Mothers can help child­
ren gain understanding by 
talking over their jobs with 
the children, taking the 
children to places of em­
ployment When feasible 
and introducing the child­
ren to people “ Mom works 
with.”

2. Mothers, consider the 
adjustments your children 
must make. When Mom 
works outside the home, 
the whole family has to 
adjust routines, schedules 
and responsibilities.

Complaints sometimes 
voiced by children of work­
ing mothers include these:

“ We miss out on all the 
fun.”

“ We have too many 
househo ld  re s p o n s ib il­
ities.”

“ We miss not having 
Mom at home when we

return from school.”
Complaints can be avoid­

ed when mothers commun­
icate with children about 
routines and responsibil­
ities, Welch says.

As children mature, they 
recognize the contribution 
they make to the balance of 
home and work life, the 
specialist says.

3. Mothers, assure your 
children of your primary 
interest in them. Children 
of working mothers need to 
know they still are a pri­
mary in terest, Welch 
stresses.

To increase children’s 
sense of security, take time 
to listen when they talk' 
about the days activities 
and about “just things.” 
Also, “ be around” when 
possible.

Make sure that job de­
mands are not all consum­
ing of your time. In the 
work world, naturally, peak 
periods of job demands do 
occur. Children can accept 
these times better when job 
demands in general are not 
all-consuming of Mom’s 
time, Welch says.

Finally, there is a kind of

cycle about mothers’ and 
children’s attitudes, Welch 
says.

“ The better a Mom 
views her work, the better 
her children will feel about 
how that work personally 
affects them-and the more 
likely they are to think of 
Mom’s job itself In favor­
able terms.

Wallace urges natural gas deregulation
£ The nation’s natural gas 
^ark e t is being seriously 
^damaged by certain federal 
Senergy policies and steps 
:!niust be taken quickly to 
[remedy the situation, Texas 
:fiailroad Commissioner 
-Mack Wallace told a con- 
•gressional committee to- 
;day.

Wallace warned that un- 
:iess Congress acts prompt­
ly  to change its natural gas 
policies, consumers across 
the nation who depend on

the fuel in one form or 
another will suffer need­
lessly. ^

Wallace represented the 
Texas Energy and Natural 
Resources Advisory Coun­
cil which is preparing an 
in-depth report detailing 
the impact of the Natural 
Gas Policy Act of 1978 on 
current and projected U.S. 
natural gas markets.

“The U.S. natural gas 
market stands at a con^s- 
ing, but crucial crossroad in

our nation’s energy his­
tory,’’ Wallace said- “This 
invaluable resource, as a 
critical segment of Ameri­
ca’s energy portfolio, cries 
out for a common-sense 
resolution to the dilemma 
in which it now finds itself 
so entangled.’’

AccoriUng to Wallace, 
growing uncertainty over 
gas supplies and prices had 
led to an ever-increasing 
market instability.

“ In the past few years.

One year ago, 123 gas 
and 51 oil discoveries were 
filed with the state’s energy 
regulatory agency.

Gas discoveries in the 
seventh month of the year 
included 42 in deep South 
Texas, 25 in the Refugio 
area, 22 in West Central 
Texas, 20 in Southeast Tex­
as, nine in East Texas, 
seven in North Texas, four 
each in the Panhandle and 
the San Angelo area, three 
each in the San Antonio and 
Midland areas, and two in 
East Central Texas.

. Oil discoveries included 
13 in West Central Texas 
and North Texas, four each 
in Southeast Texas, deep 
South Texas, and the San 
Angelo and Midland areas, 
three in East Texas, two 
each'in the San Antonio and

Through the first seven 
months of this year, there 
h ./e been 871 gas and 368 
oil discoveries throughout 
the state.

In July, operators report­
ed 353 exploratory and field 
tests wound up as dry 
holes. New applications for 
permits to drill oil and gas 
tests totaled 2,245 in July 
compared with 3,223 in the 
same period of 1981.

Applications to drill, 
deepen, plug back and for 
service wells in July 
amounted to 2,566 against 
3,516 a year earlier.

Operators filed 796 
amended applications to 
drill. A year earlier they 
submitted 872 amended re­
quests.

we have seen curtailments 
yield to bubbles and bub­
bles burst to shortages 
more than once,’’ he said. 
“ In the past year alone, we 
have seen an MCF of gas 
marketed for less than 25 
cents-ahd more than 10 
dollars.’’

Without changes in the 
NGPA, Wallace said, the 
first casualty would be the 
intrastate gas market and 
the critic^ industries it 
supports-refining, petro­
chemical and agriculture.

Wallace cautioned Con­
gress not to ignore the 
national implications of dis­
ruptions to the Texas gas 
market.

“Damage to the viabiltiy 
of the intrastate market will 
have debilitating, rippling 
effects throughout all re­
gions of the country,” he 
said.

Wallace urged the sub­
committee and the Con­
gress to make the neces­
sary changes to the NGPA 
saying, “The only effective 
environment for natural gas 
is a deregulated market 
unfettered by artificial con­
straints such as disparate 
pricing, unequal access to 
supplies, gas vintaging and 
off-system sales.”

Wallace pointed out that 
70 percent of the primary 
petrochemical industry 
which produces feedstocks 
for plastics, dyes, rubber 
processing, agricultural 
chemicals, synthetic fiberss 
and medicináis is located 
on the Texas-Louisiana

Roughly 60-70 percent of 

the chemicals and refined 
products produced by this 
industry are shipped out of 
the Southwest region, pri­
marily to the Eastern Unit­
ed States, he said.

“The ties between the 
Texas gas market and the 
nation’s economic well­
being are undeniable,” 
Wallace said.

Wallace said the NGPA 
and other federal actions 
have created three signifi­
cant disorders which cause 
the instability and damage 
to the Texas gas market- 
which, in turn, affects con­
sumers in all fifty states: 

-price “cushions.” 
-off-system sales, 
-unequal access to natu­

ral gas reserves.
The NGPA guarantees 

interstate pipelines lower 
cost, regulated gas at ap­
proximately 65 percent of 
the average price paid by 
Texas pipelines for gas 
produced in the state, he 
explained.

That price “cushion” al­
lows interstate pipelines to

bid up the price for newer 
. gas discoveries, forcing in­
trastate pipelines to pay 
higher prices-if tlt̂ ey can 
afford it. These higher 
costs find their way through 
to the petro-chemical and 
agricultural industries, 
weakening them as well.

As a result, Wallace said, 
the U.S. could find itself 
dependent on foreign sour­
ces of refined products in 
the same way it now de­
pends upon foreign sources 
for crude oil.

Off-system sales permit­
ted by the NGPA allow 
interstate pipelines to un­
load or “dump” excess gas 
supplies-acquired at lower 
prices-into the intrastate 
market, he said.

This cheap gas displaces 
intrastate gas, forcing the 
intrastate pipelines to cut 
back on gas purchases fi-om 
Texas producers. This 
would cause a situation 
where virtually all new gas 
reserves discovered in Tex­
as will be dedicated to the 
interstate market. The 
third disorder described by 
Wallace is unequal access

to natural gas reserves.
He said the NGPA gives 

a definite advantage to 
interstate pipelines in ac­
quiring new gas supplies 
from the Outer Continental 
Shelf and lands previously 
committed to interstate 
commerce.

Wallace said consumers 
would be better served by 
competition, giving all 
pipelines and direct custo­
mers equal access to all 
natural gas reserves from 
all sources.

“ It is imperative, in the 
interest of all, that the 
Congress moves with dis­

patch to reduce and elimi­
nate the many disorders 
and uncertainties which - 
make a market which is 
fair, and fair to all, an 
impossibility,” he said.

Joining Wallace for his 
presentation to the con­
gressional subcommittee 
were Dr. William L. Fisher, 
Director of the Bureau of 
Economic Geology at the 
University of Texas, and 
Dr. Walt Rostow, Professor 
of Political Economy at the 
University of Texas, and 
former national security ad­
visory to Presidents Ken­
nedy and Johnson.

Dairy supplies should be reduced
National Farmers Union 

President George Stone 
and Texas Farmers Union 
President Mike Moeller 
have urged Secretary of 
Agriculture John Block to 
reduce government-owned 
dairy supplies through do­
mestic programs and 
through export sales as 
called for in a Congression­
al mandate.

In a letter to Block, the

Farmers Union leaders ur­
ged the secretary to expand 
programs which have be­
gun to distribute cheese, 
butter and nonfat dry milk 
to needy people in the U.S. 
Both Stone and Moeller 
were critical of the USD A 
for not selling these dairy 
products for export “at not 
less than the prevailing 
world market price” as 
mandated by Congress in

the 1981 Farm Bilí.
The refusal by the USDA 

to sell surplus dairy stocks 
to foreign countries was 
criticized by the Farmers 
Union leaders. “On one 
hand we have Secretary 
Block complaining about 
the cost of the dairy pro­
grams and the size of the 
surplus, yet he has rejected 
legitimate offers at or

above the world price to sell 
these stocks," Moeller stat­
ed.

“By refusing to allow the 
• commercial export of sur­
plus dairy products, even at 
the world price, this policy 
will, in the end, cost tax­
payers even more than the 
initial loss of selling such 
products at the world mar­
ket price,” Stone remark-

Texas livestock produ­
cers are continuing to show 
an increasing interest in 
establishing certified bru­
cellosis free herds. Dr. 
John W. Holcombe, execu­
tive director, Texas Animal 
Health Commission, re­
ports.

By the end of this month, 
it is expected there will be 
more than 450 certified 
brucellosis free herds in 
Texas. By the end of the 
year, the figure could jump 
to more than 800. “ As of 
the end of July, 1981, there 
were only 150 certified free 
herds in Texas,” Dr. Hol­
combe said.

“ The reasons for this are 
many; a cattleman’s best 
assurance for as much free 
movement of his cattle as 
possible within Texas or 
out-of-state is a certified 
brucellosis free herd,” Dr. 
Holcombe explained.

The Texas Animal Health 
Commission had planned to 
publish a directory of certi­
fied free herds. “ We are 
getting so many additions 
every week and month that 
a directory would be out of 
date. However, we will be

* Expand exports of daily 
products through increased 
utilization of both Title I 
and Title II of P.L. 480;

* Increase transfers of 
dairy products to veteran’s 
hospitals and the military;

* Institute an aggressive 
export program of products 
using private trading com­
panies on a bid basis;

* Expand commodity dis­
tribution to schools, day 
care centers and elderly 
feeding programs;

* And, issue “bonus” 
Food Stamps to eligible 
recipients, specifically de-

signed for the purchase of 
dairy products.

By enacting this plan, 
Moeller said “we could 
quickly reduce the dairy 
inventory to a manageable 
level. Dairy farmers want 
to cooperate with the go­
vernment in a reasonable 
program which will provide 
producers with a decent 
income and enough pro­
ducts for domestic and 
foreign distribution at the 
lowest cost possible to the 
taxpayer.”

In an effort to provide 
better therapy of Parkin­
son’s disease, a new drug is 
being tested at Texas Tech 
University Health Sciences 
Center (TTUHSC) School of 
Medicine.

Merck Sharp & Dohme 
Research Laboratories of 
West Point, Pennsylvania, 
has awarded a $41,321 
research grant to the De­
partment of Medical and 
Surgical Neurology at 
TTUHSC for a patient study 
using a new drug, Sinemet 
25/100 Controlled Release 
Formulation (CSR-I).

J. Thomas Hutton, M.D., 
Ph. D., associate professor 
of medical and surgical 
neurology at TTUHSC and 
principal investigator for 
the study, noted that a 
standard preparation of 
Sinemet (Carbidopa and 
Levodopa) is widely used 
for the treatment of Parki- 
son’s disease. The test 
drug is a slow release 
preparation of Sinemet.

Co-investigator for the 
study is Paul G. Meyer, 
M.D., associate professor 
and chairman of TTUHSC 
medical and surgical neuro- 
logy. Joseph R. Bianchine, 
M.D. Ph.D., professor of 
pharmacology at Ohio State 
University, is technical con­
sultant for the test study.

Hutton explained that 
Parkinson’s disease is a 
condition which causes rig­
idity and tremor of 
muscles. The condition is 
sometimes associated with 
involuntary movements of 
the arms, legs or face.

There is no known cause 
or cure for Parkinson’s 
disease, Hutton noted, but 
drugs offer some relief 
from the symptoms. How­
ever, tne 'effectiveness of 
the most commonly used 
drug, Sinemet 25/100 is

not long-lasting.
“Patients sometimes ex­

perience a roller coaster 
effect from Sinemet,’’ said 
Hutton. “The symptoms of 
Parkinson’s disease will be 
controlled for a short period 
of time, reappear and dis­
appear with the use of 
Sinemet. Using a stronger 
drug like Sinemet CSR-I 
should help to level out the 
drug in the blood, causing 
the chemical to be effective 
longer.”

Hutton explained that 
TTUHSC was the only site 
selected by Merck Sharp 
and Dohme for the initial 
study. Twenty-one patients

from the Tarbox Parkin­
son’s Disease Qinic were 
selected for the test. 
Involvement in the study is , 
at no cost to the patient and, 
participants are free to ' 
withdraw at any time.
