Rousselot

Sonora rancher Norm Rousselot will retire as
chairman of the board of the National Wool Growers

Association at the end of January, 1985. The Janyary
issue of National Wool Grower, official magazine of the

~association, features Rousselot with a back cover photo
spread.

In a commentary in the magazine, Rousellot sald
““The sheep industry, as is all of American agriculture,
is changing daily on every front. We are viable, but
vulnerable to many things in our society, and many
outsiders do not realize how tough it is to survive in the
political and social mutations of today’s world.”’

He went on to say, ‘‘....we do not have a divinhe right
to the markets, or to the American consumer dollar. We
must work, scheme and fight for our position in the
market place. I am confident we will survive as am
industry, but it will change and we will have to work
hard both individually and collectively to stay in
business."’

Rousselot has been Chairman of the Board for the

past two years. In his words these two years have been
‘‘pleasurable and rewarding’’ and now he is looking
forward to relaxing a bit after his duties are completed.

The new Chairman of the Board will be Steve
Gilmore of Salt Lake City, Utah. Gilmore was formerly
Commissioner of Agriculture for Utah. He is stepping
down to accept his new duties with the National Wool
Growers Association.

When asked for his views of some of the major
problems facing the industry in the near future
Rousselat stated that predation remains a major
concern nationwide. While predators are fairly well
under control in the local area, there- are- serious
situations elsewhere.

Coyotes have become quite common m Maine and
Massachussetts. ‘According’ to Rousselot ‘there are
areas in East Texas and the eastern United Stetes
where it is almost impossible for producers to enter the
sheep business because of predation.

_ Grizzly bears, whith are on the endangered species

. list, are responsible for heavy losses in séme areas of

the northwest. Ranchers are unable to protect
themselves against this species, unlike the brown bear
which is not endangered. Until some functional national
policy toward predator control is developed, predation

. losses will continue to impact the industry heavily,

according to Rousselot.

Balch named Top Breeder .

Sonora rancher Jerry Don Balch was the first
recipient of the Breeder of the Year Award at the
.anaual. Junior Livestock Show January 12.

The award was established this year to recognize the
breeders who have encouraged and assisted with the
4-H program according to Preston Faris, Sutton County
Extension Agent. Faris said that a number of breeders
have been instrumental in making the annual 4-H show
a success.

They have provided lambs at a price the 4-H students
could afford. They spend much time working during the
show and contribute to the 4-H program in many ways.

Faris also said that another purpose of the award was
to encourage the development of the sheep industry

‘and improve the quality of the animals in the county.

Determination of the Breeder of the Year is based
upon points awarded to the five highest placing lambs
in the show. The intent of this system is to recognize
quality not quantity.

« eight for 3rd, seven for 4th, six for Sth, five for 6th, four
for 7th, three for 8th, 2 for 9th, and one point for 10th
through 1S5th.

Public awareness of lamb as a meat product needs to
be increased. Rousselot commented that the annual
consumption of lamb in the United States is now 1%
pound per-capita as compared to four pounds 30 years
ago. Promotion of lamb.is needed, he said.

This is particularly true in view of recent concern
over the effect of red meat in the diet. Consumption of
fish and poultry is increasing while beef, lamb and pork
are decreasing. According to Rousselot, research has
shown lamb to be very digestable and comparably low
in fats.

Reenactment of the National Wool Act as part of the
Omnibus Farm Bill is expeoted, ‘‘with hopefully minor
revisions’’, said Rousselot. An article in the January

Ramblin’ Raun Outdoors

BY JERRY RAUN
The 1984 white-tail deer
season is now history. Early indi-
cations are that it will not be
remembered as a banner year for
hunters.

Statewide results will not be .

available for sometime but it is
unlikely that any area of Texas saw
large numbers of deer harvested.
The animals that were taken this
year were in pretty good physical
condition but few in number.

The weather and other factors
combined during 1984 to severely
imact wildlife and fisheries in the
state. Record low temperatures
early in the year followed by
continuation and worsening of
drought . reduced population of
both fish and wildlife.

Despite these problems the
Texas Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment officials consider 1984 to have
been a good one for the agency’s
programs.

Along the coast, the freeze was
fatal to thousands of game fish
trapped in the shallow bay waters,
including an estimated 90,000 red-
fish and 567,000 spotted seatrout.

This prompted the Parks and
Wildlife Commission to adopt
emergency regulations reducing
bag and possession limits on
redfish and trout by half and
increading minimum length limits
from 16 inches to 18 and on trout
from 12 to 14 inches.

These emergency regulations
were adopted on a permanent basis
later in the year after surveys
indicated the freeze damage was
just as severe as early evaluations
indicated.

Wildlife species such as quail
also suffered losses, as surveys
indicated the statewide quail pop-
ulation plummeted to its lowest
ebb in more than 10 years. Turkeys
also experienced poor reproductive
success, but the bad weather failed
to significantly reduce the numbers
of mature birds. Pheasant popula-
tions in the Panhandle were down
as well because of poor nesting
success.

The year ended on a positive
note, as widespread rains during
the fall revitalized the habitat and
may have set the stage for a
rebound if normal amounts of
rainfall occur during the winter and
Spring.

Officials believe one of the top
conservation stories of 1984 was
acquisition of the Stofer-McNeel
Trust, a 1,700-acre marsh area in
Calhoun County. It was significant
in that it was the first waterfowl
habitat acquisition from funds
raised through the sale of State
Waterfowl Stamps and Prints.

The tract, to be operated as a
wildlife mangement area, provides
habitat for a wide variety of aquatic
and terrestrial wildlife species in
addition to waterfowl.

Another significant accomplish-
ment of 1984 was completion of the
department’s first Six-Year Plan,
designed to provide planning and
direction for the agency during that
period. Conservation organiza-
tions, sportsmen and other inter-
ested individuals were given the
opportunity to provide input.for the
plan during public hearings.

The following are some of the
other significant news events of
1984 affecting the department’s
four program divisions--wildlife,
fisheries, law enforcement and
parks: :

WILDLIFE--The Stofer-McNeel
Trust was not the only 1984 habitat
acquisition financed by Texas
sportsmen. A 102-acre tract of
native brushland in Cameron
County was purchased with funds
from the sales of White-winged
Dove Stamps..This was the fourth
whitewing habitat purchase in the
Lower Rio Grande Valley, and it
brings the 12 units of the Las
Palomas Wildlife Management
Area to a total acreage of 1,314.

The department accepted a bid
during July for production of the
state’s first Nongame Print, Stamp
and Decal program. Patterned
after the highly successful state
waterfowl stamp, .the nongame
stamps,. prints and decals will
provide an exclusive funding
source for programs aiding non-
game and endangered species in
the state. Legislation authorizing
the program also empowered the
department to accept private con-
tributions and grants for the fund,
and to accept income from ease-

. ments, mineral leases, grazing

mangement area hunts' in 1984
with 5,340 permits issued for gun
deer hunts on 14 areas, a 61
percent increase in permits over
the year before. Hunting also was
allowed for a wide variety of other
game species on the areas.

FISHERIES--The department’s
John Wilson Redfish Hatchery at
Flour Bluff had an outstanding
year in 1984, producing more than
7,140,00 redfish fingerlings for
stocking in Texas bays. A third
spawn in late December was
expeoted to push the year’s total
production well over the 7,102,000
fingerlings produced in 1983. The
hatchery construction was funded
by the Gulf Coast Conservation
Association, and the site and
heated water were provided by
Central Power and Light Co. Of
Corpus Christi.

The department expanded its
rainbow trout stocking program to

‘include three additional state park

lakes during 1984. Stae parks

! currently offering trout fishing are

Buescher, Tyler, Meridian,
Bonham, Daingerfield and Lake
Mineral Wells. In addition to the
state parks, trout were placed in
five public fishing areas. Foster
Park, west of San Angelo, is one of
these areas.

Final plans were approved dur-
ing 1984 for a $4.8 million renova-
tion project at the department’s
San Marcos Fish Hatchery. When
completed in 1985, the refurbished
hatchery will be among the na-
tion’s most modern facilities for
game fish production. The facility
initially will be used to produce
rainbow trout, smallmouth bass
and catfish.

The department’s fish hatcheries
produced a record 3.5 million
striped bass and 2.6 million
striped/white bass hybrid finger-
lings for stocking in the state’s
reservoirs during 1984. Stripers
were stocked in eight large reser-
voirs, while hybrids were placed in
17 smaller lakes.

LAW ENFORCEMENT--The
department’s Operation Game
Thief program completed its third
successful year of operation during
1984. OGT gives individuals the
opportunity to report game and fish

flagrant violators. Since the pro-
gram’s inception in 1981, more
than 2,400 calls have been re-
ceived. Of these, 255 resulted in
the arrest of 532 violators and 916
convictions were obtained for a
total of $114,704 in fines collected.
PARKS--Brazos Bend State Park
opened to the public during 1984.
The 4,897-acre park is located near
Needyville, about 28 miles south of
Houston. Formerly known as Hale
Ranch, the park offers full picnic
and camping facilities as well as
trails and fishing piers. Develop-
ment was tailored to preserve the
site’s abundant wildlife resources,
which include more than 225
species of bird, alligators and a
variety of other reptiles, mammals
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and fish. -
The' popular Enchanted Rock
State Natural Area between Llano

' and Fredricksburg was reopened in

early 1984 after renovation and
construction of park facilities. The

. 400-foot-tall granite boulder is one

of the state’s most recognizable
landmarks, and a popular gather-

_ing place for rock climbers.

An outstanding historic structure
also was opened to the public
during 1984. The Fulton Mansion
State Historic Structure is a three-
story mid-Victorian period mansion
which overlooks Aransas Bay at
Fulton. The house has been re-
stored, and all the funishings are
authintic to the period when the
house's builder, George Ware
Fulton, lived there in the late
1800’s.

The department’s desert bighorn
sheep restoration program in the
Trans-Pecos region of West Texas
took a big step forward in 1984 with
the birth of 17 lambs in a brood
pasture on the Sierra Diablo
Wildlife Management Area near
Van Horn. Although six lambs died
of parainfluenza, the survivors
were innoculated and officials are
confident the growing herd will
eventually provide enough animals
for release in the wild. Officials are

The combination of unusually
cold weather and traditional winter
sales have made this an excellent
time to buy: clothes, says a'Texas
A&M University consumer infor-
mation specialist.

‘‘Often when you buy wool items
on sale in south Texas, you can look
forward to months of storing them
in a closet until winter sets in
again,’’ says Beverly Rhoades. But
this year looks like it will provide a
longer wearing season, she adds.

Wool fashions are an investment
in quality and long life, Rhoades
maintains. When buying wool
clothes--even on sale--consider a
cost per-wearing. Simply-.divide the
total cost by the number of times
you estimate you will wear the
garment.

Because wool clothing is dur-
able, resists tearing and often
doesn’t show wear, it can generally
be worn for several seasons, she
explains. So the per.wearing cost of
buying ‘‘investment’’ clothing
such as a wool suit may be lower
than the cost of less expensive
clothing worn over a shorter period
of time.

When shopping for wool clothes,
look for the woolmark, which may

quality:

‘‘Virgin'' wool has never been
used before. The term indicates
use only and not quality.

‘‘Reprocessed’’ wool has
never been worn but is remanu-
factured from fabric scraps .and
usually of lower quality than virgin
wool.

‘‘Reused’” wool has been re-
manufactured from items used
before and is usually of lower
quality than reprocessed wool. It is
often used in blends.

Wool is often blended with other
fibers to produce fabrics which cost
less than pure wool or to enhance

_care, appearance or. wearability
“features for a particular type .of

clothing, Rhoades says. But if a
garment ‘contains at least S0 per-
cent wool fiber, it will behave much
like pure wool, she adds.

While consumers are out looking
for a bargain at the winter sales,
they could be contributing to the
Texas wool industry, Rhoades ob-
serves. ‘Texas is the number one
wool producing state and it pro-
vides almost S0 percent of the
nation’s fine grade wool, she says.

Turn receipts into  ASCS soon

. To avoid late payments, Gene
Wallace, chairman of the Sutton
County Committee, said wool and
mohair producers must turn in

'their 1984 sales receipts.and file an
. application by January 3l.

Producers who have a record of
their wool and mohair sales are
eligible for incentive payments
only if the sales are reported to the
ASCS Office. Wallace said the

.quantity sold does not affect the

eligibility. However, sales slips
should contain the month of shear-
ing, month of sales, number of
head shorn, pounds of wool (grease
basis) or mohair sold, and new
proceeds.

Shorn wool and mohair pay-
ments will be made only for
bonafide sales documented on
invoices prepared by the pur-
chaser. Sales slips for lambs must
show the liveweight and state that
the lambs were unshorn, according
to Wallace.

Shorn wool and mohair pay-
ments are based on a percentage of
each producer’s returns from sales.

The ‘percentage is the  amount
required to raise the national
average priee received by all

. producers 'for shorn wool and

‘mohair in 1984 up te the support
prices of $1.65 a pound for wool
and $5.17 per. pound for mohair.

The ASCS official said pulled
wool will continue to be supported

" at a level comparable to the price

‘incentive

support for shorn wool through
payments on unshorn lambs.
Last year, the county 'ASCS
office disbursed $865,000 in wool
payments and
$435,709.95 in mohair payments.
The program is designed to
encourage sheep growers to do
their best job of marketing and to
improve the quality of fibers.

The Other Wiseman

Sometime after the birth of Jesu: peak of a snow mountain at

wonders if this could somehow be

in Bethlehem of Judea during the
reign of King Herod, astrologers
from the east arrived one day in
Jerusalem inquiring, ‘‘Where is
. the newborn king of the Jews? We
observed his star at its rising and
have come to pay him homage.”
(Mt. 2:1-2 NAB).

The Bible does not. tell us how
many,. astrologers (or- wise men)
there were. According to tradition,
there were three (perhaps based on
the three gifts offered by
them-gold, frankincense, and
myrrh).

But Henry Van Dyke tells a little
different story in his 1985 classic,
“The Story of the Other Wise
Man.” It is about Artaban, the
fourth Magi, who had planned to
join his confreres in their search
‘‘to see an worship the promised
one who shall be born King of
Israel.”’

Artaban begins his preparations
to join the caravan by selling his
own house and all his possessions
and buying three jewels-a sapphire
‘‘blue as a fragment of the night
sky’’, a ruby ‘‘redder than a ray of
sunrise’’ and a pearl ‘‘pure as the

twilight’’-to carry as a tribute to
the King. But Artaban misses his
friends and caravan connection
because he stops to help a dying
man. He tends to his needs and
tries to bring him consolation.
He has to sell his sapphire to hire
his own caravan and follow the star
to Bethlehem. He arrives in

Bethlehem too late to find the Holy """
Family, but in time to save one of

the two-year-old children being put.
to death at the order of King Herod
by bribing a soldier with the ruby.
Artaban then tries to catch up with
them in Egypt, but fails. He travels
for 33 years passing ‘‘through
countries where famine lay heavy
upon the land, and the poor were
crying for bread...In all this popu-
lous and complicated world of pain,
though he found none to worship,
he found many to help. He fed the

hungry, and clothed the naked, and

healed the sick, and comforted the
captive; and his years went by..."”

He comes to Jerusalem and
there he finds Pontius Pilate is
sending a man to be crucified on
the cross because he claimed to be
“King of the Jews’’. Artaban

the King he is searching for. He
considers offering his pearl for the
man’s ransom.

But he immediately encounters a
young girl about to be sold into
slavery to pay her father’s debts.
He gives her the pearl, his last
remnant of tribute for the King and —
parts ' ‘with the last hope of finding

, .-him,’’ At that moment the temple

of Jerusalem is struck by an
earthquake and the old man is hit
by a falling roof tile. As he lies
there dying, he hears a voice
saying, ‘“‘In as much as ye have
done it unto one of the least of my
brethren, ye have done it unto
me.’’ (Mt. 25:40 KJV). His dispair
turns to joy; he has found the King.

Here is contained a great spirit-
ual truth: The only way to express
faith in the God we can’t see is
through the love and care of those
we can see around us. The story
also contains a universal truth
about the human condition: God’s
ways are not our ways, and' the
stars we choose to pursue, the
gems we bring to pay him homage,
may not be the goals or means:the
Lord wants from us.

methods can contribute to moisture
in the home, Owens says. In very
tightly sealed homes with good
insulation and storm windows, the
use of an unvented kerosene space
heater can double the amount of
moisture vapor- generated in the
house each day.

“The presence of continuous
condensation on windows is a good
sign of excess moisture,”’ Owens
says. “‘If frost or ice forms on a
glass or metal frame and sash and
if paint peels and wood rots, there
is certainly excess moisture.”

If a single pane of glass gets so
cold that moisture condenses and
runs down it in the winter, then
double glass and /or a heating vent
located beneath the window can
eliminate the problem, says the
speaialist.

But sometimes condensation will
occur on windows even when the
relative humidity in the house is
low. In this case, condensation on
windows results more from the cold
window surface than from excess-
ively high moisture in the room.
Adding storm windows or polyure-
thane film to the windows, or
placing heated air vents can solve
the problem, advises the speoialist.

If moisture condenses between
the permanent window and storm
window, or polyurethane film and
the window, the warm, moist air
from inside the house is leaking to
the airspace between the two. To
correct this problem, says Owens,
seal the leaking spaces or ventilate
the two windows. Ventilate the
windows by drilling two three-
eights inch holes at the top and
bottom of the storm windows or
loosening them slightly.

‘‘outrun’’. In this, the dog travels
in a large half circle or pear shape
to get behind the sheep. .

Naturally, the dog must stay well
back on his way around the sheep
or they are likely to scatter. The
next task is to ‘‘lift"’ or come up
behind the sheep and start driving
them toward the handler.

sheep the challenge to the dog is
considerably increased. Sometimes
'the sheep are uncooperative to the
point of refusing to move, snorting,
‘and charging at the dog. The group
of sheep is brought straight toward
the handler, passing between two
gate panels set in the center.,
When the sheep reach the handler,
they are brought into a circle and
then turned and driven away from
the handler in the direction of *‘3rd
Base’’.

They are maneuvered between
two panels and turned to the right,
toward ‘‘First Base’’. Here they
pass between two panels and are
turned back toward the handler.

Points are awarded for each
sheep that goes through the panels,
in the correct manner. The next
phase is called ‘‘shedding’’ and the
dog is directed to come in and split.
off one or two animals and ‘‘wear’’
them (in other words, keep them
apart from the rest of the group)
until the judge is satisfied.

Five Sutton County veterans
have paid off their loans with Il
accounts still active.
