JUNCTION - Centering on 
education and fighting drugs, 
Clayton Williams spoke to a 
gathering of about 200 at the 
Coke Stevenson Memorial Center 
July 26.

Junction Chamber of Commerce 
officials had sent out invitations 
to Williams, Republican candiate 
for governor, and Ann Richards, 
Democratic candidate. Williams 
accepted the invitation while no 
answer was received from 
Richards.

Keeping the truce set up with 
Richards, Williams spoke on 
behalf of his anti-drug plan.

Williams stated six cuts in state 
governments costs which would 
help pay for the drug plan without 
imposing a new tax on the state.

At the top of the list of cuts 
was a freeze on state hiring.

Williams said the state had 
already reached a peak of 
employers.

The state auto and airplane 
supply would also take a cut 
according to Williams. He talked 
of a 10 percent cut in state-owned 
automobiles and selling 61 state- 
owned airplanes.

He also said the 75 state prison 
shops would be sold to private 
interests.

Thé other part of thé drug plan 
was based on increased penalties 
for users. Because of the that, 
Williams said he would double the

numbers of prisons in the state to 
eight.

Williams said young offenders 
would get a second chance, but it 
would be at places like a military 
boot camp and work camps.

Another key to William's plan 
to fight drugs was in education.

"I want to start teaching kids 
about drugs in kindergarter," said 
Williams.

As for education in general, 
Williams said he wanted to put the 
control of the schools back to 
local school boards rather than the 
state board.

"Further mandates (concerning 
school policies) from liberals in 
Austin will get vetoed by this 
man," Williams said.

To help the schools out 
financially, Williams would like 
to see the parents have a choice in 
what school their children attend.

"I want to see competition to be 
the engine that drives schools," 
said Williams.

Two other steps Williams 
would like taken are to throw the 
career ladder out the wind and use 
the savings to raise teachers 
salaries to "where they belong", 
and to encourage local schools to 
have janitor work bid out.

The primarily pro-Williams 
crowd appeared pleased with what 
Williams offered in his speech, 
which he wrapped up with, "I 
always feel good getting back to 
where people think and feel like I 
do."

Karate Institute wants 
a few  good students

The Karate Institute is looking 
to increase its ranks. Currently at 
about 10 students, instructor 
Clarence Smith said that isn't 
enough to keep the class going.

"I feel I've reached the point, 
here and in Eldorado, that I have to 
drop the program," said Smith.

To help bolster attendance. 
Smith said he is offering a deal of 
three months of instruction for the 
price of two months.

"I know the students are here to 
keep the class running," said 
Smith.

For two hours each Thursday, 
students learn the basics in karate. 
Smith said as far as he is 
concerned karate is as much about 
self-discipline as anything else.

Smith said the students are 
taught to respect their coaches and 
their parents. Sometimes kids will 
tend to listen to coaches, whether 
in school or someplace else, more 
than to their parents. Smith said 
there is a different situation away 
from home.

Each student in the class is able 
to move along at their own pace.

said Smith.
Students will tend to influence 

each other. "We bring peer 
pressure in a different form," said 
Smith.

As for the actual karate. Smith 
said students may enter karate 
tournam ents at their own 
discretion.

"If you're not getting the 
training in class," Smith said, 
"you w on't get it in the 
tournaments.

For students to get all the 
positve aspects of karate there has 
to be a class. For Smith, who has 
to travel from San Angelo each 
week, it's a matter of numbers.

Smith said the school in San 
Angelo is blossoming and he 
knows it can happen here as well.

Students may only go to class 
once a week, but Smith said the 
students will receive the same 
training they get in San Angelo, 
but for less money.

"They may develop slower," 
said Smith, "but they will learn 
karate and self discipline."

Thieves hit 
pair o f bars

Two local drinking 
establishments lost a combined 
$650 last week when thieves 
forced their way in and ransacked 
the machines.

According to Brent Gesch, 
Sonora Police Chief, the Rock 
Inn, on Glasscock Street and the 
Longbranch Saloon, on Crocket 
Street, were hit early Thursday 
morning.

Gesch said the thief or thieves 
entered the Rock Inn by knocking 
off a dead bolt on a door with what 
was apparently a sledge hammer.

The thieves hit the cigarette 
machine and got away with an 
estimated $500, Gesch said.

Gesch said the Longbranch was 
entered by the thieves near the 
back when they kicked out some 
panelling near the back door. The 
thieves took money from the pool 
table and cigarette machine 
totalling about $150.

It is apparent, Gesch said, the 
same perpertrators did both crimes 
and were experienced.

Gesch said there were no 
suspects at this time.

Pro rodeo fans will get more 

excitement at the Professional 
Rodeo Cowboys Association 
event in Sonora this year during 
the Sutton County Days. The 
event has been extended from two 
nights to three, lasting from Aug. 
23-25.

Some of the best cowboys in 
the world are expected to 
participate.

One of those could by Ty 
Murray of Odessa who was the 
1989 World Champion All- 
Around Cowboys with over 
$130,000 in winnings.

Murray though barely out of his 
teen, is already traveling with 
some pretty impressive company. 
The 20-year old is the youngest 
man ever to earn the tide of world 
champion all-around cowboys.

He is already being mentioned 
with rodeo legedns Jim Shoulders,

Casey Tibbs and Larry Mahan as 
one of the most gifted cowboys in 
rodeo history.

Murray's phenominal success as 
a PRCA cowboy follows a 
childhood dedicated to developing 
his skills at both ends of the 
arena.

"I think that a real cowboy 
ought to be able to do 
everything," Murray said in 1988 
en route to the PRCA's rookie of 
the year tide.

In college rodeo's, the wiry 
Murray not only rode roughstock 
but also competed as a steer 
wrestler. But, at 5 feet 8 inches 
and 140 pounds, Murray's future 
obviously lies at the bucking end 
of the arena.

Murray had big years in 1988 
and 1989. In '88 he claimed the 
Resistol rookie of the year award 
earning over $45,000 in riding

Killing probed;
Man shot, catches assailant

Alter suffering a gun shot 
wound to the abdominal area, 
Augustine Macias, 50, allegedly 
chased and killed Colorado 
Salvador, 38, after inflicting 24 
stab wounds Friday night at the 
Fort Terret Ranch east of Sonora.

Macias is currently in the 
intensive care unit of a San 
Angelo hospital and is listed in 
serious condition.

Sutton County Sheriff, Bill 
Webster, said the case will be 
turned over to the grand jury.

According to Webster the 
incident took place during a fish 
fry several ranch hands were 
attending. Webster said the initial 
incident was an argument between 
Salvador and an unidentified 
individual.

Webster said Macias stepped 
between the two men and, 
according to witnesses, Salvador 
pulled out a gun and shot Macias.

Macias then chased Salvador, 
Webster said, and caught him after

about 70 to 80 yards and proceeded 
to allegedly stab Salvador 24 
times.

Justice of the Peace Herman 
Moore ordered an autopsy of 
Salvador. While the official report 
is not in, W ebster said a 
prelim inary report showed 
Salvador suffered 24 stab wounds 
including three to the left oortion 
of the forehead.

The autopsy was performed by 
the Bexar County Medical 
Examiner in San Antonio.

Webster said the sheriffs office 
received the call on the incident 
about 2:25 a.m. Friday morning 
with Deputy Mo Salinas the first 
to respond and then was assisted 
by Deputy Rusty Frazier.

According to Webster one of the 
men's watches was broken at 1:50 
a.m. which most likely means the 
incident took place then.

Webster said Macias is the 
prime suspect in the stabbing, but 
questioning will have to wait due 
to Macias being in serious
condition .

We had a quarterback 
controversy just like in the pros. 
The coaches wanted to start a 
small, quick kid at a quarterback, 
but it was obvious that a taller kid 
had more talent overall.

His name was Steve and he was 
my best friend.

The coaches, for some reason, 
didn't seem to trust him. They 
hardly ever played him much less 
gave him a start.

After his sophomore year he 
moved to a larger school in 
Illinois where he not only started, 
but ended up as an all-conference 
quarterback.

Having a quarterback as your 
best friend is a real advantage. In 
practice one day I brought in a 
running play to him. He said 
forget that and called a long pass 
to me.

I still remember running down 
field and seeing the ball come 
right into my arms and completed 
for about a 50-yard touchdown.

While Steve and I congratulated 
each other the coaches jumped all 
over Steve for changing the play.

Equipment loan program to 
benefit farmers and ranchers

Beginning August 1, a new loan 
program offered by the Production 
Credit Associations (PCAs) of 
Texas should make it less 
expensive for Texas farmers and 
ranchers to purchase equipment. 
Tractors, combines, new cars and 
trucks, sprinkler systems and 
planting and harvesting equipment 
are some of the elig ib le 
equipment.

The program offers a 9.95 
percent stated fixed interest rate 
and loan terms up to five years. It 
is designed to help finance the 
equipment needs of both existing 
and new PCA borrowers.

"Many farmers and ranchers 
have delayed their purchase of 
equipment for some time," said 
Paul Day, president of the Farm 
Credit Bank of Texas. "This loan 
program gives producers a special 
opportunity to buy much-needed

equipment in preparation for the 
coming season."

"The need for this type of 
funding was evident from the 
response PCAs received to a 
similar equipment loan program 
last year," Day added. "More than 
$14 million was provided to Texas 
farmers and ranchers through that 
program in less than four 
months."

Established in 1933 in Texas, 
PCAs provide short- and 
intermediate-term agricultural 
financing. They received their 
funding from the Farm Credit 
Bank of Texas.
