Sonora'’s Wild Kingdbm
Animal control kept busy in Sonora

Stray cats and dogs roam Sutton
County in droves and each year
thousands are put to their death.

Conversations with Patti
Strauch of the Animal Care
Clinic, Maray Cearley of Sonora
Animal Hospital and Chief of
Police Brent Gesch leave little
doubt stray animals are a problem
in Sonora and the surrounding
area.

Specific numbers were not made
available, but the number killed is
in the tens of thousands.

Maray said veternarians get the
dirty work.

The kennels at the Sonora
Animal Hospital consistently have
a stray dogs and cats in them.
Maray said it just isn't possible to
keep the animals until somebody
may want to adopt them or their
owners claim them.

"Animals are put to sleep
everyday. We keep them for 10
days and the city ordinance says
only five days," said Maray 'We
just get the dirty work."

Patti said it is not unusual for

kittens or puppies to be left at her
clinic.

Maray said the same is true at
the hospital. Both agreed that it is
becoming even more popular to
have the mama left as well.

The animals being left at the
doorstep is occuring because the
pet owners do not want those
animals. The popular belief is, the
casiest thing to do is get rid of
them.

The problem of unwanted
animals is growing because pect
owners are not getting their
animals neutered or spayed.

Why this is the case is a whole
other matter.

Patti says it may be a lack of
education.

"People think males are better
and they just run loose and help
populate,” said Patti.

She encourages those who want
pets to go by kennels for a look at
the animals there before any other
step.

"There are some beautiful
puppies and kittens there," Patti

explains. Also, the animals are
fixed before being taken out.

Stray animals can create
problems with rabies control. Pets
are the buffer between wild
animals carrying rabies and
humans, that is if they have their
rabies shots each year as state law
mandates.

Chief Gesch said proper
identification and control of a pet
is city ordinance.

"If a pet with a-proper license is
running loose, the first time we
will warn the owner. The second
time they can be cited," said
Gesch.

On the other hand, Gesch said if
an animal does not have a city
license, they will be picked up and
taken to the pound.

Safety is a main factor.

"The job Danny Prieto (Animal
Control Officer) is doing is credit
a credit to-that we don't have the
stray animals with rabies running
around," said Gesch.

In all, Gesch said, it is up to the
public to keep their animals safe
by following the public ordinances
on getting the proper vac:sines and
licenses. 4

No tax increase
in county budget

Sutton County Commissioners
adopted a 1992 budget Monday
which will keep tax rates at the
1991 level.

Taxes for Sutton County
property owners will remain at
just over 36 1/2 cents per $100 of
property. Of that total, just over
27 cents will go to the general
fund, about 1 1/2 cents to interest
and sinking and almost eight cents
to road and bridge.

The total county budget for
1992 is just under $3 million.

"I think this is a very
responsible budget," said County
Judge Carla Garner in
recommending the adoption of the
budget to the commission during
Monday's meeting.

In an interview Monday, Garner
said there were a number of
reasons the budget was able to
come together without any tax
increase. At the top of the list is
mineral values.

"Our ya[ue, along with everyone
else's went up....That brings more
money in," said Garner.

Department heads also received
praise from Garner, "Our
personnel, unasked, unreminded,
do their best to save money....
They always find ways to cut
corners."

Included in this year's budget

An Analysis

was a five percent pay increase for
county employees; something that
was missing from last year's
budget.

"The pay increases could have
been funded last year," said Garner.

When the budget is put
together, expenditures are
overestimated and revenue is
underestimated to leave a cushion
for unforeseen circumstances.

Yet, the cushion cannot be too
much or the county has left over
money.

"Every year, for the past four
years, I believe the budget has
been better done," said Garner
about keeping the cushion within
reason.

Elected officials will receive
their first pay raise in seven years.
Not included in the budget was an
increase for county
commissioners.

Garner said the county will not
see a large cost increase in
insurance this year. In previous
years there had been about a 30
percent increase in insurance costs.

County commissioners
unanimously approved the budget
with $17,000 in additional
monies. The law firm of
Bickerstaff, Heath and Smiley will
receive about $2,000 for work on
redistricting and $15,000 was
salted away for a new sprinkler
system for the courthouse lawn.

Breast cancer is the most
common type of cancer in women,
and is the major cause of death
from cancer in women in the U.
S. A. One out of eleven
American women will develop
breast cancer. The chance of
getting breast cancer doubles if
your mother or sister has had it,
and triples if both your mother and
sister have had it. If you have had
cancer in one breast the chance of
getting cancer in the other breast
increases four to five times.
Women who started -there
menstrual cycle before 12, or go
through menopause after 50, are at
greater risk of getting breast

cancer. Women who do not have |
a baby until they are 35, or never '

have had a baby are also at
slightly greater risk of breast
cancer.

The current guidelines of the
American Cancer Society are: 1)
Self breast examination once a
month beginning at age 20,
looking for a single, non tender,
firm to hard mass with ill-defined
margins. 2) Baseline
mammograms between the ages of
35 and 40. 3) Mammograms
every other year between the ages
of 40 and 49. 4) Yearly
mammograms after the age of 50.
5) Women with a personal or
family history of breast cancer
should consult their physician
about the need for earlier and more
frequent exams.

Although the average age
women get breast cancer is about
61, women in their early twenties
can also get it. Following these
guidelines, and consulting with
your physician, can lead to early
detection of breast cancer which
could determine if you can fight
the cancer successfully or not.

Mildew -- control and removal

Hot and humid summer days
increase the incidence of mildew.
As the “Soap and Detergent
Association points out, the best
.way to prevent mildew is to keep
garments and surfaces clean and
dry, thus eliminating the
conditions that help it thrive. Pay
careful attention to walls, closets,

basement areas, clothing and other .

textiles. In addition, soils on
surfaces, such as glass, ceramic
tile and glossy paint, can become
a mildew breeding ground.
Therefore, it's important to keep
these surfaces clean. Organic
residue from some soaps accounts
for mildew growth on shower
stalls and bathroom curtains. Soil

from smoke and cooking oils also .

provides food for mildew.

Mildew thrives when the air
temperature is between 77 F and
86 F. It also requires a high
relative humidity. While air
conditioning can keep open areas
cool and dry, areas where warmer
air and humidity are sometimes
trapped (behind draperies or inside
cabinets and closets) can cause
particular problems.  Using
lightweight window treatments,

Desiccants, such
as silica gel or alumina, placed in
an open container, can be used for
small, closed spaces. Commercial
fungicidal products can provide
some protection. By reducing soil
and moisture, water-repellent and -

soil-resistant spray treatments canl ‘

inhibit growth.

When mildew appears, remove

it immediately. For clothing,
brush items and hang them in the
sun for several hours. Always
brush them outdoors to avoid
spreading the mildew indoors. If
garments need additional
treatment, soak or launder the
stained items,

using chlorinex

bleach, provided it is safe for the <

fabric. Otherwise, soak in oxygen
bleach and the hottest water safe’
for the fabric, then launder.

Energy stocks rebounding in July
included those issued by Coastal
Corporation, Dresser Industries
and Halliburton.

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School finance has been terribly
confusing since the creation of the
County Education Districts and
the revision of the funding
formula for the foundation school
program. The following
represents a brief and hopefully
simple explanation of how Senate
Bill 351 will affect the Sonora
ISD for the coming school year.

County Education District 22
(Kimble/Sutton Counties) must
raise revenue in the amount of
$3,653,502.. This amount is
based on the combined State
Property Tax Board values times
X) $.72.

Sonora ISD is not a wealthy
enough school to be considered
budget balanced so we are still
eligible to participate in the
foundation school program.
Because we are not a budget
balanced school, 96% of the funds
that we contribute to the county
education district comes back to
the Sonora ISD. $2,989,394 that
Sutton County taxpayers
contribute to the county education

Sonora ISD to raise revenue to $3,653,502

district comes back to the Sonora
ISD.

This being the case, what is the
purpose of the county education
districts? The answer is simply
that without the CED's, the state
could not get to the money in the
budget balanced schools to
redistribute to the less wealthy
schools in the CED's. An
example is the Crane ISD who
will be sending $5,000,000 to
their county education district,
excess of the amount they will get
back. This $5,000,000 will go to
Ector County and other schools in
Crane's CED. The legislature has
created a loophole to get to the
revenue that can be generated by
raising taxes in the budget
balanced schools across Texas.
This tax money from Crane that
goes to Ector County will replace
state funding and allow legislators
to continue to speak of minimum
taxation. Meanwhile, the tax
burden on property owners in
Texas continues to increase at an
alarming rate.

The Sonora ISD is losing
$155,106 from the state due to
underfunding of the foundation
school program and an additional
$477,875 from changes in funding
formula calculations. The total
revenue lost for the Sonora ISD is
$632,981 which is due to
reduction in State Aid.

To replace the lost revenue
($632,981) for the Sonora ISD
will require a $.10 tax increase.
Our school budget for the 1991-
1992 school year actually reflects
a small decrease in expenditures in
maintenance and operations. We
are able to do this, in part, because
of eliminating 2 teaching
positions and a computer aide.
Our revenue, with the proposed
$.10 tax increase will still be
approximately $200 per student
less next year than it was this
year.

31 will die

AUSTIN - The Texas
Department of Public Safety
estimates that as many as 31
persons could lose their lives on
the state's roadways during the
upcoming 78-hour Labor Day
holiday period.

"Labor Day is the last holiday
of summer and we want them to
be around for future holidays," said
DPS Assistant Director Lt.
Colonel James R. Wilson. "The
way to have a safe Labor Day on
the roadway is to avoid drinking
and driving, drive inside the speed
limits and wear your safety belt."

Last year, 33 persons died
during the 78-hour Labor Day
holiday, with late-reported deaths
and deaths due to injuries bringing
the final count to 40. Of those
deaths, 25 (63 percent) were
attributed to either excessive speed
or DWI, Wilson said.

' New law for motor

vehicle registration

In September, the simple matter
of registering a motor vehicle in
Texas will become a little more
complicated.

The change is a result of
insurance reform enacted by the
72nd Legislature.

Beginning Sept. 1, the owner of
a motor vehicle must submit
current proof of financial
responsibility with an application
for initial registration or transfer
of registration. Also for the first
time, Texans will have to show
proof of insurance to receive or
renew their driver's licenses and
vehicle inspection stickers.

"Many states have found -that
tying these responsibilities to
proof of insurance increases
compliance with mandatory
liability law," said Arnold Oliver,
engineer-director of the State
Department of Highways and
Public Transportation. "But the
Legislature was really responding
to public pressure. Insured drivers
-- that's about 75 percent of us --
wanted to tighten enforcement on
the other 25 percent.” ..

The most common evidence of
financial responsibility is a
liability insurance card issued to
the policyholder by the insurance
company. Examples of other
types of acceptable proof include
insurance policies and binders,
pool coverage documents,
certificates of self-insurance, and
certificates of bond.

"As part of our Operation
Motorcide program, we will have
all available Troopers on the
roadways over the Labor Day
weekend to assist motorists and to
try to hold down the traffic
violations that can lead to fatal
accidents," Wilson said.

One of the violations Troopers
will be keeping an eye out for is
failure to wear a safety belt or use
a child restraint. Last year, of the
32 fatalities in which seat belts
could have made a difference, 88
percent of those killed were not
restrained, according to the DPS
Statistical Services Section.

800-525-5555," Wilson said.
"Use this number to report
accidents, road hazards, suspected
drunk drivers or other
emergencies."

The legislature has enacted a statute on school funding to comply
with a court mandate enforcing the state constitution. Under prior
statutes (S.B. 1) the tax rate for last year provides $5,059 per
student in state and local revenues. Under this statute (S.B. 351)
that same rate now provides $4,561 per student in state and local
revenues.

State law only requires a minimum tax rate of $.007150 for County
Education Districts. State law does not require a school district
to adopt additional taxes. Neither does state law require a school
district to adopt a tax rate that maximizes the receipt of state
funds.

Radio station to return to Ozona around Sept. 1

Ozona radio station FYXX-FM,
at 94.3 MHz, will return to the air
on or about September 1, 1991,

according to-ewaer, KenRipley. of -+

Fort Stockton. Equipment is
currently being installed at the
transmitter site, located just off
Ozona's Landfill Road, four miles
east of town, underneath a 430-
foot tower.

A building has been constructed
to house the transmitter and its
related equipment and a small
studio, Ripley said. "We are still
waiting on some vital equipment
to arrive, be we are certainly
hoping to be on the air in Ozona
by September first," Ripley stated.

The station license has existed
for quite some time, but has been
off the air for about two years,
after a storm overturned the former
transmitter building. Ripley is a
partner in Sonora-Ozona
Broadcasting Company, along
with former Ozonan Gail Garlitz.
The Company purchased the
broadcast licenses and equipment
for Sonora's KHOS AM and FM
and Ozona's KYXX-FM in
October of 1990.

The Sonora station, KHOS has
been on the air for over a year
_ now, after it went off the air due
to financial difficulties under prior
ownership. Now, Ripley and
Garlitz are putting together the
equipment and resources to return
Ozona's radio station to the air
this fall.

Ripley said that the Ozona
station will program the same
signal as KHOS-FM in Sonora,
except during Ozona sporting
events. "We hope to serve the
three counties of Sutton, Crockett
and Schleicher with a regional
approach,"” Ripley said. The
station will carry the Texas State
News Network, cover local and
area news, and will program
contemporary country music. In
addition, Ripley said, the station
will also carry Ozona news. Also,
the station will carry Dallas
Cowboys football, Texas
Longhorn football and basketball,
in addition to Ozona football and
basketball.

The company has hired Ralph
Moore of Ozona to sell advertising
in the Ozona area and to gather
Ozona news. In addition, the
company has secured Danny and
Rip Sewell to team up for Ozona
Lions football broadcasts. The
overall operation of KHOS AM
and FM in Sonora and KYXX-FM
in Ozona is managed by Camille
Cauthorn of Sonora.

The station's signal should reach
strongly in a 50-mile radius from
Ozona, but Ripley said all ads and
other announcements would also
be aired in Sonora on 980 AM and

92.1 FM, in addition to 94.3 FM
frequency in Ozona. Therefore, he
said, we should have excellent

coverage’ on'I-10"from ‘50 “miles-+

west of Ozona all the way to
Junction. During Ozona sports,
however, the broadcast will be
only on the Ozona frequency, at
94.3 FM.

Sonora-Ozona Broadcasting
Company consists of only two
partners, Ripley and Garlitz.
Ripley is the General Manager of
KFST AM/FM in Fort Stockton,
another station owned by the same
two partners but under a different
company name. "When we saw
that the Sonora and Ozona stations
had gone dark, we saw it as an
opportunity to expand and bring
the same type of efficiency and
dependability that we had

established in Fort Stockton to
Sonora and Ozona," Ripley said.
The Fort Stockton radio station is
the only other station-owned by

the two partners;, since purchasing -

it about six years ago.

Ripley is a graduate of The
University of Texas at Austin
with a degree in Music. He is a
native of Comanche, Texas, where
he began in broadcasting when a
sophomore in high school. He
worked in the broadcasting field
throughout his college career, and
became a band director for four
years at San Saba High School.
He returned to broadcasting as
General Manager of KFST
AM/FM in Fort Stockton in June
1986 and became a partner in the
company in January 1987.
