Less than 4 months into 1992, 
41 rabid animals have been reported 
from Coke, Concho, Crockett, 
K im ble, M enard, Sch leich er, 
Sutton and Tom Green Counties. 
These same counties experienced a 
total of 72 animals rabies cases in 
all of 1991.

While most cases have been in 
wild animals, pets and livestock are 
also involved. Forty-two rabid 
skunks were reported from these 
counties in 1991 and 20 so far this 
year. Foxes are second on the list 
with 15 in 1991 and 7 this year.' 
Other rabid wild animals in 1991 
included 5 raccoons, 1 porcupine 
and 1 deer. Three bobcats, 1 
raccoon, and 1 ringtail have been 
confirmed rabid in the first months 
of this year.

Due at least in part to the mild 
winter temperatures and abundant 
m oisture, the wild anim al 
populations are high. This results 
in more frequent animal-to-animal 
contact and rapid spread of rabies.

People are more likely to be 
exposed to this fatal disease by 
infected  dom estic pets and 
livestock. Eight domestic animals 
(3 cats, 2 cows, 1 dog, 1 goat and 1 
horse) were reported from the area 
last year and the same number so 
far in 1992 (3 goats, 2 dogs, 2 cats 
and 1 cow).

Since rabies cannot be eliminated 
from the wild animal populations, 
other measures must be taken to 
protect ourselves, our pets and our

livestock. O f utmost importance is 
the vaccination of dogs and cats. 
State law requires that all dogs and 
cats 4 months of age and older must 
be vaccinated against rabies every 
year. In addition, horse owners in 
the Concho Valley should seriously 
consider having their horses 
vaccinated. Vaccines are also 
available for cattle and sheep.

Livestock owners and their 
employees are urged to wear 
protective apparel, such as heavy 
rubber kitchen gloves, when 
drenching, shearing, lambing or

kidding their animals. Since some 
rabid anim als becom e very 
aggressive, people should not

approach any wild animal or any 
domestic animal with which they

are not familiar. Children must be 
taught not to attempt to contact a 
seemingly tame wild animal. Any 
anim al exh ib iting  abnormal 
behavior or paralysis should be 
suspected of having rabies and must 
be avoided.

By using common sense artd 
following these suggestions, the 
very real threat of rabies can be 
greatly reduced. Persons who are 
exposed to a potentially rabid 
animal are urged to contact a 
physician immediately. Pet and 
livestock owners whose animals 
may have been in contact with a

rabid animal should consult their 
veterinarian as quickly as possible.

Nine animai 
rabies cases 
reported in 
Sutton County 
for 1992

In 1991, Sutton County had 24 
rabies cases: 7 skunks, 3 raccoons, 
12 foxes, 1 deer and 1 goat. So far 
in 1992, there have been 9 cases: 7 
in the county, and 2 in the city. 
Kimble County has had 11 cases so

far this year:. 1 dog, 2 cats, 3 
foxes, 1 skunk, 1 ringtail, 2 
bobcats, and 2 goats. Several 
people are taking rabies shots 
including one family of four that 
was exposed to a rabid kid goat 
which was being bottle-fed.

In P ecos, County, an 
unvaccinated dog developed rabies 
and exposed 19 ch ildren  
(approximately 25 people taking 
rabies shots now. )

All dogs, cats and saddle horses 
should be vaccinated every year. 
"With the high population of foxes, 
ringtails, coons and skunks. The 
threat of rabies is especially bad 
this year.

In an 
effort to increase public awareness, 
regarding abuse prevention and the 
importance of families, the Sutton 
County Child Protective Board will 
have Lynn McFadden, o f the 
Department o f Human Services, 
present a lecture. He will focus on 
the importance of the father’s role 
in children’s lives as he conveys his 
crucial message to members of the 
United Youth Fellowship group, 
their parents and interested members 
of the community. The program is 
scheduled for Wednesday, April 29 
at 6 p. m. in the First United 
Methodist Church basement.

Sponsoring programs such as 
this is only one of many ways the 
local child protective board strives 
to help children. During December, 
the board sponsors the Angel Tree 
Project. The project provides 
clothing for needy children in the 
community.

Even in small communities such 
as Sonora, emergency situations 
occur at inopportune times for 
families. The board has resources 
to help cover emergency care 
(clothing, medical, housing, etc.) 
for children when care is critically

needed but can not be afforded.

Locating and recruiting foster 
parents is a very important 
responsibility of the board. Foster 
parents are continually needed to 
care for abused or neglected children 
who have been removed from their 
homes. Due to the only foster 
parents in Sutton County relocating 
last November, at present there are 
no foster parents in the area.

Uniting together to provide 
assistance to children and to 
increase public awareness about the 
presence of child abuse within 
small communities is a common 
cause shared by members o f the 
local child protective board. Those 
volunteering their time include: 
Susan Crowder, chairperson; Pete 
Samaniego, vice-chairperson; Beth 
W allace, secretary; Clay Hall, 
treasurer; members Clint Roberts, 
Terry Surridge, Janie Jungman, 
Maria Santos, Ben Solis, Noime 
Samaniego, B ill Cascadden and 
Janet Patton.

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Wool/mohair rates announced 
for the 1991 marketing year

The Sutton County Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Service (ASCS) announces Wool 
and Mohair rates for the 1991 
marketing year. The National 
Wool Act wool act o f 1954, as 
amended, provides a formula to 
determine the wool and mohair 
support price each year. Herb 
Schw ertner, County D irector, 
reports the 1991 support price for 
wool is $1.88 per pound. The 
support price for mohair is $4,448 
per pound. (Incentive) Payments 
are based on the percentage needed 
to bring the national average market 
price received by all wool and 
mohair producers up to the 
announced price support levels.

A producer cannot receive price 
support payments on that portion 
of proceeds from marketed wool or 
mohair (the net sales price per 
pound for any individual sales 
document) which is more than four

times the national average for wool 
or mohair.

The 1991 national average price 
for shorn wool is 550 cents per 
pound. Mohair is $1.28 per pound.

Payment rates for 1991 
marketings are 241.8 percent of the 
net sales proceeds for shorn wool; 
$ 5 .3 2  per hundred pounds 
liveweight for unshorn lambs; and 
247.5 percent o f the net sales 
proceeds for mohair. Promotion 
fund deductions are 7 cents per 
pound for shorn wool; 35 cents per 
hundredweight for unshorn lambs; 
and 4.5 cents per pound for mohair. 
Promotion fund deductions from 
wool and mohair payments were 
approved by producers in a 
referendum held in 1991.

The incentive checks will be 
mailed on April 22, 1992. If  you 
would like to pick yours up, please 
call the ASCS office by the 21st.

It 
contains a high percentage of feme 
iron, which is more easily absorbed 
by the body and five to ten times 
more available than nonheme iron 
from plant sources.”

Taxpayers pamphlets available at appraisal office

Rex Ann Friess, chief appraiser 
for the Sutton County Appraisal 
District, offers area property owners 
a pamphlet called “Texas Property 
Taxes: A Taxpayer’s Guide to
R ig h ts ,  R e m e d ie s  and 
Responsibilities” to help them save 
on their property taxes.

Published by the State 
Comptroller’s Office in Austin, the 
“Remedies” parnphlet explains how 
the property tax system in Texas 
operates and offers suggestions for 
possible tax savings.

Friess noted that the pamphlet 
applies to projierty taxes collected 
by all types o f taxing units: 
counties, cities, school districts, 
county education districts, and 
special districts (such as municipal 
utility, junior college and hospital 
districts).

“Homeowners may qualify for 
various property tax exemptions 
offered by taxing units on residence 
hom esteads.” In T exas, a 
homestead is generally the house 
and yard used as the owner’s 
principle residence. The pamphlet 
lists and explains each exemption 
and how to apply for them.

For example, all homeowners are 
elig ible for a $5 ,000  general 
residence homestead exemption 
from their home value for school 
districts and for county education 
districts. In addition, certain 
disabled homeowners and those aged 
65 or older may qualify for an 
additional $10,000 exemption from 
the value of their homesteads.

“A tax freeze, or ceiling, on a 
residence homestead for combined 
school and county education district 
taxes is a benefit for homeowners

who were 65 or older on January 1 
of this year.”

“In other words, the homeowner’s 
taxes that pay for public schools 
cannot increase above the amount 
assessed in the year the homeowner 
owns the homestead and doesn’t 
make an improvement or addition 
to the house, such as a pool or 
patio.”

The law provides an additional 
tax benefit for certain homeowners. 
If the surviving spouse of an over- 
65 homeowner is at least 55 at the 
time of the older spouse’s death, 
then he or she can retain the tax 
ceiling.

The tax ceiling, however, does 
not apply for other taxing units, 
such as the county and cities.

The chief appraiser pointed out, 
though, that over-65 homeowners 
do not need to reapply for the 
exemption this year if  they received 
the exemption and tax ceiling last 
year. Only those who became 65 
during 1991 and those who have 
never had the exemption and tax 
ceiling must apply in 1992.

Homeowners are also eligible for 
a $ 3 ,0 0 0  general homestead 
exemption because the county 
levies a tax for farm-to-market roads 
or flood control.

Friess added that any taxing unit 
may offer a local-option homestead 
exemption that allows a percentage 
o f each residence homestead’s 
appraised value to be exempt. In 
1992, a taxing unit may exempt up 
to 20 percent of each qualified 
homestead’s appraised value.

The pamphlet also describes other 
exemptions available, such as those 
for disabled veterans, other disabled

persons and senior citizens.
Productivity appraisal is another 

type of tax relief available to 
owners o f agricultural or timber 
land. It is available in two forms, 
referred to by its location in the 
Texas Constitution: “ 1-d” or
agricultural-use appraisal and “1-d- 
1” or open-space land appraisal.

Landowners who wish their land 
to receive 1-d appraisal must apply 
each year. A signed, sworn 
application must be filed with the 
ch ief appraiser by April 30. 
However, if  the land’s use is 
changed to a nonagricultural one, 
the period for recapturing lost taxes 
is longer than for 1-d appraisal.

“Appraisal district personnel can 
offer more information about 
special land appraisal, tax renditions 
and exemptions.” The information 
is also found in the “Remedies” 
pamphlet.

She said the pamphlet also 
contains in form ation  about 
preparing and presenting a protest 
to the appraisal review board 
(ARB). The ARB is a citizen board 
that examines appraisal records and 
hears taxpayer protests to ensure 
that property values are fair and 
uniform.

Another section deals with the 
procedures voters must follow to 
petition for an election to limit the 
amount of a tax increase adopted by 
an taxing unit.

“I urge all property owners in the 
Sutton County Appraisal District 
to read the pamphlet and learn about 
all possible property tax relief.”

Remember all applications must 
be filed with the appraisal office by 
April 30, and protests must be filed 
by June 1 of this year.”

This is why 
the American Cancer Society 
conducts Service and Rehabilitation 
programs to provide practical help 
and emotional support to cancer 
patients and their families.
