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Letter To Sonora King & Queen
Dear Sonora,
Here com es another 

episode o f "Life As An Air 
Force Cadet," by Adam  
Youngblood (just in case you 
forgot or never knew) I know 
it has been many months since 
my last article, but things at the 
Academy never seem to slow  
down. Actually there is so 
much stuff to do here it is 
physically impossible to get it 
all done.

How are you doing? I 
haven't heard from anyone in a 
couple o f months, for all I 
knew Sonora packed up and 
headed south for the winter. 
N o~If I was to make a rough 
estimate. I'd say Sonora is still 
just about the same great, little 
family town that it has always 
be^».

This month is my fifth 
month here as a "doolie" or 
"smack" or fourthclassmen or 
whatever other word you can 
think of that means slave/lowest 
person on the totem pole. I will 
have to admit, it is a lot 
tougher than I thought it 
would be. The first week was 
the worst, just getting used to 
being yelled at and being 
herded around the Academy 
like sheep. This included 
getting our hair shaved off, 
clothes issued, and morning, 
afternoon, and evening runs, 
and learning all about the 
military. Our main thoughts 
were, "can I make it to the next 
m eal and actually get 
something to eat." Then just 
about the time we got used to 
the daily routine, they march 
us out into Jack's Valley for 
the tough part o f  Basic 
Training. Well, some people 
thought it was tough, but for 
me; I wish we would have 
stayed out there for at least 
another month. The Valley 
was basically 1200 people 
living in 12-man tents with 
little cots and sleeping bags, 
and running around all day

doing different courses. My 
favorites were the obstacle 
course and the helicopter ride. 
I guess my least favorite course 
would be the N uclear, 
Biological, and Chemical 
Warfare Course. We learned a 
lot of useful things, but going 
into the tear gas chamber and 
getting gassed wasn't the most 
pleasant experience. Besides 
that it was a blast, and the worst 
thing that happened was 
getting out o f our warm bags 
in to what seemed like freezing 
morning air. That was only 
for a month, then the fun 
stopped and the school work 
began. College doesn't mess 
around. I found out~if there is 
an extra second in the day, I 
better be studying or else. I 
am tak in g  c a lc u lu s ,  
p sy ch o lo g y , C h inese, 
chemistry, chem. lab, an 
aviation course, and am also 
playing football. The football 
season started off great. I was 
starting on the JV, until I hurt 
my knee in the first game. 
Well, it looks like the football 
season is going to be over 
before I get my position back, 
so I think I am going to go 
ahead and run track.

This place just doesn't 
convey the typical college 
atmosphere that some people 
think it might. Yes, there are 
all the wonderful classes, but 
all the fun o f college and 
c o l l i e  freedom is taken away.

My roommate is a great 
guy, I got lucky. Anyway, I 
guess that is my life in a nut 
shell. If you have any 
questions, or feel like keeping 
in touch, my address is P.O.
