This included the Roy Bean
property that he had bought
from the Bean heirs.

The Roy Bean saloon
stood empty and dilapidated
for many years and Mrs. Babb
wanted to tear it down and
move it to the ranch to build a
barn, but Mr. Babb said, “No,
someday it will be for sight-
seers”. Little did he realize
how many “sightseers” would
eventually gaze at it. In 1935
Mrs. Babb deeded the building
to the state of Texas for a
museumn.

With the Bean property,
Mr. Babb bought Roy Bean’s
residence which was called the
“opera house”. For many years
the Babb family used this
building as a town house and
Rosa lived in it and sent the
younger children to school
during the school terms.
