Libraries - More Than 
Storehouses For Books

Libraries do more than 
warehouse books and store 
inform ation. They are 
guardians of the local 
heritage, and active cultural, 
educational, social, and 
econom ic catalysts for 
communities.

They are also, and 
u n f o r tu n a te ly ,  o f te n  
overlooked in local economic 
and community development.

They need not be outside 
the community development 
process, however. Through its 
Library project, funded by the 
Surdna Foundation, Partners, 
the Public Library Association 
and the Project for Public 
Spaces have identified more 
than a dozen ways that 
lib raries con tribu te  to 
communities.

1. To begin with, they 
draw people downtown. 
Studies show that libraries are 
used by a wider cross-section 
of the local population than 
almost any other public, 
com m ercial, or re ta il 
enterprise downtown.

2. Libraries are important 
elements in the local quality 
of life, and they are a key 
criteria in business relocation 
and expansion decisions. 
M oney M a g a zin e , for 
example, uses the quality of 
local libraries as a factor in its 
annual ranking of the most 
livable cities. And local 
businesses rely on libraries for 
in form ation; the local 
business owners in Tulsa, 
Oklahoma, ranked the Tulsa 
Public Library as the number 
one agency helping new 
manufacturers get started.

3. Retail operations 
within libraries- coffee shops, 
book stores, g ift shops- 
provide business expansion or 
startup opportunities. And 
they add to the downtown 
retail mix.

4. Special events at the 
library (especially outdoor
events) add to the animation 
of downtown.

5. Libraries are valuable 
technological resources for 
local businesses. They can 
provide computer access to 
regional, national, and even 
global information services, 
and they can provide satellite 
links for teleconferencing- 
communications capabilities 
that might be beyond the

reach o f many small 
businesses.

6. Libraries can provide 
other equipment and facilities 
that may be beyond the reach 
of small businesses. These 
might include computers, fax 
machines, copiers, along with 
meeting rooms-all of them 
valuable resources for local 
businesses.

7. Libraries are essential 
to the downtown image. Both 
residents and outsiders 
consider public libraries an 
important part of the public 
image, which translates in 
greater use of the library-and 
the downtown.

8. Libraries are "safe" 
environments in w hich  to 
meet people, sit and browse, 
or use without payment or 
pressure. That kind of 
“safe” public space is a rare 
commodity downtown, and it 
is particularly important for 
children and the elderly.

9. Libraries can generate 
tourism. A library is often a 
destination point for visitors 
and a resource for area-wide 
tourist destinations. Libraries 
that position themselves as 
part of the local tourism 
industry help themselves 
local residents and businesses.

10. Libraries are centers 
for education and life-long 
learning. The public library 
is the only . educational 
institution available to every 
preschool child, and each 
week more than 42.4 million 
preschoolers use public
libraries. Extending library 
services helps increase reading 
skills and verbal skills among 
elementary school children.

11. L ibraries are 
traditional centers for adult 
literacy training. Illiteracy 
costs the country about 4220 
billion a year. Libraries are 
an important part of the battle 
against illiteracy.

12. Libraries can provide 
important job-related services. 
Library volunteers can help 
with resumes, job referrals, job 
tra in in g  and ca re e r  
counseling.

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FBLA’s Announce 
Interest Rate Reduction

F ederal Land Bank 
A ssociations (FLBAs) in 
Alabama, Louisiana, Mississippi 
and Texas announced today 
their seventh interest rate 
reduction on variable loans in 
two years. Effective March 1, 
the new rate is 7.25 percent, 
down from 7.50 percent.

The FLBA variable rate has 
fallen nearly 1.75 percent since 
February 1992, and is the lowest 
rate in almost 16 years, 
according to Farm Credit Bank 
of Texas Chief Executive 
Officer Arnold R. Henson.

Early Devil’s Press Used Oil 
From First Sutton Well In 1891

May 30, 1891. W.B. Rountree, the well driller, called at the 
Devil’s River News Office Tuesday with a sample of fine lubricating 
oil which he obtained fi-om the J.T. Cooper well near Sonora. At a 
depth of 390 feet this oil vein was struck, and the flow increased until 
out of fine lubricating oil which he pumped from the well, three gallons 
of oil were obtained. The oil is a brown, or bronze-green color, about 
the consistency of treacle, with a strong body. It has been tried on 
machinery and proves equal to the best lubricating oil bought for the 
purpose. Mat Smith, blacksmith for F.M. Wyatt used some in drilling 
spring steel, which is the hardest used and it gave complete 
satisfaction. The only and original Devil’s River News ciled up its 
double backed action George Washington hand press \vith the unctions 
liquid and will use no other. Indications of oil were found some time 
ago in the King which is a few miles west of the well but was not 
considered to be in sufficient quantify to justify operations. It is the 
general belief that oil may be found in greater quantity a few miles 
west or south of the present well.

Chas F. Adams and George W. Morris were at the well Tuesday 
and believe that an output of six barrels a day is not exaggerating the 
capacity of the vein. The Stockman’s Paradise has oil, coal, and silver 
awaiting development.

Sonora Sprouted And Grew 
On Wrong Piece Of Land

Charlie Adams in his book “Forty Years A Fool” says that Sonora 
was founded when he decided that the well he had drilled cost too 
much and in order to break even, he would have to start a town and sell 
lots. Adams said he filed on a section of school land, made payments, 
and began selling lots - lots on land that really belonged to some New 
York firm.

Nevertheless for two years Adams sold lots and the town began to 
grow steadily. It was then the discovery of the mistake was made. 
Naturally there was little left to do, Adams said, but for everyone to 
pitch in and buy the town back. A town member hurried to New York 
and was successful in purchasing Sonora. According to Charlie, the 
New York firm, however, suspected the land must be of some 
extraordinary value. Why else would anyone want to buy it? They, 
therefore, reserved everything under the surface and sold only the top. 
In fact, Adams says, according to the deed the town had cut itself off 
from water.

The area around Winkler well became a virtual community, 
including up to 20 families in its vicinity. There was even a store and a 
combination school and church house. This little community named 
itself Wentworth, in honor of P.H. Wentworth, whose vote they hoped 
to capture in becoming Sutton’s county seat. The adoption of this 
name did not help, for the town became a virtual ghost town within one 
year.

Adams would have liked to have named his town, but his wife 
insisted that she do the honors. She named the town Sonora after a 
faithful employee who was called Sonora because he was from that 
state in Mexico.

November 6, 1953. Phillips Petroleum Co.’s No. 1 Reiley 

indicated a Strawn discovery 25 miles east of Sonora and was 
preparing to install pumping equipment and tanks.

The project swabbed an acidized performance between 4,172 and 
4,220 feet making 120 barrels of load oil and two barrels of new oil in 
eight hours with no water.

It then swabbed 89 barrels of new oil in 10 hours. A second 10- 
hour swabbing gauge recorded 79 barrels of oil with no water.

September 5, 1947. The first koad of oil ffoma Sutton County 
well will leave here Monday or Tuesday in a tank truck owned by 
W.D. Dring. The oil, now stored on the J.S. Holman Ranch, was 
produced by two wells on Holmans’ property. Dring will make 
delivery to a San Antonio refinery.

Sixty feet of oil cut mud was recovered ly  Lloyd S. Parker of San 
Benito No. 1 Meta P. Reick, wildcat in extreme Southeastern Sutton 
County, on a 90 minute drill steam test Wednesday from 2710-30 feet. 
Drilling continued. The operator picked the top of the Palo Pinto at 
2,710 feet.

1984 Auld Slated Wildcat
April 2, 1948. Dan Auld of San Antonio plans to start a wildcat 

each in Sutton, Coke, and Edwards Counties within 60 days, he 
announced Saturday.

Auld’s Sutton County operation will be No. 1 Joseph M. 
Vanderstucken on a farmount from Atlantic. It is projected to 6,000 
feet unless a decision is obtained in the Ellenberger shallower.

1950 Faulkner Well Heafs Oil 1950
June 16, 1950. Several small heads of oil were made Tuesday 

aftemooii by a wildcat on the Faulkner Ranch, near the Sutton-Kimble 
County line, but the San Angelo Standard was consistently reported it 
as being in Sutton County.

The wildcat headed oil several times while the seven-inch casing 
was being run. It made its flow Monday and there was 2,600 feet of oil 
in the seven-inch pipe was started. Gravity of the oil was estimated 
between 29 and 30 degrees. The oil bearing formation is believed to be 
strawn.

1939 — Royalty Co. Sets Wildcats

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1891 -- Sonora Oil Trust Names Officers
June 20, 1891. A company has been formed to operate the Sonora 

oil fields, and several wells will be put down at once. The Company 
will be known as the Sonora Oil Trust. W.A. Williamson is president, 
and W.B. Rountree, manager. J.T. Cooper, owner of the present well is 
holding his; location for $6,000.

1891 — First Drilling Contract Let In 
July 1891

July 25, 1891. W.B. Rountree, the well driller, and manager for 
the Sonora Oil Trust was in Sonora Thursday. Mr. Rountree has a 
contract to drill 800 feet for oil south of Sonora.

1912 -- First Recorded Leases 1912
May 29, 1912. Renewed interest in Sutton County’s oil future is 

evident with the leasing recently of several tracts of land for drilling 
purposes.

D.B. Cusenbary has leased 11,520 acres to Charles S. Rees of New 
York for an undisclosed price. The 15-year paid-up lease calls for 
drilling test to be made within a year.

James Cornell has leased sixteen sections of land from Oscar 
Appelt. Terms of the five-year paid-up lease were not disclosed. 
Other leases made by Cornell lately include Thomas Bond, S. W. 
McKee, William Mittel, and J.B. Merck.

1918 -- Royalties Bring 
A Quarter In 1918

July 14, 1918. Recent oil leases in Sutton County have gone for 
ten cent bonus. Sales of mineral rights and royalties have brought 25 
cents to 30 cents. Captain George M. Church, James A. Arthur, M. B. 
Leonard and M.V. Sullivan have made several deals at these prices.

1919 — Ranches Sell Right For $200
January 14, 1919. Captain George M. Church and M.B. Leonard 

have been in Sonora on oil business. Capt. Church has bought one-half 
the mineral rights under 640 acres of the A.F. Clarkson ranch for $200.

Leonard has bought half interest in 694 acres belonging to John R. 
Robbinson for $100. Several other tracts have gone for similar 
amounts including C.O. Ridley’s sale of half rights under 640 acres for 
$160.

1926 — Explorer Seeking Oil Leases
June 8, 1926. Dr. Frederick A. Cook, the explorer of North Pole 

fame, has been in Sonora seeking an oil lease on the Hi Eastland 
property.

1928 — Texas Pipe Line Co. Begins Line
August 24, 1928. The Texas Pipe Line Company is now starting a 

twelve inch line from McCamey to Houston. The line will have a 
carrying capacity of 60,000 barrels of crude daily.

The line is to move within two miles north of Sonora and will 
parallel the line of the United Producers Co., which will start in the 
near future.

1928 ~  No. 2 Holman 
Well To Go 1,00 Feet

October 26, 1928. Tools and rig material were moved the fore part 
of the week for Phillips Petroleum Co.’s No. 1 Holman. This well will 
be drilled only about 1,000 feet for shallow location.

In September of this year the company’s No. 1 Holman was shut 
down awaiting elevator. At that point about 80 feet of oil said was 
penetrated with a small showing of gas.

1929 -- Drilling On Ross Ranch
April 4, 1929. T.C. Hadley’s diamond core test on the Ross ranch 

in this county is reported drilling again at 1,345 feet after installing 
new machinery recently. It is understood the Nantz test on the Allison 
ranch is still shut down though the cause is unknown. Their latest 
report depth was 70 feet.

Additional leases have been taken in the county by Phillips 
Petroleum Co. and Dixie Petroleum Co.

1930 — Texas Biggest Rig On Sutton Well
December 19, 1930. A Mammoth rig, said to be the largest in 

Texas, is being built for the drilling of Phillips Petroleum Co.’s 
Number 2 well in Sutton County.

To cost $250,000, the derrick is 122 feet high. Local people have 
purchased $4,000 worth of stock in local oil projects.

1931 -- Directors Named For Newly 
Formed Sonora Oil And Gas

June 23, 1931. At a stockholders meeting of the Sonora Oil and 
Gas Co., Inc., E.E. Sawyer, Tom White, Roy Aldwell, Jack Neill and 
Dr. A.G. Blanton were chosen directors. A president, vice-president 
and secretary-treasurer will be named by the board of directors. The 
meeting was held in the office of L.W. Elliott on Wednesday, June 21.

The firm has a paid-in capital of $3,000 and with that amount 
purchased a ten-year paid-up lease on 179.2 acres of land two miles 
southwest of Phillips Petroleum Co.’s Holman Estate well.

1932 ~  1931 Lease Equals 
Amount Of Collections

August 5, 1932. Seventeen oil companies holding acreage in 
Sutton County paid Sutton County landowners an amount equal to the 
approximate total of city, state, county and school taxes collected here 
on 1931 assessments, a check of local figures reveals.

Total leased acreage is 583,748 acres. The average lease is 
estimated at 25 cents an acre with some higher. Receipts from leases 
were $120,937 and tax collections last year were $124,000.
