Patsy Chappelear was in
town recently researching her
family tree and all the
branches in Sonora. She will
have to come back another
time because she did not
realize how many little twigs
there were on that old tree
today. She gave us a copy of
this information she had gotten
at Ft. Concho:

Information on James
Trainer, Post Sutler January

1868: Trainer was the first post
sutler at Fort Concho, and was
there when Dr. William Notson
arrived. The sutler’s store was
the only building of any
permanence, built of pickets
with a green pecan board roof.
It was north of the tent camp,
but south of where the
permanent buildings were
built. (Taken from The
Dancing was Lively, Bill
Green, page 37.)

April 1868: Trainer
became the first postmaster at
Fort Concho for four hundred
coin dollars. (Green p. 37)

September 1870: Trainer
had erected a substantial stone
building. He also invited an
ailing friend, Orlando Marshall

Smith, from San Antonio to
come to Fort Concho. (Green,
p. 38)

October 1870: Trainer left
for Washington, D.C. trying to
get himself appointed official
post trader by Secretary of War
Belknap. The middle of
January he returned to Fort
Concho. (Green, p. 38)

March 1871: The
permanent sutler, not Trainer,
appointed by Belknap, through
his agent made an arrangement
with Trainer to enable Trainer
to continue his business and
after the payment of the troops
Commander Hatch ordered all
other stores on the reservation
closed down. No one was sure
what the reservation included
but, “the stores between the
two rivers with the post
buildings were closed.”
(Green p 38)

1872: James H. Owings
appointed trader,-but-there was
dealings:-iw Washington and
within 10 days news came that
a Mr. J.M. Hendrick had
resigned the place and James
Trainer again held the license.

Virginia Sue Trainer was
made officer in charge in
1992, before Mr. Eisenhut
came here as postmaster. A
long' history of serving the
people of Sonora.

The Trainer family,
Trainer Bros., owned a bar in
the early days; the Bank
Saloon. One of them was the

run by the Trainer family and
a restaurant run by Cora
Nicks called the
Sunshine Cafe. While I think
of it, can anyone tell me where
the Sunshine uses to be? We
haven’t been able to pull it out
of pictures.

The Trainer family came

: here in very difficult times.

They lived through floods,
fires and some pretty bad

times, and had a lot of good
ones too. We found them on
committees for dances, picnics,
churches and in the Lion’s
Club and Masonic Lodge.
From the old newspapers, we
were able to compile a good
outline of the lives of family
members here in the early
days.

The midnight oil was
burned here for six days doing
research but is was well worth it
to chronicle the life of a family
up to the 1930’s in detail.
When Patsy finishes her book,
I am sure a lot of people will
want a copy.

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Citizens Voice Concern At School Board Meeting

Several local parents
and/or taxpayers brought forth
their concerns regarding the
honesty, integrity, and
professionalism throughout the
school system at the monthly
school board meeting, April 9,
1996.

One parent/taxpayer said,
students deserve the right to
expect fairness and a good
education. She cited the recent
decision of the board to place
four high school teachers on
an improvement plan. She
referred specifically to two of
the teachers whom her children
have had and how much her
children had learned in
contrast to some teachers in the
system. She felt like the
teachers were not treated
professionally when the
'bottom line" is that these
teachers are teaching our kids.
She stated that the school's
philosophy to "pat students on
the head," no matter what, is

by

.doing them a disservice if the

school sacrifices teaching
responsibility and pride in
doing their best. She asked the
board to strive for honesty,
integrity, and professionalism
throughout the system so that
all students get the best
possible education.

Another parent brought up
the problem at the high school
of GPA miscalculations and
lack of accessibility by
students since January 1996.
She feels that students' civil
rights are being violated.

The second problem
brought to the attention of the
board was the high school's
Pass/Fail program that was
implemented in the fall
semester 1995. A parent stated
that the program was tossed
into the curriculum with no
clear-cut guidelines or student
notification. To illustrate her
point, this parent stated that
one student received grades for
two grading periods and
pass/fail for the third grading

. period last semester. She also

stated 'that 'she felt the program
proiioted mediocrity rather
than a strong work ethic. She
felt our students should be
taught "to reach for the stars"
and be proud of their efforts.
The Board President
addressed the GPA and
Pass/Fail problems. She stated
that the problem with the GPA
lies in the software program,

and they were aware of a
“glitch" in the program. She
stated that someone was
coming to try and remedy the
situation. In regard to the
Pass/Fail program, she stated
that a site-based committee was
developing a new graduation
plan that will deal with all the
concerns expressed but will
only affect the Freshman of
1996. Dr. Dennis
McNaughten, high school
principal, said the program is
responsible for all the
problems because of it being
an unsophisticated program
and a "silly thing." One board
member stated that the board
was not aware of the "glitch" in
the program and just the
President must have had access
to that information. It was also
noted by a board member that
a lot of schools use the same
program, not just Sonora. One
parent stated that there was
concern over the turnover of
operators and who has access
to students' confidential
records. She stated that in
today's age of technology it is
astonishing that we are
experiencing such difficulty
with this computer program.
Another parent/taxpayer
asked why the satellite
program that has the ability to
provide classes, even AP level,
has not been utilized and made
accessible to our students. Dr.
McNaughten stated that no
teachers or students had
requested this service. Mr.
Marrs explained that he had
received a $13,000 to $14,000
grant last year to install the
satellite system. One board
member felt we should use it
or try to sell it to someone else.
A second concern involved
the way scholarship
applications and college
admission applications for a
number of students this year
and in the past have been lost
or not processed correctly. She
felt that the person in charge
and responsible for our
students not getting into the
colleges of their choice should

‘be Téplaced. She cited the fact-

that 'one student's applications
had been "thrown in the trash"
after they were filled out and
turned into the counselor's
office. Tihie Board
acknowledged that this has
been a problem for some time
and action needed to be taken
on:s, . the’ s matter. The
Superintendent was given the

directive to look into the
matter and present his findings
to the Board at a later date.

Another concern that was
brought before the board was
something that had been
recently enacted that enabled
one or two members of the
administration to dismiss any
employee without the board's
approval. The board appeared
confused, and the Board
President said that she
understood that aides, "lower
people," or nonprofessionals
could be dismissed without the
board's approval, but not
teachers. ;

It was also brought to the
board's attention of two
incidents where administrators
failed to cancel scheduled
appointments with parents and
were conveniently unavailable
when the parents showed up
for the meetings.

The final concern from a
parent/taxpayer involved the
current administration and
School Board's aim for
mediocrity of academic
excellence in the school
system. One board member
expressed concern that this
interpretation was "out there"
about the board's philosophy.
He gave his personal opinion
that our kids should have the
best; and work skills and ethics
were extremely important. No
other board members
commented.

Another board member
expressed concern about the
community (teachers,
newspaper, etc.) receiving the
Board minutes before Board
members. The Board agreed to
have the minutes sent by mail
to each member before they
were released to the public.

Melinda,
our daughter, counsels the terminally ill in San Francisco. It really
did happen.

A woman had been shopping in the mall and had gone about
as far as she could go. She had reached the “shop til you drop”
state. She was very tired, and the mall was crowded, so she went
into a store, bought a Kit Kat candy bar, and collapsed on a
bench. She dropped all of her bundles, her purse, and everything
in a heap. The only bench available was one already occupied by
a rather disreputable character. He was dirty, shabby, bearded, and
a bit frightening. She was glad to be off her feet, and thought that
she would be much better after a short rest and a candy bar. As
she looked at her partner on the bench, the dirty old man was
sitting next to her purse eating a Kit Kat. It had been a frustrating
day, and she was suddenly furious to think that he was so brazen
that he stole her candy bar while she sat there. She thought that he
probably doesn’t think that anyone would stop him. In spite of
her better judgment, she stood up, screamed thief, and grabbed the
candy bar out of his hand.

The man was truly frightened. He jumped up and ran out of
the mall. Others gathered around her, and she was embarrassed
that she had not given the man the candy. It was a terrible thing to
do, taking candy from a hungry man, and she told the security
guards that she was o.k. She threw the candy in the trash and sat
down again, ashamed of herself for making a scene. She truly
believed that the man was hungry, had no money, and had to steal
to eat.

She revived from the experience and began to finish her
shopping. She worked at her chores for several more hours, and
then decided that she needed a break. She headed for the
cafeteria. As soon as she entered the cafeteria, she saw the same
old man, who had stolen her candy. This time he was sitting with
two doughnuts and a cup of coffee. She was suddenly furious
again. He obviously had money after all. At least he had enough,
to come in and eat and drink. He really didn’t have to steal her
Kit Kat for food. She was furious, and she walked over to his
table. She grabbed his doughnuts and took a bite out of each and
then spit in his cup of coffee. The man was frightened and went
screaming out of the cafeteria.

She really felt awful, but she was tired of being pushed around
by people who think that they can just take anything that they
want. She felt some satisfaction that she had stood up for herself.
She went through the line, got her food, and ate. Some how it
didn’t taste as good as she had expected. She was feeling bad
about how mean she had been to the poor old man. She went to
the counter to pay the bill, and was very, very surprised when she
found her brand new, unopened Kit Kat bar where it had been all
day. It was in her purse.

Our daughter, Melinda McLain, counsels the terminally ill in
San Francisco. One day a week, she goes with other ministers to a
downtown hotel for winos. These are the men who are very ill and
have been given a bed by social services. Many have AIDS or
alcohol and drug related diseases. The ministers arrive around 3
or 4 in the afternoon when the men are having their breakfast.
This is the best time of day to talk to them. After a few hours, the
drugs and alcohol blur their understanding. Melinda promises that
she never goes alone, and never takes her car or anything of value.

She was called by one of the social workers to do a funeral for
one of the men that she had counseled. She arrived to do the
funeral in the park where the man and his friends had met to
drink, and she was given a brief biography of the man. She was
startled to find that the man had a picture of himself that he
wanted displayed at the funeral. She couldn’t imagine that this
pitiful, horrible looking, bleary-eyed, old wino had a picture of
himself. He did! The picture showed him at his worst. Dirty,
stringy hair, broken teeth, and a scruffy beard, and you could
almost smell him from the picture.

It seems that three years ago, as a joke for people to buy at
Christmas, a calendar was published called “Wino of the Month.”
It was a joke for guys to send to their drinking buddies, but to the
wino who posed for each month, it was a source of great pride.

' The calendar people selected the twelve who looked the worst and
photographed them. They were well paid, and it kept many of
them in alcohol for weeks.

Melinda’s funeral was for one of the twelve. He had finally
won at something. He was “wino of the month” and he had been
proud of it. She had looked through the calendar, and as she did
the service, she realized that she was looking into the faces of five
other months.

These days ranching folks are hearing more and more words
like "sustainability," "success," "goals," "enterprise analysis," and
"management." But really, what are they? And since no two
ranches are alike, how do you understand, prioritize, and integrate
them for your own unique ranching situation?

These and many other questions are being asked daily by
ranchers, managers, lessees, absentee landowners, and families. In
most cases, the simple truth is that the future will be' determined
by identifying and doing the appropriate things in a timely
- manner. Decisions made today impact resources necessary for
survival, profit, and sustainability for future generations.

The Texas Agricultural Extension Service will be conducting a
five day workshop on Total Ranch Management (TRM), June 24-
28 at the Indian Lodge in scenic Fort Davis. The TRM approach
to management emphasizes goal achievement via enterprise
selection and day-to-day activities which give the most effective
use of ranch resources. An open, informal dialogue between all
participants is kept throughout the workshop. Participants begin
by identifying "why they are ranching." This facilitates the
formulation of long and short-term goals for the ranch, family,
absentee owners, lessor/lessee, etc. Resources are inventoried and a
business plan for sustainability is developed. Along the way, the
specific skills necessary to develop and monitor these business
plans are taught both in the classroom, and with "hands on" field
exercises. They.include the integration of financial management,
enterprise analysisg . drought ‘management;-and other range,
livestock, wildlife, };a people management techniques.

This TRM workshop will be limited to 30 participants.
Registration is requested by June 1. Early registration and motel

TCFA Completes Survey

Amarillo - In an effort to
determine the extent of captive
supply cattle in Texas,
Oklahoma and New Mexico,
the Texas Cattle Feeders
Association (TCFA) recently
completed a year-long survey
of feedyards in cattle feeding
country.

"Feedyards were surveyed
on the percent of the cattle
they shipped that were under a
captive supply situation,"
according to Randall (Cuppy)
Graham, TCFA president. The
survey indicated numbers of
cattle contracted to packers,
packer-owned cattle, formula-
priced cattle and cash cattle,
Graham said.

Feedyards reported daily
shipments from Feb. 27, 1995
through Feb. 24, 1996 for
cattle shipped to Excel, IBP,
Monfort and National. More
than 100 feedyards completed
the survey with more than 5.3
million cattle represented in
the results. During the year-

“ long period, the combined
captive supply of the four
packers totaled 23% with cash
cattle accounting for 77% of
total shipments.

IBP had the largest percent
of captive supplies with 48% of
the shipments under a captive
supply arrangement for the
year. Their captive supplies

ranged from a low of 33% in
November to a high of 67% in
July. National continued to be
the leader in the percentage of
cash cattle purchased with 97%
of their cattle purchased in the
cash market. Excel purchased
83% of their supplies in the
cash market and Monfort's
cash purchases totaled 83%.

Excel was the leader in
forward contracted cattle with
3% of their shipments under
this arrangement, while
Monfort was the leader in
packer-owned cattle with 9%
of their supplies procured in
this manner.

"For the survey, cash cattle

were defined as cattle sold on a
cash or beef basis, with the
price determined at the time of
sale," Graham said. "Packer-
owned cattle were defined as
cattle placed on feed that were
owned by a packer or a
company affiliated with a
packer. Forward-contracted
cattle included = cattle
committed for future delivery
to a packer based on live cattle
futures. And formula cattle
were defined as cattle
committed to a packer under a
marketing agreement with the
price determined after the
cattle are slaughtered," Graham
said.

Do you have asthma? Well
you can breathe a little easier
just knowing the condition
doesn't necessarily shorten
your life. According to the
New England Journal of
Medicine, only people who
have asthma accompanied with
other lung disorders such as
emphysema or chronic
bronchitis, had lower survival
rates. However, since 1970 a
study has shown an increase of
deaths from asthma due no
medical attention when
warranted. Improper use of
asthma medications are
becoming a factor in deaths
related to people who suffer
asthma attacks. Some patients
stop taking their medications
as soon as they began to feel
better, and some have been
known to overtake asthma
medications following their
attacks. Asthma is rarely life-
threatening if you see your
doctor regularly, and take
medications properly.

There are many different
types of careers which demand
a person to work a shift
commonly known as the
Graveyard Shift. These people
have a greater incidence of
insomnia, infertility,
cardiovascular illness, and
stomach problems. Job
.performances begin to fall and
accident rates rise. When a job
demands night work, it is
possible to make the
adjustment easier. The major
factor in this role is the right
lighting, darkness during the
day, and bright light at night.
However the light at night must
be as intense as daylight, which
is measured by lux. Indoor
lighting is usually a few
hundred lux. To be
therapeutic, you need spebially
designed artificial light at ‘Iefst
ten times that strong. Night
workers will also adjust more
quickly if they can maintain a

-the drug,

pattern of work-sleep-leisure
rather than work-leisure-sleep
as day workers do.

Balloons, routers, scaffolds,
and lasers. This strange,
combination has nothing to do
with parties, plumbing,
painting or sci-fi movies. They
are all treatments for blocked
arteries medically known as
ATHEROSCLEROSIS. This is
a buildup of cholesterol-
containing fatty deposits
(plaque) on the interior walls
of your arteries. As the plaque
develops, the interior of your
artery narrows and the blood
flow is reduced. If this happens
to your arteries in the heart
you can experience (angina
pectoris), a pain located in the
chest. A rupture of plaque in
the artery can cause blood
clots to form. Should this clot
block blood flow to the heart
muscle, you could experience
a heart attack. Despite the
advanced technology the
Achilles' heel of treating
atherosclerosis is the return of
the stretched artery to its
original shape and narrowing.
In 1994 the Food and Drug
Administration approved the
routine use of stints after
balloon angioplasty or
atlierectomy to prevent
narrowing. Future
improvements may give you
more choices such as
nonmetallic and bioabsorable
stints that may reduce the risk
of blood clotting.

The ideal way to manage
allergies and other nasal
problems is to avoid the source
of irritation. Using a
decongestant spray for more
than five to seven days
commonly has a rebound
effect. When you stop using
your symptoms
return and worsen. Continued
use can lead to" chrenic
congestion and irritation’ cdlled
Rhinitis Medicamentosus.

Mrs. Weaver also expressed
her concerns regarding how
many people had been
involved in operating the
computer program this year
and stated that she was
uncomfortable with so many
people having access to a
child's records. She was
informed that there had been
an employee turnover in this
position but that a permanent
person would be in place the
following day.

Maggie Davis: Maggie
Davis expressed her concerns
regarding several items:

(a) the availability of the
satellite so that students may
take additional Advanced
Placement classes not offered
by the district;

(b) the ineptitude of
personnel and the treatment of
students who are denied access
to scholarships and entrance to
Texas colleges because
paperwork is not processed in
a timely or accurate manner;

(c) the request that a board
policy, if it exists, which gives
an administrative team the
authority to dismiss personnel
without board approval be
rescinded

Additionally, Mrs.  Davis
voiced her concerns regarding
the unavailability and/or
unacceptable response from
personnel to . concerned
parents. She stated that
meetings scheduled between
personnel and her had been
canceled without her being
given notice and that personnel
should be required to meet
with concerned parents.

Mrs. Davis further
expressed her opinion that the
district seems to aim for
mediocrity and should not
place the skills learned from
certain classes on the same
level with skills learned from
more advanced classes, one
example being that the skills
learned from a shop class are
not on the same plane as those
skills learned from an
advanced class.

In regard to item (a): Mr.
Marrs informed Mrs. Davis
that he had purchased the
satellite the previous year with
grant funds but that he had
received absolutely no
paperwork from the state
regarding the use or operation
of T-Star. Dr. McNaughten
stated that High School staff
members, Ron Nicholas and
Peggy Harlan, had recently
received training in the use of
the satellite.

In regard to item (b): Mrs.
Davis stated that although her
son had received poor
treatment concerning his
scholarship and entrance
applications, she certainly
wanted to thank High School
Principal Dennis McNaughten
for taking the time to write a
letter of recommendation for
her son.

Member Preston Faris
commented that he knew of
several people who had

problems concerning the
processing of scholarships and
college applications and the
district could not continue to
tolerate this problem. Member
Bob Brockman agreed, stating
that the board should
collectively look at the
problem closely and see what
could be done. After a
discussion, the board directed
the superintendent to look into
scholarship and admission
problems and to report back to
them at the May meeting.

In regard to item (c):
President Anderson informed
Mrs. Davis that only non-
contractual employees can be
dismissed by administrators;
teachers cannot. ;

At the conclusion of all
remarks, President Anderson
thanked both ladies for
bringing their concerns before
the board.

Board Member
Comments: At the request of
Scott Jacoby, members were in
agreement to write a letter of
appreciation to Sutton County
Judge Carla Garner, the
County Commissioners, and
County Road Superintendent
Ron Geske and his crew for
their assistance and work at the
Ag. Farm site.

Preston Faris requested that
the board write a letter to
Special Programs Director,
Donna Hill, thanking her for
all her efforts in preparing for
the Results Based Monitoring
visit. Gloria Lopez agreed,
stating that she had sat in on
the exit meeting and that the
RBM Team members had been
very complimentary. All
members of the board agreed
to the request.

Additionally, Mr. Faris
commented that three people
at this meeting had expressed
serious concerns about the
district's philosophy. He stated
that the board needed to make
a concerted effort to look into
policies and procedures to
insure that their perception of
said policies and procedures
corresponded with the district's
interpretation. If not, Mr. Faris
suggested that some reworking
might be necessary.

President Anderson
congratulated the One Act Play
cast and crew for their win at
Area and informed the board
that they would now compete
at the Regional Meet.

Member Jesse Bustamante
congratulated the Girls' Golf
Team who had won the district
meet that day.

At the request of Scott
Jacoby, members stipulated
that they wanted the board
minutes mailed to them at the
same time that they are
released to the campuses and
the media. However, a copy of
the minutes will still be
included in board packets
which are delivered to
members on the Friday before
regular meetings.

Executive Session: There
being no further comments
from the board, President
Anderson announced that the
board was going into executive
session according to its rights
under the provisions of Texas
Government Code 551.074 to
discuss personnel matters and
that no action would take place
in closed session.

The board reconvened in
open session and motion was

Hospital Board Minutes

The regular meeting of the
Sutton County Hospital
District, Board of Directors,
was held on Monday, April '8,
1996, at 7:00 p.m. in the
conference room of the
hospital.

Upon motion by Ray
Smith, seconded by Lewis
Allen, the board approved the
regular meeting minutes of
March 11, 1996.

- Dr. Johnson advised that
the Sutton County Appraisal
District had not had a meeting
this past month. Dr. Johnson
advised that the collections
were good, about the same as
this time last year.

Discussion was held
regarding the date for the
canvassing of the election
returns. Lee Bloodworth made
the motion to canvass the
election returns at 12 noon
Monday, May 6, 1996, in the
dining room at the hospital.
Carol Parker seconded the
motion. Motion carried.

Discussion was held
regarding the two lists of bad
debts. One was for balances
under $25.00 and the other
was for $12,547.28. Discussion
was held regarding the
consolidation of several small
balance accounts so they could
be turned over to the credit
bureau. Ray Smith made the
motion to write off the
accounts under $25.00, with
the exception of the accounts
that can be consolidated for
referral on to the credit
bureau. Lewis Allen seconded
the motion. Motion carried.

Upon motion by Ray
Smith, seconded by Carol
Parker, the board approved the
bad debt write offs, for referral
to the collection agency, in the
amount of $10,547.28.

Ramiro Perez gave the
quarterly quality assurance
report. Mr. Perez reported that
delinquent dictation continues
to be unresolved. Mr. Perez
advised that as of today there
are very few charts that are
delinquent. Mr. Perez reported
that complete nutritional
assessments had not been
. done. Mr. Perez reported that
_-pharmacy profilés” had not
been completed. These areas
will continue to be monitored.

Dr. Johnson advised that
he had attended the medical
staff meeting. Discussion had
been held regarding the
trauma center status. To
continue to receive
disproportionate share the
facility has to be certified as a
trauma center. The date for
being in compliance with the
program is March of 1997. At
this time we will have to have
another medical technologist
to be able to be in compliance
with 24 hour blood banking
coverage. Discussion had been
held regarding the Baxter
Stratus II, a new piece of
equipment for the facility to
run some new lab tests. There
would be no cost for the
machine, the facility just has to
purchase the reagents from the
company. Discussion was held
regarding the need for
additional IV pumps.

Mr. Goodrich stated that
the Texas Department of
Health survey team arrived
(April 8) for their resurvey.
Mr. Goodrich advised that the
TDHS also came on a
complaint. The team returned

to finish on Tuesday (April 9).
Mrs. Rock advised that she had
cut her time in the facility to 2-
1/2 days per week. Once the
facility is back in compliance
she will continue to come on a
monthly basis to inservice and
monitor the facility. Mrs. Rock
advised that the director of
nursing was still having
staffing problems. Mrs. Rock
advised that a new med cart
had been purchased for the
purpose of changing to blister
packs for the antibiotics and
narcotics. This should save the
nursing personnel some time.
The board complimented the
staff and Mrs. Rock for their
work to maintain and give
good patient care to the
residents in the facility.

The board then went into

amended by Citation #496,
purpose of said session -
personnel/contracts.

The board then
reconvened into open session.
