Bonilla Visits Sonora To Talk

About OSHA

Henry Bonilla is holding over 1200 pages of the OSHA Regulation
Index, the entire proposal is over 55,000 pages long.

Washington, D.C. - U. S. Rep.
Henry Bonilla, R-Texas, was in
Sonora today, warning local
employers about the Occupational
Safety and Health Administration's
proposed ergonomics regulation.
OSHA has been working at a fever-
ish pace since November, trying to
make sure the regulation becomes
law. OSHA is required to hold pub-
lic hearings before that happens.
However, since the Department of
Labor refused to hold any of the
hearings below Washington, D.C.,
Bonilla is spending Tuesday and

. Wednesday holding public meet-

ings in nine west Texas towns to
discuss the issue. Information gath-
ered at the meetings will be present-
ed to OSHA.

Community leaders, employ-

ers, and concerned citizens were
invited to come and hear Bonilla
explain what the proposed regula-
tion would mean to small business-
es. The Small Business Administra-
tion estimates the regulation could
easily cost American businesses
more that $18 billion dollars.

"I am concerned that some
businesses won't be able to bear the
burden of this costly regulation, and
may be forced to lay off workers or
pay them lower salaries," said
Bonilla.

Ergonomics refers to injuries
received from doing one motion
repeatedly. So far, scientists have
not been able to determine how
often a motion must be completed

Herman Moore was born in
Granbury, Texas (Hood County) on
May 20, 1920 and spent much of his
childhood traipsing up and down the
banks of the Brazos Rner cane pole
in hand.

Property Tax Exemptions Reduce
Disabled Veterans’ Taxes

Veterans with a service-con-
nected disability may reduce their
property taxes in 2000 by filling out
a simple exemption form at the Sut-
ton County Appraisal District
Office.

A veteran’s percentage of ser-
vice-connected disability deter-
mines the size of the exemption.
The exemption ranges from a
$5,000 to a $12,000 deduction from
the veteran’s property value. Rex
Ann Friess, Chief Appraiser,
explained who is eligible for the
application:

A disabled veteran; a surviving
spouse of a deceased disabled veter-
an, as long as the spouse remains
unmarried; a surviving minor child
of a deceased disabled veteran, if
the veterans spouse does not survive
the veteran and if the child is both
under 18 and unmarried; a surviving
spouse of a person killed while on
active duty, whether the spouse has
remarried or not at application time;
and a surviving minor child of a per-

son killed wile on active duty, if the
child is both under 18 and unmar-
ried. |

Any eligible person who has not
received this exemption must apply
by May 1. If you received the
exemption in 1999, you do not have
to reapply in 2000.

Any applicant may claim the
exemption on only one piece of
property, such as a home or another
property the applicant owned on
January 1. The applicant must be a
Texas resident to qualify.

The appraisal district may
require proof of the disability, such
as documentation from the Veterans
Administration or the branch of the
armed service in which the veteran
served. Applicants may need proof
of marriage, of age or of a spouse’s
or parent’s death.

i George Allison, J. N. Taylor, Jim
i Barton and at Ft. Terrett with Mr.
i Sawyer for about 9 years. The Eaton
i note also states that he married
: Helen Brehm in 1899 and we know
= that he married her on November

éZl, 1896.

If you would like to have a pos-
¢itive date I suggest you find out
what year Fred Berger came to

America. If he was 22 when he came
to the U.S. that would make it 1886
and he could not have been in Sutton
Co. in 1884. We do know that after
saving up enough money he went
into boot making on Main Street
about 1903 and also had a ranch. His
nephew Joe lived with him the last
27 years of his life. Fred Berger was
a member of the Dee Ora Masonic
Lodge and the Episcopal Church. He
died in 1934.

Another article of interest in the
April 18, 1908 issue is one telling of
the arrangements being made by the
“Mens Business Club” to welcome
Governor Campbell, Congressman
Smith, State Representative Silliman
and Mrs. Chase and Mrs. McKenna
to the Commencement Exercises of
the Sonora High School on May 5th,
and provide entertainment for the
distinguished visitors on May 6th.
Special invitations were sent out to
each neighboring county official,
editor, publisher, school principal
and clergyman for the event. D. F.
Patterson, C. J. Nichols, Geo. J.
Trainer, C. J. Lewis and Clyde
Windrow were appointed to the Dec-
oration of the Town Committee. It
was their duty to visit every business
and resident of the town and prevail

The Sonora Tent No. 180,
Knights of the Maccabees with R.
W. Davis, Co.n., and J. A. Hager-
lund, R. K. met the second and
fourth Mondays in each month. The
Sonora Hive of the Ladies Mac-
cabees met on the first and third Sat-
‘urdays in each month with Mrs. C.'J.
Nichols, Com., and Winnie Aldwell,
R. K.

The Half Century and Over
Club met on the first Saturday in
each month with P. Hurst as Presi-
dent and D. B. Woodruff as Secre-
tary.

The Firemen met on the first
and third Tuesdays in each month
with Geo. J. Trainer as Chief and C.
J. Lewis, Secretary.

I think the television and radio
have replaced a lot of the close
interaction between people in the
community. We are so busy watch-
ing or listening to certain programs
on them that there isn’t much time
left for clubs, committees, play time
with friends and social interaction
with other adults in the neighbor-
hood. While the TV, radio, comput-
er etc. are all wonderful inventions
they have almost wiped out the
evenings of sitting before a fire with
the family reading a good book out
loud or playing musical instruments
and entertaining each other while
mother sits and does mending or
needlework.

Dad can’t
edit out stories he thinks the chil-
dren aren’t old enough to hear any-

To some of you who keep ask-.
ing me what it would be like to live
in the “good old days” 1 have the
following suggestion: Shut off the
tv, stereo, all electrical appliances
including the air conditioner. Light
some candles, kerosene lamps etc.
and pretend you are back in that
time frame for one evening. Now
Mom you can’t use that washer and
dryer. Dad no power tools, no lawn-
mower, no weed whacker except the
old hand held man powered kind. If
the kids want ice cream or popcorn
make it the old fashioned way. For-
get that stove, tv dinners and that
microwave, cook on the barbeque,
an old wood fed one not that modern
gas one or a fireplace if you have
one that you can cook in. Sweep
with a broom, you can’t use the vac-
uum cleaner. No ceiling fans, no
window fans, just good old air,
hopefully blowing in the windows
on a cooling breeze. No shorts, or
tank tops please, clothing from neck
to toe. No swimming pools, no
sprinklers in the front yard. Heat
water on the fire in kettles for your
evening bath in a large tin tub.

A variety of homestead
exemptions could lower
your property taxes!

A homestead exemption lowers the property taxes on your
home by lowering its taxable value. If your home is valued at
$50,000 and you receive a $15,000 homestead exemption,
your home will be taxed as if it were worth $35,000.

Who qualifies for an exemption?

Anyone who owned a home on January 1 (and used it as a
primary residence on that date) is entitled to a $15,000 home-
stead exemption to lower school taxes this year...and it doesn’t
matter if your home is a house, condominium or mobile home.
(Counties, cities and special taxing districts may also offer
homestead exemptions.)

Are other exemptions available?

If you're disabled—or if you’re 65 years old or older—you are
entitled to an additional $10,000 school tax exemption on your
home. And if you qualify for the over-65 exemption, you're
also entitled to a permanent, locked-in “ceiling” on the school
property taxes on your home. (The ceiling does not apply to
county or city property taxes, and those entities may offer
other exemptions.) The over-65 homeowner’s exemptions and
school tax ceiling transfers to the surviving spouse, if the
spouse is 55 years of age or older at the time of death and
" lives in and owns the home. Over-65 homeowners also may
transfer the percentage of school tax paid, based on their
former home’s over-65 school tax ceiling, to a new home.

Do | have to apply each year?

No. If you had a homestead exemption on your home in 1999,
you won’t need to reapply for 2000 unless your chief ap-
praiser requires it. However, if you haven’t received an ex-
emption on your present home—or if you’ve moved to a new
home—you’ll need to file for an exemption for 2000. If you
are 65 this year, you may file for the over-65 exemption up to
one year after the date you turned 65. And if you became
disabled during 1999, you need to file for the disabled person’s
exemption.

When and where should | file?

File applications by May 1 at your appraisal district office. If
you need more time, contact us at:

50th Annual Easter Pageant |

Starts At Dark in Junction

The 50th annual Easter Pageant will
begin at dark April 22 in the natural
amphitheater below the cross on
Lover’s Leap in Junction.
Sponsored by the non-denomina-
tional Men’s Bible Class, the
pageant features 50 amateur per-
formers who pantomime the story of
the last week of Christ’s life on
earth, climaxing with the resurrec-
tion and ascension. Narrators and
background music enhance the 13-
act pageant, which is performed on
14 stages of varying levels. The pro-
duction lasts about three hours.

In 1950, the Easter Pageant had a
cast of 20 re-enacting the life of
Christ on a small concrete platform.
Since that time, the cast of volun-
teers has grown, and the stage now
covers the side of the mountain and
includes nine levels, several miles
of electric cables and a sound booth
where readers and sound effects per-
sonnel work to coordinate the works
and music with stage action.

All participants, from Sharon Sissel,
who directs the drama, to stage
hands and wardrobe mistresses, are
volunteers.

The pageant annually attracts a
large crowd of spectators from
throughout the United States. Most
watch from cars parked under the
direction of Boy Scouts and Explor-
er Scouts, who also distribute free
programs. Local Scouts have been
providing this service since the
pageant began. :

When is the application deadline?

If your land has never had a productivity appraisal or you are
a new owner, you must apply to your local appraisal district

by May 1 to take advantage of this benefit on your 2000
property taxes. You may get up to 60 extra days if you have a
good reason and ask for it by May 1. If you miss this deadline,
you may still be able to apply, but you will pay a penalty.
Check with your appraisal district office.

Do you need to reapply annually?

If your land already receives agricultural or timber produc-
tivity appraisal, you normally don’t need to reapply unless
the chief appraiser requires you to do so. If a new application
is required, the appraisal district will notify you by mail.

before an injury occurs, or the best
ways to prevent them. For instance,
an aching arm caused by playing
softball every weekend could be
aggravated by a job that involves
lifting. Through trial and error, as
well as common sense in some
cases, many businessmen are
already doing all they can to prevent
these types of injuries.in the work-
place.

"Businessmen are already moti-
vated to keep their employees as
safe and happy as possible by the
booming economy and shortage of

workers. The Labor Departments
own statistics show injury rates are
at their lowest in thirty years.
OSHA is using the issue as an
excuse to weasel its way into the

workplace, and have more control *

over employers,” said Bonilla.
OSHA first issued a proposal
for ergonomics regulation in March
of 1995.

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Conservation Rancher
of the Year

Each year the Edwards Plateau Soil and Water Conservation District and the Sonora Down-
town Lions Club recognize a Conservation Rancher of the year. This recognition has been going
on since the first award was given to Joseph Vanderstucken in 1948.

The main objective of the award has been to recognize a person or persons who have dedicat-
ed themselves to good stewardship of the land under their control, giving back to the land that has
been providing for them. This mission is carried out by implementing responsible conservation
practices. The work they do improves the quality of the rangeland habitat for their livestock and
the wildlife. These people do the things that are necessary to improve the range resources!

This year’s award went to a couple who ranch two places in Sutton County. They operate
about 17,000 acres South and East of Sonora. They have cattle, sheep and goats.

This couple takes pride in how their ranches look and how much “grass” their places have.
They are careful about stocking rates. They realize that maintaining this valuable vegetative
resource is what feeds their livestock and wildlife, reduces soil erosion, improves the water hold-
ing capacity of their soils, and allows them to produce an agricultural product they are proud of .
They carry out management practices such as deferred grazing, proper grazing use, flexible stock-
ing, drought management and rotational grazing.

Wildlife habitat management is also very important to this year’s recipients. They have con-
ducted a deer census and this data coupled with buck/doe ration information gives them harvest
recommendations. Data collected before and after each hunt allows them to determine the status
of their deer population and future needs. _

Over the years, these folks have been cooperators with local agricultural agencies such as
USDA-Natural Resources Conservation Service, Edwards Plateau Soil & Water Conservation
District, Texas Agricultural Experiment Station, and they recently formed Edwards Plateau Pre-
scribed Burning Association.
