USDA CONTINUES
VIGILANCE

AGAINST

FOOT-AND-MOUTH

DISEASE

WASHINGTON, March 28,
2001-- Agriculture Secretary Ann
M. Veneman recently said the
USDA will continue to be vigilant
in its efforts to prevent foot-and-
mouth disease (FMD) from entering
the United States, including intensi-
fied scrutiny and inspections at
ports of entry and a temporary
import prohibition of swine. rumi-
nants and products that could poten-
tially carry the virus from the Euro-
pean Union and other countries that
have confirmed cases of this animal
disease.

In a get-acquainted meeting,
European Union Commissioner
David Byrne and Secretary Vene-
man discussed many issues of inter-
est including trade, biotechnology,
and the current FMD situation. The
meeting was very productive and
both look forward to working
tdEether Gh Vvarious“issues in the
future.

"We had a very productive and
cordial meeting today," said Secre-
tary Veneman. "We discussed a
wide range of issues important to
our countries and we look forward
to working together and continuing
to strengthen relationships."”

Among other important issues,
they discussed the current FMD sit-
uation in Europe and the current
U.S. temporary prohibition of cer-
tain products from the European
Union. The Secretary gave no indi-
cation of a regionalization or lifting
of the temporary restrictions at this
time.

"This is a very difficult situa-
tion, and we certainly recognize the
extensive efforts that the EU and the
member states are taking to control
the current outbreak," said Vene-
man. "We will continue reviewing
our policies but remain concerned
about the spread of FMD within the
EU and the risk of introduction into
the United States. Given the current
situation, we are not prepared to lift
any restrictions at this time."

The United States continues to
safeguard American agriculture
from FMD and all other foreign ani-
mal diseases. Since the outbreak of
the disease in parts of Europe and
other countries, USDA has strength-
ened its protections, which include:

1. Establishing an emergency
operations center to coordinate
communications, answer technical
questions, and provide
consumer/traveler information
about FMD and other related issues.
Toll-free numbers include: Techni-
cal questions - 1-800-601-9327,
Consumer/Traveler Hotline: 1-866-
SAFGUARD.

2. Heightened alert and
increased inspections at ports of
entry, borders, and airports to
ensure passengers, luggage, and
cargo are checked as appropriate.
This includes redirecting 150
inspectors to critical ports of entry
and plans are underway to double
the number of dog teams at airports
to check incoming flights and pas-
sengers. USDA currently has nearly
2,000 inspection personnel assigned
to these facilities and ports of entry.

3. Heightened alert and
increased coordination of programs
in states across the country. USDA
has more than 450 veterinary offi-
cials throughout the country that
partner with state and local agricul-
ture officials to ensure appropriate
protections are in place to prevent
the entry and potentially detect
FMD in the United States. USDA
has been coordinating and meeting
regularly with appropriate federal,
state, industry and university offi-
cials since the recent FMD cases
were discovered. These groups

Texas Tech University's academ-
ic program in Junction offers cours-
es for freshman through graduate
level this summer.

Austin - The Better Texas
Coalition, a diverse group of school
district superintendents, campus
principals, parents, business people,
teachers and support personnel
came together in the Texas capitol
today to urge the state’s top leader-
ship to adopt a fully state funded
comprehensive health insurance
plan for Texas’ public school
employees, ‘retirees and their fami-
lies.

It is uncommon for such a
broad coalition to organize in sup-
port of a single educational priority.
The Better Texas Coalition joined
together to express their solidarity
and persuade Texas’ top ranking

statewide elected officials.

“We feel it is time to make a
full commitment to a properly fund-
ed healthcare plan for all retirees
and active employees of public
schools, for now and in the future,”
said Curtis Culwell, superintendent
of Garland ISD. .

The House Select Committee
on ' Teacher Health Insurance,
chaired by Rep. Paul Sadler (D,
Henderson), has been meeting regu-
larly. Speaker Laney created the
committee to address the recom-
mendations of the Interim Select
Committee on Teacher Health Insur-
ance. The legislators heard from
parents, superintendents, business

people, current and retired school
employees about the critical health
insurance problems facing our
school districts.

Rural districts testified that
they received bids of up to $1400 a
month for family coverage. Some
could secure no bid at all. Urban
district reported skyrocketing costs
consuming a sizeable portion of
their budgets. Active and retired
employees across the state shared
personal experiences resulting from

poor, or no, health insurance. Par-

ents and administrators reported on
the effects of the states growing
teacher shortage.

The Senate Education Com-

il

mittee and the House Select Com-
mittee have identified the need for a
statewide health insurance plan and
explored possible funding sources.
The next phase should be plan
design and choosing funding mech- -
anisms.

“This is no longer a question of
whether we have the need or the
money, both are there. The question
is whether we are willing to make
the hard choices to do what the vot-
ers have resoundingly asked us to
do” said Rep. Harryette Ehrhardt
(D, Dallas), author of HBI2. A
recently released Scripps Howard
Texas Poll, confirmed that 87% of
Texans believe the state should give
the same health care benefits to
school employees that it already
gives to university, college, junior
college, and state agency employ-
ees.

“The people of Texas have (*
made their wishes known by elect-
ing those of us who promised health
care coverage as a way to recruit,
retain, and reward desperately need-
ed public school personnel,” said
Senator John Carona, (R, Dallas)
author of SB 135. “It is now time to
fulfill our obligation.

include regional USDA officials,
Customs, Defense, state agriculture

. and veterinary officials, university

4. Prohibiting travelers from
Europe and other FMD countries
from carrying into the United States
any agricultural products, particu-
larly animal products, that could
spread FMD. Violations could
result in penalties of up to $1,000.
Passengers are required to identify
any visits to farms or rural areas to
Customs and USDA officials. All
travelers/baggage are subject to
inspection by USDA/Customs offi-
cials and dog teams and disinfection
of footwear/clothing may be
required for some travelers.

5. Dispatching teams of
experts, including 40 Federal, State,
and university veterinarians, to the
United Kingdom to assist in surveil-
lance and eradication of FMD.

6. Heightened awareness and
monitoring the FMD situation
worldwide to ensure proper protec-
tions are in place in other countries
that have confirmed cases of the
animal disease.

7. Implementing a renewed
public education campaign for trav-
elers that includes additional sig-
nage/information in airports, public
service announcements, informa-
tion hotlines, and an extensive web-
site with public information about

development efforts.

Senate Passes Bill to Toughen
Prohibition of Children Riding in

Pickup Beds_

AUSTIN - After debating the
measure in two session days, the
Senate passed a bill last Tuesday
that would prohibit children younger
than 18 years of age from riding in
the back of a pickup or truck or on a
flatbed trailer.

Current state law prohibits chil-
dren 12 years old and younger from
riding in the bed of a truck, pickup
)r on a trailer at speeds greater than
35 miles per hour.

Senate Bill (SB) 399, authored
by Lubbock Sen. Robert Duncan,
first came up for consideration on
the Senate floor Monday, but final
action on the measure was left pend-
ing after several senators voiced
their opposition.

Houston Sen. Mario Gallegos
said Monday that the bill would lead
to "open season" for police to pull
over Hispanics because many His-
'panics have only a pickup for trans-
portation.

~or"[t ~concerns me, ~that ‘under
your law (SB 399), Latinos going to
work -- not bothering anybody,
looking like they're 16 but really are
36 -- are going to be stopped," Gal-
legos told Duncan. "We're trying to
stop racial profiling and a lot of
other things. This would be open
season on those folks that I represent
in Harris County."

Duncan responded that the bill
is not intended to promote harass-
ment of Hispanics but to protect
children, regardless of ethnicity.

"This bill is designed as a pub-
lic safety measure to prevent injuries
to the I[2-year-old Latino who is
required to ride in the back of a pick-
up by an adult who hasn't thought

this through," Duncan said, "to the
12-year-old Anglo who is required
to ride in the back of a pickup by an
adult who hasn't thought this
through."

The vote for final passage of
the bill was 22 for, seven against,
one present but not voting and one
absent.

Criminal Justice Committee
Hears Racial Profiling, Indigent
Criminal Defense Bills

Dallas Sen. Royce West out-
lined his proposal before the Crimi-
nal Justice Committee on Wednes-
day to end racial profiling by police.

The bill, SB 1074, also calls for
police departments to implement
policies and training programs
aimed at curbing the practice. Police
would also be required to collect
ethnicity statistics in traffic stops
and officers' interactions with sus-
pects. West said that although most
law enforcement officers do not
engage 'in"racial profiling, ‘making
police accountable for their actions
is the most critical component of the
bill.

"The question is, what is the
best approach to prevent racial pro-
filing in this state, and, needless to
say, in this country? I do not believe
that we can simply adopt a bill that
prohibits racial profiling and then
pat ourselves on the back," West
said.

The Criminal Justice Commit-
tee also heard testimony on SB 7, a
proposal authored by Houston Sen.
Rodney Ellis to improve criminal
defense for the indigent. SB 1074
and SB 7 remain pending in the
committee.

Why It's Up To You?

You stop into the grocery store
at the end -of a long day to pick up a
few items for dinner and see chil-
dren running around, crying or
screaming. You know that your
neighbor's child comes home from
school to an empty house every
afternoon. On your way out of the
movie theater, you notice kids just
hanging out with no place to go.

Sometimes you're concerned
and don't know what to do. It's an
awkward situation; "Should I say
anything or should I mind my own
business." We feel worse when we
see children yelled at, threatened or
hit in public. We can only imagine
what happens in private. But when
we do nothing, collectively, as a
community, we are putting 5.7 mil-
lion Texas children's lives at risk.

The unfortunate truth is many
parents aren't prepared for the awe-
some responsibility of raising a
child. Some parents are still chil-
dren themselves. Child Protective
Services (CPS) confirmed that near-
ly 47,000 Texas children became
victims of child abuse or neglect
last year. Almost 200,000 children
were reported to CPS as alleged vic-
tims. And those are only the ones
who are reported. How many more
are put in-harm's way because a par-
ent simply isn't ready to be a parent?
If we're not a member of that fami-
ly, it's tough to know what we can
do to help the children we see stay
safe and help their parents keep
them that way.

April is Child Abuse Preven-
tion Month in Texas and across the
nation. It's a time to renew our com-
munities' involvement in our chil-
dren's lives because keeping kids
safe is everybody's business. After
all, an individual's actions, or lack
thereof, can affect not only that

child but also everyone in the com-
munity. The most tragic evidence is
in National Institute of Justice std-
tistics that tell us a victim of child
abuse is 53 percent more likely to be
arrested as a juvenile and 38 percent
more likely to be arrested as an
adult. The question remains, what
can communities do?

Community members can sup-
port parents when they need help.
We can offer to baby-sit and allow a
parent to take a much-needed break.
We can redirect a child's inappropri-
ate behavior, attention or energy
when a parent is at the end of their
rope. We can coach a child's team.
We can donate to programs such as
Boys and Girls Clubs or our local
YMCA. We can mentor a child
through groups like Big Brothers,
Big Sisters. We can get children
help when danger or risk looms
large. We can volunteer with Court
Appointed  Special ~ Advocates
(CASA) to help a child victim
through the legal system in an
already frightening time. We can
become foster parents. We can
become adoptive parents. We can
turn our own outrage and discom-
fort in everyday situations into ener-
gy that helps protect Texas' 5.7 mil-
lion children. It's Up to You.

A homestead exemption lowers the property taxes on your
home by lowering its taxable value. If your home is valued at
$50,000 and you receive a $15,000 homestead exemption,
your-home will be taxed as if it were worth $35,000.

Who qualifies for an exemption?

An.yone wh? owned a home on January 1 (and used it as a
primary res:deng:e on that date)is entitled to a $15,000 home-
stead exemption to lower school taxes this year...and it doesn’t

- matterif your homeis a house, condominium or mobile home.

(Counties, cities and special taxing districts may also offer
homestead exemptions.)

Are other exemptions available?

If you're disabled—or if you're 65 years old or older—you are
entitled to an additional $10,000 school tax exemption on your
home. And if you qualify for the over-65 exemption, you're
also entitled to a permanent, locked-in “ceiling” on the school

. property taxes on your home. (The ceiling does not apply to

county or city property taxes, and those entities may offer
other exemptions.) The over-65 homeowner’s exemptions and
school tax ceiling transfers to the surviving spouse, if the
spouse is 55 years of age or older at the time of death and
lives in and owns the home. Over-65 homeowners also may
transfer the percentage of school tax paid, based on their
former home’s over-65 school tax ceiling, to a new home.

Do I have to apply each year?

No.If you had a homestead exemption on your home in 2000,
you won’t need to reapply for 2001 unless your chief ap-
praiser requires it. However, if you haven’t received an ex-
emption on your present home—or if you’ve moved to a new
home—you’ll need to file for an exemption for 2001. If you
are 65 this year, you may file for the over-65 exemption up to
one year after the date you turned 65. And if you became

disabled during 2000, you need to file for the disabled person’s
exemption.
