WASHINGTON, Aug. 18 (^).—

President Roosevelt signed today, 
with expressed reluctance, the bill 
designed to eliminate price cutting 
of nationally advertised products. 
The measure, attached to the Dis­
trict of Columbia tax bill, effectu­
ates “fair trade” acts in force in 
forty-two states.

President Roosevelt said there is 
some belief by government officials 
that the bill will raise the price 
of many articles, and several de­
partments had favored its veto, but 
th>at he signed the bill “ in the hopd 
that it will not be as harmful as 
most people predict.”

Taking as his subject; “Municipal 
Taxation,* Mayor M. C. Ulmer was 
the principal speaker at the regular 
weekly luncheon of the Midland 
Lions Club today noon, the neces­
sity 01 increased taxable valua­
tions being thoroughly explained.

in completing an extensive paving 
program which is expected to get 
underway shortly. An approximate 
$30.000 profit from the water system 
is used to take care of the bonded 
indebtedness, he explained.

Calling attention to the fact that 
a growing town has many added ex- 
jDcnditureÊ  Mayor Ulmer stated 
definitely that no bond issue is an­
ticipated in the near future. He 
also stated that present indica­
tions are that the city tax rate will 
be lowered next year.

The speaker also said that an ag­
gressive campaign for the collection 
of delinquent taxes is now under­
way here, and that a special effort 
is beiirg made to collect all delin­
quent taxes without exceptions.

The cooperation of all tax payers 
of the city was urged by the Mayor.

James H. Goodman, in an inter­
esting and educational manner, 
discussed and explained each of the 
six constitutional amendments to be 
voted upon August 23, the good and 
bad features of each amendment 
being cited; Dr. W. L. Sutton was in 
charge of the program.

NOMINATION APPROVED 
BY VOTE OF 63 TO 16

Hugo L. Black, aggressive New 
Dealer, stood ready last night to 
take the oath of office as an asso­
ciate justice of the Supreme Court 
of the United States.

The last obstacle to his assuming 
the judicial robes was removed by 
a Senate vote of 63 to 16, approv­
ing his nomination, the first to be 
made to the court by President 
Roosevelt in three years of conflict 
with the tribunal.

In confirming the appointment, 
the Senate brushed aside charges 
that Black has been a member of 
the Ku Klux’ Klan, that he is of a 
temperament ill-suited to the judi­
cial office and that he is ineligible 
for the post for constitutional rea­
sons.

These accusations were hurled 
with vigor and occasionally with 
bitterness by the small but reso­
lute band of those who opposed con­
firmation, throughout a day of 
forthright debate.

Trucks Dispatched After 
W ild Livestock for Rodeo

Trucks started last night to Mon­
ument, N. M., to get the Mexico 
steers leased by Midland Fair from 
Bert Weir, to be used in the bull 
dogging event of the annual Mid­
land Cowboy Contest September 4, 
5 and 6.

John Dublin, member of the rodeo 
committee, who saw the steers in 
use recently at Hobbs, said they 
were wild, fast and stout, and would 
provide tough competition for the 

«best bull doggers, even with the best 
^biill dogging ponies. The steers will 
be run on good grass southwest of 
Midland up to the time of the ro­
deo.

The committee also cut 165 head 
of calves for the calf roping event 
the first of 1&he week.

“Éveíy calf is alike,” said one

member of the committee. Weighing 
around 300 pounds, the calves are 
fat and fast, with just the size need­
ed to extend the roper’s horse yet 
give the roper opportunity to make 
reasonabl3?̂ fast time. Heavy calves 
were avoided, due to the fact that 
ihey are slow to be thrown and tied.

“The spectators like fast time and 
so do the contestants,” said the 
committee.

The Earl Sellers broncs, which have 
been on full feed' at Junction, will 
be trucked here in a day or two and 
feeding will be continued to have 
them strong and tough. All other 
stock is located in xiearby pastures 
at present and will be trucked to the 
fair grounds just in time for the 
three day and night show.

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Dr. Robert Karl Reischauer, 
above, an instructor at Princeton 
University, was killed while lead­
ing a tourists’ party in the vicin­

ity of the Nanking Road.

When Chinese aviators bombed the International Settlement in Shanghai, their target was said to 
have been the Japanese Cruiser Idzumo, which was mjxired, as it is pictured above, alongside the 
Japanese consuI>ate to serve at a floating naval station.

lives was blamed on damage to the planes’ bomb mechanisms by Japanese shells.

A boisterous House passed the ses­
sion’s final big appropriation bill in 
an overtime session last night after 
increasing it by $20,000,000 to start 
the administration’s farm tenancy 
program.

Canying a total of $98,880,375, 
the appropriation went through 
without a record vote.

The House over-rode recommen­
dations of its appropriations com­
mittee and pleas for economy in 
granting the agriculture depart­
ment’s request of $20,000,000 to 
start tenancy aid.

Half of this fund was asked for 
farm purchase loans to tenants and 
half for con'verting portions of the 
Western “Dust Bowl” into a vast 
pasture.

An amendment by Representa­
tive Starnes (D-Ala), providing the 
millions for tenancy aid, won des­
pite vigorous, bi-partisan opposi­
tion.
,Farm state members demanded 

that something be done for “ these 
homeless farmers.”

The bill also carries $22,500,000 
to begin a three-year program of 
postoffice and other public build­
ing construction. Members said the 
program will permit erection of 
approximately 380 structures cost­
ing $70,000,000.

As passed, the bill was approxi-

SHANGHAI. Aug. 18. (/P) — Jap­

anese warplanes bombed Chinese 
positions tonight, in a moonlight 
attack against the Chinese hordes 
which were pushing Japanese land 
forces toward the sea. The attack 
climaxed a 'day in which Japan’s 
first and third fleets were thrown 
into action to prevent their land 
forces from being hemmed In.

Chinese troops, in a daring raid 
under Japanese guns, seized six 
moored Japanese steamers, scut­
tled them into the upper channel 
of the Whangpoo river and blocked 
Japanese warships.

Fire from Ciiinese snipers twice 
endangered Americans on the ten­
der which was evacuating refugees 
to the liner McKinley where once 
those on deck were forced to lie flat 
becaiioe of dangerous nearness of 
Japanese air bombs.

Evacuation was speeded as mobs 
of homeless infuriated Chinese 
roamed the streets, looting, killing 
and taxing the efforts of interna­
tional police to. maintain order. 
Within the city, precautions were 
taken to safe-guard dwindling food 
supplies.

Floyd Arnold, pharmacist’s mate 
of the United States marines, was 
wounded in the hip when struck by 
a shell fragment. He is a native of 
Beaumont, Texas.

Carl Hoff, now sojourning in 
Hollywood between his F'ord Dealers’ 
“Watch the Fun Go By’’ programs, 
heard over Columbia at 9 p .m.

They replied that they 
considered living conditions in Seat­
tle ideal, and would rather stay there 
than go to a larger city, They pre­
ferred the boating, fishing and coun­
try life to what they expected to 
find in New York or Chicago.”

Asked what instrumentalists were 
hardest to locate for his home­
town talent orchestras, Carl laugh­
ed.

“To answer that in another way,” 
he said, “ I can readily say that 
saxophonists were not hard to get 
—and good saxophonists. They were 
very plentiful, and the weakest in­
struments were t'rom>':'ones and 
drums. This condition existed in 
every city except Seattle. I will say 
though that what many musicians 
in the smaller cities - lacked in ex­
perience and musicianship they 
more than compensated for in their 
enthusiasm and willingness to co­
operate. Especially in the West.”

The best individual musician 
encountered on the trip, according 
to the maestro, was a girl in Seat­
tle. When he walked out on the stage 
to meet the band and start rehearsal, 
he said, he was disappointed and a 
bit annoyed to find that he was ex­
pected to use a girl pianist. But to 
his sui’prise the young lady turned 
out to be the finest musician he 
had worked with on the entire tour.

“There is just one thing I’d like 
to add,” said Carl in conclusion, 
“and that is that no one section of 
the country has a monopoly on good 
musicians.

.Hntil John T. Fiyhn wrote “Gpd’s 
Gold,”  the story of the late, John 
D, Rockefeller had hot been really 
handled as a definitive biography. 
But “God’s Gold” was written while 
the great financier still lived; Now 
comes “John D. Rockefeller” (Win­
ston, $1.50), to deal in retrospect 
with the life of the richest man of 
modern time.

And B. F. Winkelman, the au­
thor, has done a notable job. Au­
thor of “Carnegie,” “Prick” and 
other biographies of these times, 
this Philadelphia lawyer portrays 
Rockefeller as “a big man in a 
big age.”

The century through which Rock­
efeller lived was not an ordinary 
century. When he was born in 1839, 
people were just beginning to ex­
periment with machinery. He saw 
the coming of electric power, the 
telephone, the gas engine, the mo­
tion picture, the radio, airplane and 
other inventions.

He' Saw all this—and outlived his 
generation. Hill, Harriman, Mor­
gan, Frick, Carnegie, Flagler, Rog­
ers, Andrews, Brewster, Archbold,

Bedford, Moffett, McKinney, the 
group of men. who were his part­
ners and associates, all preceded 
him in death.

That is the thesis of Winkelman’s 
exhaustive book. At 16, Rockefeller 
tram-ped the streets for weeks to 
find a job. At 30, he ruled the 
Kingdom of Oil. At 70,-he stood 
condemned by the Supreme Court 
—the most hated man in America. 
Yet at his passing, at 97, he was 
mourned as “World-Citizen No. 1” 
—the. “best-loved and most gener­
ous of all philanthropists.”

Withal, Mr. Winkelman seems to 
hâve escaped no detail of the life 
of the world’s greatest money maker. 
Thirty-eight illustrations, cartoons 
of .the times.

Toys Do Work 
In Miniature 
Logging Camp

STEVENS POINT, Wis. (U.R) — 
From pieces of scrap iron and 
steel Eric Kedrowicz has con­
structed a miniature sawmill com­
plete with steam engine, logging 
sleighs, flat cars, and miniature 
pine trees.

Kedrowicz, a barber by trade, 
has placed his miniature sawmill 
on a wooden platform 14 feet long 
and 4 feet wide.

Most interesting of the minia-

-ture logging operations carried on 
in Kedrowicz’s “camp” is the saw­
mill itself. It is operated by a 
home-made steam engine, which 
drives the saw along a two-foot, 
carriage.

The camp railroad was built en­
tirely out of scrap steel except for 
the freight engine’s four drive 
wheels,, which were cast of babbit. 
The engine is 32 inches long, is 
operated by steam, and will run 
for three hours unattended. A 
blow torch generates the steam in 
the miniature boiler.

When Kedrowicz sets the saw­
mill in motion 20 iron men oper­
ated by steam go through the 
motions of their jobs. Woodchop- 
pers hack away at the trees, a 
man fishes in a pond, two men 
operate a cross-cut saw, a man 
sharpens an axe on a grindstone, 
and a horse swishes its tail.

It took four years o f work after 
the barber shop Was closed for 
Kedrowicz to com.plete the saw­
mill. The steam engine was the

Experts say it is all due to 
the Oslo diet.

LONDON. Aug. 18—Will the re- 

puhllc of C'Eiechoslovakia—an is­
land of democracy in the heart of 
Europe and one of the best results 
of the world war and its following 
peace treaties—be made into a sec­
ond Spain by the machinations of 
Nazi Germany?

That is the question which is agi­
tating more than one Foreign Of­
fice in this inflammatory Europe, 
and the answer to which may bear 
within it the seeds of peace or war 
in the next few years.

European diplomats are not un­
aware of the lessons the Spanish 
events may teach tme. It is by now

pretty well established that Gen­
eral Franco and the other ^m y of­
ficers, traitors to their own gov­
ernment, before they made up their 
minds to start a civil war, got as­
surances of help from Germany 
and Italy. Under the excuse that the 
Franco rebels were fighting Bol­
shevism and that they could not 
afford to see a Red regime es­
tablished in Spain, military help 
in fullest measure has been forth­
coming.
Starting War From Within

On the surface there are indica­
tions that Germany may seek the 
same method to destroy Czecho­
slovakia. At one time, it "vvas 
feared the Nazified state might

make open war on the Czechs. What 
is now feared is the more indirect 
war and the harder for other 
states to handle.

Czechoslovakia was erected into 
an independent state when the 
world war ended. The old geo­
graphical divisions of Bohemia, 
Moravia and Slovakia—which had 
once belonged to the Austro-Hun­
garian empire—composed the new 
state. But long before Austria 
had conquered these territories, Bo­
hemia had been an independent 
and powerful Slav kingdom. In the 
centuries during which this terri­
tory was under Austrian domina­
tion, Austrian Germans were colo­
nized in the western parts. They are 
the people today largely known as 
the Sudeten Germans. They com­
prise over one-fifth of the popula­
tion of Czechoslovakia.
Nazifying Czech Germans

With the example of the Nazi 
party in German before them and, 
it is believed, with the aid of Nazi 
money, some years ago Konrad 
Henlein formed a Sudeten party 
which in the last elections polled 70 
percent of this German vote. The 
balance went to German Socialist, 
Catholic and Farmers’ parties. Tak­
ing all the other parties together, 
Henlein’s was in a decided minority. 
But as they were split unto many 
parties, Henlein’s could boast it had 
the largest vote in the republic.

He began to make many demands 
among others that the territory be 
inhabited by over 2,000,000 Sudeten 
Germans should be given autonomy. 
This was refused by the government. 
The dissatisfaction of the Sudetens 
was increased by the fact that busi­
ness depression hit them the hard­
est, as it was felt in the textiles, 
glass and metal industries in which 
they are the more largely employ­
ed.
German Press Joins Clamor

So Jong as the complaints were

confined to Czechoslovakia, there 
w'as no occasion for any alarm. 
But soon the servile press of ̂ Ger­
many began a thumping campaign 
on behalf of the Sudeten, Germans 
and a bitter campaign of hgtred 
against the Czech government.,

The Czech treaty of friendship 
with Soviet Russia was written 
down as a treaty to make of Czech 
territory a springboard from which 
Soviet armies could jump into'Ger­
many. As Rumania and Poland 
separate Czechoslovakia from Rus­
sia, they did not point out.howvthis 
could be done. Czech airdromes 
were dubbed reall Soviet airdroines 
by the Nazi sheets.

Lately the campaign against 
Czechoslovakia has been intensi­
fied. It has dwelt on the Red in­
fluence in the country and depicted 
this land as a second Spain. This 
has seriously disturbed the Czechs. 
If the Nazis want to, the material 
for a second Spain is ready at 
hand.
Within Reach of Nazi Arms

Suppose some of the Sudeten Ger­
mans were persuaded to start an 
armed rebellion against the Prague 
government. German arms, air­
planes, cannon, and volunteers could 
easily slip over the frontier, as Ger­
many borders the country both on 
the west and north. The Sudeten 
rebels could thus be helped, just as 
the Franco rebels were and much 
easier.

Not meaning to be taken unawar­
es, the Czech government has taken 
steps to strengthen its defenses. A 
big national defense loan lias been 
floated and large subscriptions from 
all classes of the loyal population 
have been received. Moreover, under 
the national defense act a decree 
has been issued giving the military 
authorities special powers in the 
frontier regions.

281 in the United States Open at 
Oakland Hills the greatest golf ex­
ploit of the year—more impressiye 
even than Henry . Cotton’s 290 in 
thé British Open at Carnoustie.

Yet the Squire of Valley. Ridge 
Farm calls Cotton a finer shot- 
maker than Guldahl. He classes 
the Chicagoan as a streaky player— 
doesn’t like the way he loosens his 
grip at the top of his swing.

Like everybody else, Sarazen rates 
Harry Cooper as this country’s fin­
est shotmaker,.but says that Light­
house Harry is less effective than 
Cotton because he lacks thè Briton’s 
physical strength and uh-w'avering 
determination.

Cotton’s long game has no equal 
in modern golf. His terrific wood 
shots have a taii-end hook to them 
on the American plan, after which 
they were fashioned’

Sarazen asserts that Sam Snead 
has gi-ea;ter potentialities than any 
other American golfer, but points 
out that the young man from White 
Sulphur Springs must develop heaid- 
work if he doesn’t want to wind up 
among the might-have-beens.

Courses are built for strong backs 
and thoughtless heads. The British 
contend that you’ve missed your 
shot if you hit a 240-yard drive 
straight down the middle into a 
bunker. Keeping out of trouble is 
known as strategic golf on the oth­
er side.

“His judgment was poor at Car­
noustie. I saw him take a brassie 
on the sixth hole, when he should 
have had a spoon, and pull the 
ball 70 yards off line and well be­
yond the green. A likely four was 
turned into a seven because he 
didn’t use his head.

“Sam complained about driving 
into cross-ditches and mid-fairway 
traps, but the hazards could be seen 
plainly from the tees. None of the 
Carnoustie holes are blind.”

Sarazen still can’t figure how 
anybody could annihilate Oakland 
Hills as did Guldahl in the National 
Open.

Again comparing Guldahl with 
Cotton, Sarazen sees the latter’s grip 
the much rnore secure. The hands 
of the one-time darling of Eton 
School are s n u g l y  interlaced 
throughout the swing. They never 
slacken or come apart. That is why 
Cotton is the more consistent score 
player.

Business Failures 
In State Are Fewer

AUSTIN, Texas. — Commercial 
failures in Texas during July made 
a generally unfavorable record, the 
University of Texas Bureau of Busi­
ness Research has announced. Ac­
cording to reports from Dun and 
Bradstreet, Inc., fifteen failures oc­
curred during the month, an increase 
of 25 per cent over July last year 
but a decline of 11.8 per cent from 
the preceeding month. Total liabili­
ties of $217,000, were 56.1 per cent 
over July a year ago and 143.8 per 
cent over the preceeding month; 
while the average liability per fail­
ure, $14,000, was up 16.7 per cent 
from a year ago and 180.0 per cent 
from June, 1937.

mately $20,367,500 larger than the 
total recommended by the Appro 
priations Committee.

Part of the increase was due to 
restoration of $867,000 which the 
committee had cut from an appro­
priation for the National Labor Re­
lations Board.

During débate on the farm ten­
ancy fund Appropriations Commit­
tee members argued that the ten­
ancy program is “nabulous and in­
definite.” Representative Woodrum 
(D-Va), asserting that serious dif­
ficulties are ahead unless Congress 
balances thé budget as speedily as 
possible, declared the plan is “the 
craziest thing I ever heard of.”

Chairman Jones (D-Texas) of the 
Agriculture Committee defended 
the tenancy program, answering 
contentions that the proposed ini­
tial outlay is too small to dent the 
problem, Jbnes asserted he would 
rather have the program start mod­
estly “than with a big flush.”

'The House cut much of the red 
tape out of it¿ complicated parlia­
mentary rules to speed up business 
so that it may adjourn Saturday. 
Right-of-way to the floor tomorrow 
was obtained for low cost housing 
legislation, the only additional mea­
sure on the program which lead­
ers expect to enact before adjourn­
ment.

Some members still fought today 
for action on wage and hour legis­
lation.
