The Sam
Preston county had slightly more
than that, the heavy precipitation
extending back northward to the
Donald Hutt headquarters and get-
ting lighter from there to Midland.
Good showers and soaking drizzles
were reported over the Audie Fran-
cis, Jule Driver and Midkiff rang-
es:

To the east, rain fell all the way
from Colorado to Midland, getting
heavier around Big Spring and on
this way, laie Monday. Northeast,
on the Ed Dickenson ranch, the
moisture was a half inch or hetter.
Good rains were reported on the
Scharbauer Catile Company’s North
Curtis and Five Wells ranches north
and northwest of Midland. Heavier
rains were reported at Andrews and
Wink,

¢ John M. Gist said rainfall similar

* to that which fell at Midland cover-
ed the neighborhood of Odessa.
The precipitation registered both

s at Midland and at the army air-

drome eight miles west was .33 of
an inch. The rain fell slowly, soak-
ing the ground instead of running
off in the gutters.

Although the moisture resulted
in some damage to unpickd cotton,
it was of greatl help to newly plant-
ed winter small grain crops, also to
grass and weeds on the cattle and
sheep pastures.

Unemployment Census

Work Discu__sigc_l Here

Local policies in connection with,of these three classes should not

the national employment census, to
be taken all over the United States

November 16 and 17, were discussed
by local civic organization leaders
at a breakfast in the Blue Room of
Hotel Scharbauer coffee shop this
morning. The meeting was called
by Mayor M. C. Ulmer at suggestion
of federal unemployment census of-
ficials.

The census will be taken through
distribution of blanks to box holders
and those calling for mail at the
general delivery window of the post-
office, and it was the opinion of
those meeting this morning that
full cooperation of all civic and
county bodies should be given to
advertising the project, in order
that all unemployed should be ad-
vised of it. Otherwise, no concerted
local campaign will be conducted.

Attending the meeting, over which
Mayor Ulmer presided, were Mrs.
F. H. Schouten, head of the city
federation; County Clerk Susie G.
Noble; A. M. East, city sanitarian;
J. C. Hudman, city secretary; J, C.
Miles, Ralph Geisler, Bill Collyns.
Claude Crane, Felix Stonehocker,
W. F. Hejl, W. W. Lackey, Post-
master Allen Tolbert, Russell Conk-
ling, Marion Flynt, I. C. Pratt and
T. Paul Barron.

When the census blanks are pass-
ed out in the two day period, they
are to be returned to the postoffice
by midnight of November 20.

The census covers United States,
Hawaijian Islands and Alaska. In
Texas a million and half question-
aires are to be distributed. For
the United States about 31 mil-
lion are to be mailed out.

It has been estimated that about
413,000 unemployed men and women
will be found in Texas.

Governor James V. Allred has
designated Nov. 16 and 17 as “un-
employment, census days.”

The postmaster wurges that all
persons aid in the unemployment
program.

Here Is Procedure.

Procedure for taking the census
is simple. A week from next Tues-
day (or possibly the following Wed-
nesday) the questionaires will ap-
pear in mail boxes. Each blank lists
14 questions. All that is necessary
is to answer them and let the mail-
main have the card back the nexs
day.

Registration is intended for:

(1) Persons who are totally un-
employed, able to work and want
work.

(2) Persons who-.are partly em-
ployed and want more work.

(3) Persons who are wcerking on
Works Progress or any other emer-
gency-work project supported by
public funds.

Persons who do not fall into one

fill out the forms.

Workers at part-time or irregu-
lar jobs who are able to do more
work should fill out and mail the
forms, even though they have some
employment.

Housewives and unpaid family
workers engaged in domestic duties
and unpaid family workers helping
in a family 'business, store or on
the family farm should not fill ou’
forms unless they are looking for
other work for pay.

Full-time student, high school ot
college, ordinarily will not fill out
forms even though they are seek-
ing incidental employment. If they
are receiving NYA student aid, how-
ever, or are looking for full-time
work and expect to quit school when
they find work, they should fill out
and return the forms.

One employment report card blank
will be delivered to every caller at
the general delivery window Novem-
ber 16, but after that date only to
those callers who request them. One
such form also will be delivered to
each postoffice box rented by either
individuals or firms.

Postage Not Required.

Census forms may be returned hy
the registrant either by dropping
them in a mail box, handing them
to a carrier or mailing in any post
pffice, station or branch. Postage
is not required on any mail matter
used in connection with the un-
employment registration.

When the blanks are all in, post-
men will go around to see if there
are any duplications and to pick
up the stragglers. Sometime Iater,
a door-to-door count will be taken
in selected cities to determine how
many did and how many did not
answer the questionaire.

This check will be hasis for de-
termining the proportion of those
who did not answer. Applying it all
around, the administrator of the
census will have a fairly accurate
picture of the unemployment situ-
ation.

Five Injured

In 2 Wrecks
Late Monday

None Are Seriously
Hurt; One Is Jailed,
Charges Not Filed

Five persons were injured, none
of them seriously, and two others
escaped uninjured in two car wrecks
near Warfield yesterday afternoon.

In the first wreck, four cars were
involved, two drivers being unable
to halt their cars after two in front
of them had sideswiped.

According to reports, a car being
driven west by Rev. J. M. Garner,
field representative of Baylor hos-
pital in Dallas sideswiped a car be-
ing driven by a man whose identity
could not be learned, then hit al-
most head-on with a car being
driven by Lieutenant R. V. Garrit-
son, head of a CCC camp, Elephant
Butte, N. M. an was hit in turn by a
car driven by Lioyd A. Summers,
Midland. Rev. Garner was said en-
route to Pecos, his former home.

Summers declared he was about
200 yards behind the car being driv-
en by Garritson at the time of the
first crash but that he was unable
to stop his car in time to avoid the
others because of the slick pave-
ment. Both he and his wife were
severely shaken up and bruised. Rev.
Garner was the most seriously in-
jured of the four persons, suffering
bruises and slight lacerations. He
spent the night in a local hospital
but an attending physician said
that he would be released today.
Garritson suffered a lacerated hand
as his most serious injury.

In the second wreck, a car being
driven by L. W. “Bud” Taylor, high
school football coach, was severely
damaged by a collision with one re-
ported driven by R. B. Kidd. Taylor
received only slight injuries. The ac-
cident occurred about a mile west
of Warfield. Kidd was unhurt.

Taylor was enroulte to Odessa
to a meeting of district 7-B codches
at the time of the accident—aboub
7 p. m. Kidd was placed in the
county jail here by officers. Charg-
es had not been filed this afternoon,
it was reported at the sheriff’s of-
fice.

Participaticn of
Russia in Parley
Blamed for Fuss

BRUSSELS. Nov. 9. () — Rus-
sia’s participation in the Brussels
conierence loomed Monday as an in-
creasingly omportant facior in ef-
forts to end the Chinese-Japanese
conflict.

There was mounting evidence of
Japan’s desire to eliminate the
Soviet Union from any possible
peace discussions.

Litvinoff Quits
Brussells Parley

BRUSSELS, Nov. 9 (#)—Foreign
Minister Maxim Litvinoff of the
Russian delegation to the Brussels
conference seeking to end the Chi-
nese-Japanese war, announced sud-
denly today that he was leaving for
Moscow tonight.

His action was interpreted as a
protest against a move he thinks
is being made to eliminate Russia
as a non nine-power treaty signa-
tory from major conference activi-
ties.

Earlier, answering contrary re-
ports, Chinese representative Dr.
Koo, said China would retain her
friendship for Russia and not re-
nounce it to join any group of pow-
ers dominated by a particular phil-
osophy.

Southeastern Cochran Wildcat
Develops Sulphur Water

Wiggins, Lawson and I*/iyde No. 1-
A Carrie Slaughter Dean, south-
eastern Cochran wildeat four miles
north by northeast of the Duggan
pool, appeared destined to failure
today as it encountered one bailer
of sulphur and salt water hourly
from 5,070 to 5,085, the total depth,
and shut down for orders. When
driller pulled out tools after drilling
from 5,070 - 85, there were 125
feet of water in the hole. Before
finding water, the test had shown a
slight amount of free oil from oil
stained put non-porus, sections. It
is located 330 feet out of the north-
east corner of league 58, Martin
county school land.

Having cleaned ouf to bottom,
Wiggins, Lawson and Hyde No, 1
Dean, five miles southwest of the
Nqg.

Break Between Two
Nations Foreseen :
By Observers Today

i TOKYO, Nov. 9 (#).—One of Ja-

pan’s powerful armies deployed to-
day along the soviet frontier of
Manchoukuo while Japanese and
neutral observers shared the almost
unanimous belief that relations be-
tween Russia and Japan are near-
ing a fracture.

Russia was reported bolstering its
far eastern defenses.

The strained diplomatic situation
and massing of crack Japanese
troops was regarded as coming from
the recent German-Italian-Japanese
“strengthened” front against com-
munism.

Another Japanese army marched
victoriously into Shanghai, whers
Chinese held out in an 88 day siege.
The Chinese began a quiet retreat

shortly after midnight, as the city
islept.

' Retreating Chinese troops, who
‘left China’s great commercial city
,within the Japanese battlelines, fir~
ed numerous buildings throughout
the Hungjao area as they fell back
toward winter defense lines further
to the west.

Japanese planes, taking to the air
quickly in the face of the Chinese
withdrawal, heavily bombed the Chi-
nese lines while mobile shock troops
raced forward in an attempt to wipe
out Chinese stragglers.

Vast clouds of smoke in the vi-
cinity of Nanziang, important rail-
way point directly west of Shang-
hai, was believed by foreign mili-
tary observers to indicate that the
Chinese probably had withdrawn
along the entire western line which
they had defended valiantly since
Japanese captured Chapei Oct. 27.

The Japanese advance had no
military effect on the French con-
cession, the area packed with for-
eign refugees immediately adjoin-
ing the region evacuated by the
Chinese, but it left all foreign and
Chinese sections surrounded by Jap-
anese warships and troops.

Foreign observers were of the
opinion the Chinese were not de-
feated south of Soochow creek,
where they had engaged heavy Jap-
anese concentrations, but were
forced to withdraw to avoid being
cut off by a Japanese expeditionary
force which was marching up from
the south after landing along Hang-
chow bay.

This expeditionary column was
said to be making a strong attack
against Sungkaing, a key point in
Chi?a’s communications to the
west.

Air Terminal Head
Slays Wife, “Other”

GLENDALE, Calif., Nov. 9 (#)—
Chief of Police E. B. Brown said
today that Paul Wright, 38, presi-
dent of the Union Air terminal,
had confessed to him that he shot
and killed his wife, Evelyn, then
critically wounded J. B. Kimmel,
airport traffic manager, after he
found them in an embrace in his
palatial Verdugo Vista home.

Brown quoted Wright as saying
he and Kimmel had returned from
Hollywood after attending an avi-
ation organization meeting, and that
he felt tired and went to take a
nap. Returning to the living room,
he found his wife and Kimmel on
a piano bench in an embrace. He
then went into his bedroom, got
his pistol and shot them both. Kim-
mel is near death.

This suicide squadron consisted of a hundred or so
Chinese soldiers who had taken cover in a ruinous ware-
house along Soochow Creek to dispute the advance of
the Japanese. They got in there and stayed for more than
two days, subjected to heavy fire throughout, going woe-
fully short on sleep and food, and facing nothing but
certain death if they didn’t retreat—which they grimly
refused to do.

Across the creek, in the international defense sector,
was a detachment of British regulars—Royal Welsh Fusi-
leers. And the stout fighting qualities shown by these
Chinese soldiers somehow got under the hides of these
Britishers. So after a while, when the Japanese attempted
to coup to drive out the Chinese, the British Tommies
came to the reseue—unofficially, unneutrally, but effec-
tively. . ~ G gREREY

The Japanese came up the stream in two naval
launches mounting light guns. The banks of the river
were lined with the innumerable little boats called sam-
pans, which are part of every Chinese waterfront. And
what did the Royal Welsh Fusileers do but show the Chi-
nese how to mass these sampans together across the
stream, tying them together with cables, so as to block
the path of the launches? That done, they led them to
construet a similar barricade farther down the stream, so
that the Japanese launches ;Nerf neatly trapped.

*

Nor is that all. The brass hats felt the same sort of
soldierly admiration for the dauntless Chinese. A British
brigadier general and an American brigadier general join-
ed in sending a telegram to Chiang Kai-Shek himself, beg-
ging him to order the heroic soldiers to withdraw and save
their lives. It was none of their business, of course; ap-
parently the whole business just naturally got to them. -

For that is the way it is, with soldiers. Fighting men
are a class apart. They live by their own rules and are
bound by their own code. They may not often inquire
what the fighting is all about, and they frequently grow
infinitely weary of the fighting itself—but they never fail
to give their admiration whole-heartedly to men of their
own calling who shew unmistakably that they have what
it takes.

ROOM AT THE TOP

Jobs may be short these days, in the professions as
well as the trades, but there is still an unfilled need for
men and women of outstanding ability and training. So
gsays William R. White, New York state superintendent
of banks, in an address before Bucknell College students.

The two chief factors begging
solution are a strong anti-union
feeling among most members of
the commission and its staff and a
serious series of breaches: of disci-
pline, ‘especially amohg stewards, in
the American merchant marine.
Coast Guard to Train Men. ... ..

LABOR leaders don’t know it
yet, but they’ll. be hollering . blue
murder when the commission’s re-
port on the whole merchant marine
situation is sent to Congress this
month. The commission has decid-
ed that the Coast Guard should be
used to train seamen, that new
seamen should learn discipline on
Coast Guard vessels and that sub-
sidy contracts should require ship
operators to hire the graduates.

This hits the seamen’s unions
right between the eyes. It would
strike at their union hiring halls,
where men are provided for out-

going ships. and tend to weaken

if not destroy the unions.

The scheme is sure to be de-
nounced as a ‘‘union-busting” de-
vice and reports from inside the
cominissionn indicate that some
members and high officials believe,
with - either enthusiasm or disap-
proval, that it is exactly that. The
dominant feeling in the commission
is that labor unions, at least mili-
tant unions, have no place in the
merchant marine.

Stone Age Implements
Unearthed in Ireland

LONDONBERRY. (UP) — Impor-.
tant archaeological discoveries, giv-
ing insight into the lives of Ire-
land’s inhabitants between 3,000 and
4,000 years ago, have been made by
students from Queens University,
Belfast, in' excavations at Baily-
briest, County Derry.

They completed the unearthing
of a 100-foot Megalithic burial
cairn, revealing two large burial
chambers. In these were found
more than 100 late Stone Age pieces
of pottery and flint implements
like scrapers and knives.

One chamber was intact bus the
standing stones forming the side
of the other had been removed
long ago and the walls had caved
in.

Game Warden Tom Grammar
comes through with the following
duck hunting regulations of the
federal government in Texas:

Duck season opens November 27
and closes December 26.

Stamp: All persons over sixteen
years of age must have on their
person an unexpired federal migra-
tory waterfowl hunting stamp (com-
monly known as the Duck Stamp)
when hunting ducks and geese, re-
gardless of whether or not they are
hunting on their own ‘land.

Guns: . All pump, repeating or au-
tomatic shotguns must be plugged
so as to hold only three (3) shells
at a loading; that is, two in the
magazine and one in the barrel.
All rifles, including- 22 rifles, are
prohibited.

Boats and Autos: The federal
regulations do not permit the use

of a motor boat, sail boat or any:

craft or device of any kind towed
by a power boat or sail boat. It is
a violation to shoot doves or any
migratory game birds from an au-
tomobile. A hunter may use a row
boat as a blind for taking migra-
tory waterfowl as long as there is
no motor attached to the boat.
Decoys: No live decoys: may be
used, ‘directly or indirectly. Exam-
ple: Tame decoys on a lake must be
removed from lake and placed where

Protected  Ducks: Bufflehead,
canvasback, redhead, wood ducks,
ruddy, or butter ball may not be
killed at any time.

Bag Limit: Ducks, 10 in one day.
Any person may not possess more
than 10 at any time.

Geese or Brant, 5 in aggregate of
both species in one day. No one
may possess more than 5 at any
time.

Jacksnipe or Wilson snipe: 15 in
one day. No one may poOssess more
than 15 at any cne time.

Ducks killed during season may
be kept for but 10 days after the
season closes; only one day’s bag,
10 ducks and 5 geese.

Time: Ducks and geese may he
legally taken from 7 a. m. to 4 p. m.
(Standard Time commonly used in
district where birds are being shot),
November 27 to December 26, 1937,
inclusive.

Brazilian Party
Sees Tire Plant
While Visiting U. S.

Blazing a trail across two con-
Linentts, which may break down,
within half a dozen years, many
present physical barriers between
the two Americas, the Brazilian
Highway Expedition visited several
of Akron’s leading industrial plants
while en route to Washington and
New York, northern terminus of the
proposed inter-continental highway.

Members of the  expedition called
on President, W. O’Neil, of the Gen-
eral Tire and Rubber Company, and
discussed with him the progress of
the project which will pass through
15 countries and will cost between
$250,000,000 and $300,000,000.
“Muy moaerno!” was the admiring
comment of Commander Leonidas
Borges de Oliveria, leader of the
expedition after he and his com-
panions had completed a ftrip of
inspection through the General Tire
factory and had watched tires being
built.

It was nine years ago that the ex-
pedition set out from Rio de Janeiro
and the only contact the members

have had with their home country
since 1928 was a telephone conversa-

tion from Chicago, three months
ago, with the editor of a daily news-
paper in Rio.

In their travels through 15 coun-
tries, they have been received by
14 Presidents and expect to have an
audience with President Roosgvelt
at Washington. They have prepared
34 maps and charts of the propos-
ed route of the Pan-American High-
way and, at Washington, expect to
offer a complete set of their maps
and other information to the Pan-
American Union.

About 10,000 miles of the 16,182
miles on the proposed highway are
row open to motor traffic and, from
assurances of co-gperation by the
various countries traversed, it is ex-
pected that the route will be open-
ed south to Honduras within two
years and that the entire project
will be compleled in six years.

The Pan-American Highway would
enter the United States at Laredo,
and extend from there to Austin,
Dallas, Little Rock, Memphis, St.
Louis, Springfield, Chicago, Detroit,
Cleveland, Akron, Pittsburgh Wash-
ington, Philadelphia and New York,
enabling South American visitors
to this country to traverse the most
infportant industrial and commer-
cial centers.

The expedition has received both
moral and financial support from all

of the countries in which it has
made surveys and studies of the
route and several of the countries
have already improved their sec-
tions of the 16,000 mile highway.

Where more than -30 similar expe-
ditions have attempted the same
undertaking and failed, the present
expedition sees the end of the nine-
year -trip already in sight. Beside
Commander de Oliveria, its mem-
bers are Francisco Loopez de la. Cruz,
of Rio de Janeiro, observer; Mario
Favafi mechanic and technician;
and S. W. White, of Dallas, Texas,
interpreter and editor and publisher
of the Pan-American Ambassador,
of 'Monterey, Mexico.

The expedition travels in Model
T Fords, in which they traversed
almost impassable stretches of coun-
try in Central and South America.
For weeks at a time, they lived on
parched -corn, roots, and had no
drinking water except what they
obtained from stalks of the bejuco
tree. -

When gasoline was not available
they ran the cars on kerosene mix-
ed with alcohol and lubricated them
with hog-lard. At times they had
to hew tunnels through dense vege-
tation just large enough for the cars
to get through but so thick overhead
that'sunshine could not penetrate it.

Upon their arrival in New York,
they expect \to return to South
Anierica by boat to continue their

efforts to complete the_huge pro-

ject.
