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‘Small Business’ Offers Plan to FDR

Governorship of
New York Said to
Be His in 1940

WASHINGTON. — “I'm so old-
fashioned they think I'm a radical.”

The ability to make that hali-
humorous, half-plaintive appraisal
of his own position marks Robert
Houghwout Jackson off from many
another reformer. And when it
comes over the huge desk of the
New Deal’s chief legal light, from
a man currently credited with be-
ing the Roosevelt favorite as the
it is startling.
Despite the vast paneled office, one
size smaller than Grand Central
Station, you can scarcely imagine
this man being pontifical or stuffy.

But he is very much in earnest,
not with the eager earnestness of
a Tugwell, but with the dogged
patience of a practical man who
krows that though ‘“there’s many
a slip 'twixt the cup and the lip,”
people will somehow manage to
drink.

Keep Channeir Ciear.

What he means by old-fashioned
is simply this: Jackson is a be-
liever in the Woodrow Wilson-
Justice Brandeis school of econn-
mic thought which reached its
height 30 years ago.

He believes that the federal gov-
ernment should not attémpt de-
tailed supervision and regulation
of the details of business as in NRA,
but should simply keep clear the
channels of competition, which. if
obstructed, will provide a self-re-
gulation that is much better.

“This is the lowest degree of
government control that business
can expect,” is the way that Jack-
son puts it.

Qut of fashion in 1933, this
school of thought is gaining again,
and Jackson has led the van in
the assaults on monopoly and con-
centration of wealth which now
dominate in Washington as they did

' in the days of the first Roosevelt

and of Wilson.
His Directorates Local.

The arrival, during those 30 years,
of modern technology with its trend
toward “inevitable bigness,” has not
changed Jackson’s essential view.

“There is no harm in higness so
Jlong' as it coincides with actual
productive efficiency,” Jackson says.
“It is in the superstructure of fin-
ance erected on top of that bhig-
ness that has caused the trouble.”

All this from a man who is a
director of the telephone company
in his home town of Jamestown,
N. Y. But note this: it is a local
telephone company, standing on
its own legs free of control by the
A. T. and T. He is director of The
Bank of Jamestown, but it is a
local bank, uninfluenced by chain
or holding company.

There is the key to Jackson. He
is not against business, but merely
against local business being domi-
nated by outside financial inter-
ests. In his law practice in James-
town he has represented banks,
utilities, labor unions, and power
companies. A good lawyer gets
that assorted practice in a small
town, and Jackson had the name
of the best in Jamestown, popula-
tion 45,000.

Jackson Always Democratic.

Born in Spring Creek, Pa., not
quite 46 years ago, Jackson in-
herited from his mother the Dutch
ancestry that he has in common
with the President. He has also

Estimated flow of 40 to 45 barrels
of oil per hour into pits today
stamped Denver Producing and Re-
fining Company No. 3 J. A. Whitten-
burg estate as one of the largest
producers yet completed in the Den-
ver area of southern Yoakum.

Roosevelt Declares
His Foreign Policy
Clear to the People

WASHINGTON. Feb. 2 (#).—
Admiral William Leahy, chief of
naval operations, told congress
today that the navy “has no
plans” for combining with any
other nation “in a possible war.”

He made the statement to the
house naval committee during
a hearing on the proposed naval
expansion program.

The denial was in reply to
demands made by the senate for
clarification of the administra-
tion’s foreign policy.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 2

(ER) ¢ =
President Roosevelt, whose inter-
national diplomacy was debated

heatedly Tuesday in congress, told
reporters he thought his foreign
policy was very clear to most peo-
ple.

He was asked at his press confer:
ence whether he planned to eluci~
date on his foreign policy as sug-
gested by some members of con-
gress. Senator Johnson (R-Calif}
had demanded to know what the
administration’s foreign policy was

In response to another query, the
President told reporters that his rec:
ommendation for increased appro-
priations for the army, as contained
in his national defense message,
constituted all he had in mind for
that branch at this time.

In the debate earlier in the day,
Senator Borah (R-Ida) warned the
Senate America is risking war by
permitting the world to believe it
was in alliance with Great Brit-
ain.

Other nations ‘‘practically with-
out exception” believe the TUnited
States and Britain are building up
their navies under a “tacit alli-
ance,” Borah asserted.

The result, he added, was a world
“practically gone mad” in an arma-
ment race similar to the one that
led to the World War.

The house naval committee heard
testimony that construction of su-
per dreadnaughts by the TUnited
States depends largely upon verifi-
cation of reports that Japan is
building battleships “very much
larger” than the 35,000-ton type
permitted under the 1936 London
naval treaty.

Clean-Up Campaign Plans
Are Perfected at Meeting

Plans for the best organized, the
most far reaching and the most
effective city-wide spring clean-up
campaign to be staged in Midland
within recent years were discussed
and perfected at a meeting of the
general clean-up campaign commit-
tee in the chamber of commerce of-
fice last night, the general commit-
tee being composed of representa-
tives of the various service and civic
clubs of the city. Mrs. W. H. Sloan
is general chairman. The project is
being sponsored by the City-County
Federation and the chamber of
commerce, in co-operation with Ro-
tary Club, Lions Club, Midland
County Public Health Board, the
local Red Cross chapter and the
city.

It was decided that the spring
clean-up campaign here should be
staged in February before the spring
winds start, dates for the city-wide
campaign having been set for the
week of February 12-19. Efforts will
be made to enlist the support and
co-operation of every individual in
the city in cleaning up the entire
city, both residential and business
districts to receive a thorough clean-
ing.

Methods of pushing the campaign
to a successful completion were
discussed in round table fashion as
were the vajgous objectives which
will be attempted during the drive.

It was pointed out that the city
is in dire need of a thorough
cleaning and that the health of the
general citizenry is being impaired
by the unclean conditions. City
beautification was another phase
touched on at the meeting.

Essay Contests.

Essay contests relative to the
clean-up campaign will be staged
in each_ of the schools of the city,
three dollar pnzes being offered for
the best essays. in the ward schools
with five dollar prizes being offered
in the junior and high schools. Mrs.
F. H. Schouten, president of the
City-County Federation, will be in
charge of the essay contests.

Speakers from the high school will
be asked to make clean-up talks at

the various service clubs, Sunday
school classes and churches of the
city next week.

Circular letters calling attention
to sanitary ordinances of the city
and asking the whole hearted co-
operation of the ciitizenry in the
project will he distributed over the
city. It is also planned to enlist the
support of the local Boy Scout
troops in the movement.

Vacant lots not cleaned up volun-
tarily will be cleaned up by workers
hired' by the committee, each or-
ganization participating to contri-
bute a sum of money to the clean-
up fund.

The city will be divided into dis-
tricts with city trucks operating in
certain districts on designated days.
The trash and rubbish will be pick-
ed up, all residents being asked to
place all trash and rubbish in the
alleys to be picked up by the city
trucks.

The meeting glew out of the fact
many small businessmen were com-
plaining they or their representa-
tives were not included in the series
of conferences President Roosevelt
had been holding with various busi-
ness interests.

Officials laid stress upon the fact
all delegates to the conference were

Dollar Devaluation---a Good or Bad Thing?

It is now almost four years since the dollar was de-
valued.

And today the effect of that epoch-making shift of
monetary policy is lost in the welter of national and in-
ternational factors that bear on the relation between the
things bought and the money paid for them. Few econo-
mists have been hardy enough to attempt to pick out the
exact effects of dollar devaluation. ;

Yet four years ago the nation gasped at the daring
of the step. The more conservative shuddered at what
they felt sure was a gate openthg directly on inflation
that would destroy us all. They may yet be right. No
one knows. But certainly no sign of it has appeared yet,
and right now the United States is in a period of deflation
and falling prices.

Even the most radically-minded among financial au-
thorities took a firm grip on the handles and prepared for
some kind of a fast sleigh-ride when the price of gold was
artificially advanced so that the 100-cent dollar became
a 59-cent dollar in relation to the price of gold. And when
the Supreme Court upheld the course, it was Justice Mec-
Reynolds who cried out at the ‘“shame and humiliation”
of it, and lamented that ‘“the Constitution, as we have

known it, is gone.”
® ® [ ]

Something is gone, all right, but nobody seems to
know quite what it is. Prices did rise, steadily, until last
fall, when they began to slip, and have been slipping ever
since. How much of that price inflation was due to dollar
devaluation, and how much to lavish spending by the fed-
eral government, the soldier’s bonus, farm-aid payments,
and the like, no one can measure, and few are hardy
enough to try.

The effect of devaluation on the pocketbook of the
average man is even harder to measure. He still goes to
the store with paper dollars, and buys with them about
what he did before.

Found German “Pacifist.”

REMINISCENCES alternately
were gay and -sad. Mime. Schwim-
mer,, denied American citizenship
by the Supreme Court because she
refused to promise to bear arms in
case of war, is still very proud of
the peace expedition. She still has
fun; but thinks the world outlook
is worse than ever. She is 60 years
old now and it seems silly to think
of her carrying a gun. But she
pointed out that a 72-year-old Flor-
ida woman recently was denied citi-
zenship on the same grounds.

Miss Mary Maverick Lloyd, one
of three Lloyd children on the ex-
pedition and who now helps run
the WPA writers’ project, recalled
how Ford gave the kids rock candy
ahd played with them daily.

Dramati¢ Propaganda Gesture.

IT was pointed out that Walter
Millis, ih his book, “The Road 0
War,” had referred to the expedi-
tion as “One of the few treally gen-
erous and rational impulses of
those insane years” which had
been “snuffed out with a cruelty
and levity which are appalling.” H.
G. Wells says there is still material
for a great writer in the details
of the expedition, referring to “This
idea that flamed and faded, this
idea of an appeal against war to
human sanity.”

Everyone agreed that Henry Ford,
suddenly called upon to make his
first speech at a Washington mass
meeting late in November, had said:

“We want to get the boys out
of the trenches,” and that he said
nothing -at all about doitig’ it by

Christmas. Ridicule of the idea
was confined almost entirely to
America.

The planh grew out of efforts of
certain women to obtain mediation
of the war. Failing to get official
action, the women did get some
semi-official private encouragement
for a permanent neutral confer-
ence at Stockholm. Members of this

conference would keep sounding out
the belligerent governments until
some working basis fotr a peace con-
ference could be reached.

The peace ship was a dramatic
propaganda gesture designed (o
ballyhoo these efforts by taking a
boatload of serious idealists to Tu-
rope for public demonstrations in
Norway, Sweden, Deniark and Hol-
land:

Everything Happened.

CERTAIN crahks got into the
party, and a few racketeers and
other trouble-makers principally
interested in Ford’s money or per-
sonal public publieity.

“BEverything happened,” admits
Mme. Schwimmer, “including many
ridiculous things.”

Ford, who had refused to change
his ‘clothes after a hig wave swept
over him, became ill and left the
group at Christiana. Enthusiastic
receptions and big meetings in the
neutral countries followed.

But single taxers and other troub-
lesome members of the American
party surged to the fore and things
began to fall apart. Mme. Schwim-
mer collapsed under the strain. The
Stockholm conference made studies
and planned tracts. Ford kept fin-
ancing it until August. The whole
peace venture lost him $400,000—
about 1 per cent of the price of a
first class battleship.

Cancer, Mysterious
Disease, Is Common

Cause of Death.

Editor’'s Note: The following
paper on “Cancer” was read by
Miss Cowden before members
of the Junior Woman’s Wednes-
day club recently. It is publish-
ed herewith in the hope that it
may prove of interest to the
general public.

Except on the skin it has not yet

reached the point where it can be
preferred to surgical operation in
early cases. It should be remember-
ed that there is even yet very little
radium in the country and the
amounts sufficient to be of value
are in the hands of a comparatively
small number of physicians and in-
stitutions. Great care should there-
fore be taken in selecting a physi-
cian to give these forms of treat-
ment, since only a few doctors have
enough radium to do any good and
only a few know how to administer,
without burning the patient serious-
ly, the large quantities of X-rays
which are necessary to produce
good effects. The discovery of both
X-rays and radium gave great hopes
for the mastery of this disease, es-
pecially because of their ability to
destroy cancer cells without des-
truction of normal cells.

However, after years of observa-
tion if has been found that, to make
certain of total cancer cell destruc-
tion, it is necessary to destroy adja-
cent normal tissue, and it seems to
be impossible to measure with ac-
curacy the depth to which cancer
cells can be totally and safely des-
troyed by these two powerful
agents without doing irreparable
damage to uninvolved tissues, which
are often vital to life or to impor-
tant functions. Efforts to obtain
good cosmetic results by giving radi-
um and X-rays the perference over
surgical removal -have cost many
lives in cases in which proper surgi-
cal removal was entirely feasible and
could have been easily performed.
With the possible exception of des-
tructive heat, and disturbance of a
cancer by injury of the irritation re-
sulting from partial destruction is
detrimental because the malignant
cells not actually destroyed may be
stimulated to greater activity. More-
over, the superficial healing which
follows superficial destruction may
mislead both doctor and patient
while the disease progresses be-
neath; and the uncertainty of
reaching to the very depth of the
disease may often lead one to post-

%
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pone until the disease has advanced
to a more serious stage or to the
point of incurability.

The most satisfactory treatment
of cancer, particularly in the early
stage when it is feasible, is by surgi-
cal treatment. For hundreds of
years complete surgical removal of
cancer, together with a safe amount
of sound tissue surrounding it, has
stood preeminently as the most de-
pendable means of freeing one from
cancer. No well informed person
doubts for a moment that the surg-
ical removal of malignant disease
has given by far the highest per-
centage of permanent cures, but the
large number of local recurrences
after surgical removal with the plain
operating knife furnishes abundant
evidence that surgeons fail too fre-
quently to make incisions wide
enough to include all the diseased
tissue or that they leave the wound
contaminated with. cancer cells,
either of which may result in local
recurrence and failure to cure. Heat
is the most potent destructive agent
known to man; and since electricity
has come under man’s control, heat
has become the most controllable
of all powerful agents which are
subject to our use. Heat from an
electric current may be made usable
by one of three distinctly different
devices. The first device has heen
described as the radio knife and for
its operation depends upon passage
of an electrict current through the
patient’s body. It is as light and
wieldy as a fountain pen. However,
owing to the uncontrollability of
the direction of the current within
the tissues of the human body it is
not as practical as the third device.

The second device has been des-
c¢ribed as the Percy cautery. The
principle involved in this cautery is
based on heating with an electric
current a central core, which radi-
ates heat to a metal cap or tip.

The third device, which is at
present the Safest and most depen-
dable device of electro-surgery, is
known as the loop cautery Kknife.
The heat in this instrument is un-
der most perfect control. The elec-
tric current is confined to the loop
knife and does not pass into or
through the patient’s body, there-
fore shock is rarely seen following
its. use. The advantage of this meth-
od is that cencer cells are suscep-
tible to heat, and are killed at a
distance of one quarter to one half
an inch away from this hot instru-
ment. With it, tissues can be cut and
dissected just as with a knife and
around blood vessels and nerves
safely. In the surgical treatment of
cancer, it is wise not only to remove
all diseased tissue, but often to re-
move the neighboring glands. For
example, in cancer of the breast,
not only is the entire breast remov-
ed, but also the glands in the arm
pit. The grade of malignancy will
largely determine just how much
each individual surgeon will do, but
it is known that in order to cure
people and keep them well, the
surgeon has to be radical in his
treatment. Three distinct differnces
in heat are essential. (Refer to
bhook).

The value of controllable heat as a
substitute for the surgeon’s scapel
cannot  easily be over-estimated.
Cancer cells are rendered sterile at
less than 120F, so that, when surgi-
cal removal of all accessible cancer-
ous tissue is accomplished by con-
centrated heat, one has the com-
bined advantage of surgery and
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heat, the two most potent agents

known for eradication of disease.
One may sread disease with a cold
scalpel, but it is impossible to spread
any kind of disease with a hot in-
trument. The hot knife has the ad-
vantage over all other agents in that
its effect is instantaneous and its
range of destruction is controll-
able to less than a millimeter’s
thickness. Frequently, surgery is
used in conjunction with X-ray or
radium, or both. For example, in
cancer of the uterus, often raidum
is first given, then the uterus is 1e-
moved surgically, then X-ray treat-
ments are given over the pelvis
and neighboring glands. Very offen
X-ray is used over neighboring
glands, whetber they have been re-
moved or not. A person is not now
considered cured of cancer until five
years have elapsed without the dis-
ease 'reoccurring.

In summary, we know that cancer
is a common disease and many peo-
ple lose their lives with it. The
cause is unknown, but certain con-
ditions favor its development. There
are mainly two types, the Carcinoma
arising from skin and secreting
membranse, and the sarcoma, aris-
ing from connective tissue. Cancer
spreads by local invasions, and by
extension to other parts of the
body, either by the blood stream or
by lymph channels to lymph glands
or both. Treatment must be insti-
tuted early, and any abnormal lump,
bleeding, chronic sore, or unexplain-
ed loss of weight or strength in a
person of cancer age should make
one suspect this disease. There are
three main agents: radium, X-ray,
and surgery. Of these the last nam-
ed is the most frequently employed,
but usually a combination of these
agents is used.

NORMAL TAX AND SURTAX
RATES

The Revenue Act of 1936 pro-
vides for only one normal tax rate,
that is, 4 per cent on the amount of
the net income in excess of the al-
lowable credits such. as the person-
al exemption, credit for dependents,
etc. The act provides for an addi-
tional credit for the purpose of the
normal tax of an earned income cre-
dit, that is, 10 per cent of the
amount of the earned net income
but not in excess of 10 per cent of
the amount of the net income. The
personal exemption and credit for
dependents are also allowable as
credits against the net income for
the purpose of the surtax, the re-
sulting net income being designated
“surtax net income.” The surtax
is imposed on surtax net incomes in
excess of $4,000. The rates increase
in accordance with the amount of
surtax net income included in vary-
ing so-called surtax brackets. On a
surtax net income of $4,000 or less
there is no surtax. On a surtax net
income in excess of $6,000, the rate
is 4 per cent of such excess. The
surtaz upon a surtax net income of
$6,000 is $80 and upon a surtax net
income in excess, of $6,000 .and not
in excess of  $8,000 the rate is 5
per cent -of ‘such excess in addition
to the $80, or a surtax of $180 upon
a ‘surtax net income of $8,000..The
surtax upon a surtax net income oi
$5,000,000 is $3,591,000, and upon a
surtax net income in excess of $5,-
000,000, 75 per cent, the maximum
rate, is applicable to such excess,
in addition to the $3,591,000. Many
taxpayers make the error of apply-
ing the maximum rate instead of the
rate provided for in the bracket in
which their surtax net’' income is
ineluded.

«with an expedition representing that

institution - and Sul Ross State
Teachers College of Texas, making
a .Study of Indian cave dwellings
and: camp sites in the Big Bend of
Texas, according to J. E. Pearce,
professor of anthropology at the
University of Texas, who has been
informed of the expedition by Har-
vard authorities.

A native of Texas, whose home
was formerly in Munday, Campbell
is. a former student of Professor
Pearce’s, and has spent the last two
years in graduate work and research
at Harvard, having gone to that
institution on the basis.of his work
at the University of Texas and with
the backing of Professor Pearce and
his colleagues in anthropology. He
is now finishing up work on his doc-
tor of philosophy degree and will
use the results of his explorations
in the Big Bend as material for
his dissertation.

Campbell will arrive in Austin
about February 10, and, with his
assistant, J. Charles Kelly of Sul
Ross, will spend some time studying
the university anthropology museum
materials that have a bearing on
the problems of the Big Bend and
conferring with university archae-

leaders from the French under-
world who directed continental

As a
result, few men know more about
the financial complications of ‘“big
business.”

What Is the Policy?

Jackson believes that the anti-
trust laws must be modifed be-
cause the fog of legal interpreta-
tion gathered around them in 30
years has obscured them so that
“there is no stated or intelligible
policy which differentiates pursuit
of industrial efficiency from indus-
trial empire building. T am interested
in the establishment of a consistent
national policy of monopoly control,
intelligible both to those expected
to comply with it and those ex-
‘pected to enforce it.”

This is impossible, Jackson
lieves, under the present law as
interpreted by the courts during
the past 30 years. “No one can
state authoritatively what our na-
tional policy CAN be under the
attitude of the court,” is his com-
plaint.

WPA to “Shoot Roll”
On Winter Help to
Country’s Needy

WASHINGTON, Feb. 2 (#).
Works Progress Administration fis-
cal authorities decided Tuesday (o
“shoot the roll” on winter employ-
ment and trust that spring will
bring a business boom to absorb the
thousands who will have to be cut
off their roll then.

Aubrey Williams, acting WPA ad-
ministrator, announced that be-
cause of increasing demands work-
relief enrollment would be expanded
to approximately 2,000,000 persons
during February, then would be
progressively curtailed to about 1,-
500,000 by June.

This, officials said, would require
an outlay of around $1,000,000 in
February compared with an aver-
age of less than $100,000,000 a month
during the first half of the fiscal
year. Since WPA spent from July
to December, inclusive, $562,322,250
of the $1,050,000,000 earmarked for
1937-38 work-relief, they asserted
thousands added to the winter pay-
roll would have to be dropped in the
spring and summer to keep expen-
ditures within the budget.

Enrollment, which averaged less
than 1,500,000 a month during the
first six months, mounted to 1,931,-
961 during the week ending January
22.

Officials said the December
spend had been chiefly due for
November employment, and that it
would be ten days, or more, before
treasury disbursement figures show-
ed how much WPA funds have
been reduced by the winter relief
demands.

Cfficials conceded the remaining
funds would be so low employment
rolls would have to be cut much
earlier in the spring and at a more
rapid pace than in previous years.

Enforcement Work

Pushed in El Paso

AUSTIN, Texas (#). — Liquor con-
trol board authorities say supervi-
sor Carl Longuemare’s report of
14 convictions and agsessment  of
$769 in fines in the El Paso district
highlighted December enforcement
activities. Nine jail sentences were
imposed.

A total of 395 cases were: filed in
the 17 enforcement districts during
the month with 182 convictions re-
turned and $17,679 assessed in fines.
The fines go to the counties in
which conviction is made.

Against the convictions were two
acquittals. Twenty-eight jail sen-
tences were imposed, including 10
in the Houston district.

Inspectors seized and destroyed
43 illicit stills having a capacity of
2,991 gallons. Thiriy-seven suspect-
ed moonshiners were arrested.

With the stills, 12,335 gallons of
mash and 427 gallons of liquor were
destroyed. Stills, liquor and mash
represented a potential evasion  of
$158,806 in state and federal taxes.
