‘Honor’ at F.x-Home

“"A prophet is not without honor
save in his own country,” so say the
seriptures.

And Captain W. E. Wallace, Mid-
land stock farmer, lease and royalvy
dealer, former rancher, realtor and
premier auctioneer will bear out the
statement.

In the stress of busy times and
due to the fact that much water
has poured under the bridges of
Alabama, he probably had just about
forgotten, himself, that he was the
organizer and captain of Company
E, Alabama National Guard, at the
outbreak of the Spanish-American
war.

But Alabama hadn’t forgotten.

To get the story straight, let’s be-
gin with the June 30 issue of the
Decatur Daily, under the headline
“Ist. Commander of Co. E Flies to
Dedication Here:”

“Captain William E. Wallace, or-
ganizer and first commander of
Company E, who now resides in
Midland, Texas, received his invita-
tion to the dedication of Fort Step-
hen Decatur late Tuesday after-

“At present both sons of Captain
Wallace are in Qecatux'. one resid-
ing here and the other visiting his
brother. Allen Wallace is a member
of Legion Post 15 and his brother,
George F. Wallace, who is visiting
him, is a former member of that
organization.”

Crowds Greet Wallace.

The following day, that same De-
catur newspaper picked wup the
story where it left off and, under
the headline “Capt. Wallace Is Giv-
en Royal Welcome,” said:

“One of the largest crowds to
gather at union station in years gave
Captain William E. Wallace, organi-
zer and first commander of Com-
pany E, a royal welcome when he
alighted from a train Thursday
afternoon. Now a resident of Mid-
land Texas, Captain Wallace came
back for the dedication tonight of
Ft. Stephen Decatur, handsome
new armory.

“Company E’s first captain left
here 33 years ago to make his home
in Texas and yesterday the calen-

noon:- Wednesday morning he was
aboard a transport plane on his way
to Decatur for the dedication of
his company’s new armory. He is
expected to arrive here by train
from Memphis sometime Thursday
afternoon.

“Thirty-three years ago Mr. Wal-
lace left Decatur to go to Midland,

to enter the oil business. 1t has beefr|

almost eighteen years since he last
visited .this city.
Goes By Plane.

“Tuesday afternoon a member of
Legion Post 15 was talking with Al-
lenn Wallace, son of Captain Wallace
and now. employed by the State
Highway Department, about the ap-
proaching dedication. It occurred to
them that Captain Wallace, as first
commander of Company E, might
appreciate an invitation to the open-
ing ceremonies. Though they doubt-

ed that he might wish to travel the

1300 miles between Midland and De-
catur  just to attend the dedication,
they sent him a wire asking him to
be present. :

;_‘,"I“hat wwire left Decatur Tuesday
atternopn and Wednesday morning
thiose - gentlemen received: an ans-
wer from Captain Wallace, stating
that “he was boarding a transport
plane ‘within the next, hour and
would ‘land at. Memphis Wednesday

“Captain Wallace lived in Deea-
tur . when the Spanish-American
war was started, and about that
time, 1898, he organized Company E
of the 4th Alabama National Guard.
He was appointed first commander
of that group.

dar’s pages were turned back in one
respect. The official reception com-
mittee, composed of J. A. Nelson, W.
M. Mosley, Sr., Thomas E. Pride and
W. E. Crawford, old friends of the
captain, met him at the station in a
19th century carriage drawn by two
white horses. The vehicle is more
than 50 years old and attracted
much attentidn.  Captain Wallace
was ushered into the carriage and
was driven through Bank street,
then to the Spotwood apartment
at LaFayette and Oak streets where
another large crowd awaited and
greeted him. Many photographers
took pictures at the station and at
other points.

Humble, Shell Are
Supporting Test
On Seismic High

Northeastern Lea county, New
Mexico captured oil men’s interest
at the week-end as Tide Water As-
sociated Oil Company staked loca-
tion for an important wildcat on a
geophysical “high” three miles east
of the town of Tatum,,

To be known as No. 1 State, the
test - will be drilled in the center
of the northeast of the northwest
of section 23-12s-36e. Humble Oil &
Refining Company, owner of many
State leases in the area, is reported
to have contributed $10,000 toward
drilling, while Shell Petroleum Cor-
poration has donated 80 acres. It
was also reported that Ohio Oil
Company is supporting the test, but
extent of its contribution was not
known.

Presence of a structure east of
Tatum has long been indicated by
findings of seismograph and gravi-
meter.. A major company has re-
cently been employing three parties
in detail work over the area.
Farther northeast, Rowan & Nich-
ols No. 1 State, center of the north-
east of the northwest of section 22-
10s-37¢, had drilled to 4,300 feet in
lime. Brown lime was ‘topped at 4,-
239, subsea datum of 291.

Southeast of Lovington in Lea,
Conoco No. 1-K-29 State, in the
center of the northwest of the
southwest of section 29-16s-37e, is
drilling anhydrite below 4,388 feet.
Water In Martin Test.

W. D. Anderson No. 1 Vance, Mar-
tin county wildcat northeast of
Stanton, is drilling at 3,703 feet in
sand, with 2,100 feet of salt water
in the hole encountered at the top
of the sand at 3,640. Operator plans
to drill ahead until out of water
sand, then will run 7-inch casing to
gshut off water.

Further linking the Waddell and
Jordan pools in northern Crane,
Gulf No. 13 Henderson, which top-
ped main pay at 3,512, had drilled
to 3,529 'in lime without increase,
flowing 223 barrels of oil in five
hours while dzilling. On a four-
hour test with tools pulled, it flow-
ed 180 barrels through casing.

In western Crane’s . Ordovician
pool, Gulf No. 8 Waddell swabbed
75 barrels of oil and 228 barrels of

Gives Four Addresses in Oklahoma

President Welcomed to Ft. Worth

FORT WORTH, July 9, (P). —
Texas' political faithful flocked to
Fort Worth today to greet the na-
tion’s democratic chieftain, Presi-
dent Franklin D. Roosevelt, when
he stops here tonight to relax from
a cross-country trip to rally sup-
port for the New Deal.

All advance notices were that Mr.
Roosevelt’s Texas, stay was to be
“non-political”, if such was possi-
ble for the party leader during a
campaign year. Elliott Roosevelt,
riding into Texas on his father’s
train from Oklahoma, said that “no

political audiences will be held”
when the president visits the son’s
home at Benbrook ‘over the week

end.

Democratic leaders and candidates
nevertheless arranged to greet Mr.
Roosevelt, and some to accompany
him from Pt. Worth to Amarillo
Monday. Governor James V. Allred,
retiring from office this year, head-
ed the group that will meet the
presidential special.

New Deal issues-are not of major
importance in democratic races for
congress and state offices this sum-=
mer; but several candidates’ names
were linked with the visit. One was
Maury Maverick, 20th district con-

gressman f{rom San Antonio who
is having a bitter fight for reelec-
tion. Paul Kilday, Maverick’s op-

ponent, charged that Maverick was
trying to ‘“crash” the presidential
special for its journey across North
Texas.

Karl Crowley of Fort Worth, form-
er solicitor general for the post-
office, was expected to discuss with
Mr. Roosevelt his race for governor.

Several other congressmen, a few
hard-pressed in their campaigns for
reelection, were expected to seek the
presidential blessing.

Among those absent will be Vice
President John N. Garner, frequent-
ly mentioned as an opponent of
New Deal policies. Garner’s office
at Uvalde reported this the vice-
president would spend the week-end
at home—possibly fishing.

Agriculture Heads
Turn Attention to
Corn, Wheat Belts

WASHINGTON, July 9. (). — Ad-
ministration farm leaders, cheered

by a 22 per cent reduction in cot-
ton planting, turned their attention

today to the midwestern corn and
wheat belts.

The agriculture department has
asked corn growers to reduce opera-
tions in view of prospects for a larg-
er than normal surplus. It will learn
Monday from the federal crop re-
portinig board forecast whether they

* are cooperating-as fully as cotton

farmers.

Private authorities® have forecast
corn production of about 2,500,000,-
000bushels. Officials had hoped to
keep this years corn production be-
low 2,450,000,000 bushels to avoid
marketing quotas.

Under the quota system, requir-
ing approval by two-thirds of the
growers, farmers would store a part
of their crop under seal or pay a
penalty tax.

Monday’s report also will give the

. department its most accurate esti-

mate to date on the size of this
year’s wheat crop. Last month’s es-
timate forecast the largest crop on
record — 1,045,000,000 bushels, or
about 495,000,000 bushels more than
normally is required for domestic
and export needs.

If the report indicates a wheat
crop as large as 950,000,000 bushels,
the department will ask wheat
growers to plaht no more than 55,-
000,000 acres next year, compared
with 79,500,000 seeded for the cur-
rent. crop. ;

oil Conservation Projects Active in County

Midland county ranchmen and
farmers are well ahead on taking
advantage of the government’s soil
conservation program. The first
county to enter the West Texas
chamber of commerce $1,000 prize
contest, Midland is expected to rank
well in the percentage of partici-
pation, which gives small or thin-
ly settled counties an even break
with the more populous ones.

Farmers already have been prac-
tically one hundred per cent in
availing themselves of the federal
aid in terracing, farming on the
contour, planting soil conserving
crops and in strip cropping. Farm
terracing, since the beginning of the
soil conservation work, has been
carried on in Midland county at
the rate of fifteen per cent of the
cultivated land.

And now ranchmen are taking $o
the range program equally enthu-
siastic. New equipment has been

purchased by the county, the proj-
ects to be handled at the actual
price: paid the ranchmen by .the
government, payable when the
checks come in,

Projects being adopted by local
ranchmen consist of mesquite eradi-
cation, re-seeding by deferred graz-
ing, contour ridging or listing, prick-
ley pear eradication, building of
tanks and digging of wells. The pro-
gram this year does not provide for
construction of fences or for poison-
ing of prairie dogs, as last year.

Advantages of  complying with
the soil conservation program have
been studied by local ranchmen,
through cooperation with County
Agricultural Agent S. A. Debnam
whose figures show that in experi-
ment stations where such work has
been carried on for a period of five
years, grass. growth on contoured
pastures has been increased from
two to three times in the five years.

Steers run on contoured pastures,
at one experiment station, paid
approximately $14 per acre.

The contour listing, now . under
way on ‘ranches in the southeast
part of the county, requires consid-
erable engineering. Directed by
Agent Debnam, an experienced sur-
veyor and a crew averaging six
men are engaged in handling the
running of lines prior to the listing
itself. About 10,000 stakes per sec-
tion are used in laying out the con-
tours.

The county’s new  equipment in-
cludes a large Caterpillar tractor on
the front of which is mounted an
angle dozer for mesquite eradica-
tion and for cutting down dirt in
laying out fire guards; also a Kill-
ifer lister which plows the furrows
for the contours. The tractor. also
may be used for road work and gen-
eral tractor use. i

Stacked
by the side of the furrow is a pile
of prickly pears,-for which the soil
conservation program also provides
payment. Midland county has only a
small infestationy of prickly pears
and only a few ranchmen will adopt
this project.

The picture at the right shows a
series of contour ridges, or furrows,
which will prevent waste of water
when rains fall at the Teague Hut-
chinson ranch. Curves of the ridges
do not show up in this picture, but
present a model of engineering when
the entire project may be seen at
once.

Several ranchmen living at Mid-
land, whose ranches lie in Ector,
Martin, ‘Andrews and nearby coun-
ties, also are making strides in soil

conservation work. One of the most
notable tank building projects under
way at present is on the Mabee and
Pyle NA ranch, twenty miles north
of Midland in Martin county, where
a dam 350 feet long, 25 feet high
and 75 feet wide at the bottom, re-
inforced with concrete, and to have
a’ spillway 125 feet long and five
feet deep, is being built by Jack
Mayfield of “Midland, water, run-
ning to the place from three draws,
is expected to back up for a mile
after the project is completed and
rain water is caught. The new lake
will lie near the old ‘ Anglin’” lake
and east of Baird lake of the C
ranch, but will not detract from the
latter’s watershed.

Busi-
ness should now continue to pick-
up very rapidly, at least until Elec-
tion Day. Everyone should be cheer-
ful and happy over the events of
the last few days. Had the Reces-
sion of 1938 continued at the rate
it. was travelling in recent months,
the only result could have been
economic chaos in the United States.
Business today is nearly five per
cent higher than a month ago. It
reached 28 per cent below normal
on the Babsonchart at the bottom
of the dip compared with minus 40
per cent.at the extreme pit of the
old depressioni. Today, it has recov-
ered to 25 per cent under normal
and is rising weekly, While we have
had several false starts in this Re-
cession, I am convinced : that this
one is the real turning point. The
other temporary pick-ups were not
preceded .or accompanied by the
traditional  signs of an important

change in the business trend. This
current turn has come with most
familiar barometers forecasting bet-
ter times ahead. Here are some of

the most important of these indica-
tors:

BAROMETERS

CONFIRM TURN.

1. BOND PRICES have been slow-
ly edging forward in recent weeks.
Such a rise ordinarily indicates that
investment cash is piling up and
the temptation to accept handsome
yvields on good bonds cannot be
overcome any longer. Hence, bond
investing increases, prices rise slow-
ly, yields fall, and buying power
spills over into stock market bar-
gains.

Re-
cently, quotations on nearly all of
these commodities have jumped
spectacularly.

4. INTEREST RATES were per-
haps the most famous of all revival
indicators in the old days. But
now rates on bankers’ acceptances,
commercial paper, and the like, are
frozen at ridiculously low levels.
Rates charged to customers, how=
ever, still have a semblance of a free
market and are, therefore, an indi-
cator of business: conditions. These
rates for different sections of the
country all toucired their lows in
February and March and since
then have stiffened. $

5. BANK DEPOSITS are a splen-

ually turn six months or more be-
fore the business trend shifts. They
began to dip well before business
slanted downward last year -and

they have been steadily increasing

since last. December. Meanwhile,

Three more fly fished the Snake
river .and Spread Creek in the
Jackson Hole country of Wyoming.

These scouts kept charts of baro-
metric readings.

“The barometric theory is the
greatest boon ever offered fisher=-
men,” says .Snider.

“When atmospheric pressure is
low  fish go down to equalize the
pressure of air and water. They
must even up their own bodily in-
ward pressure created by air and
water. When the atmospheric pres-
sure becomes high they rise to evade
the added weight of more air plus
water, and thus relieve the strain
on their air bladders.
