*ington.
“Agents of totaliUuiaii powers are 

bu.sy spreading propaganda all over 
Central America and South America 

* ‘o the effect that these countries 
can not count on tlie continuity of 
the policy of the United States,” 
Landon .said in a world-wide broad­
cast from the Eighth Pan-American 
Conference here.

“Let me .say that mere is one pol­
icy which the people of the United 
States have pursued for more than 
a century regardless of election re­
sults.

“That policy is that the United 
States will not tolei’ate any foreign 
govan-nment gaining a foothold on 
this continent.”

Delegates to the conference re­
garded the United States delegate’s 
statement as of utmost importance 
since one of the reasons cited by 
Argentina for her opposition to a 
United States project for continen­
tal defense was that she could not 
rely on the continuity of United 
States policy.

The United States and other dele­
gations have.sought, so far unavail- 
bgly, to overcome the Argentine ob- 

’ jeetions which are blocking a strong 
resolution for defense ugaiust out­
side aggression.

But the continuity tliat Argen­
tines want is more in the good 
neighbor policy than in the Monroe 
Doctrine and they searched in vain 
in Landon’s speech for men­
tion of the good neighbor policy. 
Landon did not even mention the 
phrase.

He did, however, praise “ the wis­
dom and pcTtience” of United States 
Secretary of State Cordell Hull in 
bringing about the “more friendly 
understanding that now exists be­
tween the United States and other 
American republics.”

Thus, the republican leader, for­
mer governor of Kansas, ŵ as pre­
sumed by inference to liave approv­
ed Hull’s policy toward Latin Amer­
ica which is based on the good

Aliutlier large flusli producer for 
the E'audliills Ordovician pool in 
western Crane was seen today as 
Gulf Oil Corporation No; 9 W. N. 
Waddell et al flowed 337 barrels of 
45.7-gravity oil in four hours, 
througli casing witli drillpipe in 
tlie liole. The first liour of test, gas 
gauged 18,800,000 cubic feet daily 
but dropped to an average of 14,- 
300,000 feet during tlie last tliree 
hours. Total depth wlien test was 
made was 5,986, 51 feet in the Ellen- I burger, lower Ordovician. Most of 
the gas present is coming from the 
Simpson sand, while most of tlie 
oil is from the Ellenburger.

The No. 9 Waddell now. is prepar­
ing to make another test after cor­
ing 10 feet deeper. Core from 5,986- 
90 returned a foot and a lialf oi 
broken lime, and core from 5,990- 
96, present total depth, showed re­
covery of four feet of broken lime. 
Gulf’s latest strike is located 6C0 
feet out of the northeast corner 
of section 7, block B-27, public school 
laud, a half-mile southeast of No. 7 
Waddell, also a large producer.

Semi-wildcat location a mile

southeast o( the main portion of tJit 
Waddell pool in norlhe||stern Crane 
has been staked by Magnolia Petro­
leum Company at No. 12 W, P. Ed- 
ward.s, 440 feet out of the south­
west corner of section 12, block B- 
23, public school land. Drilling with 
rotary will start Dec. 21, and proj­
ected depth of the test is 3,600 feet. 
Denver West Outpost Staked.

West extension test nearly a mile 
from the main body of the Denver 
field in southern Yoakum has been 
.'staked by Shell Petroleum Corpora- 
I ion. It is the No. 1 C. A. Hudson, 
1,650 feet from the south and east 
lines of section 834, block D, J. H. 
Gibson survey. The test is about a 
mile and a quarter southeast of 
Texas No. 1 Walker, small discovery 
producer.

Fisher, Sheriff E. E. Lowe, and 
Otis Reed, San Angelo chief of po­
lice, returned to this city late last 
night, bringing with them, Wilma 
Kennecfy,, 16, wlio was with Salazar 
yesterday when he was arrested in 
the home of one of his sisters near 
Austin. The girl, who said she had 
been forced to accompany her 
Mexican suitor to Austin and had 
not known that her parents, Mr. 
and Mrs. Paul Kennedy, had been 
killed by him, was to be left with 
relatives here.

After securing lengthy statements 
from both the girl and Salazar, with 
Governor James V. Allred sitting in 
on part of the questioning, the West 
Texas officers announced that they 
would.leave the confessed killer in 
Austin “as a safeguard against pos­
sible violence out there.”
Took Kennedy’s Pocketbook.

Reports were rampant here yes­
terday that mob action was widely 
talked both in San Angelo and 
Miles.

The district attorney said at Aus­
tin that Salazar admitted he waited 
outside tlie Kennedy home until he 
saw tlie lights go out. He sliot the 
family's watchdog and then went 
into the house, killing the father 
first and the mother next.

Salazar also robbed Kennedy of 
his pocketbook after tlie farmer liad 
been killed, Fislied said. The wallet 
was found on tlie Mexican today, 
witli a $1 bill and some ciiangc stil! 
in it.

Funeral services for Mr. and Mrs, 
Kennedy v,̂ ere held Sunday 'after­
noon at the graveside at Smitliwick, 
12 miles east of Marble Falls In 

j Burnet county. The bodies were 
) taken to Smitliwick from a San An­

gelo funeral liome Sunday morning. 
Girls’ Gunditiou Unchanged.

Meanwhile, officials of tlic lios- 
pital wlierc two of tlic Kennedy’s 
daughters have been confined since 
tlie tragedy was discovered Satur-

day noon, report tlic girls' condition 
“about tlie same.” Both Faye, 4, and 
Imogene, 13, are in a marked state 
of shock due partly to exposure, as 
well as suffering from head wounds 
inflicted with the blunt end of an 
axe or the butt of a gun, attendants 
said.

The Keiuiedys, who belonged to 
the Church of Christ, were married 
at Austin in 1916. Botii were reared 
in Burnet county. They moved to 
Tom Green county about 10 years 
ago and had lived at the farm where 
they met death for four year-;. 
Kennedy was a substantial tenant 
farmer, operating a 528-acre place in 
the rich Miles agricultural com­
munity on tile Tom Green-Runnels 
county line.

Purchased Arms for 
Dead Drug Firm Head

NEW YORK, Dec. 19. (^). —Fred­
erick Wintersky, Boston attorney, 
swore today he drafted at the be­
hest of Donald Coster-Philip Musi- 
ca a contract for the purchase of 
Lee-Enfieid rifles by the McKesson 
and Robbins, Inc., and the Standard 
Oil Company of England.

He made his statement to assist­
ant state attorney general A. V. 
McCall, connecting the inquiry into 
affairs of the $87,000,000 drug firm.

At the same time, Brien McMa­
hon. assistant United States attor­
ney general described Coster-Musi- 
ca as probably the “biggest illicit 
liquor dealer in the country.”

Frank Salazar, farmhand, wa.s 
being held at Austin, where lie wa.s 
arrested yesterday, for safekeeping. 
He was charged with murder in con­
nection with Kennedy’s deatli.

The kidnaped sister, Wilma, 16, 
was taken to tlie home of ;in uncle 
near Miles today. Siic begged to 
see her wounded sisters.

AUSTIN, Dec. 19. (/!>). — Frank 
Salazar, enamored young field 
hand who slew a West Texas farm 
couple, hacked their two youngest 
daughters and kidnaped an eldest 
daughter, was nabbed Sunday by 
officers who surprised iiim at the 
house of one of his sisteKs, Mrs. An­
dres Perez, near here.

AUSTIN, Dec. 19. (,T). —Gov.
James V. Allred is going to “school” 
•again. In his office at the capitol 
and at the mansion, he is “bon­
ing” at law studies, harder ’¿han he 
has in a long time.

It’s federal law he’s studying, and 
the reason, obviously, is that pretty 
soon he’s going to be a federal judge 
Soon after he completes his second i 
term as governor, Jan. 19,, he will 
take the .bench of a new federal dis­
trict court created tor South Tex­
as, and thereafter, maybe the 
remainder of his active life, will 
preside in federal cases and inter­
pret federal law.

RESULTS CAME 
HURRYING.

TO encourage building the city 
exempted from taxation for a period 
of 10 years the improvements in the 
case of any dwelling structure to the 
extent of $5000 per dwelling unit. 
The effect on home building was 
immediate. The day following the 
passage of that tax exempt law the 
builders lined up in droves with their 
plans before all the building of­
fices of the city to file their blue­
prints. The city went off on such a 
fligiit of house and apartment 
building as it had never seen be­
fore.

The law was far from a perfect 
law. It was not passed to stimulate 
business but to get the city out of 
the most serious housing jam it 
had ever known.

Later that law was amended 
and improved several times so as 
to limit the tax benefits to low- 
cost tenements and then only for 
limited dividend corporations. But 
the law is still in existence.

Tlie idea, of course, is to extend 
this plan to other lines of industry. 
The New York City tax exemption 
law amounted to a 2 1/2 per cent 
subsidy for 10 years and made a 
considerable difference, of course, 
in the cost of the house.

One may well doubt if the tax 
exempt law would have done so 
much if at the same time Samuel 
Untermyer had not broken up the 
labor and contractor rings that 
strangled the building business.

THEE KINDS OF TAX 
CONTEMPLATED.

ONE idea proposed now for all 
industry is to divide the federal tax­
es into three grades—normal, sur­
tax and super-surtax. The normal 
and surtax taxes would apply to 
all. But the super-surtaxes would i 
be subject to numerous deductions 
for the purpose of encouraging 
manufacturers and builders to en­
gage in new enterprises.

Like the building business in New 
York, it may well be questioned 
whether tax relief would do the 
trick unless , many other adjusi- 
n*^nls were made. And liien tliere

Savings and Loans 
Groups T07 Years Old

WASHINGTON.—Finding an an­
alogy between the growth of the 
savings and loan business, after 
more than a century in home fi- 
ancing, and the development of the 
national bank system, the Federal 
Home Loan Bank today released 
an informative statement wliich 
will be enlarged upon in the Board’s 
forthcoming annual report to Con­
gress.

The Board, pointed out that sav­
ings and loan associations, or sim­
ilar institutions with varying names, 
he Board pointed out thatmwyp 
have been operating in this, country 
for i07 years. Some of the names 
which these institutions still use 
include building and loan associa­
tions, cooperative banks, and home­
stead associations, all of which op­
erate under charters granted by in­
dividual states.

“Federally - chartered institutions 
of this tyi^e,” stated the Board’s 
summary, “are of comparatively 
recent origin. Their establishment 
came as a result of the depression, 
which brought to light existing 
weaknesses in the sU'ucture of many 
financial institutions.”

The Board recalled that the situ­
ation was largely met by a provision 
in the Home Owners’ Loan Aßt “for 
the creation of’ Federal sivings and 
loan associations under Federal 
charters.” These Federally-charter­
ed associations became a part of 
the Federal Home Loan Bank Sys­
tem. The Board’s analysis contin­
ued :

“The program for the encourage­
ment of a national system of thrift 
and home mortgage finance has a 
highly instructive parralel in the 
development of national banks. The 
circumstances leading to the author­
ization of Federal savings and loan 
associations are indeed in many re­
spects similar to those which led 
to the establishment of national 
banks in 1863.

“Just as until 1863 the banlcs of 
the country were loosely regulated 
and without any element of unity, 
so up to 1933 there was in the Unit­
ed States a heterogenerous group of 
thrift and home-financing insti­
tutions which, although numerous, 
were poorly distributed geographi­
cally and in many areas incapable 
of meeting adequately the home- 
financing needs of the people.

“Before the Civil War, banking 
operations in this country were car­
ried on either by private individuals 
and firms or by institutons charter­
ed under state laws. With the ex­
ception of the First a n d  Second 
Banks of the United States (which 
engaged in comercial banking only 
to a very limited extent), there 
were no nationally-chartered in­
stitutions licensed to engagfe in 
general banking operations. Th? 
various state laws were widely di­
vergent, and except in New England 
and New York, extraordinarily lax.

“The National Bank Act of 1863 
provided for a voluntary conversion 
of state banks into national banks. 
To insure uniform and constructive 
regulatory policy, responsibility for 
the supervision of national banks 
was vested in a specially* created 
agency of the government, the of­
fice of the Comptroller of the Cur­
rency. With the passage of the Na- 
toinal Bank Act and the adoption of 
strengthening' amendments, material 
improvement in the banking struc­
ture was brought about. Some 
measure of stability and cohesion 
was created and stricter and more 
uniform regulation a n d  controls 
were established.

“The same objectives which made 
national bank desirable were thus 
responsible to a large degree for the 
action by Congress authorizing the 
establishment of Federal savings 
and loan associations under uni­
form and constructive regulation 
by a Federal agency.”

The Federal Home Loan Bank 
has prepared a chart showing the 
growth in number of combined as­
sets of Federal savings and loan as­
sociations since their inception un­
der the Act of 1933. That chart, in 
brief, will inform Congress that at 
the end of the fiscal year, June 30, 
1934, there were 370 Federal sav­
ings and loan associations, with 
estimated assets of $41,402,000. Year 
by year there was an upward swing 
until at the end of the fiscal year 
1938 the total number of associa­
tions had grown to 1,346 and their 
assets had reached $1,213,874,000.

Airline Companies 
Get Certificates

WASHINGTON. — Examiners re­
ports have been submitted to the 
Civil Aeronautics Authority recom­
mending the issuance of certifi­
cates of public convenience and 
necessity to Pan American Airways 
and Delta Air Corporation.

These are the first such reports 
to be received by the Authority and 
cover the applications of Pan Amer­
ican to operate its trans-Pacific 
service, and Delta to operate be­
tween Charleston, S. C. and Port 
Worth, Texas. Both these routes 
had been established and were in 
operation during the so-called 
grandfather-period” from May 14, 
1938 to August 22, 1938, the date the 
Civil Aeronautics Act became effect­
ive, and issuance of the certifi­
cates sought was mandatory unless 
the service rendered was found to 
be ineffective and inadequate.

Examiner P. A. Law, Jr., found 
that Pan American Airways had 
qualified under the law and recom­
mended that a certificate be issued 
to that company to engage in ov­
erseas and foreign air transporta­
tion between San Francisco and 
Hong Kong, and to and from inter­
mediate points on that route. (The 
intermediate points listed are Hono­
lulu, Midiway Island, Wake Island, 
Guam, and Macaco, China.)

Examiner P. W. Brown, who con­
ducted the Delta hearing, found*, 
that Delta’s service was sufficient 
and adequate during the grand­
father period and that its equip­
ment and personnel was satisfactory 
and met all the requirements of the 
Civil Aeronautics Regulations.

He recomemnded that a certifi­
cate of public convenience a n d 
necessity be issued to Delta Air­
lines to operate between Charles­
ton, S. C., and Fort Worth, Tex­
as, with stops at Columbus, S. C., 
Augusta and Atlanta, Ga., Birm­

ingham, Ala., Meridian and Jack- 
son, Miss., Monroe and Shreveport, 
La., and Tyler and Dallas, Texas.

In making his report Mr. Brown 
qualified it to the extent of recom­
mending that the certificate should 
not authorize the operation of di­
rect non-stop service between any 
terminal or intermediate points 
where the flight would substanti­
ally depart from the route determin­
ed by stops at a l l  intermediate 
points.

These examiners’ reports are 
served upon all parties to the hear­
ings and opportunity is given them 
to except. If execution is taken 
further hearings may be held or 
briefs filed before the final adop­
tion of the examiners’ reports by 
the Authority and the issue of the 
certificates.
