France Fears 
Attacks From 
Spain Border

Troops Increased 
As France Hopes 
For An Armistice

PARIS, Feb. 2. (Æ>). — i ’l'ance has 
opened international negotiations in 
an attempt to arrange an armistice 
in Catalonia, it was learned in 
diplomatic quartei's today, and at 
the same time has ordered border 
troops increased to 50,000 men.
Deal Through British.

The negotiations were started, it 
was said, for fear retreating Span­
ish government troops would be 
forced onto French soil if the fight­
ing continued.

Premier Edouard Daladier or­
dered French troops on the border 
brought up to 50,000 to cope with 
250,000 Spanish militiamen who 
would be swept across the frontier 
should negotiations for an armistice 
fail and Generalissimo Pi’anco’s 
advance continue.

Tire negotiations with General 
F!ranco, it was reported were pro­
ceeding through British authorities 
at Burgos, the insurgent seat of 
government where France is not 
represented.

The German and Italian govern­
ments, diplomatic sources said, have 
been informed of the negotiations 
and have been asked to use their 
influence to persuade Franco to ac- 
cpt an armistice and give easy 
terms to those governrient fighters 
who would be sent to this territory.

It W'as understood mass surren­
der of Spanish government troops 
in the north was proposed if the 
armistice is aiTapged.

Troops in Catalonia which couid 
not be sent back into insurgent 
territory for any reason would be 
kept in French concentration camps, 
or if Franco would give permission, 
would be sent to central Spain where 
the government still is holding 
nearly a fourth of Spanish territory 
about Madrid and Valencia.

Midland now has on relief a great­
er number of persons than at any 
time since she has been in the work 
(several years);

THAT, unless citizens are willing 
to give aid, the cold weather of 
February and the raw days of 
March will bring misery, and suf­
fering, and their attendant evils 
to several hundred souls in the city 
and county of Midland.

New air maU service for Mid­

Sought for several months by the 
air mail and aeronautics committee 
of the chamber of commerce, of 
which Richard E. Gilè is chair­
man, the new service includes the 
handling by bus of air mail from 
Monahans, Odessa, Midland and 
Stanton, making connections with 
planes at Big Spring airport.

To catch the bus here, mail must 
be posted at 2:10 o’clock p. m., the 
bus leaving at 2:23 and arriving at 
the Big Spring ah'port at 3:20 
p. m. Eastbound mail then leaves 
there by plane at 3:57 o’clock and 
west bound by plane at 6:50 p. ni. 
Business institutions, oil companies, 
professional men and individuals 
were asked to buy quanitities of six 
cent air mail stamps, using them 
on all mail to travel at some dis­
tance, both for advantage of the 
service and to guarantee its con­
tinuation by the postoffice depart­
ment.

Yesterday’s mail sacks carried 185 
letters from Midland, a total of 23 
pounds, of which twelve pounds W'ent 
on the 'eastbound plane and eleven 
pounds west.

Causes and Results of Sino-Japanese 
Struggle Discussed Üy Dr. No-Yong Park

CASH FARM INCOME DROPS.

AUSTIN, Feb. 2. (JP). — Cash in­
come for Texas fanners was $22,- 
932,000 in December last year—only 
86.3 per cent of the average during 
five Decembers from 1929 to 1932, 
Dr. P. A. Buechel, University of 
Texas statistician said. The figure 
is exclusive of federal subsidies.

“The Manchurian crisis marks the 
beginning of the present trouble 
not only in China but in Europe.” 
So. Dr. No-Yong Park introduced his 
discussion of “ 'Tlie Sino-Japanese 
Conflict” in an address before Town 
Hall club Wednesday evening at 
Hotel Scharbauer. Born in Man­
churia, educated in China and 
Japan and in universities of the Uni­
ted States, Dr. Park is known as a 
historian, a student, a lecturer, and 
an author, his latest book being 
“Retreat of the West.”

His address last night was mark­
ed not only by a clear discussion of 
aims, causes, and probable results 
of the present conflict but by a 
strong sense of humor which 
brought ripples of laughter from his 
audience.

He was introduced by R. I. Dickey 
following opening of the meeting by 
L. C. Thomas, Town Hall president, 
who announced that the next speak­
er for the club will be Sir Charles 
Morgan-Webb on Feb. 28.

Dr. Park dealt with the Sino- 
Japanese situation from the stand­
point of the appai’ent and real 
causes, and the probable results if

either comrtry or if neitlier should 
win the struggle. He consistently 
connected the fate of the Far East 
wiht that of the Occident, which­
ever way the tide of battle tunis.

He declared that the story of the 
famous “31 inches of railway” was 
“cooked up” by Japan as an excuse 
for starting the trouble.
Test of Treaties.

The Manchurian crisis was the 
test of the then-existing peace trea­
ties, he said, and if the powers had 
saved the treaties from violation 
then, the world would now be in 
peace and order.

What was needed to save the 
peace treaties, he has been assured 
by a high official, w'as some evidence 
of a united world behind them. This 
evidence the big powers did not 
give. Japan seized Manchuria. Noth­
ing happened, so far as the big pow­
ers were concerned. So there follow­
ed the depredations of Hitler and 
Mussolini and the present struggle 
in Spain.

The present Japanese-Chinese war 
began on July 7, 1937. Who started 
it? China says Japan did; Japan

A storm that originated in the 
Rocky mountain region Tuesday 
veered north a n d  whisked snow 
over northern and western Nebras­
ka, the Dakotas, Minnesota a n d  
northern Wisconsin.

Gusts attaining a velocity of 35 
miles per hour whirled six to 12 
inches of snow acros sSouth Dako­
ta. Roads drifted so rapidly a state­
wide highway blockade was feared.

Schools W’ere closed in Hibbing 
and Grand Rapids, Minnesota. 
Western roads drifted shut behind 
plows.

Six inches of new snow were re­
ported in Utah along the west side 
of the Wasatch mountains.

Much colder weather, preceded by 
snow in upper Michigan and rain 
in Indiana, Illinois and Ohia, was 
forecast for the entire midwest.

Grows More Urgent

With every passing week and month it becomes more 
desirable to settle the controversy with Mexico over the 
expropriated oil fields taken from American control.

Both countries would profit from settlement; neither 
profits from the present chaotic situation. But beyond 
that, there are definite reasons why both countries are 
losing, out by the delay.

Here are some simple and powerful reasons why each 
country is lo.sing out by inability to adjust this matter;

UNITED STATES: Export trade to Mexico has taken 
a terrific dive. Exchaiige by Mexico of oil for German ma­
chinery and manufactured goods is eliminating a natural 
and valuable market and turning it over to foreign coun­
tries which are certain to use it as an entering wedge for 
their political philosophies.

Further, the unsettled condition of relations with the 
jfearest of all the Good Neighbors is a bad example. The 

ole of natural and cordial relation.s with across-the- 
r iv ^  neighbors is being upset.

M EXICO : The trade into which Mexico is being 
pitchforked is an unnatural and unsatisfactory one, pro­
viding no needed foreign exchange. Evidence of the po­
litical penetration which accompanies it is already seen in 
anti-Jewish riots, Fascist-type expulsion of newspaper cor­
respondents.

Political opposition is beginning to arise as business 
grows slacker.

The U. S. silver-buying policy, on whose tax pro­
ceeds the whole Mexican budget is based, is in danger. 
It is S under attack as a general policy, quite aside from 
its Mexican implications. It might be abandoned when the 
present law expires in June.

While even friendly Americans are unable to defend 
Fascist-like expulsions like that of the New York Times 
correspondent, unfriendly ones are already demanding 
^'strong measures,” and delay feeds their fires. One New 
York paper insists that “ A lot of Americans are saying: 
‘W hy not just go down there and take over Mexico?’ ” 
A W all Street lawyer is organizing a petition to “use our 
whole armed might” to get back the seized oil wells. A  
congressional investigation of American-Mexican relations 
is being demanded.

Those in both countries who want decent, normal, 
friendly relations are handicapped by delay, which helps 
extremists in both countries.

Anything can be settled, given the mutual will to 
,^ettle it. It is time that responsible officials on both sides 
of the border recognize that delay is doing infinite harm 
to both countries. No effort should be spared to settle not 
only this controversy, but set a precedent that will open 
the road for progressive development on solid ground for 
the future.

One of the most roundly abused words In the language is “Happi- 
ness.r . The abuse is not in thé Way the ' word is used, but in the way 
in which it is interpreted. It is the burden of many'an idle wish, an 
oft-conveyed greeting. It seems to be the most sought after, and the 
most’infrequently found quantity in human experience.

Happiness is not to be found in the satisfaction of every desire or 
the fulfillment of every whim. A perusal of the newspaper columns will 
Indicate that this is not the case. True happiness is not to be found 
either In the satisfaction of desire or in the pursuit of pleasures.

Still, there Is a very definite place for it in the scheme of things. 
This is- indicated by the many approaches to it found in the natural 
order. There is a deeply implanted desire of it in human nature. The 
pursuit of it is spoken as one of man’s inalienable rights.

The fact is that unalloyed happiness is not to be found in life as 
we know it. Furthermore, the stress of the economic situation under 
which we live, furnishes many false leads in our pursuit of it. High 
pressure advertising methods multiply the number of things considered 
essential to it. Questionable means of appeal intensify the urge toward 
it. Commercialized and often demoralizing forms of ainusement hold out 
tantalizing promises of it.

In.the search for happiness, as in ail of our mental life, we need to 
make.a distinction between that which is desirable and that which is 
necessary. We must continually adjust desires to possibilities. There is 
little use in ‘crying for the moon.’ There is no use in nursing wishes and 
dreams which we cannot hope to see realized.

0 ^  Much unhappiness, and many phases of delinquency arise from a 
lailiu-ê to adjust wants to capabilities. Most of it could be averted by 
sensible training in early life.

Children need to leârn that there is a vast difference between want­
ing a. thing and getting it. They need to learn that many things which 
appear as desirable are not really so. Adults must continually be making 
selections and rejections in their desires. For the youngster, these must 
be made by the parents, and the reasons for them carefully explained.

The pursuit of happiness is an all inclusive tertti. It embodies the 
physical as Well as the social urges. It acts as a powerful drive in the 
quest-for achievement. It can be utilized to the child’s advantage by 
careful direction, and it can be a telling factor in his downfall.

The urge is fundamental. It will find expression in some way, good 
or bad. In the case of children, parents will determine which.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 2. — A num­
ber of officers in the U. S. Navy are 
rather anxiously awaiting the re­
turn from Colombia of Capt. Law­
rence Reifsnider, U. S. N.

Captain Reifsnider has been nam­
ed head of the U. S. naval mission 
to Colombia, and he’s down there 
now looking over the ground—or 
possibly the water. When he comes 
back and makes his report, certain 
officers will be detailed to go back 
down there with him and seiwe on 
the mission.

In many ways a job on a naval 
mission is a, coveted assignment, 
he officer’s pay from the U. S. 
Navy goes on as usual; meanwhile, 
the country to which he is assigned 
also pays him a salary — usually 
110 per cent bf what his American 
pay is. So while the assignment 
lasts he draws double pay, and in 
addition is considerable of a big 
shot.

The navy is glad to send out 
missions. They don’t give the navy 
any special tie-ups with the foreign 
countries involved, but they do serve 
to cement good relations. Also, they 
usually result in orders for Ameri­
can goods. The officers don’t serve 
as salesmen, tout naturally they tell 
theh' hosts, in reply to questions, 
that the U. S. Navy uses so-and- 
so’s guns, such-and-such electrical 
equipment, and so on. The orders 
usually follow.

Not all officers are ci*azy about 
the foreign assignments. The pay 
is good, but the living expenses are 
high. A good real of rather high- 
class entertaining is involved; in 
the end, many of them wind up 
worse off financially than when 
they started.

The Colombia mission brings the 
number - of South American coun­
tries which the navy is tutoring 
up to foux'. Capt. Toussaint Beau- 
ïegard, descendant of the famous 
Confederate general, is head of a 
mission to Brazil. He could tackle 
’most any mission, by the way; 
speaks Portuguese, Spanish, French 
and German. Then theres’ Capt. 
Bruce Canaga heading a mission 
to Peru and Capt. GUy Baker serv­
ing as naval adviser in the Argen­
tine.

The claim of the Balli heirs hing­
es largely on records in the ai*- 
chives of Matamoi’os, and center 
around one transaction. These par­
ties to the suit contend that on 
Jan. 19, 1830, Juna Jose Balli, who 
owned half the islands as grantee, 
and another seventh through the 
will of his uncle, Padi’e Nocolas 
Balli, sold his interest in the island 
to Santiago Morales for $700.

Texas Today
Title to Padre Island, fabulous 

strip Of sand paralleling the Texas 
coast fx’dm Poi*t Isabel almost to 
Corpus Christi, site of legendary 
“ lost” cities, vanished ranching 
glories, scene of conflict during the 
Civil War and potential empire 
of oil, once more has been taken 
into court.

The legal structure surrounding 
titles to several parts of the island 
is expected to toe examined thor­
oughly as a sequence to a decision 
by Judge A. M. Kent of the 103rd 
district court at Brownsville last 
December, approving title of several 
claimants in court, and reopening 
the case by setting aside a decision 
of the same court in 1928.

The judgment was set aside and 
a new trial granted on motion of 
Merrill w. Staples and the widow 
of Joseph G. Bowen. Immediately 
aftemard the heirs of Juan Jose 
Balli, one of the original grantees 
of the island; George W. Warren e f 
Bristol, Cal., and Gilbert Kerlin 
New York attorney, filed answer.*? 
and cross actions claiming practi­
cally all of Padre Island as against

They also claim that soon after 
the sale “Morales went into court 
and sought return of his money, 
and that Balli went into court and 
returned the money and was given 
a receipt and Morales released all 
claim to the island.”

The Balli heirs and those asso­
c ia te  with them in the jA'esept a o  
tiori contend that the Balli title 
to the island has remained undis­
turbed and that the Other title 
holders, except for a few small 
parts, came thi-ough sales made by 
Morales about 1845, which sdlfes, 
they contend were not supported by 
any title.

The cancellation proceedings on 
the Balli-Morales sale are in the 
archives at Matambros, attorneys 
state.

The Balli heirs also claim that 
Juan Jose Balli lived on the island 
from 1830 to his death in 1853, and 
remained in possession of the is- 
laxxd, liviixg with his family most ol 
the time at a ranch called Santa 
Cruz.

Outcome of the suit will be watch­
ed with intei’est in view of conten­
tions of former Land Commissioner 
McDonald and ex-Governor James 
V. Allred that the state has a claim 
to part of the island.

The interest of Gilbert Kerlin, 
New York attorney, in the case is 
recent. He purchased a number of 
interests of Balli heirs, including 
in some instances the conflicting

j claims of different groups.
’* At present the island is under 

lease to an oil company.
Thé present legal action grew out 

of the claim of Staples, who lives in 
Mobile, Ala., that he had not had a 
chance to be heard in the title 
judgment case. Staples owned an 
undivided one-fourth interest in 1,- 
455 acres.

He was cited by publication, but 
did not appear by attorixey at the 
trial. Under the law he was given 
two years in which to file a bill of 
review to have the case reopened.

Staples sold his interest to Joseph 
G. Bowen, also of Mobile, in March, 
1929.

When Bowen learned of the 
judgment he and Staples filed for a 
new trial June 6, 1930, three days 
before expiration of the Itgal im 
which they could take such action. 
Bowen died in 1936.

The case never was called for 
hearing. The explanation given for 
this is that when the Judgment was 
given in 1928 the judge wrote “off” 
on the sheet and it was taken from 
the docket. No new docket sheet 
was made out tnd the case was 
never called.

The present action was eixtered 
October 24, 1938. Motioix was set 
for trial, Dec. 23, before Judge W. 
R. Blalock of Hidalgo couixty. He 
was unable to hold court and the 
parties agreed to hold the hearing 
before Jüdge A. M. Kent. Date for 
the new trial has not been set.

Much of the fantastic histoiy of 
Padre Island is expected to be 
brought out in the trial and it is 
considered likely that “lost cities” 
will be placed and identified, and 
much else explained.

Probably the outstanding figures 
in connection with the island during 
its written history are Padre Balli, 
his nephew, Juan Jose Balli, John 
V. Singer aixd his wife, Johanna 
Shaw Singer, and Pat Dunn.

John V. Singer moved to the Is­
land about 1850 and lived there until 
1865, establishing a sort of city.

Singer acquired title to a major 
part of the island, but this title 
came through the transfers from 
Santiago Morales, which titles, the 
Balli heirs contend, are not valid.

The Singer family lived on the 
island until forced away by the 
Civil War. Singer, whose brother, 
Merritt Singer, invented the sew­
ing machine, brought the first one 
to Texas.

Remains of an old ranch head­
quarters on the island, presumably 
the Singer home, were uncovered 
several years ago by a group of 
Brownsville people.

Pat Dunn of Coi’pus Christi moved 
to the island at the northern end in 
1879, buying part of it and grad­
ually acquiring additional lands, 
some by purchase, some by living 
on it.

There are two court decisions 
which the present holders of the 
island contend establish their 
claim.

The first was in fedei-al court at 
Lai’edo ixi 1902, when an agreed 
judgement was entered giving the 
major part of the island to Pat 
Dunn. The agreed judgment was 
entered after a suit by some of the 
heirs of Nicholas Brisante, who had 
purchased some land from the Balli 
heirs.

In the 1902 judgment, Dunn his 
Corpus Christi attorneys, "VWelch 
& McCampbell, Mrs. Henroetta M. 
King, and Mrs. Pauline B. Wells ob­
tained title to the island. Staples ob­
tained an undivided one-third inter­
est in part of the Dunn lands.

The one-third interest was not 
recognized in the 1928 judgment in 
civil district court at Brownsville, 
which has led to reopening of thé 
case.

The suit is expected to bring to 
light, in addition to the many sales 
by persons who thought they had a 
legitimate title to the island, many 
“sales” by swindlers who indulged 
for years in the game of “selling 
Padre Island.” For a time it was 
something like selling Brooklyn 
Bridge.

sdys China did. Dr. Park’s belief in 
the matter is shown in liis advice to 
his audience to search public opin­
ion in America as shown by editor­
ials and find that the consensus of 
opinion is that Japan staged the 
incidents leading to the war out­
break.
“Reasons” Fallacious.

He discussed the Japanese “rea­
sons” for entering china and point­
ed out the fallacy of each. As to 
need of people for more room, he 
said Japan had been crying for years 
for more children, as to food, he 
asserted flatly that Japan had never 
had a food problem for It won its 
living from the sea. As to need of 
raw materials, he set forth his be­
lief that a nation should make the 
most of its own resoux'ces before 
I'esorting to banditry and robbery 
for additional material. As to help­
ing China to “set her house in or­
der,” he declared that it was the 
growing miity of China that sent 
J âpan into the country to destroy

Under all, the fundamental reason 
for the war, he proclaimed, was that 
the masses of people in Japan were 
rising against the militarists and 
war was declared to distract them. 
“Trouble abroiad—the easiest way to 
ciipke democracy at home”, was the 
speakers’ terse comment.
WTio Wins?

What will happen if China wins 
the war? The position of the demo­
cracies might be strengthened for 
China ihight be a bulwark against 
both Japanese militarism and Rus­
sian governmental forces, he pointed 
out.

What will happen if Japan wins?
Will China absorb the conqueror 

as she has always absorbed her con­
querors heretofore? Dr. Park puts 
not too great faith in this solution 
for there is now a spirit of nation­
alism in China and there is the 
machine power which never exist­
ed in previous periods of conquer­
ing. These two, he believes, would 
work against such absorption.

Turning to the industrial signiri- 
cance of the situation, Dr. Park 
pointed out that Japanese have kept 
the Oriental standard of living but 
have acquhed Occidental metliods 
of production. This enables them to 
undersell the western nations. If 
the Japanese conquer China and use 
Chinese cotton and Chinese cheap

Have Upper Hand.

“You have the upper hand now 
and can exclude Japanese goods,” he 
pointed out. But in ease, the labor 
iahd materials referred to above 
Were , used, Japan would have the 
upper hand.

Japan wants the biggest army and 
navy in the World, he said.

“If ;neither China, nor Japan wins 
the war and it goes on for say 10 
years, then Russia will probably 'wmr 
because China and Japan will go 
Red,” was his prediction. Siam and 
India will follow. “Then the other 
states will know the meaning of 
world revolution—by violence.”

“The greatest bulwark against 
Communism is its experiment in 
Russia,” was his decision.

Japanese people are tired and 
don’t want to fight he believes but 
they can’t revolt unless the army 
splits into factions or reverses are 
suffered abroad.

'Tlie only way Japan can continue 
the war is to get supplies from China 
or from abroad, he said. The United 
States is furnishing Japan with 70 
per cent of its materials used in 
warfare against China, he pointed 
out and showed the paradox of 
sending medical supplies to China 
and at the same time putting oil 
hito the war tanks of Japan.

If the United States and several 
oth^r democracies would suspend 
commercial relations with Japan, its 
war machine would collapse almost 
in 24 hours he believes.

American people are sympathetic, 
he said, and declared that they 
should show their statesmen and 
leaders that they wanted this sjan- 
pathy shown, so that it might be 
reflected in government action;

Ebxperts in America are scared for 
they believe the present policy of 
the country is leading directly into 
conflict with Japan. In other words. 
America is helping Japan become 
a “bigger menace so there will be 
a big fight,” he showed.

“You are afraid of Japanese re­
taliation,” he charged in the only bit 
of sinister warning in the entire 
speech. “Have you ever been afraid 
of Chinese retaliation?” China has 
450,000,000 people that may rise and 
demand of America an accounting 
for what she has done.

Concluding his address, Dr. Park 
held a forum and discussed ques­
tions asked him by members of the 
audience.

PARIS (U.R)—Unless- iiitei-national 
events prevent it, the execution 
of the African ports development 
plan this year promises to be of 
vital importance to France.

Progress in 1939 is expected to 
increase gfeatl.v the purely com­
mercial value of French colonies 
in Africa, but also will do a great 
deal to consolidate France’s, posi­
tion from a military, standpoint.

Sludenls Pass at Mid-Term Reports

483 ON HONOR ROIX

Reports from the various schools 
of the Midland system show that 
90 per cent of the pupils taking 
the mid-term examinations passed 
in their work for the first semester, 
and. that 483 pupils won distinction 
on examinations in their respective 
grades. In the high school, 29 pu­
pils were totally exempt and 187 
were partially exempt. In order to 
be exempt from taking the exam­
inations, pupils in the high .school 
must average 90 oh the six weeks 
reports, 85 on six weeks quiiizes 
{(Examinations), and 95 on deport­
ment for the semester.

The distinction lists are in three 
groups: Those making all A’s on ex- 
a,minations (Summa Cum Laude et 
Hoporei ; tho,se making half A’s and 
half B’s or better (Summa Cam 
Laude) ; and those making better 
than a B {Magna Cum Laude). The 
first group corresponds to a grade 
of 95-100; the second grade, from 
90-95; and the third group from 85 
to 90.

To tlie 
west of Bingerville is the large 
lagoon of Abidjan, almost separ­
ated from the ocean by a line of 
high sand dunes. The present 
plan, already under way. is to re­
move the sand dunes, thus open­
ing the lagoon directly to the .sea. 
This future port will have suffic­
ient depth to accommodate the larg­
est ocean going ve.ssels. The total 
cost will be in the neighborhood 
of $6,000,000.

The port of Pointe Noir, in 
French Equatorial Africa, also is 
in line for important improvements. 
A long’ jettq has been finished and 
it’s hoped that 1940 will see the 
completion of more than 800 yards 
of quays and docks. The total cost 
will exceed $2,000,000.

On the eastern coast of Africa, 
the important port of Djibuti at the 
entrace of the Red Sea has seen its 
trade greatly increased since t h e 
occupation of Ethiopia by Italy. 
Partly at Rome’s request and partly 
for reasons of strategy, Fiench au­
thorities have been greately ex­
panding facilities of this point.

Work is being carried bn on a 
new 530 yard quary and on the de­
velopment of the railroad facilities. 
Money spent on Djibuti does not 
figure on the colonial surplus list. 
Due to a substantial surplus from 
port and other dues, the port is 
able to pay for ids own work.

Sterling Antelope 
Nay Be Used to 
Be-Stock Bandies

AUSTIN, Feb. 2 (TP)—Antelope on 
the Brennan estate near Stei’ling 
City, if removed from that property. 
Would be used to restock other suit­
able areas in Texas and “ for no 
other puiiiose,” Will Tucker, secre­
tary of the Game Commission, said.

Tucker’s statement was in answ'er 
to a report said to have been cir­
culated in Sterling City that the 
commission was planning to sell 200 
to 300 head of the animals to New 
Mexico at $20 a head.

■“It is the attitude, disposition and 
intent of the commission,” Tucker 
said, “not to remove any antelope 
from Texas.

Would Hold Up Sale 
Of Leases Pending 
Creation of Board

AUSTIN, Feb. 2 (7P)—A proposal 
which would withdraw from sale or 
lease all public school lands until 
the Legislature could create a new 
board to control such matters was 
recommended by committees in 
both houses and received Gov. W. 
Lee O’Daniel's approval as emergen­
cy legislation.

Submitting the matter as an 
emergency, the governor said:

“I am prompted to urge the im­
mediate passage of tliis legislation 
by reason of the faci that the laws 
of this state pertaining to the sale 
and lease of public f r e e  school 
lands, particularly with reference 
to vacancies, are inadequate to 
protect the best interests of the 
permanent school fund and the tax- 
paying citizens of this state, and for 
the further reason tliat the legisla­
ture for the purpose of correcting 
the evils now existing in the pres­
ent laws.”

The governor’s recommendation 
followed a suggestion from Land 
Commissioner Bascom Giles that a 
new commission, to be known as 
the State Land Board, be created 
to replace the old board for mineral 
development.

Children Seem 
To Learn More 
Unsnpervised

BERKLEY, Cal. (U.R) —■ A seven- 
year test of 200 school children has 
convinced Dr. Harold Ellis Jones, 
director of the University of Cali­
fornia’s Institute of Child Welfare, 
that the classroom is not the best 
system for the education of youth.

The final conclusion is that in 
the nursery, for example, where 
the child is perfectly free, he learns 
by being activé.

The well-behaved classroom, on 
the other hand, has a tendency to 
retard mental processes and espe­
cially to arrest oi’iginality.

The group of children, which 
has served for the experiment, was 
chosen seven years ago when they 
w'ere in the fifth and sixth .grades. 
They are now ready to graduate 
from high school.

With all due allowance being 
made for the fact that they may 
have become slightly self-con­
scious because they knew they 
v/ere being used for psychological 
study. Dr. Jones declares thei-e is 
nothing in their behavior to indi­
cate that it has in any way af­
fected their normal development.

“One of the iixteresting phases 
of the study,” Dr. Jones said, “was 
a clubhouse which we maintained 
near the school grounds and which 
as enthusiastically patronized by

JOSEPH GOEBBELS; L a m e ,  

dwari-like, the propaganda minister 
is among the best educated and 
most cultivated of German leaders 
. . .  his mind is Machiavellian, de­
vious, clever . . .  a student during 
the war. he attended eight univer­
sities in turn, and has never held 
a job except that of professional 
political agitator . . .  his post-war 
effort to earn a living by free-lance 
writing failed, and he turned to 
political agitation with Hitler in 
the Ruhr during the French oc­
cupation , , . he has made himself 
ah artist working in the medium 
of the raw.pi’ejudices and feelings 
of the masses.

Hermann Goering
HERMAN WILHELM GOERING: 

Born of an aristocratic family . . . 
technically an “old army” officer, 
but always considered a bit of a 
maverick . . .  as a young flyer, a 
front-line ace . . . shot down 20- 
odd Allied planes . . . always im­
patient of restraint or routine, al­
ways seeking the dramatic gesture 
. . . became a Hitler man,' “hide and 
hair,” and was shot down at Hit­
ler’s side during the “beer-cellar 
putsch” in Munich in 1923 . . 
these and war-time wounds still 
trouble him . . .  As an organizer of 
the Hitler Storm Troops ,he march­
ed into the Reichstag in 1932 and 
tookover the gavel from Socialist 
Clara Zetkin . . . helped steer the 
Nazi regime through its early days 
. . . less than enthusiastic about 
the anti-Jewish movement, but at 
least until recently regarded as the 
No. 2 Nazi.

Heinrich Himmler
HEINRICH HIMMLER: Head of 

all German police, including the 
dreaded Gestapo . . . little is known 
of Himmler except that he is and 
always has been 120 per cent for 
Hitler . . . trained as an army offi­
cer. he found no place in the post­
war army dr civil life . ,. . joined 
the Hitler movement early and was 
an aide during the beer-cellar putsch 
. , . became the Nazi business man­
ager for Bravaria . . . organized 
the Elite Guard and became its 
head over Goering’s opposition . , . 
developed a secret service unequal- 
ed since Pouche,. . . believed to have 
complete dossiers on all suspected 
persons in Germany, and to have 
organized the preparatory work in 
Austria and. Czechoslovakia that 
preceded the occupation . . . ruth­
less and efficient, some regarded 
him as a possible successor to Hit­
ler.

Dr. Walther Funk

DR WALTHER FUNK: In com­
plete control of wages, prices, fi­
nance, currency, and foreign trade 
. . . Funk is the apostle of the “new 
economics” which are to realize the 
“Socialist” part of the National- 
Socialist title of the Nazi party 
. . . 48, a former newspaper writer, 
he was formerly assistant to Goeb­
bels in the propaganda department 
. . .  a firm believer in regimented 
economy and barter in foreign trade, 
he has gradually risen in Hitler’s 
esteem as. Dr. Schacht began to 
run out of rabbits . . . has, conduct­
ed important trade missions to 
Turkey and the Balkan countries to 
increase German barter trade 
abroad . . . though charged with 
a vital task, he is less a poVnilar 
figure than other leaders.

Baldur von Schirach

BALDUR v o n  SCHIRACH: i 
Youngest of the Nazi leaders . . .  at 
only 32, von Schirach, boyish in 
mapr.ir, is leader of 6,000,000 Ger­
man young men and women . . . 
has been credited with desire to 
substitute “ the old German pag­
anism” for Christianity . . . but 
denies it, .though asserting that 
much of the Bible is not fit for 
youthful minds . . . because of his 
position as trainer of the earlier 
stages of German youthful develop­
ment. his influence may grow as 
these “graduates” mature, and as 
older leaders die off.

Von Schirach has insisted. that 
“the Hitler youth is not only the 
most obedient youth in the. world 
. . . it is the most independent.”

Julius Streicher
JULIUS STRETCHER: T h i c k

muscular, violent of speech . . . 
Streicher has based an entire ca­
reer on Jew-baiting . . . since he 
joined the Nazis 15 years ago, his 
anti-Jewish propaganda work in 
Nurembery where he was the early 
Franconian Nazi leader, has spread 
throughout the movement . . . 
likes to carry and gesture with a 
riding - whip . . . son of poor 
parents, he was a teacher when 
the war called him to service . . ,

Sun as Source 
01 Cosmic Rays 
Seems Udlikely

SWARTMORE, Pa. (U.R). — A 
theory of some scientists that cos- \ 
mic rays are given off by the sun 
has been disputed by Dr. W. F. G. 
Swann, director of the Franklin 
Institute’s Bartol Research Foun­
dation.

The scientist’s statement was 
based upon a series of balloon 
flight experiments conducted for the 
foundation by Dr. Thomas H. 
Johnson.

Six balloons carrying recording 
instruments and a miniature radio 
transmitter were sent up tp an al­
titude of 78,000 feet in day and 
night experiments.

Recordings of cosmis rays showed 
their intensity to be alike in night 
and day, Dr. Swann said, indicating 
that they emanate from some source 
outside the solar system, possibly 
from some distant flaming stars.

New Fire Bomb 
So Light Plane 
Can Carry 2,000

LONDON (U.R) — A new type in­
cendiary bomb, which is so light 
that one large bomber could carry 
2,000 of them, was described by 
A. R. Astbury, technical adviser to 
the Home Office, at a London 
conference on air raid precaution 
materials.

The ‘‘Kilo-electron” incendiary 
bomb which he described makes 
use of the infla?nmable metal 
magnesium. Ten or 20 of t b e 
bombs would be released from a 
plane at t h e same time, and 
they would fall at the rate of 
250 feet a second, spreading apart 
as they fell.

“It has been calculated,” he 
said, "that one large gomber fly­
ing in a straight line at 200 miles 
an hour at 5,000 feet or more and 
releasing 20 b o m b s  per . second 
over an area containing 15 p e r  
cent buildings, might be able to 
start a fire over 60 or 70 yards.”

Than in 1924

WOOSTER, O (U.R) — C o l l e g e  
basketball players have increased 
their skill at the free throw line 
more than 10 per cent in the past 
15 years, according to a study of 
6.527 free throw attempts by 
Wooster College and opposing 
teams since 1924.

The statistical compilation dis­
closed the proportion of successful 
free throws was 51 per cent of the 
trials in the 1923-24 season and 
57.1 per cent in 1937-38.

Milk Drinkitig 
M  Work'Gmns

GENEVA (U.R) —Two and a quar­
ter million. thirsty workers in 7,000 
British factories are drinking milk 
at the rate of 8,500,000 gallons a 
year. That is one of the many 
facts reported in the League’s sur­
vey of national nutrition policies.

Britain’s milk - in - iirdustry 
schem.e has shown excellent results 
on the health of workers, who 
“down tools” for a few minutes 
every day while they drink milk. 
The factories iisin gthe scheme re­
port far fewer absentees, and milk 
retailers report no adverse effects 
on their sales. Cheap milk is also 
provided for hundreds of thou­
sands of poor school children.

The league’s survey reveals that 
governments all over the world are 
becoming increasingly nutrition- 
conscious. More governments are 
following the example of the 
United states and Norway, in 
helping the farmer’s economy and

building the poor man’s health, by 
buying up surplus stocks of high- 
value nutritive foods and reselling 
at lower prices.

Throughout Europe and the 
Americas especially, governments 
are conducting campaigns f o r  
move mill:, and cheap milk, for the 
poor.

Norway, for examplye, last year 
alloted $210,000 for the provision 
of cheap milk and $57,000 for meat 
and bacon, for low-paid workers 
and their families. Hungary is 
placing nearly $500.000 at the dis­
posal of the Home Office to proyide 
free milk for mothers and babies.

In Prance the iiaiional milk 
propaganda committee distributes 
milk to school clhldreri in, 367,Qen- 
ters, while more than 200 special 
milk dispensaries proviijle free rniik 
for thousands of children up to the 
age of 3, each one being card-in­
dexed so a record may be ke.pt. an 
the pfm s of the government’s 
diet.

More and m o r e  countries .are 
seting up national niurition com- 
npttees which are concentrating 
on nutriiional education, and their 
efforts are beginning to take effect, 
also in the improvement of food 
production.

The Dutch, for example, annu­
ally are training 30,000 girls of all 
classes, in nutritional science, 
while in France th e  national 
childhood committee is telling even 
girls how' to rear a baby.

Driver Mi.sinterprets Detour

SANTA CRUZ, (U.R) — E, Takeda, 
Filipino, was denied a driver’s, li­
cense here. After first shocking 
examination officials when they 
asked him if it was all right' to 
drive after drinking, by replying, 
“Oh, sure,” they finally became con­
vinced something was wrong when 
he was shown a “detour” sign and 
asked to explain what it means. 
“That means drive slow,” he haz­
arded. It developed he could neith­
er read no write English, although 
speaking it fluently.

In the interest of increased pro- 
te(3tion to the motorist, a non- 
pickable lock, which it is claimed 
can be opened with no other in­
strument than the owner’s key, is 
being placed on the market.

Prunes and Raisins Clash

SAN JOSE, Cal. (U.R) — California 
always has an excess production of 
prunes and welcomes any sugges­
tion that will dispose of them. The 
last one comes from the California 
Dried Fruit Research Bureau, which 
was found that chopped prunes im­
proved the texture and richness of 
mincemeat, without, however, re­
ducing the amount of raisins—as 
California also has raisins to sell.
