Administration Foes 
Pushing Fight Upon 
Our Foreign Policy

WASHINGTON. Feb. 3 (,4’j —
Critics of President Roosevelt’s for­
eign policy carried to the country 
last night their fight against what 
they called “secret and unneutral 
acts” likely to lead the United 
States into war against totalitarian
countries.

Nine Republicans on the House 
Foreign Affairs Committee issued 
a manifesto declaring the people, 
“irrespective of party, are opposed 
to being committed to any war pro­
gram througlr secret diplomacy.”

The statement was the latest de­
velopment in a furious argument 
which began when it became known 
the President iiad opprovecl the sale 
of privately manufactured Ameri­
can warplanes to France as part of 
a definite policy of helping th e  
democratic states of Europe to arm.

Some Approve Aet

Otlier Republicans and some 
Democrats criticized tlie President, 

, while administration supporters ap­
proved his act. Secretary of the In­
terior Ickes declared there was no 
dangei of tlie United States going 
into a foreign war.

Ridiculing former President Her­
bert Hoovers statement that the 
Roosevelt foreign policy raised 
dangers of war, Ickes said;

“ I know of no one in any respon­
sible administrative post who is not 
ardently for peace for this country. 
We have to make allowances for 
Mr. Hoover, He is a disappointed, 
broken-liearted man and naturally 
can’t find anytliing except to criti­
cize.”

Meanwhile, Germany’s announce­
ment she intended to double lier 
submarine fleet created a stir of in­
terest here, especially since it came 
at a time when the Reich was arous­
ed over President Roosevelt’s for­
eign policy.

While expert observers were 
studying tlie meaning of this, the 
House appropirations sub-commit­
tee made progress with a bill pro­
viding money for the military needs 
of the government in the coming 

>  fiscal year.
The committee discussed tiie tecli- 

iiical aspects of the problem witli 
President Roosevelt. As when he 

 ̂ disclosed his foreign policy to the 
Senate .Military affairs committee 
on Tuesday, Mr. Roo.sevelt pledaed 
his visitors to secrecy. Rep. Snj^der 
(D-Pa), chairman of the sub-com­
mittee, said it was “a very ordinary 
and friendly discussion of the situa­
tion,” which included no broad out­
line of foreign policy.

Snyder also asserted that selling 
planes to Prance would not delay 
tlie expansion program designed for 
the army air corps. The French 
planes would be completed by Sep­
tember, he added, and their pro­
duction would give American air­
craft manufacturers needed exper­
ience in turning- planes out “rapidly 
and efficiently.”

Jack Holmsiey Dies 
In Hospital After

.Jack Lan'emore Holmsiey, 38, 
Midlana resident for the past 35 
met almost ' instantaneous death 
early this morning when the 
car which he was driving collided 
into the rear end of a truck being 
driven by L. W. White, Odessa.

Details of the accident were 
meager today. Both Hohnsfey and 
White were coming from Ode.ssa to 
Midland, the car apparently having 
struck the truclc directly in the 
rear. The accident occurred on liigh- 
way so ju.st opposite the Midland 
airport, near the scene of a half 
dozen accidents in the last couple 
of years.

Holmsiey I’eceive a fractured skull 
and other head injuries and suc­
cumbed only a few minutes after he 
had been taken to a local hospital 
tor treatment. An ambulance was 
called immediately after the ac­
cident but the injured man never 
regained consciousness before his 
death. White escajied unhurt.

Funeral services were to be held 
at four o'clock at the Ellis Fun­
eral Home this afternoon with in­
terment rites to be held in Co­
manche, where Holmsiey was born, 
tomorrow afternoon at three o ’clock. 
Rev. W. C. Hinds, pastor of First 
Methodist church, officiated at the 
funeral service.

Holmsiey was a graduate of Mid­
land high school and Terrell Mili­
tary college. He was a member of 
the Student Army Training college 
during the last few montlis of the 
World War. Since that time, he had 
made his home here. Until about 
one week ago he had been employed 
at Camp Broadway Gardens.

Deceased is survived by his widow, 
his mother, Mrs. W. L. Holmsiey, 
and a brother, Bill Holmsiey, all of 
Midland, and another brother, Tom 
Holmsiey, of Wichita Falls.

If some citizen or citizens will 
purchase the tent, or will donate the 
money for it, welfare workers feel 
that another worthy family will have 
been saved from greater privation. 
Money to tide the parents and chil­
dren over until the father can again 
work is also needed and will be ap­
preciated.

lusurgeuts Promise 
Pardou to Loyalists 
Who Give Selves Up

PERPIGNAN, Fi’ance, Feb. 3. (A*). 
—An insurgent promise to pardon 
government soldiers ’Tliursday light­
ened the task of French officials 
struggling to cai*e for tens of thou­
sands of Catalonia refugees who 
fled before the insurgent advance in 
Northeast Spain.

Word of such a promise made by 
General Count Francisco Gomez 
Jordana, insurgent foreign minister, 
seeped through the horde of home­
less, fear-stricken refugees with the 
result that many agreed to be sent 
into insurgent territory.

French officials said almosi one- 
fourth of the estimated 4,000 gov­
ernment militiamen who have cross­
ed intjjî̂  .France agreed to go into 
insurgent terriiorj' by way of Hen- 
daye.

(Fi-om Burgos the insurgents 
broadcast an appeal to Madrid o f­
fering “bread, pardon and justice” to 
those who surrendered. Tliey told 
Madrileños that Barcelona was “joy­
ous” after its fall to the insurgents.)

Gomez Jordana’s promise, publish­
ed in Flench border newspapers, 
followed the geneml lines of a state­
ment Insurgent General Fidel Da­
vila made after the fall of Barce­
lona.

Davila then said the insurgents 
did not wish to persecute civilian 
refugees nor the retreating govern­
ment army. He asserted, however, 
that Generalissimo Franco was “re­
serving pmiishment for those re- 
sponsibile for the revolution.”

Meanwhile the government at Fig- 
ueras prepared for further resist­
ance. Obseiwers returning from the 
temporary capital said official 
statements indicated the civil war 
was far from over.

Narcotics Trallic 
Toughest Problem 
01 Stale Otiicers

AUSTIN. — Illegal trafficking in 
narcotics is one of the biggest prob­
lems facing enforcement officers in 
Texas as well as other states, ac­
cording to Captain J. B. Wheatley, 
veteran Texas ranger who heads 
the comparatively n e w  narcotic 
section of the public safety depart­
ment.

“There is no such thing as a 
‘small-time’ narcotic offender*,” he 
tersely declared, pointing to a 
newspaper account of the appre­
hension of a band of addicts and 
peddlers described m tliat man­
ner.

The old-timer, who served many 
years along Texas’ crime battle 
fronts before his selection as chief 
of the narcotics enforcement sec­
tion of seven inspectors, said that 
addicts and peddlers, “whether they 
use or sell a fraction or an ounce 
of dope” are the backbone of the 
narcotics market.

Wholesadc distributors, Captain 
Wlieatley continued, remain stag­
nated without the thousands of 
channels for marketing their smug­
gled quantities of heron, opium 
or morphine.

“ If an addict or peddler disposes 
of- one cigaret of marijuana or one 
grain of ‘white’ narcotics at a 
time they contribute largely to the 
support of the wholesale dealers,” 
he said.

Then, too, addicts without funds 
obtain the required money for sup­
plying their needs from sales of 
stolen articles. Captain Wheatley es­
timated that 50 percent of minor 
thefts are committed by dope ad­
dicts. Major criminals, too, find 
nerve to commit their heinous of­
fenses under the influence of nar­
cotics.

Pie described illegal narcotics dis­
tributions in Texas as “alarming,” 
but declined to specifically locate 
distribution centers except to say:

“You’ll find the greatest number 
of peddlers and addicts where 
there are oil booms and large pay­
rolls.”

'"Deliberate Lie" is 
Explanation Given 
By Roosevelt Today

ROME, Feb. 3 (A">—Tlie United
States embassy today asked the 
Italian government for an explana­
tion of bitter personal attacks on 
President Roosevelt published in 
the fascist press.

The attacks were a part of the 
intense hostile press campaign pro­
voked by t h e  president’s meeting 
Tuesday with the senate commit­
tee which quoted him as saying the 
frontiers of the United States were 
in Fi’ance.

The campaign continued today 
with Virglno Gayda, fascism’s chief 
newspaper spokesman, writing “since 
Roosevelt wants to push hi'̂  o f­
fensive into the heart of E, *opo 
it is natui’al that defemse to coiu ;er- 
balance it be extended up to the 
Rio Grande.”

President Roosevelt termed a “de­
liberate lie” today a statement de­
claring he had said the American 
frontier is on the Rhine.

The president, at his press con­
ference, described as a lie the re­
port he had asked whether the 
American frontier was in France.

He declared some reports had 
given an erroneous imuression of 
this nation’s policy, adding that 
most of them had been manufac­
tured by some legalislative and 
newspaper-owner agitators.

This nations’ foreign policy, the 
president said, has not changed and 
would not be changed. He reiterat­
ed it would be opposition to any 
entagling alliances.

He said this nation is in sym­
pathy with each and every effort 
to reduce or limit armaments.

In many important commercial respects, Brazil with 
its coffee and rubber, cacao and manganese, tin and dia- 
rhonds, all lacking to continental United States, is comple- 
nientary to U. S. economy, while the rise of a manufac­
turing economy, the building of railroads and roads, and 
the'general rise in standards of living offers plenty of 
opi^ortunity for the United States to furnish a large share 
of manufactured goods necessary to the ifpbuilding of 
Brazil.

Brazil has been traditionally friendly to the United 

States, and this visit of Dr. Aranha offers an opportunity 
to see how the two nations may be of greater service to 
one another.

As in later talks expected to follow with representa­
tives of other South American countries, there is no longer 
any wish for diplomatic or commercial “victories.” The 
need today is to apply intelligence to find ways in which 
each country may help the other. Then there will be no 
lack of by-products of understanding and amity.

Texas Today
Three Texas ministers are the 

elected heads of the three largest 
Baptist ibodies in the world, and it 
is not entirely a geographical acci­
dent.

There are 12,500,000 members of 
the denomination, loosely jointed 
by the fraternal bonds of the Bap­
tist World Alliance. Dr. George W. 
Truett, pastor of the' First Baptist 
church of Dallas since 1897— the 
year he was graduated from Baylor 
University at Waco—has been presi- 

3nt of the Alliance since 1934.

|OUthern Baptists number 4,000,- 
lembex’s. Dr. Lee R. Scar- 
|h ol. Fo/t Worth, president 

le Bouth'^estern Baptist Theolo­
gical Seminary, is also president of 
the Southern Baptist Convention.

There are 660,000 Baptists in Tex­
as. The Baptist General Convention 
of Texas is the largest Baptist state 
organization in the world, and its 
president is Dr. j .  Howard Williams, 
pastor of the First Baptist church 
of Amarillo.

Prom the strictly human stand­
point, the presidency of any Bap­
tist body requires the skill and 
strength of a bronco buster and the 
suavity of an ambassador. Bap­
tists, historically ana actually, are 
undefiled democrats in the church 
government. They are individually 
independent and often distressingly 
outspoken, but the power is the ma­
jority vote after the individual has 
said his say. The man in the chair, 
like the cow hand in the saddle, is 
judged by his ability to. keep a firm 
rein on the proceedings.

Baptists and especially Southern 
Baptists make it emphatically clear 
their world alliance is purely a fra­
ternal organization. It has no pow­
er to dictate what its units shall 
or shall NOT do. It can not tell a 
Baptist preacher what he shall or

shall NOT preach. No Baptist rea­
lizes those things more actually 
than Dr. Tiaiett; nevertheless, his 
leadership is real and potent.

Baptists of all kinds agree on at 
least two doctrinal points. First is 
the individual’s freedom to worship 
as he pleases, and closely related is 
the doctrine of absolute separation 
of church and state.

In these days of totalitarian gov­
ernments they are increasingly 
aware of their convictions along 
those lines, and NO more consistent 
voice is raised throughout the world 
for religious freedom than that of 
George ,W. Truett. He seldom speaks 
a word — and his engagements 
amount to hundreds in a year —- 
without sternly reminding his audi­
ences that preservation of demo­
cracies and world peace is dependent 
upon freedom of worship and utter 
separation of church and state. He 
is as well known to remote congrega­
tions in Rumania as he is in his 
own home state, but wherever he 
goes he heralds religious freedom. 
Just now he is especially concerned 
v/ith the conditions of the Ruman­
ian Baptists and the alliance has 
protested through him certain mea­
sures which it believes curtail reli­
gious freedom there.

Both Truett and Scarborough first 
became known in their adopted state 
as flaming evangelists. Truett’s tal­
ents led him to a pastorate; Scar­
borough, educated at Baylor, Yale 
and Southern Baptist Theological 
Seminary, is educator and author as 
well. Since 1915 he has been presi­
dent of the Southwestern Seminary, 
where his career as a teacher start­
ed in 1908. He was chiefly instrumen 
tal in bringing aoout the construc­
tion of two badly needed buildings 
for Simmons College (now Hardin- 
Simmons University) of Abilene; 
and three large buildings at the 
seminary. He dnected the Southern 
Baptist campaign for a 75 million 
dollar fund a number of years ago. 
A man of almost prodigious energy, 
he found time between his preach­
ing, his administrative duties, his

fund raising and teaching to write 
a dozen or more books. The latest 
details a preaching mission into 
Latin America—“A Blaze of Evange­
lism Across the Equator,” he named 
it.

It is not unusual for attendance 
at the Baptist General Convention 
of Texas to exceed attendance at 
the southwide sessions. 'While the 
convention has nothing to say about 
what individual churches may do, it 
has much voice in the conduct of 
the many schools, hospitals and 
similar institutions owned and ope­
rated by the denomination in this 
tremendous state. The president of 
the convention and the secretary, of 
its executive board have a great 
responsibility. Williams, drafted by 
the Amarillo church after a produc­
tive term as executive secretaiy, was 
in turn re-drafted by the convention 
as its president at the last conven­
tion. Dr. R. C. Campbell of Dallas, 
the executive secretary, came to his 
position from Lubbock’s First Bap­
tist dTurch. On one occasion recent­
ly, he was called as pastor of an im­
portant church but the executive 
board refused to let him go; they 
kept sending his resignation back 
to him until they finally wore him 
down. You can find him on the job 
any day but Sunday, when he 
preaches, at the Baptist executive 
offices in the Burt Building, Dallas. 
Folks up there say Brother Camp­
bell is a work horse.

Firs! Month Finds Business 
Holding Steady Over Nation

Babson Reports Activity Twenty Per Cent 
Above Same Period Last Year, Despite 
Foreign Developments and Scare of W ar

BABSON PARK, Florida, Feb. 3. 
—Despite the latest war scare, bus­
iness is running along at the same 
level as a month ago. Because 
the sharp gains of the Fall have 
not contir^ued, however, mairj’, peo­
ple are disappointed. They have 
asked me if I am just as optimistic 
as I was on New Year’s Day. My 
answer is “Yes.” The domestic pic­
ture is the same as it was a month 
ago. Recent foreign developments 
are unsettling, but the basic Euro­
pean situation has not changed.

Business finished up the old year 
at 100 on my Babson-chart. It 
closed January a t . the same figure. 
The current comparison with a 
year ago, however, is much more 
cheerful. The December gain was 
15 per cent, while January sho'wed 
a 20 per cent jump over the level 
of twelve months ago. Last year at 
tills time we were still going down­
hill. Hence, if business holds steady 
for a few weeks more, and then 
begins a substantial pick-up, my 
forecast of a 25 per cent gain for 
the first quarter will have been 
fully justified.

STEEL AND 
AUTOS DOWN

Currently, most industries a re  
moving along in fairly good shape. 
Steel operators, around 50 per cent 
of capacity, are 13 points lower 
than their December high of 63 per 
cent. Automobile assemblies of 90,- 
000 per week are also down from 
their peak, but are 50 per cent ahead

BUILDING 
STILL INCREASING

Building, however, is the real 
work horse in the present busi­
ness situation. New contract awards 
are way ahead of the year-ago 
levels and are at the highest point 
in many years. As a result, the lum­
ber “cut” is very heavy; cement 
and brick sales are good; and or­
ders for structural steel are pop- 
pixig operations in the whole steel 
industry. Moreover, I expect build­
ing to hold these big gains this year, 
thus stimulating activity in the 
twenty-six allied industries.

January I'etail trade was, of 
course, was off from th e  Christ­
mas peak ; but it held close to the 
relatively high volume of January, 
1938. Much of my hope for a good 
year , is pinned on retail sales. Na­
turally, we cannot have higher fac­
tory activity, mox'e jobs, and bigger 
payrolls if goods < do xxot. mo ve ‘ brisk - 
ly acx’oss stox’e counters.

Principles of Good Preaching in the

Editor’s Note: The following discussion of this week’s Sunday school 
lesson is printed here through courtesy of J. Fred Cocke, teacher of 
the Business Men’s class of the Methodist church.

There was good preaching then because the Professors prayed—were 

in accord, they came together and the leaders upheld the preacher. It 
was good because of its effect upon the inner man; and it moved them 
to such a mental and heart attitude that they were added to the church.

1. Those who professed the new ' loneliness while he was away pre­
name at that lime w'ii’ed to heaven.

In the Junior High School there is 
a library, completeiy catalogued and 
indexed, which was formally open­
ed during the fall of 1937.

■ The library was established by Mrs. 
"Harry Tolbert, and under her super­
vision a program has been worked

types of literaturé. During the day 
every student is given the oppor­
tunity to exchange books and, on an 
average, a book a week is issued 
to each pupil. A very few students 
do not care to read, but in many 
cases more than a book a week is 
read by the children who avail 
themselves of the library privileges. 
Mrs. Tolbert is assisted by student 
librarians from the sixth and seven­
th grades. Three librarians are used 
each period and the boys and girls 
who have the assignments not only 
get excellent training in library 
v;ork but become very efficient in 

, their tasks. The library is not only 
a very necessary and beneficial as­
set to the schools, but it is, per­
haps, more universally enjoyed than 
any other unit in the system. •

The Junior High School students 
always welcome visits from the pat­
rons of the schools and especially 
do they appreciate a visit from one 
who is interested in this phase of 
their work, and who will take time 
to enjoy an inspection of what they 
feel is the most pleasing part of 
their program.

jdolps, horticulturist, grape investi- 
Igations laboratory, Texas A. & M. 
lAgricultural Experiment Station at 
iMontague. Commercial varieties, 
[many of them developed from these 
Inative grapes, thrive over a wide 
larea.

The reach program of the Grape 
■investigations Laboratory has two

main objectives, namely, widening 
the market possibilities for grapes 
by developing a variety of products, 
and a reduction of cost per bushel 
through an increase m the efficiency 
of production.

As a first step a study of blends, 
188 varities are being grown at the 
laboratory and it is planned co 
make a number of additions thi.s 
winter. Upon completion of the new 
laboratory building l a s t  summer 
juice of 11 varieties was pressed from 
fruit obtained locally and bottled 
for later experiment.

Laboratory tests by H. M. Reed, 
fruit products specialist of the Tex­
as Station who is associated in this 
work, shows that Texas grape juice 
has an exceptionally high sugar 
content. This means that a little 
or no sugar would have to be add­
ed to give a product as sweet as 
northern juice, with correspona- 
ingly less cost.

Tlie use of a souther! grape in 
small quantity, such as Mustang, 
Muscadine or Herbemont, v/ould not 
only add a distinctive flavor but 
serve to distinguish the product and 
identify it. The present popularity 
of Concerd juice is not so much a 
matter of high quality as a familiar­
ity, Randolph believes.

Rep. Dies (D-Tex.) won the first 
round Thursday of his fight for an 
extension of life and additional 
funds for his committee on unAme- 
rican activities.

After three days of hearings, the 
house rules committee approved a 
resolution continuing Dies’ commit­
tee until Jan. 3, 1940. Dies had ask­
ed an extension until 1941.

No dissenting votes were cast.
Tire committee’s action cleared the 

way for the resolution to go before 
the house, probably today. Its 
passage there was predicted by 
members of the investigating com­
mittee.

Dies has asked for a $150,000 ap­
propriation for the committee, but 
was reported to have agreed to a 
compromise by which the accounts 
committee will cut this to $100,000.

Doctors long have stressed the 
need f o r  women who can come 
into a home and t a k e  over tlie 
combination duties of practical 
nurse, housekeeper and — to .some 
extent — cook. The home atten­
dant training course here answers 
this need.

Women enrolled in the course 
learn all about supervising a home 
and how to care for invalids, in­
fants, and minor illnesses such as 
cooking - stove ourns or house­
maid’s knee.

“There has been a pressing need 
in Cleveland for that kind of at­
tendant for a long time,” the 
director of the as.sociation. Miss 
Etta Creech, said.

“A group of Cleveland women 
studied the possibilities of a train­
ing course to meet the demand for 
home attendants. The organiza­
tion was completed in September 
and by next summer we hope to 
have 32 liome nursing attendants 
on our call list.
