Texas agreed with the nation in
returning President Eisenhower
to his second term of office in
the general election Tuesday, but
it was a different story in pre-
dominantly-agricultural Parmer
County.

Here, Adlai Stevenson and
Estes Kefauver, the Democratic
nominees for the nation’s two
highest offices, took a clear-cut
victory. It was nof, however, an
overwhelming one, and pre-elec-
tion guesses had predicted the
margin would be wider.

In Bovina, Stevenson carried
easily. This precinct gave him
272. Eisenhower polled 154.

A poll taken by the three Par-
mer County newspapers last

week indicated that Stevenson
could be expected to take 69% of
the Parmer County vote. That

At this early date, only a few
are guessing what could be the
cause of the strength of the GOP
nominees in this ¢ounty where that
party is very inactive. A quick
sampling of opinion on the street
seems to point to last-minute de-
velopments in world conditions.
With his military background and
previous experience' as president,
Eisenhower apparently pulled the
strings on some last minute deci-
sions that might other\vise  have
fallen into the Democratic eolumn.

An aggressive ‘“get out the vote”
campaign by area newspapers—in
fact, all mass media—plus the ef-
fective efforts of local groups.who
did everything from ringing’ tele-
phones and mailing reminders, to

{driving voters to the polls and sit-

ting at home yith their children,
produced the biggest vote the coun-
ty has ever had.

Four years ago, when Eisen-
hower and Nixon were: running
against Stevenson and Sparkman,
Parmer County marked 2168, This
week, the total cast in the county
soared to 2415 for an  all-time
record.

The rush to the polls produced
an unexpectedly heavy demand for
ballots. In two instances, county of-
ficials had to “rob” boxes with an
oversupply of ballots to meet the
needs of others.

Extras were sent/to Rhea and
Lakeview, two rural‘polling points,

Everyone was amazed at the
turn-out. Bert Gordon at Lazbud-
die reported election officials as
saying it was by far ‘the biggest
vote ever there. Alberf 'Smith of
Farwell had like' comments, At
Rhea, all but two eligible persons
cast their vote, which was prob-
ably the highest turn-out in the
county.

At Friona, where 918 poll taxes
were paid, 813 persons made their
way to the ballot box to express
their opinions m national and state
affairs.

Minor candidates failed to de-
velop any.strength in the election,
T. Coleman Andrews, on the Texas
Copstitution Party ticket in Texas,
drew 15 votes in the county, He

It was the fourth District 3-B
game for the locals and their
record now is 1-3. Season’s
record is 1-7 for Coach Bob Wills’
boys.

First downs were more .even
than the score. Amherst racked up
12 and Bovina had eight. The
Mustangs were penalized four
times for 38 yards. The winners lost
85 yards via penalties with yard-
age being stepped off against
them nine times.

Score by quarters was 6-0,
13-6, and 19-6. The Bulldogs
counted a TD in each of the first
three periods and two in the
fourth.

Amherst scored early in the
first quarter. After the Mustangs
elected to receive the opening
kickoff and failed to make a first
down, Neil Smith’s punt rolled dead
on the Amherst 20.

be applied to the mulched-in stub-
ble, advises Crume.

After  making representative
clippings of some of the fields of
the Parmer County Soil Conserva-
tion District, SCS technicians con-
clude that there are about two
pounds of stubble left in the field
for each pound of grain harvested.

In other words, if a farmer cuts
3,000 pounds of grain per acre, he
should have around 6,000 pounds
of stubble per acre left in his field.

Crume points out that by fig-
uring that it takes about 20 pounds
of high-nitrogen {fertilizer to de-
compose a ton of stubble, a farmer
can arrive at the amount of fertili-
zer that he needs to apply.

Also, he should have a soil analy-
sis run to determine the amount of
available nitrogen already present
in the soil, suggest the SCS tech-
nicians.

Some farmers may be oyerlook—
ing a good method of hglpmg sus-
stain production on their farmsf
especially under irrigated condi-
tions—according to the Parmer
County Soil Conservation Servxce.

This can be done by using the
grain stubble as a soil conditioner;
that is, chopping it into the top
few inches of the soil, points put
Floyd Crume, SCS conservationist.

Stubble handled in this manner
serves two purposes, he says.. It
decreases wind erosion, and it in-
. creases the ability of the soﬂ-to

@absorb moisture (both irrigation
" water and rainfall) during the fall
and winter months.

In order for the stubble to be
sufficiently decomposed, and to
keep the soil in good condition, a
high nitrogen-type fertilizpr should
