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1,100 U.S. Warplanes
Raid Wilhelmshaven

LONDON-—(AP)-—More than 1,100 American bombers
and long-range fighters attacked targets in Wilhelmshaven,
Germany, Thursday, Army Headquarters announced.

The sixth operation in seven days by Britain-based Amer--
ican bomber and fighter forces was made in ciear weather
against the great north German U-boat and shipbuilding cen-
ter. The flight represented a 700-mile roundtrip.

Wilhelmshaven was last hit by the Americans on Nov. 3
with 560 bombers, believed to have been a record force of
four engined craft up to that time.

The. target /is one of Ger- %

many’s major ports—capable
of accommodating the largest
ships.

The shattering daylight as-
sault followed RAF Mosquito

attacks on targets in Western Ger-
many Wednesday night, thus keep-
ing. the greatest sustained Allied
offensive of the war rolling around
the clock.

The  announced force of 1,100
bombers and fighters making up
Wednesday’s heavy striking force
fell short of the record force of
1,500 American bombers and fight-
ers which made the 1,800-ton shat-
tering raid on Frankfurt last Sat-
urday.

Wilhelmshaven received the first
American bombs dropped on Ger-
many during the war when the
city’s port installations were hit
more than a year ago, by a small
force of Flying Fortresses.
Offensive Is Heavy

Hours: after the American heavy |
bombers had left the smoke and
flames of Wilhelmshaven behind
them, other Allied bombers and
long-range fighters kept stream-
ing across the Channel in what
appeared to be one of the heaviest
offensives in weeks.

One watcher said that one large
group of the late returning Chan-
nel raiders required three-quarters
of “an hour to pass the coastline.

British aircraft also laid mines
in enemy waters during the night,
said the announcement. No planes
were lost in the forays, which fol-
lowed a series of daylight assaults
by U. S. heavy bombers on the
invasion coast of Northern France.

Red Star, official organ of the

countries.”

This seemed to indicate that each
of the 16 republics would send en-

Of Trade Marks And Demand Them

What good are trademarks?

This is a question if impertance
to“every’ housewife—in fact to ev-
eryone wha buys anything, because
certain economic theorists are now
proposing that trade marks be elim-

.| inated.

Are  these theorists right or
wrong? We had bétter inform our-
selves, so  we or our representatives
in Congress can vote' intelligently
on the subject when legislation
dealing with trade marks comes up
for decision.

Good Pretection

‘What is a trade mark? The Ox-
ford dictionary says: trade mark—
registered device or name of which
the' exclusive use is secured to the
mianufacturer who ‘distinguishes his
goods by it.” This is good for the
manufacturer’s: protection; it is
even better for the consumer’s pro-
tection. If the  canned beans you
buy .are bad youw know from the
trade mark whom to. blame, also
what fo buy next time.

In fact, looking back into history
we. find that the original purpose
of the trade mark was a require-
ment imposed by guild' officials 'to
identify the maker so he could be

punished, if his goods or his work |

turned: out. to be below the stan-
dards set by the guilds. However,
it worked the other way. The silver-
smith, for example, was quick to
see  that the. better the  quality of
the pieces with his name stamped
on it, the' greater would be the de-
mand for his products. Purchasers

NEW DELHI —(#)— American-

Amusement Owners
Can Limit Customers

SAN ANTONIO — () — Owners
of places of amusement have a right
under present Texas laws to exclude
any person they wish, with or with-
out reason, the Fourth Court of
Civil Appeals ruled Wednesday in
reversing the decision of Julge Rob-
ert W. B. Terrell who acted for
Judge John G. Gnion in 73rd Dis-
trict Court, granting an injunction
to Jacob L. Rodriguez and others
against the Terrell Wells swimming
pool to prevent what they claimed
was diserimination against Latin-
Americans.

The court order granting the in-
junction was reversed and judg-
ment vrendered by the appellate
court. .

Basis of the case was a procla-
mation by Gov. Coke Stevenson and
a House Committee resolution of
the Legislature establishing the
“Good Neighbor Policy.” The appel-
late court ruled that the resolution
was not a law and that the legis-
lature evidently did not intend for
it to be one.

A Good Cup Of Coffee

Do you like a good cup of coffee?
Would you like to be sure .of hav-
ing the same good sup of coffee for
temorrow’s breakfast that you had
this morning? If so, you will bhe in-
terested in this quotation from
“Prineiples of Marketing” magazine.
The article was written by Profes-
sors. Maynard, Weidler and Beck-
man of Ohio State University.

“One of the principal reasons for
the use of a brand is that it helps
the consumer identify the article
which he is buying. Assume the

.case of a householder who buys bulk

coffee and who is so pleased with
it that he desires to duplicate his
purchase the next time he is in the
market for a supply. His only hope
of securing the same guality, blend
or flavor is the possibility that the
grocer may remember from which
barrel er can the preceding sale was
made and thus be able to supply
the same quality of the product. If
the grocer fails to. remember or if
he has purchased a new supply of
bullk coffee in the meantime, the
chances are that the user of the
unbranded article will secure a
somewhat different -product..at the
time of the second purchase. Con-
trast this with the purchase of
branded goods. The consumer needs
only to remember the name of the
brand of coffee which pleases him
and ask for that brand when he
next visits the grocery. Brands
make it relatively easy- to obtain
successive supplies of desirable ar-
ticles ond conversely they are of
equal aid in avoiding the purchase
of those which are unsatisfactory.”
Trade Mark Is Guarantee

Americans like trade marks. They
form a large part of the American
way of life. It makes buying sim-
ple, saves money. Trade marks
guarantee that manufacturers will
continue to try to make better
things than their competitors, to
the consumer’s profit. Americans
have faith in trade marks. They
know the sure-fire way to get the
thing they want when they want
it, is to ask for it by its trade name.
And therein lies-all the law and the
prophets with regard to our mod-
ern use of trade marks.

Warning! If the reader has de-
termined he wants to stick to the
trade mark method he is-used to,
and which serves him well and
vote against the grade labeling idea,
let him make sure of recognizing
anti-trade mark legislation when he
sees it. Many congressional bills are
wolves in sheeps’ clothing. They
creep up on us unawares. They are
like those Nazi organizations that
sprung up in our midst with beau-
tiful patriotic American names to
win our confidence.

A good way is to write your con-
gressman and tell him that if any
bills come up with a hidden joke?
clause that would eliminate trade
marks, yon don't want any part
of it. i

“It would do no more for the
soldiers than would the states’
rights bill now pending in the
House,” declared Senator Lucas (D-
111), cofauthor of the Green-Lucas
bill to send uniform federal ab-
sentee ballots to all men and wo-
men in uniform.

A -coalition of Republicans and
Southern Democrats—among them
many of the men who beat the
administration’s first war ballot
proposal two mgnths ago—came
into the Senate with their substi-
tute proposition. The plan united
into one camp the opposition to
the Green-Lueas proposal.

The substitute would retain the
federal bhallot but would authorize
its use only where the states fail-
ed to provide for absentee voting
by June.

As In World War I

NEW YORK —(#2)— Contending
navies in 53 months of World War
Two have lost more than twice as
many destroyers as. the helligerents
in the first World War which lasted
cbout two months less than the
present conflict has.

Destroyer losses in the present
conflict total 425, compared to 185
between Aug. 1, 1314, and Nov. 11,
1918, naval communique and semi-
official sources indicate.

Figuring in the increase has been
the” global scone of present naval
patrol and offensive operations,
contrasted to concentration of such
activity in Atlantic and European
waters between 1914 and 1918.

Another factor in the increased
expenditure of destroyer strength
probably has been the airplane, a
naval weapon of negligible value
30 years -ago.

Plane attacks are known to have
cost more than one in every five
of the combined Anglo-American
aestroyer losses and an even higher
degree of fatality among Japanese
dnln of this type.

16 component republics to include
military and diplomatic affairs has
left the outside world in the posi-
tion of the scientist who has wit-
nessed a phenomenon which he
recognizes as having momentous
potentialities but which he isn’t
able to explain with finality.

The reconstruction tends to
create a commonwealth of such
flexibility that other nations may
become members irrespective of
whether they are geographically
contiguous to. Russia. I cite merely
as examples, the cases of Yugo-
slavia, Bulgaria, and Greece, .all of
which have developed Communist
parties. Should they adopt the
Soviet form of government, there
would seem to be no reason why
they shouldn’t become members of
the Soviet Union with the same
degree of sovereignty as the pre-
sent members have.

This also might be true of other
countries whose political complex-
ious have become doubtful since
the war.

Post-War Problem

In short, the end of the Europ-
ean conflict might find the Soviet
Union with considerably more than
its present sixteen members.

Even if there are no acquisitions
to the union, the present member-
ship could create a tremendous
problem in the construction of any
post-war “League of Nations.” The
point is, of course, that since each
of the component states of the
union is privileged to have sepa-
rate relations with the outside
world, Moscow would in effect —
should it insist on the point—have
sixteen votes in a league of na-
tions. All other countries would
have one, excepting that the Brit- |
ish commonwealth has six, count-
ing its Dominions and India.

Now that’s one of the rocks on
which President Wilson’s ;.hopes of
American membership in the Lea-
gue of Nations crashed. The Unit-
ed States Senate in refusing to
join the league based its action in
part on the fact that the British
would have six votes to our one.
This might result in the TUnited
States being voted into a position
it didn’t like.

Whatever may happen in the
matter of multiple voting power,
the autonomy of the sixteen Soviet
republics will give the union great
bhargaining strength.

The Soviet reorganization also
would seem likely to ease the way
for reincorporation of the Baltic
states into the union. As sovereign
nations they have a right to join
the Russian commonwealth.

Gideon Planish, Directive Secre-
tary: of the DDD—the Dynamos
of Democratic Direction.

He had returned late the eve-

He arose at 8 o’clock, a pleas-
ant, cherubic sight, with his gray
short. beard. jutting out over his
cherry-and-blue striped pajama
jacket.

HIS office was a square,; ruddy

room with a solid mahogany
desk, a silver-framed picture of
Peony, solid mahogany chairs, a
portly fireplace, and a cas filled
with autogrsphed books about
Conditions and Situations.

He read the mail that his secre~
tary had opened and arranged in
a pile on his desk. He loved read-
ing mail; it made him feel im-
portant to be denounced in the
same batch as an- English Tory,
as. a Russian Communist, as a
Midwestern - provincial; to - be
asked his opinions; to:be invited
to adddress clubs and colleges.

New Texas Subdivisions Provide
Homes For Over 43,000 Persons

More than' 43,000 persons found :are

homes in 162 new Texas subdivi-
sions for ‘war workers, planned and
bhuilt during the first“two years of
the war, it'was anrounced by E. T.
Stearns, northwestern district di-
rector for the Federal Housing Ad-
ministration, who said that the new
subdivisions in thestate have 2
combzined population almost equal
to that of Wichita Falls in 1940.

The new war neighborhoods, he
said, contain 111,369 homes = with
FHA-insured mortgages totaling
about $38,000,000. The homes have
a rental range of from $19 to $50
per month with an average rental
of $37.50. Prices for the houses
ranged from $2,500 to $6,000, and
averaged $3,750. y

The subdivisions cover 6,685 acres
of land. which varied in price from
$600 to $1,800 an acre. Value of the
completed property including land,
utilities and homes, ranged from
$8,750 to $21,000 an acre.

Of the 162 subgdivisions, 51 have
business centers, 45 have parks, and
37 contair hoth parks and business
centers.

Soviet thrusts also were reported
on the Nikopol bridgehead while
southwest of Dnepropetrovsk the
Nazis admittedly were heavily en-
gaged against advancing Soviet
tank formations.

The Germans also were being
pushed back inside Estonia, where
the Red army driving along the
Gulf of Finland west of captured
Kingisepp, reached positions along
the Narva River, northwest of the
(ancient seaport of Narva itself.
This' indicated that the Russians
now are battling on Estonian soil.

While the Moscow, advices did
not specifically say that the old
Estonian frontier had been crossed
the inference was implicit, for the
Narva River—which flows through
Narva into the Gulf of Finland—
is well inside the former border.

Forty towns northwest and south-
west of Kingisepp were captured
by Gen. Leonid A. Govorov’s Lenin-
grad Army Wednesday, a Russian
communique said. They included
Ust—Luga at the mouth of the
Luga River on the Gulf of Fin-
land and Monastirek, 17 miles be-
low Kingisepp and five miles from
the frontier.

Controls Shore Of Gulf

Capture of Kingisepp gave Gov-
orov control of the entire southern
shore of the Gulf of Finland, but
there were indications: that the
Germans might elect to make a
stand in front of Narva with
reserves brought up from Reval
(Tallinn), western terminus of the
railway from Leningrad.

German, reports of a Soviet
breakthrough in the Dnieper Bend
far to the south and a new Red
Army attack upon Rovno, 30 miles
inside old Poland, by Gen. Nikolai
Vatutin’s First Ukraine - Army, re-
mained unconfirmed by Moscow.

Red Army troops took a heavy
toll of the retreating Germans in
the Kingisepp sector. More than
1,200 Nazis were killed, the Mos-
cow bulletin said, and Soviet ar-
tillery wreecked 60 trucks loaded
with troops, nine tanks and six
field batteries.

Capture Big Guns

Pounding down along the Lenin-
grad-Ika-Pskov railway, other col-
umns of Govorov's veterans cap-
tured 30 German . big guns, four
self-propelled guns, 150 trucks, 15
ammunition dumps and other huge
stocks of war material.

West of  the Leningrad-Moscow
trunk rail line, Russian mopping-
up  parties killed another 1,100
Germans and beat down several
savage enemy counter-attacks in
the Novgorod area where Gen. A.
A. Meretskov’s Volkhov Army was
pushing west toward Lake Peipus,
the Soviet communique reported:
Ir added that the Germans had
sent  strong reinforcements into
this area.

Further south, in the Novosokol-
niki - area west of Velikie Lukie,
Soviet troops severed an important®
tactical highway, wiped out a Ger-
man infantry regiment and liber-
ated several towns and villages, ac-
cording to the Russian communi-
que.

Chief interest, however, centered
in Govorov's drive on Narva, key
to the northern gateway to Es-
tonia. It controls the eastern shore
of Lake Piepus and is the center
of a railway network. serving a
vast area to the south and west.
One of the prime objectives of
Govorov’s advance apparently was|

Willkie Advocates
Tough-Tax Program

NEW YORK —(#)— Wendell L.
Willkie says the nation needs now
“a tough tax program” of at least
16 hillion dollars to help .pay for
the war it risks losing “in debt the
victory we have gained in blood.”

He urged taxes increased. ‘he-
yond any limit that we have hither-
to imagined possible” in an address
Wednesday night at the first of a
series of New York Times forums
on home {ront problems. .

But when the war ends, Willkie
said, the wartime taxation program
must be revised with taxes “mrin-
imized rather than maximized.”

“For, properly managed, and with
encouragement to expand, our peace
time economy will yield more tax
income from relatively low rates,
both individual and corporate, than
from relatively high ones,” he said.
Says Treasury Plan Misleading

Willkie, a prospective candidate
for the Republican presidential
said that inadequate
war time revenue meant “we will
transfer such a load of debt to the
future as to jeopardize the very
things for which we fight.” | He
predicted a public debt of more than
300 billion dollars when peace
comes.

He termed unrealistic and mis-
leading the Treasury proposal for
more than 10 billions in taxes, say-
ing it included a refund of more
than two billions after the war and
thus provided a net increase of eight
billions which “is far too low.”

“If we are realistie, we should aim
to raise in additional taxes more

than double that proposal,” he said.

Republicans Frown
On Willkie's Plan

WASHINGTON — (#)— Wendell
L. Willkie's call for an additional
multi-billion dollar wartime tax
program drew swift rétorts from
some- Republicans on Capitel Hill
Thursday, one of whom described
Willkie's revenue proposal as “even
more unrealistic and unsound than
the President’s.”

The 1940 Republican presidential
nominee urged in an address in
New York Wednesday night that
taxes be hiked now ‘bevond any
limit that we have hitherto imag-
ined possible” in order to prevent
national debt that “would jeopard-
ize the very things for which we
fight.”

Willkie indicated he had in mind
additional wartime taxes totaling
around $16,000,000,000 annually.

Rep. Knutson of Minnesota, Re-
publican leader of the tax-framing
House Ways and Means Committee,
promptly challenged the prograni,
describing it as “unrealistic and
unsound.”

Rep. Carlson (R-Kans), a Ways
and Means member, said:

“My observation is that rather
than increasing our tax burden we
should make every effort to elimi-
nate waste and extravagance in
federal expenditures.”
