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GM Withdraws From Fact Proceedings
BIG THREE AGREE ON ATOM, JAPAN —

Reich Border, Iran, 
Franco issues Remain

WASHINGTON— (/P)— Russia aligned herself Friday 

behind Anglo-American proposals to put atomic energy 
controls up to the United Nations and in turn won a voice 
in control of beaten Japan.

These two results highlighted the 11-day meeting of 
Big Three foreign ministers in Moscow— a meeting which 
officially re-united the top wartime Allies in their efforts 
to solve the formidable problems of peace.

Breaking a deadlock in their relations which lasteci 
nearly three months, the United States, Russia and Britain 
also agreed in a communique * 
made i)ublic simultaneously

Driving Out the Evils of W ar
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in the three capitals Thurs­
day night on;

1. Necessity for a unified, demo­
cratic and indeirendcnt China under 
the national government now head­
ed by Generalissimo Chiang Kai- 
Shek,

2. Establishment of a provisional 
govetnment for Korea with pros­
pect of complete independence in 
five years.

3. Broadening the governments 
of Romania and Bulgaria and plans 
for concluding peace treaties with 
them, along with Italy, Hungary 
and Finland.

Architects of these agreements 
were Secretary of State Byrnes, 
Foreign Secretary Bevin of Britain, 
and Foreign Commissar Molotov of 
Russia.
Vexing Problems Unsettled

Many vexing problems remained 
unsettled—and unmentioned. Among 
them are the uprising in Soviet- 
occupied Northern Iran: the issue 
of access to th e  Dardanelles 
Straits; Germany’s western border, 
and a common Big Three policy on 
the Franco government of Spain.

Bevin told reporters in Moscow 
Thursday night the Iranian issue 
had been discussed at length but 
without final agreement.

The meeting cleared the air In 
British - American relations with 
Russia and heightened chances for 
a successful first session of the 
United Nations Assembly in I.on- 
don next month.

Wliether American and Congress 
would accept that verdict remain­
ed to he seen.

Rep. Bloom (D-NY), chairman of 
the House Foreign Affairs Commit­
tee, called the agreements “a step 
in the right direction.”

Russia agreed to join this coun­
try and Britain in sponsoring a 
resolution in the United Nations 
Assembly which would establish an 
atomic control commission, respon­
sible to the 11-member Security 
Council. It would work toward the 
exact goals outlined November 15 
by Fresident Truman and the prime 
ministers of Britain and Canada.

These include international ex­
change of basic scientific informa­
tion for peaceful ends; control of 
atomic energy to insure Its use for 
peaceful purposes only; elimination

Russia Only Major 
Nation Failing To 
Sign Money Pacts

WASHINGTON —(A>)— A- Russian

The Soviet Union was the only 
major power among 16 nations 
who.se .signature lines remained 
blank after Thursday’s ceremonies 
that brought the two big financial 
agencies into being.

Under terms of the 45-nation 
Bretton Woods Agreements, the 16 
have until next Monday midniglit 
to sign as original irrembers.

Briiish Enforce 
Jerusalem Curfew 
Alter Killings

JERUSALEM —i/P)— Helmeted 
British Tommies enforced a tight 
curfew in municipal and Jewish 
residential quarters of this uneasy 
city Friday while investigations be­
gan of bombings and gunfire which 
Thursday night killed at least nine 
persons and injured 11. ■ 1

Business was almost at a stand­
still. Thousands of persons in the 
curfew area were confined to their 
homes. Local telephone communi­
cations went out after 6 a. m. and 
some morning newspapers did not 
appear.

Early in the day, truckloads of 
civilians were seen rumbling up to 
detention barracks for questioning 
in connection with the bombings 
whicli destroyed the criminal in­
vestigation department headquar­
ters.

Only British forces and govern­
ment officials were exempt from 
the curfew, and police trucks, radio 
cars and military vehicles patrolled 
the streets to enforce it. Both 
here and in Tel Aviv, where the 
whole city is under curfew, para­
chute troopers armed with ma- 
chineguns stood guard, some in 
concealed rooftop positions.

Ceilings On Meat 
May Be Hiked As 
Subsidies Are Cut

WASHINGTON —(Â )— The gov­

ernment is expected to announce 
by January 1 whether ceiling prices 
on meats are to be hiked when 
seme $610,000,000 in yearly subsidies 
are withdrawn by next June 30.

On the basis of present indica- 
tion.s it is possible consumers ,w;ll 
be asked to assume about $267,000, 
000 of the subsidies in the form .if 
slightly higher prices. In that 
event i>r<35lucers will be required to 
assume the remaining $343,000,000 
in lower prices.

The government several weeks 
ago announced that $1,785,000,000 
in food subsidies will be eliminated 
by June 30, 1946.

The meat subsidies have been 
saving consumers all the way from 
8.5 cents a'pound for sliced ham to 
3.7 cents on salt pork.

It has been suggested in some 
government circles that farmers as­
sume the full loss of the two pro­
duction incentive subsidies. One 
is 50 cents a hundred on the top 
two grades of beef cattle. The 
other ranges from $1 to $3.15 a 
hundred for slieep and lamb. These 
subsidies cost the government $70,- 
000,000 yearly.
Siaughler Subsidies Out

It also ha$!̂  been suggested that, 
the loss effect of slaughterer sub­
sidies totaling about $535,000,000 
annually be divided equally be­
tween consumers and producers.

Officials estimate that should 
this plan be put into effect ceiling 
prices on meats would be increased 
about as follows:

Round steak 4 cents a pound; I’ib 
roasts 3.5 cents; chuck roast 2.5 
ceni.s; hamburger 2.8 cents; veal 
cutlets 2.5 cents; pork chops 3

French Stand On 
German Economy

FRANKFURT—(A")— Gen. Joseph 

T. McNarney, chief of the U. S. 
occupation forces in Germany, ex­
pressed belief Friday it would be 
virtually impossible to restore a 
minimum sustaining economy for 
Germany so long as the Fr-'nch 
hold out against treating the coun­
try as a single economic unit.

McNarney s view was set forth in 
his first month as U. S. military 
governor. Further progress has been 
made in de-Nazification, breaking 
up of German cartels, and laying 
the machin.'u-y for reparations, and 
there are no immediate threats of 
epidemics or revolt, he said.

But'in the basic matter of estab­
lishing administrative agencies for 
Germany, McNarney conceded, Æ- 
lied control authority is deadlocked.

“Restoration of a minimum sus- 
taming economy is most difficult 
if not impossible as long as artifi­
cial zonal boundaries restrict legiti­
mate movement and trade,” he as- 
Si'rted.
.Aloof From Politics

While elections in the U, S. oc­
cupation zone are only a month off. 
McNarney said, it is apparent that 
the “German masses still remain 
aloof from normal political life.”

A more stabilized situation is 
developing in the maintenance of 
law and orc'vr, he said, especially 
in the orderliness of displaced per­
sons.

The German people were reported 
eating fairly well, but McNarney j 
emphasized that food imports from I 
the United States provided the only 
way a 1,500 daily caloric diet could 
be maintained, as crops in 1945 were 
lower than the six-year average 
for 1939-44.

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Not Fact, But Opinion
Pre^i^nt Truman has appointed a panel to investi­

gate ancq n po.ssible, to effect a settlement of the strike at 
General Motors. He calls this panel a fact-finding board. 
Judging from the title, its job should not be insolubly 
difficult.

Obviously what is wanted is that the board members 
should cut through claim and counter-claim to actuality, 
dispel the smoke screen of name-calling and seize on basic 
I'ealities, and then proclaim their findings in such con-i 
Crete terms that all would know and understand, and the! 
com))any and union would come to terms.

But it isn’t that easy, not with all the good will and 
carne.st effort in the world. It is a tremendously compli­
cated assignment. And the chief trouble is that the root 
of the dispute is not a matter of fact at all, but of opinion.

Shall the margin of profit be the yardstick for wage 
increases? That cannot be answered on a factual basis. 
And if the President’s board does  ̂attempt a yes-or-no 
answer, it will immediately be disputed by those of op­
posing view. Even if the company books are opened to 
the board’s scrutiny and— not an impertinent observation 
■— if the board is able to make head or tail of the complex 
operation.", of the corporation, there would still be no 
really factual an.swer.

The question should be answered, however, and.in 

this strike. An answer must be forthcoming some time, 
and it will be a decision won more through strength and 
stubborn persistence than through logic. If the decision 
should be In the union’s favor, these might be some logical 
conclusions.

If wages are to rise as profits rise, then, in all fair- 
ne.ss, wages should drop when profits go down. That is 
only I'easonable if wages are to be figured on the same 
basis as .stockholders’ dividendSi, The only sensible alter- 
natiye— and a provcnly succes.sful one— is a fixed wage 
.scale with a bonus based on profits. This, so far as-we
know, the U AW  has not reque.sted.

 ̂ *
If wage increases are to be based on profits, then 

there cannot very well be a basic wage scale throughout 
an industry. A 30 per cent increase won at General Mo-1 
t6rs or Ford or Chrysler, on the basis of the company’s ' 
ability to pay it, might, when applied to a .smaller auto 
manufacturer, drive that company put of busine.ss.

Certainly that would be true in fields other than mo­
tor car manufacturing— fields where there are many more 
competitors and a greater difference in size and .scope of 
operation.

To gain an increase from the lai’gest, most efficient 
and moat productive company in a given industry, and 
then to apply that increase arbitrarily to every company, 
large and small, in that indu.stry would have an unhappy 
effect. And the effect would be as unhappy on labor and 
hoped-for full employment as it would be on the manu­
facturer who couldn’t meet his added labor co.sts and still 
meet competition and break even.

Not Oul Of This World
Stories of clashes between American troops and 

French civilians at Le Havre, and criticisms of troop 
handling- in th.at big embarkation port have resulted in 
tlie imposition of Army censonship in that area, accord­
ing to a New York Herald-Tribune correspondent in 
Fi-ance.

The American port area commander is reported to 
have restricted correspondents’s freedom of movement in 
his command, and to have ordered that all newspapermen 
be accompanied by public relations officers and their 
.stories submitted for official review. The reason given is 
‘'ombarras,Sment” that previous stories have caused.

It seems hard for .some officers to realize that the 
war has ended and with it the necessary and, to some, 
autocratic authority that they enjoyed. It is hard for 
them to realize that rules of military security no longer 
obtain, and that “embarra.ssment” is not a sufficent rea­
son to ban the unhampered coverage of news events.

In short, it is hard for somp officers to remember 
that they aren’t living in a world apart, and that military 
authority is now confined to military matters. It may be 
hoped that their superiors will get in touch with such of 
these officers as exist, and set them right.

Limpid Prose
Returning servicemen have a delightful surprise in 

store for them.
The gentlemen in Washington who wrote the Reve­

nue Act of 194,6 have kindly defined for them the “tax at­
tributable to pre-service earned income,” which they are 
permitted to pay in installments.

The definition reads as follows— so help us:
“ The term ‘tax attributable to pre-service earned in­

come’ means the excess of the tax imposed by chapter 1 
for any war year over the tax that would have been im­
posed for such year if there had been excluded from the 
net income for "such year the amount of the earned net 
income (as such term was defined in section 25 (a) (4) 
iis in force with re.spect to such year, except that in com­
puting such earned net income, compensation for active 
service in such forces shall be di.sregarded).”

.stand why Uncle Elmer took rat poison about tax-paying 
time back in ’44 (the year of the great forgiveness).

Gifts For Hospital 
Are Deductible 
From Income Tax

Contributions For 
New Legion Hall 
Are Deductible

Dr. John B. Thomas, president of 
the Midland Memorial Foundation 
which is perfecting arrangements 
to contruct a modern 75-room hos­
pital here in the near future, point­
ed out Friday that funds contrib­
uted to the organization are de­
ductible items in figuring income 
taxes.

The foundation is a non-profit, 
charitable organization and has 
been chartered by the State of 
Texas.

Several inquiries to Dr, Thomas 
and trustees of the foundation con­
cerning the tax deductions prompt­
ed them to issue the statement, 
pointing out that funds donated 
to the hospital can be deducted.

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Should Foreigners 
See Atomic Tests?

By ELTON C. FAY
WASHINGTON—l/T)—The forth 

coming Army-Navy test of atomic | 
bombs at sea po.ses a military- 
diplomatic question for the United 
States;

Should the precedent of the 1923 
,a irpowor-vs-warships experiments
be followed to permit foreign ob­
servers to attend?

The co-possessors of the bomb 
fecret—the United States, Britain 
and Canada—apparently made no 
rommitment at the Moscow foreign 
ministers conference to share the 
secret with any other power at this 
time. This, however, does not nec­
essarily ])relude the possibility that 
some foreign observers might wit­
ness phases of the ocean tests if 
visual observation is possible.

On the other historic occasion— 
when the Army Air Corps’ Brig. 
Gen. William Mitchell bombed and 
sank German and American war­
ships off Cape Hatteras—world 
Itowers had their representatives 
there to learn what lessons they 
could.

Whether or not Russian observer.s 
see the tests on Naval craft, the 
Soviet government already is in a 
position to know the destruction 
wrought by atomic bombs on land 
structures and peoples. Russian 
military missions were in Japan 
alter the atomic bomb attacks on 
Hiroshima and Nagasaki.

Atomic bomb experts say it is 
doubtful any surface observation of 
the forthcoming tests against ti'ar- 
ships can be made close enough to 
be of any real worth. It is ex­
pected that reliance will be placed 
ihiefly on obseryation from air- 
plai\es. including photography, and 
instruments aboard unmanned yes- 
sels to r'ecord shock, heat, radio- 
actiyity and other factors.

MAXIMUM SECURITY

''T'HE- terms of the final peace set- 
' tlements will provide a basis 
for determining the strength of 
.'the regular or permanent postwar 
¡military forces of the United 
States, air, ground, and naval, but 
they cannot, in my opinion, alter 
tlie necessity for a system of Uni­
versal Military Training.
! The yardstick by which the size 
of the permanent force must be 
measured is maximum security 
with minimum cost in men, ma­
terial, and maintenance. So far as 
they can forsee world conditions 
a decade from now. War Depart­
ment planners, who have taken 
every conceivable factor into con­
sideration, believe that our posi­
tion will be sound if we set up 
machinery which will permit the 
mobilization of an Army of 4,000,- 
000.men within a period of 1 year 
ifollowing any international crisis 
resulting in a national emergency 
■for the United States.
: The Regular Army must be 
j&omprised largely of a strategic 
force, heavy in air power, partial- 
jly deployed in the Pacific and the 
Caribbean ready to protect the 
Nation against a sudden hostile 
ithrust and immediately available 
ifor emergency action wherever 
¡required. It is obvious that an- 
•other war would start with a 
■lightning attack to take us un- 
laware. The pace of the attack 
|WOuld be at supersonic speeds of 
-rocket weapons closely followed 
¡by a striking force which would

iseek to exploit the initial and 
critical advantage. We must be 
sufficiently prepared against such 
ja threat to hold the enemy at a 

[distance until we can rapidly 
mobilize our strength. The Reg­
ular Army, and the National 
iGuard, must be prepared to meet 
such a crisis.

Another "mission of the Regular 
Army is to provide the security 
garrisons for the outlying bases.

Tlie third mission of the perma- 
'nent Army is to furnish the over­
head, the higher headquarters 
'Which must keep the machine and 
ithe plans up to date for whatever 
.national emergency we may face 
in the future.

The fourlh and probably the

most important mission of the 
Regular Army is to provide the 
knowledge, the expert personnel, 
and the installations for training 
the citizen-soldier upon whom, in 
my view, the future peace of the 
world largely depends.

Importance of National Guard
Of the Citizen-Army, the Na­

tional Guard is in the first cate­
gory of importance. It must be 
healthy and strong, ready to take 
its place in the first line of defense 
in the first two weeks of an emer­
gency, and not dependent upon a 
year or more of training before it 
can be conditioned to take the 
field against a trained enemy. It 
is not feasible under the condi­
tions of peace for the National 
Guard within itself to provide the 
basic, the fundamental training 
which is an imperative require­
ment for its mission. Therefore, 
in my opinion, based on a long 
and intimate experience with the 
Guard from 1907 until 1941, the 
essential requirement for such a 
system under modern conditions 
is Universal Military Training 
from which to draw the volun­
teers for the ranks of the Guard.

The second important compo­
nent of the Citizen Army is the 
Organized Reserve through which 
full mobilization of the Nation’s 
resources to war footing is accom­
plished. At the start of the pres­
ent war, the Reserve was almost 
entirely an officer corps, the regi­
mental and divisional groups lack­
ing a practical basis for mobiliza­
tion. The contribution of this 
component was therefore largely 
one of individuals, but of wide 
extent and gi’eat importance. The 
depleted officer ranks of the Regu­
lar Army were filled by the Re­
serve, the countless new staffs and 
organizations were mainly com­
posed of Reserve officers, the great 
training camps for men inducted 
through the Selective Service 
System drew in the beginning on 
the officer strength of the Reserve 
Corps. The Officer Candidate 
schools from which our present 
Army acquired its vital small unit 
leadership were staffed by Re­
serve officers. These officers were 
largely veterans of World War 1 
and graduates of the ROTC.

Lack of troops with which Re­
serve officers could acquire practi­
cal experience in command and 
staff work was the most critical 
limitation. There was no enlisted 
strength in the Reserve force. 
There was little connection and

underrtanding between the Of­
ficers’ Reserve Corps and the Na­
tional Guard—which had an en­
listed strength—and the number 
of enlisted men in the Regular 
Army was so small that it was im­
possible to qualify Rosei've officers 
by training with Regulars.

Skill Through Practice
Only by universal military 

training can full vigor and life be, 
instilled into the Reserve system.' 
It creates a pool of well-frainedi 
men and officers from which the' 
National Guard and the Organized! 
Reserve can drawn volunteers; it 
provides opportunities for the: 
Guard and Reserve units to par­
ticipate in corps and Army ma­
neuvers, which are vital prepara­
tions to success in military cam­
paigns.

Though ROTC graduates com­
posed 12 percent of the war-offi­
cers, its most important contribu­
tion was the immediate availabil­
ity of its product. Just what we 
could have done in the first phases 
of our mobilization and training 
without these men I do not know. 
I do know that our plans would 
have had to be greatly curtailed 
and the cessation of hostilities on 
the European front would have 
been delayed accordingly. Wo 
must enlarge and strengthen the 
system.

An unbroken p'eriod of 1 year’s 
training appears essential to the 
success of a sound security plan 
based on the concept of a citizen 
army.

It is possible to train individual 
soldiers as replacements for vet­
eran divisions and air groups as! 
we now do in a comparatively; 
short pei'iod of time. The train­
ing of the unit itself cannot be ac­
complished at best in less than 
year; air units require even more 
time. The principle is identical 
to that of coaching a football 
team. A halfback can learn quick-, 
ly how to run with the ball, bu . 
it takes time and much practice 
and long hours of team scrimmage' 
before he is proficient at carrying] 
the ball through an opposing 
team, utilizing the aid of the ten 
other men on the team. So it is 
with an army division or combat, 
air group. Men learn to fire a ril’.c 
or machine gun quickly, but i'r 
takes long hours of scrimmage,, 
which the at my calls maneuver, 
before the firit.g of the rid*-: is co-t 
ordinated with the activities oj 
more than 14,000 other men o.-' 
the team.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND 
RE-ENACTTNG AS AMENDED AN 
ORDINANCE FORBIDDING THE 
BLOCKING OF CROSSINGS BY 
RAILROAD TRAINS FOR MORE 
THAN FIVE MINUTES, REGU­
LATING THE SPEED OF RAIL­
ROAD TRAINS, REGULATING 
THE BLOWING OF WHISTLES 
AND BLOWING OUT OP BOIL­
ERS WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS 
OP THE CITY OF MIDLAND, 
PROVIDING A PENALTY AND 
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL OP THE CITY OP MID­
LAND, TEXAS:

SECTION I: It shall be unlawful 
for any yardmaster, engineer, con­
ductor or other person or persons 
in any manner controlling or oper­
ating any railway locomotive, en­
gine, car or train of cats to suffer 
or permit any such locomotive, en­
gine, car, or train of cars to re­
main standing upon any public 
street crossing within the corporate 
limits of the City of Midland, 
Texa.s, for a longer period than five 
(5) minutes, and all of time such 
locomotive, engine, car. or train of 
cars is permitted to stand upon 
such public crossing shall be con­
sidered one period, unless between 
such period.s five (5) minutes elapse 
during which time no such locomo­
tive, engine, car, or train of cars 
ij permitted to stand on such 
crossing.

SECTION II: It shall be unlaw­
ful for any foreman of a .switching 
crew, engineer or conductor of a 
railway train, or other persons in 
charge of a railway train, car or 
cars, or railway engine, to pennit 
any locomotive, engine, car or cars, 
or train of cars to remain standing 
upon any public street crossing or 
intersection of two streets within 
the corporate limits of the City of 
Midland for a period longer than 
five (5) minutes.

SECTION III: It-shall be un­
lawful for any engineer or other 
person in charge of a locomotive 
or train to run the same within 
the corporate limits of the City of 
Midland at a greater speed than 
forty (401 miles an hour-.

SECTION IV: All persons are 
prohibited from blowing off or 
blowing out a boiler when crossing 
any public street, alley or other 
thoroughfare within the. City of 
Midland.

SECTION V: All persons are pro­
hibited. from blowing- any whistles 
on any locomotive, or single blasts 
therefrom within the limits of the 
City of Midland for a period of 
time longer than one (li minutes, 
except when tliere is eminent dan­
ger of an accident.

SECTION VI: Each and every 
person violating any provision of 
any section of this ordinance shall 
be fined in any sum, upon convic­
tion, not less than Five and No/lOO 
Dollars ($5.00), and not exceeding 
Fifty and No.aOO Dollars ($50.00), 
and each violation of each or any 
section liereof sliall be held and 
con.stitiited a .separate offense.

SECTION VII: Tliat all ordin- 
nnees or paj-ts of ordinance.s in 
conflict-• he;ewitli are hereby re­
pealed.

SECTION VIII: There being at 
this t'me no suitable ordinance

Fenimore As Nation's 
Best Ground Gainer

DALLAS—(Ĵ i—The greatest one- 
man offensive in college football 
histoi-y—bounding Bob Penimore of 
Oklahoma A&M—leads an imposing- 
array ' of statistical satellites into 
the nation’s bowl games on New 
Year’s Day.

Audited reports of tlie National 
Collegiate Athletic Bureau covering 
the 1945 season w'ere released Fri­
day by Homer P. Cooke Jr., direc­
tor, show'mg Fenimore to be the 
first player -ever to twice lead as 
the yardage producer.

Penimore failed to equal his 1944 
total of 1,758 yards combined rush­
ing and passing, but his 1,641 yards 
on 203 plays in eight games was 
v.'ell ahead of any other performer 
in the nation. Second was Harry 
Gilmer of Alabama who rolled up 
1.457 yards and third was Herman 
Wedemeyer of St. Mary’s with 
1,428. However, Gilmer played in 
nine games, Wedemeyer only eight.

Fenimore also annexed the 1945 
ball-carrying titl-'i with a total of 
1,048 yards net gain—the first time 
any lugger has gone above the 1,000- 
yard level since 1942 w'hen Rudolph 
Mobley of Hardin-Simmons carved 
out the all-time standard of 1,281. 
It akso w'as the first time any player 
Imd paced thè nation both in total 
off-nse and rusliing since Wliizzer 
White turned the trick in 1937.

of atomic and other ■weapons 
adaptable to mass destruction, and 
safeguards against violations and 
evasions of the control regulations.

For control of Japan, the Big 
Three foreign ministers agreed to 
e.stabllsh a four-power (U. S., Rus­
sia, Britain, China» council in 
Tokyo and an 11-nation Par East­
ern policy-making commission in 
Washington, lo replace tne pi-eseiit 
10-member advisoiy commission.

The advisory commission now is 
en route to Japan for an inspec­
tion trip.

Here in summary are the Byrnes- 
Bevin-Molotov decisions listed in 
lire other major divisions of the 
conununique:

Cliina—Tlie ministers agreed on 
the need for "a luiified and demo­
cratic China: under Chiang’s na­
tional government: s a i d  there
sliouid be "broad participation by 
democratic elements,” and an end 
to civil strife. Molotov and Byrnes 
agreed that Russian and American 
troops should be withdrawn “at 
the earliest practicable moment.”

Korea—A provisional democratic 
government will be established un­
der guidance of a Russian-American 
commission; a four-power trustee- 
shiii will be set up to function “up 
to five yeai's," when independence 
piesumably may be granted.

Romania — Russia now will join 
tliis country and Britain in giving 
King Michael the advice he assei. 
for August 21 on how to broaden 
his government so it could win 
recognition by London and Wash­
ington.

Bulgaria — Russia will ask Bul­
garia to bring two representatives 
of democratic groups into the nrov- 
isional government dominated by 
the Fatherland Fiont. Once this is 
done, the U. S. and Britain will 
grant recognition. Russia already 
has.

Peace Treaties— T̂he three powers 
will proceed with plans for conclud­
ing peace settlements with Italy, 
Romania, Bulgaria, Hmigary and 
Finland, along lines announced in 
a preliminary communique issued 
Christmas Day.
