Sports Is

At Texas A&M Shortcourse 4 . H  Program

Trends and ideas for com­
mercial and registered cattle 
raisers were presented during 
the annual Beef and Pasture 
Short Course held recently at 
Texas A&M University.

The short course was a part 
of the Texas Animal Agricul­
ture Conference sponsored by 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service.

Jim Theeck, manager of 
Mayfair Ranch, Brenham, and 
Rob Brown, rancher at 
Throckmorton, spoke from the 
cattle producers’ point of view 
about management practices 
to achieve heavier weaning 
weights, higher percent calf 
crops and better quality 
commercial and replacement 
heifers.

Theeck said Mayfair’s goal 
is a heifer calf that brings as 
much as steers at market or a 
premium price. To accomplish 
this, he said cattle in South 
Central Texas need half- 
Brahman blood. He said he 
prefers half-Brahman and half 
Hereford replacement heifers.

He breeds the replacement 
heifers to registered, perfor­
mance tested Santa Gertrudis 
bull$ which are raised as part 
of the registered cattle opera­
tion. This combination pro­
duces good club calves and, 
“ tremendous feeder heifers,” 
said Theeck.

To raise high quality, 
registered Santa Gertrudis 
bulls, Theeck said purebred 
heifers are culled at weaning 
time. He keeps only heifers 
with a “ feminine triangular 
look about them.”

At the base of his operation 
is bull selection, said Threek. 
“ All good cow herds are built 
on top bulls.” He said 
ranchers should evaluate cows 
with respect to their weak­
nesses and select bulls to 
correct the cows’ weak points. 
Each registered bull is per­
formance tested at Mayfair.

He said, “ Western areas 
and the southwest area of the 
country are in the driver’s seat 
as far as energy goes.” 
However, he said energy costs 
for cattle raisers in South 
Central Texas are high be­
cause improved pastures of 
the central region require 
more tractor work and fertil-

izer than grazing in West 
Texas.

Rob Brown ranches on 
60,000 acres and runs 2,000 
commercial and registered 
cattle in West Texas. He said 
the ’80s will see a slight 
reduction in frame size of 
cattle. “We’re reaching the 
outer limits of frame size in 
each breed, and we need to 
pull back just a little from the 
extremes.”

Brown said the extra large 
cattle are slower to mature 
sexually, and quality grade 
suffers because degree of 
muscle is traded for larger 
frame size. However, he did 
say that the ’70s emphasis on 
frame size through extensive 
exotic breeds’ influence and 
artificial insemination helped 
the ability of gattle to gain.

He said cattle in the '80s 
will need English, ear and 
exotic-referring to types of 
breeding needed for high-pro­
ducing, quality cattle. Here­

ford and Angus breeding adds 
total market acceptance to 
cattle. Brahman breeding 
gives "maximum hybrid vigor 
where we can get something 
for nothing” and increased 
calving ability. The exotic, or 
European breeds, add frame 
size, higher yield grade and 
better milkers to a herd.

Brown also emphasized the 
need for quality bulls. He said 
bulls that cause calving prob­
lems should be culled, and 
artificial insemintation is a 
must in a registered herd to be 
the best bulls. Brown AIs over 
80 percent of the cows on his 
ranch.

In addition to culling and 
AI, Brown said cattle raisers 
should know who their cus­
tomers are and select bulls 
that will sell to those custom­
ers. He said a key to remem­
ber is, “ It’s not how big they 
get, but how quick they get 
big.”

4-H’ers between the ages of 
12 and 16 wanting to sharpen 
their shooting skills can do so 
by taking part in a special 4-H 
shooting sports camp at 
Tarleton State University June 
23-27.

Arrangements have been 
made with the National Rifle 
Association to organize and 
conduct a special NRA Junior 
Olympic Training Program to 
train a selected number of 4-H 
members in rifle marksman­
ship and trap shooting, points 
out Don Steinbach, fisheries 
specialist for the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service and 
coordinator of the Texas 4-H 
shooting sports project.

Two top instructors will be 
working with 4-H members. 
Sixteen youth will be selected 
for rifle marksmanship and 15 
for trap shooting.

According to Steinbach, the 
camp will be designed to en­
courage participation in the 
4-H shooting sports project 
and to help beginning shoot­
ers learn to shoot properly, 
emphasizing sound basic 
shooting skills. Participants 
will be housed at Tarleton 
State University and training 
will take place on local 
shooting ranges.

Six volunteer 4-H shooting 
sports coaches will also be 
accepted to serve as assistant 
coaches and chaperones for 
4-H members. These coaches 
will receive special instruction 
on how to teach.

4-H members and leaders 
interested in the shooting 
sports camp should secure an 
application from their local 
county Extension office, sug­
gests Steinbach. Deadline for 
applying to the State 4-H 
Office in College Station in 
May 23.

Steinbach notes that this is 
an excellent opportunity for 
both youth and adults to 
learn shooting skills and to 
receive topnotch instruction 
from NRA officials.

move closer to a solution of the

I am a cosponsor of H.R. 
6725, the Animal Damage 
Control Act, which would 
make that intent on the part of 
Congress unquestionable.

Hearings on the bill, held 
April 16 in Washington, drew a 
wide range of testimony from 
producer groups and from 
what one of my colleagues call­
ed “ the marshalled generals” 

( • o f  the regulator agencies in­
volved: The U.S. Department 
of Agriculture, Department of 
Interior and its Fish and 
Wildlife Division, and the En­
vironmental Protection Agen­
cy.

It was interesting to note 
that support for continued 
research into chemical con­
trols, most notably Compound

# 1080 for use in the toxic collar 
for coyote control, was ex­
pressed by all of the agency 
representatives — except the 
Department of Interior. Even 
the head of the Fish and 
Wildlife Division of Interior 
has recommended continuing 
research, only to be overruled 
by Secretary Cecil Andrus. 
Andrus’ decision can only be 
described as a triumph of 
“ politics” over scientific data, 

f t '  since the reasons he has given 
for halting 1080 research relate 
primarily to its unpopularity 
among environmentalists.

In my testimony before that 
hearing, I pointed out that one 
of the biggest losses to our 
state is an economic loss that 
can never be accurately

calculated: The loss of a poten­
tial fiber industry to other 
areas not currently involved in 
sheep and goat production 
because of high predator 
populations.

I VOTED AGAINST

passage of the Central Idaho 
Wilderness Act April 16, feel­
ing that a state that is made up 
of 64 percent Federally-con­
trolled land doesn’t need the 
additional burden of 2.2 
million acres of that land put 
into heavily-restricted 
Wilderness Designation.

Classifying an area as a 
wilderness area makes that 
land virtually inaccessible to 
the majority of citizens. I had 
supported an unsuccessful 
amendment which would have 
cut the wilderness acreage from 
2.2 million to 1.4 million acres 
and would allow multiple use 
management, such as road­
building, timber and mining 
activities on some of the land.

The bill, as passed, will 
hurt the economy of the entire 
nation by limiting domestic 
supplies of timber, minerals 
and oil, adding to the inflation 
rate.

While I concur with the 
principal idea of leaving areas 
of our country in their wild and 
natural state for the enjoyment 
of future generations, some 
common sense has to be used 
in making these designations. 
Multiple use management does 
not mean the indiscriminate 
destruction of the land that 
many would have us to believe.

I would point out, in both 
of these issues, most land- 
owners and landusers were the 
very first “ environmentalists,” 
a fact that is often forgotten by 
today’s young liberals.

With pork an excep­
tionally good buy right 
now, why not launch the 
warm weather season with a 
“ pork-b-cue.” Whether it’s 
country ribs, smoky loin of 
pork, simmering sausages, or 
ham, the flavor and juiciness 
of pork cooked over the 
coals is irresistible.

For best results when bar­
becuing, follow these tips 
from the Barbecue Industry 
Association :

• A kettle, square-covered 
cooker or smoker retain 
heat better on slightly 
cooler days. The closed lid 
will also help that hearty 
charcoal flavor permeate the 
meat.

• When grilling pork over 
the coals, use a lower tem ­
perature to keep meat 
juicier. To catch the juices 
for gravy, place an alumi­
num foil drip pan under the 
pork.

• Using a rib rack or 
“corn ‘n ’ ta to r” rack in­
creases cooking space by 
50% so you can charcoal the 
whole meal.

According to testimony, one 
of the burglars convinced the 
officers that he was the owner 
of the house and was taking 
what was rightfully his after a 
bitter divorce. When the real 
homeowners returned later to 
find their belongings gone, 
they were soon met by a group 
of red-faced constables.

Every weekend for most of the year, thousands of 
Teians hitch up their motor boats and head for the lake or 
the beach for a pleasant day of skiing, fishing or just 
soaking in the sun.

But in a future fuel shortage, these boaters could be 
jingled out by this Administration for punitive action. In its 
standby conservation measures, written under authority of 
the Emergency Energy Conservation Act of 1979, the 
Department of Energy has included a ban on weekend 
operation of private recreational motor boats.

Even if the proposed rule is adopted, the restrictions 
couldn't be put into effect unless a specified level of fuel 
shortage occurred, AND the President determined the state 
in question wasn’t conserving enough through its own 
measures. However, I agree with the hundreds of Texans 
who have gotten in touch with me to say they don’t think the 
rule should be on the books at all.

* The Department of Energy predicts that the 
regulation, if put into effect, would reduce demand for 
motor fuel by about 1 percent if boating were banned for 
the entire weekend. That is scarcely more than a drop in the 
gasoline pump. For that reason alone, the proposed ban is 
shown to be merely another example of the politics of 
gesture that has characterized this Administration's energy 
policy.

Yet more disturbing is the way the contingency rule 
singles out one recreational pursuit, and does it in such a 

<way that Texas will be particularly hard hit.
What about snowmobiles? They use gasoline, too.
Many Texans live too far away from water to take their 

boats out during weekday evenings, so the proposed ban 
would have the effect of making their boats useless and 
depriving them of their favorite way to relax.

Working people who can’t take off during the week 
would suffer under the ban, while people with flexible 
schedules -- or those willing to feign illness for a day off 
during the week -- could continue to pursue their hobby.

What the rule seems to ignore is the obvious: If there is 
((.a severe shortage of fuel, people may not have enough 

gasoline to get to the lake at all. It is pointless and unfair to 
make a day’s boating still more difficult by imposing 
artificial and punitive restrictions on top of the 
transportation problem that would already exist in a severe 
gasoline shortage.

And the most frustrating aspect of the whole situation 
is that Congress has no formal role in approving or 
disapproving even capricious plans such as the boating ban 
that the President proposes.

I voted against the Emergency Energy Conservation 
f'Act in part for that very reason. The President has far too 

much power and discretion to device, and then order into 
effect, his conservation plan.

I will nevertheless do everything in my power to prevent 
implementation of the weekend boating plan.

Present Vegetable Oil Processing 
May Need Future Modification

By Robert L. Haney

The downgrading of na­
tural fats and praise of hy­
drogenated fats used in so 
many of our cooking oils, 
salad oils, shortenings, mar­
garines, etc, may be unjusti­
fied, according to Dr. Randall 
Wood, professor of biochem­
istry at Texas A&M Universi­
ty-

The processing usually in­
volves partial hydrogenation- 
the addition of hydrogen to 
some of the unsaturated fatty 
acids—which reduces rancidi­
ty and gives the desired firm­
ness to shortenings and mar­
garines.

“Unfortunately, partial 
hydrogenation produces more 
than a dozen unnatural unsat­
urated fatty acids in relative­
ly large amounts,” Wood 
says.

“These fatty acids are ‘un­
natural’ because the positions 
of unsaturation are rarely 
found in unsaturated fatty 
acids of natural fats and oils.

“Our knowledge of how 
the body uses these unnatur­
al fatty acid isomers is rather 
limited despite the fact that 
these compounds are pro­
duced during the processing 
of most fats and oils and are 
consumed daily by most 
Americans.”

M agazine Models Not ‘Real People’

these unnatural unsaturated 
fatty acids found in a large 
number of foods are nutri­
tious and safe for consump­
tion, and how the body han­
dles them is a part of the re­
search being done in the 
Lipid Research Laboratory at 
Texas A&M by Wood and his 
colleagues.

Some startling results have 
been produced with mixtures 
of the unnatural fatty acids 
added to the diet of labora­
tory animals.

Some of the trans unsatur­
ated fatty acids were exclud­
ed from some of the lipid 
classes of the body while 
others were used. One of the 
major cis isomers was exclud­
ed completely from all types 
of body lipids.

While Wood thinks it is 
interesting that the body is 
selective toward the fatty 
acids that it uses, he is more 
concerned about some of 
their other results.

Of particular concern is 
the apparent accumulation of 
some of the unnatural fatty 
acids. The accumulation sug­
gests that the body’s enzymes 
prefer not to use or replace 
these fatty acids as fast as 
natural occurring acids.

Continued accumulation 
could finally reach levels in 
membranes (barriers between 
cells and structures within 
cells) so that the cells could 
no longer function normally.

Work has been carried out 
with mixtures of these fatty 
acids but soon will involve 
using the individual isomers 
prepared synthetically.

A large number of the un­
natural unsaturated fatty a- 
cids have been prepared in 
pure form by Dr. Mogish Ah­
mad. Feeding studies with 
these are expected to give a 
clearer picture of what effect 
the individual isomers have 
on cells and how cells utilize 
them.

“The public is so con­
fused by the numerous re­
commendations of the types 
of fats they should have in 
their diet they don’t know 
what to believe,” Wood says, 
“but this has resulted largely 
from recommendations being 
made on incomplete data.

“I personally believe that 
the recommendation to re­
duce saturated fat (natural 
fatty acids) in the diet is 
unwise because people will 
use more margarines and pro­
cessed oils that contain more 
than a dozen of these unna­
tural fatty acids.

“ If I have to make a 
choice, I’ll go with the natur­
al fat. But at the present 
time our results are prelimi­
nary and until we have a lot 
more data we’re not recom­
mending anyone change his 
eating habits.

“We do want to determine 
whether the fatty acids pro­
duced during the partial hy­
drogenation of fats and oils 
are safe. If they are, the data 
will support it but if they’re 
not, let’s remove them from 
the American diet.

"The industry presently 
lias the technology to pro­
duce the same quality pro­
ducts containing only natural 
fatty acids without any addi­
tional increase in cost of the 
product," Wood concluded.

“Eating a variety of 
foods” is the first of 
seven recommendations 

a new dietary  guide 
just released by the U.S. 
D e p artm en t of A gri­
cu ltu re  and  the U.S. 
D epartm ent of Health, 
Education and W elfare, 
says M rs. Taylor.

One way to assure 
variety and with it a 
well-balanced diet, is to 

jp e lec t foods each day 
V xrom each of the several 

major food groups.
Fruits and vegetables 

a re  excellent sources of 
vitamins, especially vita­
mins C and A. Whole 
g r a in  a n d  e n r ic h e d  
b re a d s , c e re a ls , and  
grain  products provide 
B-vitam ins, iron , and  

M eats, poultry,

fa t,  iro n  an d  o th e r  
m inerals, as well as 
s e v e ra l  v itam in s, in ­
cluding th iam ine and 
vitamin B\2- Dairy pro­
d u c ts  su ch  a s  milk, 
cheese and yogurt are 
m a jo r  s o u r c e s  of 
calcium.

Legumes (dry peas and 
beans)such  as soybeans, 
p in to  b e a n s , k idney  
beans, lima beans, and 
black-eyed peas a re  good 
v eg e tab le  so u rces  of 
proteins.

Another recommenda­
tion in the new dietary 
guide is that Americans 
in general should reduce 
their intake of saturated  
fat because it increases 
th e  p r o d u c t io n  of 
cholesterol. Cholesterol 
clogs up the arte ries and 
leads to atherosclerosis.

Foods high in animal 
fa ts  in c lu d e  c re a m , 
cheese, egg yolks, whole 
milk, butter, shortenings, 
and organ m eats (such as 
liver). “The recommen­
dations a re  not m eant to 
prohibit you from eating 
any specific foods, unless 
you have an  identified 
cholesterol problem, ’ ’ ex­
p la in ed  M rs. T aylor. 
"The recommendations 
call for moderation. If 
you like eggs, or if you

w ant a tall glass of whole 
milk, go ahead and have 
them. But then you need 
to modify the consump­
tion of other fa ts .”

Mrs. Taylor said one 
way to do this would be to ‘ 
choose fish, chicken, 
turkey, dry beans and 
peas as your protein 
sources instead of beef 
and pork which have a lot 
of marbled fat in them.

M aintaining your ideal 
body weight is also in­
fluenced by diet. If you 
are  too fat, your chances 
of developing diabetes, 
high blood pressure, and 
a h eart attack or stroke 
a re  increased.

“A pound of body fat

contains 3500 calories,” 
Mrs. Taylor said. “To 
lose one pound of fat, you 
need to burn 3500 more 
calories than you con­
sume. If you burn 500 
calories more a day than 
you consume, you will 
lose one pound of fat 
a week.”

Mrs. Taylor said the 
average American diet is 
relatively low in fiber. 
Eating more foods high in 
fiber tends to reduce 
problems of the digestive 
trac t, including constipa­
tion. To make sure you 
get enough fiber in your 
diet, eat whole grain
b re a d s  an d  c e re a ls .

These items 
include soy sauce, steak 
sauce, garlic salt, cured 
m eats, pickled foods, 
cheeses, and of course 
snack items like pretzels, 
p o p co rn  an d  p o ta to  
chips.

"The canning process 
for vegetables includes 
the addition of sa lt,” she 
sa id . “ So w hen you 
p repare  your vegetables 
fresh, you have better 
control over the amount

of salt in your food."
Mrs. Taylor advises 

that if you drink alcohol, 
do so in moderation. Even 
m oderate drinkers may 
need to drink less if they 
wish to achieve ideal 
weight. On the other 
hand, heavy d rinkers 
may lose their appetites 
for foods co n ta in in g  
essential nutrients.

Vitamin and m ineral 
deficiencies occur com­
monly in heavy drinkers. 
This is because of poor in­
take, and also because 
alcohol alters the absorp­
tion and use of some 
essential nutrients.

Some 1979 Vet Benefits 
May Have Been Too High

Many veterans and widows 
of veterans are now learning 
that they were paid larger dis­
ability or death pension bene­
fits in 1979 than they were 
actually entitled to receive. 
These pension benefits, ac­
cording to C.H. Herren, 
Veterans Service Officer for 
Haskell County, are paid by 
the Veterans Administration 
to eligible wartime veterans 
and to the unremarried 
spouses of such veterans.

Most cases involving the 
overpayments are occurring 
where a veteran or widow 
elected to change from an old 
pension to the new one which 
went into effect January 1, 
1979. Under the old pension 
laws administered by the 
Veterans Administration, cer­

tain types of income were not 
counted, and there were cer­
tain percentages of some 
income which were disre­
garded. Under the new pen­
sion law, provided by Public 
Law 95-588, practically all 
types of income are counted 
when determining pension 
eligibility. In addition, the 
new law calls for “ family 
income,” where previous laws 
referred to the countable 
income of the individual 
veteran or widow.

Under the new pension law, 
it is important that claimants 
keep the VA advised of any 
change in their income. This 
applies to all types of income 
with the exception of Social 
Security. Under the new law, 
VA pension benefits are

geared to the current cost of 
living index, and when Social 
Security payments are in­
creased on June 1 each year, 
the VA benefits are also 
increased. Thus, the VA 
knows when Social Security 
benefits are increased, so a 
claimant is not required to 
advise the VA of this parti­
cular change in the income 
picture. Since all other types 
of income are counted by the 
VA, with the exception of 
Supplemental Security Income 
(SSI), it is the claimant’s 
responsibility to notify the VA 
when income is increased. 
Under the law, the necessary 
change in payment rates of VA 
pension must be taken on the 
first day of the month 
following the date in which the 
income was increased. Thus, 
if the VA is not notified 
immediately, an overpayment 
will be created in the VA 
pension account, and future 
benefits will be withheld until 
the account is cleared. All new 
pension law recipients should 
be certain to notify the VA 
immediately when their in­
come is increased for any 
reason other than for the 
Social Security increase. Early 
notification will prevent an 
overpayment and interruption 
of VA benefits.

USDA Soil Conservation Service

Conservation Viewpoints
Soil is an essential link to 

America’s agricultural abun­
dance. Without it, our 
strength as a nation would be 
seriously weakened.

Because of an excellent 
world demand for American 
grains, there is no set-aside or 
diversion program for wheat 
or feed grains in the coming 
year.

This can be good news or 
bad news, depending upon 
whether farmers yield to the 
temptation to bring more 
marginal lands into produc­
tion. If marginal lands are 
planted, years of essential soil 
conservation work and hun­
dreds of millions of dollars 
invested in soil saving prac­
tices will have been wasted.

The last time this happened 
was in 1973 when farmers 
plowed up 9 million acres of 
marginal land. The bitter re­
sult: 60 million tons of soil 
eroded from these 9 million 
acres alone.

The most serious erosion 
occurs on only a fraction of all 
cropland throughout the 
United States. For example, 
on 23 million acres of good 
cropland in the heart of the 
Corn Belt, soil erodes at an 
average annual rate of less 
than 7 tons per acre. In the 
same area on 1.5 million acres 
of marginal cropland, soil 
erodes at the alarming rate of 
23 tons per acre each 
year-more than three times 
faster.

As a farmer, you know that 
not all cropland can be pro­
tected adequately from ero­
sion. Some soils are so steep 
that even terraces cannot 
prevent dangerously high soil 
losses. Some soils erode easily 
because of their texture; 
others are subjected to fre­
quent or intense rainfall. 
Some soils are so fragile that 
the slightest breeze billows 
them into clouds of dust.

It can take generations to

replace the topsoil lost from 
one farm after one year of 
all-out production.

Foreigners Own 
Of Texas Farm,

AUSTIN—Foreigners own 
less than one percent (.38 
percent) of Texas agricultural 
¡and. according to the latest 
compiled figures. Agriculture 
Commissioner Reagan V. 
Brown has reported.

"The total acreage on 
reports sent to us by the 
USDA since last August is 
527,719 acres,” Brown said. 
“That is still a minimal 
portion of the 139.7 million 
acres of farm land in Texas.”

The county with the largest 
acreage owned by foreigners 
is Hidalgo. The total is 
106,256 acres. Investors in 
citrus groves account for a 
substantial amount of the 
foreign ownership there. 
Many of the older ranches 
which may have some family 
members still living in Mexico 
are listed as being foreign 
owned.

Next are Presidio County 
with 77,270 acres, Bowie 
County with 25,890acres.and 
Pecos County with 23,920.

Brown commended the 
House Agriculture and 
Livestock Committee for 
scheduling hearings on 
foreign ownership this spring.
“ I believe that we need to 
know what our own citizens 
think about such investments 
and what effect these 
purchases are having on local 
land values.”

He cautioned that the total 
acreage may be misleading 
because of the law governing 
the reporting of foreign 
ownership. “If only 5 percent 
of the property is in the name 
of a foreigner, the entire 
acreage must be reported. In 
these cases, 95 percent of the 
income is staying here in the 
state.

“Another problem in the 
system is the lack of a report 
when the foreigner sells the 
property to an American 
citizen. This situation could

HARLINGEN—There are 

palm trees by the thousands 
in the Rio Grande valley.

Visitors who travel here 
from the north for the first 
time are amazed by the 
majestic columns of trees 
which line the roads, 
stretching onward for miles 
and miles.

There are at least 15 vari­
eties in the little town of 
San Juan, on the Texas- 
Mexico border, according to 
Mac Medrano, writing in 
the Sand Dollar Watch, pub­
lished here in Harlingen.

“ They range in height 
from four feet to more than 
70,” he says. “Palm trees 
border parks, roads, streets 
and lakes and are a source 
of delight to visitors and 
home folks alike.”

The tallest is the royal 
palm, of which the Rio 
Grande Valley has a few. 
Next in height is a variety 
fairly plentiful, the Wash- 
ingtonia robusta, dating 
back hereabouts to 1912.

There are two ornamental 
date palms, including the 
Phoenix from the Canary 
Islands.

Others, Medrano reports, 
include the sago palm, a na­
tive of Java, growing to 
about 19 feet in height, and 
the palmetto palm, which 
produces an attractive blos­
som. It is distinguished by
its crooked trunk  and 
ranges between 15 and 35 
feet tall. One of the smaller 
varieties, the Erythis Ara- 
mata, has small, pale blue 
leaves.

T herefore, 
most examinees take six hours 
to complete the test battery.

Persons eligible for testing 
must:

•be a resident of Texas or a 
member of the Armed Forces 
stationed in Texas;

•be at least 17 years of age 
and officially withdrawn from

school for one calendar year. 
Applicants who have attained 
their 17th birthday and will 
enter the Armed Forces may 
test immediately after with­
drawing from school.

To receive a certificate of 
high school equivalency, the 
examinee must:

•complete the examination 
with a minimum standard  
score of 40 on each of the five 
tests OR an average standard 
score of 45 on all five test.

•have attained at least the ir’ 
17th birthday prior to date of 
testing and be out of school for 
one calendar year.

The GED Program provides 
a means for determining the 
educational level of adults who 
have not completed a formal 
high school education . A 
certificate of high school equi­
valency will be issued  to 
adults who successfully com­
plete the GED examination. 
This verifies that the holder 
has demonstrated a level of 
competence on the examina­
tion which is equivalent to that 
of a high school senior.
