One thousand Filipino prison­

The 
letter has just been mentioned by 
his father, Rev. W. H. Wai- 
ker, a special instructor at the 
Gordon Missionary Training 
School in this city.

Trivate Walker is a veteran of 
the Spanish war. He is 24 vears 
of age and is well known here 
lor probity and veracity. Rev. 
Dr. Walker said to-day: “ My
boy was wounded in the engage­
ment which occurred at Grosin. 
The insurgents were taken by 
surprise, and 300. ot them were 
killed and 1,000 taken prisoners.
