NEEDED HY RED CROSS

St Louis, Oct. 2!£.—Henry P. Davi­
son of New York, chairman of the 
War Council of the American Red 
Cross, said heer today that the $100,- 
000,000 raised for the fieri Cross last 
summer would not last longer than 
the early spring of 1913, and that the 
people should be prepared to make1 
another large contribution within a 
few months.

Mr. Davidson said that as a result 
of the campaign of last summer $74, ' 
000,000 had been paid into the Red 
Cross treasury and it was expected 
that additional collections would bring 
the total to $101jMO,000.

“ Of every dollar contributed to th- 
R--d Cross,” he said, “ every dollar ami 
a little more goes to relief work. Th-- 
‘little more’ is interest earned on th< 
funds.

“ Not one cent goes toward the ex- 
pen-es of the organisation, this tieing 
provided for by volunteers, workers 
and private arrangements.”

Mr. Davidson said that since the 
war began the membership of the Red

Cross had increased from 200,000 to 
f>;000,000; and the number of chapters 
from 200 to 27,0<*0. It is hoped in a 
great Christmas drive, he said, to in­
crease the membership to 20,000,000.
