It will be vjp to the 38th Le f islature 
in January, 1923, to submit a consti­
tutional amendment to conform to the 
Federal act fnd  it must be adopted, 
says Windrow, otherwise Texas will 
lose Federal aid after the expiration 
of the three years from November! J 
21st, 1921. '

Last Saturday night, the Knicker­
bocker Theater roof in Washington 
City collapsed, crushing about 500 
people, killing over 100 and injuring 
most of the remainder of the audince, 
as a result of snow on the roof.

There was an unprecedented heavy 
snow, which was still falling, and that 
with the extreme cold kept many 
away from the theater, which was 
usualy crowded at each performance, 
as it is in one of the thickly populated 
residence sections of that city.

The rescue ot the pinioned people 
was difficult, because of the network 
of steel and iron girders and concrete 
composing the roof. The fire depart­
ment, marines, soldiers and police 
force worked faithfully and heroically 
in the rescue work. General Pershing 
was directing part of the aid.

The United States Senate is going 
to require an investigation as to the 
buildings erected in Washington dur­
ing war times, as this Knickerbocker 
was one constructed at that time, and 
was supposed to be a solid and safe 
structure.

It is one of the worst catastrophes 
that has happened in some time and 
cast great gloom over Washington as 
well as the country. All social fes­
tivities were postponed in that city.

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PAPAL MOURNING

By order of Bishop DrosBaerts, 
special prayers were said daily after 
mass for the deceased pontiff, Bene­
dict XV, aftfer his demise until the 
time of his solemn funeral. For 
thirty days a memento will be in­
cluded in the holy sacrifice. After 
the morning, noon and evening 
Angelus, the Convent bell was tolled 
for the recitation of the psalm, “ De 
Profundis,” for the White Shepherd 
of Christendom, who was St. Peter’s 
260th successor in the divinely created 
office. Of the first thirty popes to 
succeed St. Peter, twenty-nine were 
crowned with martyrdom in defend­
ing Christianity against paganism.

At Notre Dame the flag was flown 
at half mast while the body of the 
Holy Father rested in state in St. 
Peter’s Basilica. Although Benedict 
lived in one of the most turbulent 
decades in history, still he was such a 
successful and influential peace­
maker that fifteen additional nations 
established official diplomatic rela­
tions with Rome of their own voli­
tion, knowing full well what signifi­
cant advantages would accrue to them 
from such a political status.

Father Kemper knew Pope Bene­
dict when he was Monsignor Giacco- 
mo della Chiesa, under-secretary to 
Cardinal Merry Del Val. The latter 
was then Secretary of State in Pope 
Pious’ pontificate, and frequently 
came to the American College to play 
tennis with our boys, or else invited 
them to play the national game of 
base ball in his own villa.

Cardinal Merry Del Val is a prob­
able candidate for the chair of Peter. 
Another one whose name is frequently 
broached in this connection is Cardi­
nal Laurenti, who was Father Kem­
per’s teacher in metaphysics at the 
Propaganda University.

Once the Conclave starts, the 
doubly locked and sealed doors of this 
walled enclosure will not be opened 
until the next pope is chosen. The 
only exception is for the entrance of 
a foreign Cardinal who could not ar­
rive sooner. Each Cardinal is per­
mitted a secretary and a valet. 
Cardinal O'Connell sailed on the 
"Presidente Wilson” Tuesday of last 
week with his secretary, Rev. Dr- 
Richard Haberlin, who was a class­
mate of Father Kemper’s. After the 
conclave Cardinal O’Connell will re­
main at the American College, of 
which he was a former rector and 
which is now supervised by Monsignor 
Burke, another class-mate of Rev. Dr« 
Kemper.

Candlemas-day
Thursday, the opening of the Con­

clave, is the feast of the Purification 
of the Blessed Virgin, also known as 
Candlemas-day, because on this oc­
casion the wax candles are blessed 
that will be used in liturgical services 
during the year. The impressive cere­
mony will be held in the Convent 
chapel at 7:16 a. m. During this 
High Mass another adult convert will 
receive her First Holy Communion. 
Her baptism will take place the pre­
vious evening.

Another High Mass will be sung 
on Friday, with the customary devo­
tions in honor of the Sacred Heart. 
After Benediction of the Bl. Sacra­
ment, the blessing of St. Blase will 
be given. This pious practice of 
blessing the throat dates back to the 
Third Century when the Catholic 
Bishop, St.* Blase, was led to his 
martyrdom and performed miraculous 
cures.

On Tuesday morning a Requiem 
Mass will be read in the Convent 
chapel for the repose of the soul of 
Pope Benedict XV.

Because of the crowded program, 
no church functions will be held this 
week in the Mexican chapel.

RIDICULING PROHIBITION

Dearborn Independent: Evidence 
abounds on all sides that the Ameri­
can people have been made the vic­
tims of a country-wide system of 
propaganda in favor o f the outlawed 
liquor traffic. This propaganda has 
taken the form of ridiculing prohibi­
tion—that is to say, ridiculing the 
Constitution and the laws of the 
United States.

We are an easy-going people and 
especially susceptible to the species 
of humor which consists of efaggera- 
tion. Our risibilities are stirred es- 
peuuiy by the newspaper cartoon, or 

theater and film joke, or the sly 
allusion which in some sort demon­
strates fc>w well we have gotten rid 
of the bump of reverence. In es­
sence, there is much wholesome com­
mon sense in the democratic instinct 
which is not deterred by ancient tra­
dition or convention from laughing at 
pretense or stupidity in high places. 
Not even a Senator iswafe from the 
shafts of our satire or caricature.

But the sort o f “humor”  exploited 
by the “wet” propagandists just now 
is not American. There is nothing 
spontaneous or good humored about 
it. Its artificiality and premedita­
tion are obvious and give it a false 
and hollow ring. There is .something 
sordid in its mockery—a suggestion 
of the laughing-jackass or the hyena. 
And that sort of a campaign is very 
likely to overshoot the mark and 
prove a boomerang. In the oft-re­
lated story of Congressman Tim 
Murphy’s telling President Cleveland 
that “ a little thing like the Constitu­
tion should not stand betwixt friends,” 
it is Tim’s notion we laugh at, not the 
Constitution.

The present propaganda of ridicule 
is based on a fundamental misconcep­
tion of American mentality. It is as 
if our laughing at Artemus Ward’s 
daclaration of his readiness to sac­
rifice all his wife’s relations on the 
altar of hie country should be in­
terpreted as proof that we harbored 
murder in our hearts against our own 
mothers-in-law.

“ Whether prohibition can be made 
to work,” says Bishop Lawrence of 
Massachusetts, “ depends largely on 
the support of public sentiment.” The 
gtxft bishop may rest assured that, 
the American people .being sound at 
the core, stand ready to listen to the 
appeal from Philip drunk to Philip 
sober. A reaction toward stern real­
ity is already apparent in refusal to 
nee any cause for mirthfulness in 
wholesale murder or in the deliberate 
attempt of an alien element to bring 
our laws and our Nation into con­
tempt. A New York daily may fea­
ture under first-page headlines a 
cable dispatch, “ Our ‘Dry’ New Year 
a Joke for London: American Brand 
of Prohibition Gets Huge Laugh” ; but 
clear • thinking and right • minded 
Americans understand very well that 
it is the fault of the contemners, and 
not of the friends of prohibition, if 
our country is made a laughing stock 
abroad. They will hardly thank the 
“ wets” for bringing this reproach 
upon American institutions.

The cold horror of the whole thing 
is being brought home to all of us, 
day by day, incidents *of which the 
folowing is typical: On the morning 
of New Year’s* Day, a bright and 
popular 17-year-old youth in Ann 
Arbor, Michigan, was found lying 
dead in an automobile left standing 
before his parents’ home. He had 
gone out with several companions the 
evening before to celebrate the com­
ing in of the New Year. They in­
dulged in “ moonshine” whiskey and 
when they returned, this boy told his 
companions to let him “ sleep it off in 
the car,”  as he did not want his par­
ents to se him in an intoxicated con­
dition. An autopsy showed that he 
had drunk more than a pint of a 
poisonous decoction called “whiskey’’ 
and containing a high percentage of 
wood alcohol. The man who supplied 
the poison is held on a charge of man­
slaughter; but his punishment will not 
restore the young and promising life 
nor lift the gloom and grief cast by 
the tragedy on the home of his father 
and mother and on the entire neigh­
borhood. This is not funny!

FRESH GARBAGE SAVES COST
If Carefully Selected and Kept Free 

of Broken Glees and Tin 30 Per 
Cent Saving Made.

A practical manner of reducing the 
production costs of market eggs con­
sists In feeding fresh garbage placed 
before the flock as soon as gtosslble 
after it has been rejected from the 
table. Used Judiciously it will reduce 
the cost of egg and meat production 
from 25 to 80 per cent. The garbage 
must be fresh and free from all fer­
mentation and sourness. The intrinsic 
value of garbage aa a poultry feed la 
due to the fact that It provides a 
varied ration which fits all the needs 
and requirements of the flock.

One explanation o f why the small 
flock owner, with his backyard bevy 
of hens, secure* heavy production of

eggs, hinges around the fact that he 
emphasises the use of table scraps In 
the rat^n. Similar results obtain 
where large commercial flocks are 
given aecesji to dally allowances of 
sanitary, well-adected and palatable 
garbage. Although the character of 
garbage varies throughout the year, 
due to the fact that more succulent 
vegetables and fruits are used during 
the Bummer, this refuse la also a val­
uable substitute for costly grains and- 
concentrates In the hen menu.

Unfortunate results which In aoine 
Instances have followed the use of 
garbage are due to feeding a mixture 
of table scraps that was not carefully 
selected. Hens like fresh garbage, but 
are not able to digest scraps of tin, 
phonograph needles and similar for­
eign material. Unless auch substances 
are separated from the garbage, dis­
astrous results Invariably follow and 
the poultryman soon abandons gar­
bage feeding and condemns jt aa un­
satisfactory. The Department of Ag­
riculture recommends that fresh gar­
bage be run through a meat or vege­
table chopper, and mixed with a little 
ground feed before It la fed to the 
fowls.

As much of the tahls refuse should 
be fed as the flock will clean up with 
a relish In the course of an hour. All 
feed which the birds reject should be 
removed from the feeding pena or 
yards as soon as possible thereafter. 
Otherwise, it sours and contaminate* 
the premises and, subsequently, If the 
fowls eat It It Invariablly causes di­
gestive troubles.

Where garbage Is fed. It Is also pre­
requisite to provide a light ration of 
grain twice daily, as well aa to supply 
dry mash In a hopper before the flock. 
Aa a rule table scraps are rich In pro­
tein and only occasionally Is It neces­
sary to supplement the mash with ap­
proximately 5 per cent of meat meal. 
During the summer garbage decom­
poses and ferments quickly and It 
must be fed before It reaches this 
stage. The feeding of garbage Is fa­
vored during cold weather because In 
the winter the refuse keeps better. 
Suburban flock-owners may often se­
cure the garbage from neighboring 
families who do not keep hens. This 
source of feed may be ao plentiful that 
the flock-owner can expand hla hen­
keeping operations and even afford to 
pay a small amount for the garbage.

Experiments In feeding garbage at 
the government experiment farm at 
Beltsvllle. Md . Indicate that ten hena 
will consume about one quart o f gar­
bage dally. A suitable dry mesh as a 
supplement to this garbage consists 
of three parts by weight of cornmeal. 
one part of bran, one part of mid­
dlings and 5 per cent of meat scraps. 
This mash Is kept before the fowls all 
the time. If the table scraps contain 
much fruit and vegetable peelings, 
more mash should be added, while If 
the garbage conslete chiefly of potato 
peelings, bread and meat less mash 
should be used. Care should be exer­
cised to drain off soapy water or ex­
cess liquid from the garbage.

Many Turk*ya Art Prepared on th* 
Farm for Market.

In such eases practically all the 
turkey raiser* sell to these dealers, 
who often send buyer* out Into tbe 
country to gather up a ilrove of several 
hundred bird* by stopping at each 
farm a* they pass, weighing whatever 
turkeys the farmer may have to sell, 
and adding them to those already col- 
leeted.

Turkeys to he killed and dressed on 
the farm should first he deprived of 
feed for 24 hours, hut given plenty of 
fresh, clean water In order to dean 
the crop and Intestines of sll feed 
When ready to kill, the bird should be 
hung up by the feed,; holding the bird 
In' one bend, a sharp, narrow-bladed 
knife is used to sever the vein* In the 
throat by making a small cut Inside 
the mouth on the right side of the 
throat, at the base of tlee skull. After 
making this cut and bleeding begins, 
the knife I* thrust up through the 
groove in the roof of the mouth and 
Into the brain at the hack part of the 
skull. The Ultd gives a peculiar 
squawk, the feather* are loo**>ned by 
a quivering of the muscle*, and death 
Is Instantaneous.

In dry-pk-king. the feather* should 
he plucked Immediately, and If the 
bird ha* been properly stuck they 
come out very ea*lly. The tall and 
large wing feather* are removed first, 
after which the body feather* arc 
pulled nut. When the turkey* are to 
he marketed locally or are to he 
•hipped hut a short distance, they are 
cooled to a temperature of about 3.1 
degrees Fahrenheit by hanging in the 
open air, provided the weather Is cold 
enough, otherwise they are plunged 
Into Ire water and kept there until 
thoroughly cooled.

After cooling they are parked un­
drawn In boxes or barrel*. It I* In­
advisable for the producer without 
proper^ refrigerating facilities to ship 
dressed turkeys, a* losses from Im­
proper cooling and from their being 
exposed to warm weather during tran­
sit are liable to occur. Aside from 
this It Is seldom profitable to ship tur­
key* any great distance except In car­
load lots; when this I* done the tur­
keys ore cooled to 32 degrees Fahren­
heit. packed In boxes or barrels, and 
•hipped In refrigerator cars.
