Willie Williams, Bovina 
weatherman, reported that .85 
inches is the total moisture re-
ceived here during June. 

The present wet season fol-
lowed a severe drought which 
started last fall and continued 
through the winter and spring.

Information concerning plans 
for a municipal swimming pool 
has been scarce as hen's teeth 
of late. 

Several weeks ago, published 
in The Blade was a question-
naire ran for two weeks.

And tasted better than eith-
er. 

We're planning to make Ver-
non Estes aware that there's a 
sourdough biscuit "start" 
available locally this year. Ver-
non is, you know, in charge of 
the Bull Town Days breakfast. 
And that's a great occasion for 
serving sourdough biscuits. 

If Vernan serves biscuits as 
good as the sample we had, 
he'll have his BTD customers 
coming back for more.

In a recent letter to friends, Mr. and Mrs. Herman Es-
tes, he expressed some of his feelings and observations 
about the Vietnam war. 

Following are parts of his letter, which the Esteses felt 
would be of interest to Jerry's other friends and ac-
quaintances here: 

"At the present time, we are at a place which is desig-
nated as Yankee Station, the location of the aircraft car-
riers. It is far enough out from land that it is not very 
dangerous. 

"The other day we were shelling, conducting shore bomb-
ardments. The fireworks really got to going before the VC 
finally got tired of it.Theygot a direct hit on us, just enough 
of a hit to make a believer of me. It's not a good feeling. 

"A personal opinion of mine is that the people in the United 
States who are burning draft cards, demonstrating, saying 
get out of Vietnam, etc. should have their heads examined. 
This country of Vietnam might not mean much to them, but 
to me it means a lot although I've never stepped foot on it. 
Since the first American life (was lost), it's been worth it. 

'I gripe while here doing my job, being away from Eiko 
and the kids, but I'll stay, not because the Navy requires 
me to, not because I'm a hero in that sense I'm certainly 
not; but I'll stay because in my job I've typed too many 
condolence letters, for the Admiral's signature, going to the 
next of kin of persons who believe in our form of govern-
ment. 

"In my heart, I believe we will stop the Communists 
in this one, but since I have two boys now, I want it to be 
the last one."

Why would anyone say that when Jesus 
said, "Ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you 
free"? To know what He meant by "The Truth" read John 
17:17, "Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth." 
If a man believes something that is not in the Bible, he does 
not believe the truth. Do you say, "But if one is honestly 
misled, he is not responsible?" Paul shows, in Acts 17:30, 
that God does not overlook our ignorance, and Jesus said, 
in John 15:22, "If I had not come and spoken unto them, 
they had not had sin: but now they have no cloak for their 
sin." Being honest in what we believe is good and neces-
sary, yet honesty alone will not save: Proverbs 14:12, 
"There is a way that seemeth right unto a man, but the 
end thereof are the ways of death." Paul thought that he 
was right, Acts 23:1, but at the same time he was killing 
Christians. It is shown that the Gospel saves, in Romans 
1:16, "For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ; for 
it is the power of God unto salvation to everyone that be-
lieveth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek." Notice 
that the Gospel must be believed before it becomes the pow-
er of God to save; therefore, if one believes something 
other than the Gospel there is no power to save him. Ac-
cording to the Son of God, Mark 7:7, the doctrines invented 
and preached by man cannot be the truth.

Membership dues to Water, 
Inc., aimed at supporting a 
first-year budget of at least 
$200,000 were set in Lubbock 
recently at the initial meeting 
of the non-profit organization's 
executive committee, according 
to John Kendrick of Brownfield, 
president. 

Water-Inc., was formed May 
24 when over 1300 people from 
West Texas, Eastern New Mexi-
co, and the Oklahoma Panhandle 
met in Lubbock. Its objective 
is to work with existing agen-
cies, conduct studies and do all 
other things necessary to se-
curing an adequate and assured 
supply of imported water for 
irrigation, industry, munici-
palities and recreation in the 
three areas. 

Minimum annual membership 
dues of $25 were establishedfor 
all, whether in agriculture, bu-
siness or industry, and other 
dues were fixed to reflect the 
size of individual or company 
operations. 

Landowner, farmer and 
rancher dues were fixed on a 
per-acre basis, with an allow-
ance for difference in land val-
ues. On irrigated farms, year-
ly dues will be 10 cents per 
acre. Non-irrigated farmland 
dues were set at 5 cents per 
acre, and rangeland owners and 
operators will be asked to pay 
2 cents an acre. 

Dues for commercial enter-
prises and agencies were fix-
ed at 50 cents per $1000 of 
capitalization and surplus, up 
to $250 in dues or $500,000 
capitalization. Memberships 
in this category are to be call-
ed "commercial" member-
ships. 

Special membership fees 
above the $250 mark will be set 
from time to time for individual 
enterprises, companies, banks 
and others whose capitalization 
comes to more than $500,000. 

Those paying dues between 
$250 and $1,000 will be classed 
"Sustaining" members; those 
from $1,000 to $5,000 as "Spon-
soring" members, and those 
above $5,000 will be called 
"Leadership" members. 

Kendrick announced that all 
memberships received by Wa-
ter Inc., within 120 days of the 
June 13 meeting will be con-
sidered charter memberships, 
and membership certificates to 
that effect will be issued. 

Membership applications will 
be made available to area peo-
ple through the mail to the ex-
tent possible with existing mail-
ing lists. Kendrick said. In ad-
dition, a supply will be placed 
at Chambers of Commerce of-
fices, banks and other loca-

"Membership in Water, Inc., 
with its unlimited promise to the 
area, should be a must for all 
who have a stake in West Tex-
as, Eastern New Mexico or 
the Oklahoma Panhandle," Ken-
drick said, "and we want to give 
all an opportunity to become a 
Charter member." 

Ile pointed out that the 
Lubbock City Board of Develop-
ment has voted an initial con-
tribution of $10,000 to Water, 
Inc., thus becoming its first 
"leadership" member. He said 
this was an excellent testimon-
ial to the importance of the as-
sociation's work and said he 
hoped it would serve as an ex-
ample to others who seek to 
further the economic growth of 
this area. 

Initial plans call for the im-
portation of water areas of 
Northeast Texas, probably 
within 10 or 12 years, and later 
from the Mississippi, Missouri 
or Arkansas rivers where more 
substantial amounts are avail-
able. Studies by government 
agencies and private engineer-
ing firms are already underway 
on the engineering feasibility 
and costs of such projects. 

The engineering feasibility of 
transporting water to the West 
from both in-state and out-of-
state sources has been firmly 
established, and most obser-
vers are convinced it is econo-
mically feasible as well. 

Kendrick, who is president of 
the First National Bank of 
Brownfield and was elected 
President of Water, Inc., at its 
organizational meeting, said 
"The benefits to everyresident 
of this region will be almost 
beyond the limits of imagina-
tion once Water, Inc., has 
achieved its goals. We believe 
the various levels of member-
ship dues are equitable for all 
concerned and are such that 
they will not work a financial 
hardship on anyone." 

He pointed out that a project 
of this magnitude simply re-
quires a great deal of money 
to see it through the necessary 
and the full cooperation of many 
agencies in Austin and Wash-
ington will be indispensable if 
the job is to be done," he said, 
and added "Neither State nor the 
Nation can afford to be without 
the tremendous productive po-
tential of the West, and I am 
confident that with proper sup-
port and cooperation from the 
people involved, we will get im-
ported water to realize that po-
tential."

Atkins explained. "Sturdy fre-
quently sets three and some-
times four seed per spikelet, 
and this contributes to high 
yields." 

The new variety is early ma-
turing, only two or three days 
later than Triumph Wheat. 
Plants are resistant to present 
races of leaf rust but not to 
stem rust. 

Milling and characteristics 
of Sturdy, Atkins said, are su-
perior in all respects for com-
mercial bakery flour. The var-
iety's quality has been approved 
by state and federal agencies 
and by the Crop Quality Council, 
an organization of commercial 
and public agencies. 

mous Gaines wheat, developed 
in the Pacific Northwest, it is 
similar in that it produces a 
short, sturdy plant that will 
resist lodging by storms," he 
said. 

Although Sturdy is a hard red 
winter wheat, Dr. Atkins points 
out that its adaptation is more 
limited than most varieties. 
Regional and state tests have 
shown that it probably is not 
winter hardy enough in areas 
north of Texas. 

"Furthermore, without irri-
gation it may not grow suffi-
ciently tall for normal combine 
harvesting in very dry sea-
sons," the agronomist added. 

Plants of sturdy wheat are six 
to 10 inches shorter than pre-
sent commercial varieties when 
irrigated or grown under high 
fertility levels. The trait boosts 
grain yields and avoids exces-
sive straw production. 

"Heavy straw growth is dif-
ficult to combine and decays 
slowly during the summer, 
sometimes being detrimental to 
a fall seed crop that follows,"

work have provided Texas 
growers with a "shorty" wheat 
for irrigation and other high 
production areas. 

The new variety, namedStur-
dy for its ability to stand up in 
storms and with heavy loads of 
grain, will be available after 
the 1967 harvest from certified 
seed growers and seedsmen in 
Texas.
