WIDENING OF WATER STREET
TOBEGINWITHIN SHORT TIME

Width to Be Increased Approximately
Nine Féet for Distance of Three
Blocks on North Side.

Widening of Water Street for a dis-
tance of three blocks in the business
section seems assured following a
meeting of owners of property along
that thoroughfare Tuesday morning.

The perimeter of
the entire structure is approximately
765 feet.

Every modern convenience has been
utilized to facilitate proper service
for tubercular patients. A large sun
parlor on the second floor and a root
garden add to the comfort and pleas-
ures,

The patients’ rooms are 12x14 feet
in size with closed toilets, lavatories
and screened sleeping porch adjoining.
Two wide French doors open from
each room onto the sleeping porches.
Every room has two entrances and at
least two windows,

An interesting item is that more
than 200 deors are found in the build-
ing with approximately 165 large
windows. Sleeping porches are 10x80
feet and give ample sunshine. The
interior-is finished in a pleasing gray
with black trimmings.

The reception room is located in the
central part of the building at the
entrance. It is 26x42 feet in size
with a large fireplace built of cobble
stones. Openi into the reception
room are the various offices, examina-
tion rooms, X-ray room, ete.

The dining vroom measures 34x28
feet and is back of the reception room
and in the center section of the build-
ing. Back of it are the kitchens, dish-
