FINISHED AND READY 
FOR TRAFFIC REPORT

SANTA FE.— Word has been re­
ceived by the highway offices that 
the new federal aid job at Clovis is 
finished and open to traffic.

The report covering the acceptance 
of the job by the state and the 
federal bureau highly complimented 
both the contractor who built the 
job and the highway engineers in 
charge. It is said that this job is 
the finest appearing work which has 
been submitted for final inspection 
in this section for several years.

The job is 15.33 miles in length 
running from Clovis west toward 
Melrose on U. S. 70. It was built 
by Vester A Davis o f El Paso at a 
bid price o f $110,304. The job is 
suifared throughout and will elimi­
nate one of the worst muddy sections 
on U. S. 70.

An interesting sidelight on the 
work, highway officials stated, is 
the fact that it was awarded on the 
phrase “ best bidder’’ instead of the 
usual »’Tow bidder”  clause. Very 
often the lowest bidder on a con­
tract because o f experience, type of 
equipment o f financial standing can­
not be considered the best bidder. 
The sad experiences o f firms letting 
contracts to the lowest bidder with­
out taking consideration of the “best” 
clause has often cost more money 
in the long run than if it had been 
let to the highest bidder with a great­
er responsibility, experience and fi­
nancial backing.

The Clovis-Melrose job, say the 
highway engineers, has again proved 
the wisdom of looking well into a 
contractor’s fitness to perform a cer­
tain job. A contractor which may 
do good work on one type o f job 
may do por work on another.

72 BASS TAKEN FROM
THE SEVEN MILE LAKE

The New Mexico Cattle Growers’ 
Association at its recent convention 
at Roswell, voted to continue the o f­
fer o f $250.00 reward to any one 
giving information leading up to the 
arrest and conviction o f anybody 
stealing, cattle or horses from any 
member o f the Association.

This reward has been in effect for 
two years but only once has the re­
ward been paid. The offering of 
this reward brings to the attention 
of the cow theif the greater financial 
possibilities that securing this reward 
gives them over that offered them 
from stealing cattle. In other words 
an ambitious cowboy can make more 
money by collecting this reward than 
he could by stealing cattle, and in­
cidentally get just as much excite­
ment out o f it, besides probable im­
munity for some of his own various 
activities.

NEW CAFE

The new oil conservation policy of

Funeral Services Held In 
The Dexter Presbyterian 
Church—Had Lived At 
Dexter For Past Twenty- 
Three Years.

The Dexter community lost a good 
ana uselul citizen in the death 
ol George K. Pollock, a resident ot 
the community tor tne past twenty- 
three years. The funeral was held 
daturuay ai ternoon from the Pres­
byterian church 0 1 Dexter, Rev. J. 
a . Hedges pastor ot the church as­
sisted by Rev. Jones of the Methodist 
church conducting the service. In­
terment was mane in the Hagerman 
cemetery, a large number of friends 
anu neighbors being present to pay 
their last respects.

The following notice o f his life 
was read at the service in the Pres­
byterian church:

He was born in Frankfort, Ken­
tucky, May 24, 1851 and died at Dex­
ter, New Mexico, March 22, 1929. 
Hail he lived until May 24th he 
would have been 78 years of age. 
With his parents he moved to War- 
renburg, Missouri at the close of the 
Civil War. Here he married Miss 
Laurelia Shearer, September 7, 1874. 
A lter the birth o f their oldest dau­
ghter, Lettie, they moved to Morengo, 
Illinois. Here two other daughters 
were born to them, Lottie and 
Blanche. Mrs. Pollock died in 1902 
and the family continued to reside 
Morengo until 1906 when the moved 
to Dexter. New Mexico, where Mr. 
Pollock has continued to reside until 
his death Friday. Mr. Pollock mar­
ried Mrs. Lucy Carver in 1904, and 
she with the three daughters and a 
stepson, Harry Carver, survive him. 
Two of tiie daughters were married, 
Lettie, Mrs. Flanders, living in Los 
Angeles and Lottie Darby, in Illinois. 
Of tnese Lettie was with him at the 
time of his death, together with 
Blanche who resided here with him. 
Mr. Pollock was one of a family 
o f twelve children, two brothers and 
one sister still surviving and all liv­
ing near Kansas City.

Mr. Pollock was a lifelong Chris­
tian, having been a member of the 
Methodist church in his earlier years, 
later becoming a member of the Pres­
byterian church in which he was a 
ruling elder for many years. He was 
a consistent living Christian, the soul 
of honor and gentleness, yet ever a 
stalwart fighter for right in com­
munity and state. His home life was 
an ideal one, and with his family 
greatly loved and respected by the 
community. One of our business 
men said yesterday, “You could say 
anything goor about Mr. Pollock and 
not exaggerate in the least.” That 
was a great testimony to a great 
soul. He served this community on 
the town board for several years 
and was always the faithful council­
man as he was friend, neighbor and 
Christian. Truly we all sorrow with 
Mrs. Pollock, and the daughters and 
the son. We shall miss him on the 
street, in his home, and in the church. 
It is fitting that we had his funeral 
services in this church building in 
which erection he took so great an 
interest and in which he was permit­
ted a few weeks ago to assist in 
that sacrament for the last time 
which was instituted by the Lord as 
a memorial o f himself.

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HORN TOOTING

Our text to-day is “ Blessed is he that tooteth his 
own hoin, for if he tooteth it not, the same nay not 
be looted."

This text does not apply to Hagerman, or rather 
our thriving little city is not guilty of excessive horn 
tooting.

Some towns with half the advantages Hagerman 
has would be constantly tooting their horns to let 
the pop-eyed world know just what anyone that did 
not live there was missing; but our city is modest— 
too modest, we think.

One little burg that we know of had a mineral well 
not half as good as ours, but by constant boosting has 
succeeded in getting five sanitariums located there—  
horn tooting did it. Signs were erected along all the 
highways in that section directing traffic to the mineral 
well, and tourists came, drank- -then passed the mes­
sage to others.

But let's not talk of mineral water; let's talk of the 
oil field being developed east of here and the highway 
through here that leads direct to the Lea county oil 
field.

Let's talk of our good schools and churches; of the 
splendid farm lands in cultivation around us; of the 
fine vegetables that can be grown here; of our beauti­
ful shade trees, and the thousand and one other things 
that make ilagetntan the most desirable place in East­
ern New Mexico in which to establish a home.

Let's paint signs and place them on the highways; 
piint on our stationery an invitation to home seekers, 
and a reason why they should live here; send out 
descriptive literature with every letter that we mail, 
and in every way possible broadcast to the world that 
Hagerman is a worthwhile institution— and has just 
begun to grow.

Let's again revive our Chamber of Commerce and 
have a "horn tooting" committee appointed, which we 
may call a "booster unit”  or any name you want to 
and begin boosting and working for a bigger and better 
Hagerman.

Did some brother say “ Amen?”

Calvin Coolidge, addressing The American Federa­
tion of Arts and The American Association of Music, 
said, “ If clothes make the man, and certainly good dress 
gives one a sense of self-respect and poise, how much 
more is it true that clean, beautiful surroundings lend 
a moral tone to a community ? ”  And added, “ We 
are gradually getting rid of the oppressive ugliness 
of our*communities.”

Oppressive ugliness: a good house next to a shack;! 
a beautiful lawn with a vacant lot overgrown with 
weeds adjacent; unsightly outbuildings; highway en­
trances cluttered up with nondescript, claptrap, un­
painted and otherwise obnoxious bill boards; store signs 
of every sort, shape and description protruding at all 
sorts of angles from store buildings— some high, some 
low— all degratory to any sense of attractiveness; poor­
ly kept streets, open dumps, unpainted buildings, a 
dilapidated square, tin can alleys, visible pollution of 
streams, and ugliest and most oppressive of all— a 
citizenship with an inferiority complex one devoid of 
civic pride.

Oppressive ugliness is that which makes residents 
of a community say, “ Oh, you won't mind that after 
you've lived heie awhile;”  and the absence of which 
makes a stranger say, “ 1 like this place.”

Oppressives ugliness is that which creates atmos­
phere. How often have you gone into communities 
or mercantile establishments and given as a reason 
for not being sold on the place that there is no “ atmos­
phere?”

Atmosphere is that which invites or repels; at­
mosphere is the making or losing of sales, prestige and 
good will.

WE NEED A HOTEL

One of the crying needs of Hagerman is a first 
class hotel.

Oil men are coming here, and with the development 
work on the increase in this section, we have not suf 
ficient hotel accomodations for tltem and those who 
stay in our city must find rooms as best they can at 
private residences— which ought not to be.

Under normal circumstances a hotel would pay 
here because of the patronage it would receive from 
health seekers who would flock in to drink from the 
“ fountain of youth,”  commonly called “ Hagerman’s 
Mineral Well,'' but with five new rigs going up east 
of town a hotel is a necessity that we cannot do without 
much longer.

Of course if we do not provide the hotel the o i l : 
men wil make their headquarters in some town near 
that has one— but what benefits will Hagerman derive: 
by having an oil field in her trade territory.

Some of our statesmen try to tell audiences com­
posed largely ol teachers, that New Mexico spends 
more than Colorado on schools in proportion to tan­
gible wealth, annual current income or ability to pay. 
Apparently they know no more about school costs 
than the teachers know about high finance. The Re­
search Division of the N. E. A. gives the following data 
on comparative costs in New Mexico and Colorado for 
the year 1926: For each dollar expended for elementary 
and secondary public schools the people of New Mex­
ico possessed in tangible wealth $188.68; in Colorado 
1142.86. For every dollar spent on the schools the 
annual current income was in New Mexico $42.73; in 
Colorado $32.79. For every dollar spent on schools the' 
ost of building construction in New Mexico was $1.74;! 

in Colorado $1.37. And for every dollar spent onj 
schools the people of New Mexico spent $2.02, and the 
people of Colorado spent $2.11 for the following lux-, 
uries: soft drinks, ice cream, theaters, candy, chewing 
gum, tobacco, sporting goods, toys, jewelry, perfumes 
and cosmetics— New Mexico Educational Bulletin.

In speaking about what the ninth 
state legislature has accomplished 
the Tucumcari News remarks:

A legislature that will force on the 
assessment rolls all the tangible and 
intangible wealth of the state and an 
equitable levy on lands would do more 
to further the progress o f the state 
and bring in the wealth we need for 
advancement than would a milion 
such class legislation laws as the 
tobacco tax.

The road bills passed, and so far 
as can be ascertained at the present 
time, are all right, for we need plenty 
of good roads, but it remains to be 
seen how many of the roads will be 
constructed.

The labor commissioner, promised 
the laboring men of the state by the 
republicans, failed to materialise and 
the broken promise could have been 
used two years from now by the dem­
ocrats as a campaign issue were It 
not for senators Moon, Veasley and 
several other democrats who voted 
with the little coterie of republicans 
who play politics on the line of— “the 
people be damned.”

So, all should be thankful the 
agony is over—that the damage 
handed the people is over until 1931.

The republicans have nothing from 
the session to use two years from 
now and the democrats are just as 
well sans an issue from that source.

How Artificial Neats
Aid in B u i  Culture

It has been ascertained tbat black 
bass culture is greatly aided by arti­
ficial construction of nests. The male 
small-mouthed bass builds Its nest by 
sweeping the stones of a lake bottom 
bare of sand In a three-foot circle Al­
ternately using his nose and bis tall, 
the fish makes a saucer shaped nest 
ready for the eggs of his mate; but 
he will readily use a nest that bas 
been prepared for him. Accordingly, 
the flsh experts expedite his home- 
building.

For the big-mouthed bass nests are 
nmde of moss embedded la concrete, 
as-this species prefers a fibrous bed 
for Its eggs. Ponds with basins tlx  
feet deep In the center and with shal­
lower water elsewhere are so pre­
pared. Wild flsh caught by the hook 
are put in to mate here, to the great 
Increase of reproduction. Proper as­
sortment of the flsh and the preven­
tion of crowding accomplish excellent 
results.

SANTA FE,— Eight hundred four­
teen million pounds of rubber were 
used last year by the automotive 
industry, nearly 85 per cent o f the 
total output, states a highway de­
partment bulletin.

For every there new cars purchased 
by the public last year two used cars 
were scrapped. The total number of 
new cars sold was 3,220,000 and the 
number o f old cars scrapped was 
2,213,000.

The retail value of all new cars 
sold in the United States last year 
was approximately $2,820,720,000. 
The used car business showed a re­
tail value of cars sold of $1,646,380,- 
000.

More cars mean a constantly in­
creasing demand for more new roads 
and for replacement of worn out 
roads. Wider rights of way higher 
type surfacing, sturdier structures, 
by-pass roads, all must be consider­
ed in making plans for the future, 
the highway department points out.

With the increase in numbers of 
cars, with the raising of the speed 
limits and the building o f faster 
cars capable o f attaining high, safe 
speeds on good roads, the need for 
easier curves, lower grade percent­
ages and new alignments which elimi­
nate curves as much as possible be­
comes evident.

When the booster train o f the 
Wichita Chamber of Commerce visits 
Hagerman April 26, it will be accom­
panied by a musical organization that 
is known from coast to coast and 
has the distinction o f being the best 
organization of its kind in the entire 
United States.

The Wichita American Legion 
band holds that distinction by virtue 
of having been awarded first prize 
last October in the national Legion 
band contest held in conjunction with 
the national convention at San An­
tonio, Texas. With the award came 
the appointment as the official band 
of the national Legion far the pres­
ent year.

The Wichita band was organized 
in 1D22 and the following year made 
its first trip with the Wichita boost­
ers. So popular did the organisation 
prove to be that it has been con­
sidered a necessary feature o f the 
trips every year since.

The band has always attracted 
more than usual attention at the na­
tional conventions o f the Legion, and 
several times, prior to last fall, place 
high in the competition, twice being 
awarded second place. In winning 
the first prize at San Antonio, the 
band nosed out the Sioux City or­
ganisation which has held the honor 
for five years and which far out­
numbered the Wichita boys.

The band is directed by Duff Mid­
dleton one of Wichita’s most suc­
cessful musicians and well known 
throughout the southwest.

SNOWDEN-McSWEENEY TO 
B lIL D  REFINERY 25

MILES EAST OF HERE

A deal was closed last Friday in 
which Snowden-McSweeney purchas­
ed a 27H acre tract in the La Huerta 
district, northeast and across the 
river from Carlsbad, from Francis 
G. Tracy will be another big step 
forward in the development of the 
immense potash fields discovered a 
few years ago 26 miles east o f 
Carlsbad on the old Livingston ranch.

The tract adjacent to Carlsbad will 
be used for erecting shipping and 
loading sheds, while huge works will 
be erected at the mine for refining 
and reducing the potassium bearing 
ore before it is brought Into Carls­
bad.

Work by the government geological 
survey during the last few years re­
vealed the crater o f an old lake 
east o f Carlsbad that was one time 
a body of water without an outlet 
and the streams flowing into it for 
hundreds of years accumulated a bed 
of potassium salts which is several 
hundred feet thick. There are a 
large number of rich deposits o f 
potash in southeastern New Mexico, 
but most o f them are in such a 
formation that the process for re­
moving the mineral would not be 
practical. However, this particular 
reposit east o f Carlsbad, which is 
said to be 50 miles wide and 160 
miles long, contains a kind o f ore 
that can be refined much easier than 
any other yet found.

The operations to be instituted by 
Snowden-McSweeney will involve a 
large sum o f money, but they will 
be amply repaid in opening a new 
potash fields as there is a great de­
mand for such a product for both 
agriculture and manufacture o f ex­
plosives.—Cavern City Chronicle.

Season with suit and pep 
per, add tha rest of Ilia peas, a tea 
spoonful of sugar and serve with 
croutons.

Mayonnaise of Egga.—Take six hard 
cooked eggs, sis medium-sized toma 
toes, lettuce and one cupful of mayon 
nalse.

Why Earth D Changing.
Just as the tJdal movement of the 

ocean is affected by the position of the 
sun and moon, so Is the earth's sur­
face Influenced and there Is constantly 
going on a heavy pronounced change 
In the contour of our globe.

P. Watson-Wllllams In a report to the 
practitioner of observations made on 
ninety consecutive patients. Some­
times one child Is known for starting 
colds among his brothers and sisters. 
This same child may become immune 
to colds himself, but still harbor cold 
germs and be able to pass them on to 
others. If be grows up and has a 
family he may still be starting colds 
In the family, although they are no 
longer traced to him.

The reason for this may be an un­
suspected Infection of bis nasal si­
nuses. the honeycomb structures back 
of the nose and eyes. This same In­
fection may be the reason for some 
children growing a second set o f ade­
noids when the first ones have been re­
moved with the tonsils, Doctor Wat­
son-Wllllams thinks.

Doctor Watson-Wllllams also reports 
a tendency for families that are prone 
to colds to have Infections In the ab­
domen, for Instance In appendix and 
gall bladder. The body cells that fight 
disease germs are weakened by resist­
ing the germs always present In nose 
and throat and become an easy prey 
to those germs that find their way to 
the abdomen.—Kansas City Star's Sci­
ence 8erv!ce.

Why Paint Sometime*
Refuse* to “ Stay Put”

Experiments and observations of the 
behavior of paint under varying con­
ditions and circumstances Indicate 
that paint does not really adhere to 
wood at least after the paint has dried 
out thoroughly, but hangs on chiefly 
by gaining mechanical grips In mlnnte 
openings In the surface of the wood. 
Where there are plenty of openings 
the paint hangs on, but where the 
openings are too few, or too small, 
as In very dense wood, the paint does 
not hang on so well.

To understand how the grain of 
wood may affect paint retention It Is 
only necessary to observe paint failure 
on woods having wide annual growth 
rings and In which there Is a sharp 
contrast between spring wood and 
summer wood. In such woods the sum­
mer wood Is much denser than the 
spring wood. Paint scales off more 
quickly than It does off the bands of 
spring wood.
