REPUDLICANS CONTROL STATE SENATE WITH 
THE AID OF SEN. MOON

The old guard senate republicans 
with the deciding vote held by Sen­
ator Z. B. Moon of Eddy county, 
democrat, ruled the senate yester­
day defeating the democratic-pro­
gressive coalition, and at the same 
time pledged themselves to support 
Governor Arthur Seligman in a pro­
gram of progressive legislation with­
out regard to political affiliation.

The death knell of the democratic 
progressive coalition movement ap­
parently was sounded later when the 
democratic senators R. G. Bryant 
and A. R. Jones said on the floor of 
the senate that the democrats could 
not hope for a ruling majority.

The action of the senate morning 
session was summarized in a brief 
speech by Lt. Governor Andy Hock- 
enhull, presiding who said: “ Let us 
rub out thoughts of coalition. I am 
glad to hear these statements from 
republicans and democrats that they 
are ready to work out a program 
of legislation for the best interests 
of the state without regard to pol­
itics.”

His talk received applause from 
the senate floor and gallery.

The scrap for senate control, how­
ever, went on thru most of last 
night and the opening of the sen­
ate this morning was delayed an 
hour while all of the democratic 
senators except Senator Moon, went

thru another conference with Gov­
ernor Arthur Seligman. At the same 
time the republicans held a caucus.

At the opening o f the session the 
democrats and independent attempted 
to force a motion to adjourn until 
two o'clock although the adoption 
of committees and employees was 
pending.

The test vote came on the roll call 
as follows:

Far adjournment: Democrats, Bry­
ant, Coe, Jones, Taylor, Mullis and 
Tackett; progressive republicans, 
Gallegos, Lucero, Toombs, and Sala­
zar.

MIDWEST REFINING CO. 
GETS RIG W ELL IN 
NEW HOBBS TOWNSITE

Few noteworthy developments have 
occured over the southeastern oil 
sector, except the completion of a 
well in the townsite of New Hobbs. 
This well, the Turner No. 29 of the 
Midwest Refining Co., 660 feet from 
the south and west lines section 34- 
18-38, was completed yesterday at 
an approximate depth of 4,190 feet 
and was permitted to flow in the 
pits. Estimates place the produc­
tion of the Turner from 8,000 to 
10,000 barrels. Another well o f the 
Midwest, the Thorpe No. 1, in the 
NW14 sec. 10-19-38, has so far prov­
ed disappointing because operators 
have not been able to make the well 

! flow. The Turner was drilled to a 
i depth of 4,190 feet.

A well in the Eunice district, the 
2, o f the Continental Oil Company, 
2310 feet from the south and east 
lines sec. 17-21-36, has so far failed 
to materialize commercial production 

; following a 100 quart shot from 
! 3,776 to 4,001 feet. The well is 
heading at irregular intervals and 
is making 85 barrels per hour when 

I oil rises in the hole past the upper 
gas sand, where it is lifted out. 
Operators may place another shot in 
the well. A fair producer may be 
completed in the A. E. Meyer No. 
2310 feet from the north and 
west lines sec. 17-21-36, which was 
drilled to 3,992 feet. The oil was 
bailed down to 2,200 feet and rose 
to 2,800 feet while drillers were 
changing a sand line, according to 
an early report. Further informa­
tion as to the progress o f the well 
was not received.

A rotary rig has been moved over 
the Linen No. 1 of the National Se- * 
curities Oil Corp., in sec. 33-18-37, 
after several weeks effort to fish 
tools from the hole. The Linan. 
west of the Hobbs field is regarded 
as one of the most important wild­
cats in Lea county and its progress 
will be watched with interest.

Drilling has been slow on the 
Western-Texas, State No. 1, sec. 17- 
17-34, the only well now drilling in 
western Lea county. Drilling is pro- 
progressing slowly ahead in hard 
lime below 4,505 feet.

Late field reports indicate that the 
Meyer well o f the Continental Oil 
Co., in the Eunice district would 
surpass the Coleman No. 1 of the 
Shell Petroleum Corp., in production. 
It is heading at intervals while a 
preliminary production test is under- j 
way.

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GOV. SELIGMAN URGES 
ECONOMY IN HIS FIRST 
MESSAGE TO SOLONS

Yesterday Governor Seligman de­
livered his first message to the 10th 
New Mexico legislature. In out­
lining what he thought was desirable 
and neded legislation, Governor Se­
ligman laid stress on the need of 
carrying out the party platform and 
pledges on which the present ad­
ministration was elected to office. 
In part he said:

“ In coming to you with this ten­
tative program o f necessary and de­
sirable legislation, I would impress 
upon you at the outset that is is 
bused on the platform promises and 
pledges on which this administration 
was elected to office.

It is, in other words, the mandate 
of the people of the state of New 
Meixco uttered by them at the polls 
last November—a mandate which 
neither you, as lawmakers, nor I as 
governor, have the right or author­
ity to disregard.

“The people have spoken. It is our 
duty to heed. They are the govern­
ment. We the administrators. We 
must not fail in our duty. We must 
be honest, conscientious servants.

“ I therefore, place before you the 
legislative problems which confront 
our state at this time with the 
full expectancy that you deal with 
them.”

Salient needs of the state as seen 
by Governor Seligman are: Amend­
ing the present tax laws. Suggests 
committee from both houses to meet 
with tax commission to frame just 
and equitable law. Recommends 
placing collection of delinquent taxes 
with district attorney and eliminat­
ing excessive penalties. Amending 
motor vehicle law so as to be just 
to every one. Creation o f purchas­
ing board to regulate purchases of 
all state departments. Collection 
of revenues to be centralized in the 
state treasurer. Establishment of 
state labor commission. Amendment 
of workmens' compensation law. Reg­
ulation o f motor vehicles used as 
public or common carriers, with reg­
ulatory power vested in the state 
corporation commission. Requiring 
heads of state departments to make 
public a list of their employees, with 
their duties and compensation. Urges 
legislature to redistrict state for 
legislative purposes. Printing of 
laws in Spanish should be continued, 
notwithstanding law to abolish this 
regulation in 1931. More stringent 
law concerning graft and bribery of 
state officials. Employment of spec­
ial attorneys should be restricted by 
proper legislation. Increasing the 
state highway commission from three 
to five members. Broadening pow­
ers of the state finance board. Reg­
ulating development o f petroleum 
industry for the best interests of the 
state. Removal from public schools 
the political dominence that has ex­
isted in the past. Amendment of 
absentee voter law. Care in fram­
ing appropriation bills. Increasing 
the appropriations to disabled sol­
diers. Law requiring _ all monies 
paid to state to pass thru hands of 
state treasurer. Limiting expendi­
tures of all state boards. Abolish­
ing obsolete laws, now on the statute 
books. Give game and fish com­
mission greater reglatory powers 
over wild life of state.

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A COMMUNITY CLUB HOUSE

For years the Hagerman Womans’ club has worked 
on a plan for a library and club house for the people 
of the community. They have had very little coopera­
tion and encouragement. However, these women have 
been able to collect a splendid little library of books 
which thev have been lending out to members of the 
club at a small rental charge.

There is nothing that can help a town more than a 
small library and club room which is open to the pub­
lic. There are enough books of fiction and other vol­
untes in the home of Hagerman which are* never used 
to equip a library in a creditable way. If the W o­
man's club has not lost hope and is ready to push their 
plans further. The Messenger will do all in its power 
to aid in securing good books for their library.

IMPROVING COTTON CONDITIONS

The federal farm board has issued an appeal to 
“ each individual fanner" urging him “ to adjust his 
farming program for 1931 so as to produce cotton only 
on die more fertile land" as a way to reduce his cost 
of production.

The secretary of agiculture makes a definiate plea 
in his annual report for efforts to improve the quality 
of cotton grown in the United States.

These and other officials statements show that qual­
ity of cotton and economy in production are regarded 
as of funadmental importance to the agricultural sit­
uation in the south. A few active factors in the cot­
ton industry are thoroughly alert to these problems. 
The Durene Association of America with its strict ad­
herence to the government’s high standard for staple 
selection, and with its standard mercerizing stipula­
tions never before so highly set, is fostering the federal 
farm board's program by finding and improving upon 
increasingly large markets for quality cotton.

This manner of cooperation between the quality 
mercerized yarn group and the federal government is 
not only to the interests of the southern farmers but 
also of distinct service to the American public making 
it possible for them to identify filler and processing 
excellence in cotton merchandise bought blindly until 
recently.

Amarillo like many other cities has undertaken to 
solve its own unemployment problem by calling on 
all home owners to repair and Iwautify their premises. 
Early reports indicate that the move is a success. Not 
only will Amarillo residents help the unemployment 
situation, but will beautify the city as well.

Organized crime, throughout the country, must be 
combated by cooperative efforts of law enforcement 
officials, supported by the public. Our foes are or­
ganized and maintain refuges and defense councils thru 
cooperation. This condition demands coordinated ef­
fort on the part of law enforcement agencies.— W. L. 
Moody, Chief, Highway Police, State of Illinois.

Pro-ration of the Hobbs pool has been a subject that 
has occupied the front pages qf all state newspapers 
for the past week. It was a foregone conclusion with
the majority of people who had given the question of 
pro-ration any thought that the same program would 
be continued. There was no other remedy offered, 
notwithstanding those interested in development of the 
state's resources would have liked to have seen the daily 
nomination lifted or even increased.

The Hobbs News thinks that Land Commissioner 
Hinkle has betrayed the slate in signing the continua­
tion of the agreement. We can not understand how 
the News reached this conclusion in the light of the 
present circumstances. Pro-ration has been the only 
panacea offered in any oil field so far as we know and 
the only plan that both the large and small operator 
can share alike. Major company representatives state 
that they above all others would like to lift the pro­
ration if such a scheme was feasable. But is it?

Throwing the field wide open would have certainly 
resulted in lower prices, representing possibly a 100 
per cent cut and would have increased the expenses of 
the small operator. It is doubtful if the entire ouput 
of the field could have been sold at any price, and in 
this event, operators running oil would have been 
forced to store it, anotlier expense. Pipe line com­
panies a common carrier will carry the oil, but in the 
absence of a market, vvliat could result?

Another danger seen by Land Commissioner Hinkle 
is that the pipe line companies control most of the fee 
and government land and could run their production 
even though there was no limit.

NOW IS THE TIME TO BUILD ROADS

According to Thomas MacDonald, Chief of the Bu­
reau of Public Roads, three-fourths of total cost of 
roads goes for labor. For each man actually working 
on a road, three others are employed in providing him 
with equipment and materials. By giving employment 
to 100.000 men in road building, the total gain in em­
ployment is 300,000.

Federal and stale governments are giving especial 
attention to road building as an aid to employment. 
It is proposed that federal funds be doubled for the 
coming year, and a number of states have taken steps 
to increase road appropriations.

It is said that 2.000,000 miles of the 3.000,000 
miles of road in this nation need improvement of some 
sort. Most of the mileage, and particularly that in 
agricultural areas, requires surfacing to make it pass­
able during all months of the year. Every dollar that 
goes into road work produces three dollars worth of 
employment and is a practical public investment for 
all the people.

Humidity in houses should be from 
30 to SO per cent, hut in most houses 
it is probably 30 per cent or lower 
—too dry for health. The drier the 
air, the more difficult it is to heat j 
a house, as moisture in the air car- | 
ries und retains heat. A rough prac- 
tical test of humidity is to notice the | 
inside of the windows on a cold day. ! 
If frost forms freely on the inside 
of the glass there is probably enough j 
humidity; if there is no sign of frost j 
the air is too dry. Pans of water ! 
attached to the furnace or to ra­
diators are ineffective in supplying j 
moisture to the air. The better types I 
o f commercial humidifiers for spray- j 
ing the heated air as it leaves the 
furnace are very satisfactory.

GAME LAWS FAIR

Fred Sherman, president of the 
New Mexico Game Protective As­
sociation, said Monday afternoon that 
in the proposed legislation relative 
to the game and fish department, 
the association was not endeavoring 
to accomplish anything that was not 
within the letter of the law.

Regarding the disbursement and 
control of monies, Mr. Sherman said 
that the proposed legislation did 
not in any way change the present 
law which was passed in 1921. This 
law requires that all monies be 
handled through the proper channels 
—that is that a warrant be drawn 
on the state auditor supported by 
an itemized voucher certified by the 
game warden and drawn from the 
game protection fund. The new bill 
he said, was intended to give the 
game commission broader powers in 
the control o f open and closed sea­
son, bag limits, game refuges and 
reserves and the propogation and 
conservation of wild life within the 
state.

MONEY INCREASES PAST YEAR

WASHINGTON, D. C.— Money in 
circulation in this country increased 
$26,000,000 during 1930.

The circulation statement o f the

the rounds. A year previous it 
amounted to $4364,000,000.

The holidays brought $230,000,000 
additional into circulation. The 
amount on November 30 totaled $4,- 
660,000,000. The season increased 
the per capita circulation from $37.69 
to $39.41 on December 31.
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HOOVER ASKS TEN MILLIONS

President Hoover issued a procla­
mation Tuesday appealing to the 
nation for a minimum of $10,000,000 
for the Red Cross to aid sufferers 
from drought and the economic sit­
uation in 21 states.

Demands upon the relief organiza­
tions have increased to such an ex­
tent in recent weeks that in ten 
states they are now greater than 
at any time during the last four 
months, Mr. Hoover said.

Legislative control of cotton acre­
age was endorsed at Memphis, Ten­
nessee Monday night by the south­
ern association of commissioners of 
agriculture.

The state commissioners had been 
told in addresses that a mounting 
surplus and over-production threat­
ened southern growers with poverty 
snd a disastrous year unless the 
output is reduced.

“ I would rather have my wife 
dressed nicely than be going around 
talking about invading people's rights 
with the seat of my breches out,” 
said State Senator W. B. Roberts 
of Mississippi in advocating a res­
olution adopted without a dissent­
ing vote.

The staggering total o f $6,220,230 
is asked of the coming legislature 
in the shape of appropriations, to be 
paid out in taxes, by the state in­
stitutions, in addition to the money 
they will get during the next two 
fiscal years from their lands and 
other sources.

Upon leaving the state comptrol­
ler’s office a few days ago, Rupert 
F. Asplund, director o f the Tax Pay­
ers Association of New Mexico, be­
gan to do some figuring over the 
budgets filed by the inxtitutiona— 
end that ia what he discovered.

There are the state offices yet to 
be taken care of; the charitable in­
stitutions which get $30,200 annually 
and, it’s safe to say, there will be 
some special appropriations. (The 
total asked by the state departments | 
will be released by the taxpayers 
association as soon as Asplund fin- : 
ishes the compilation on which he 
is now at work).

Of this more than $6,000,000 asked 
by the institutions alone, $1379,366 
is for buildings, grounds and equip­
ment. They want $1343,336 for the 
20th, the next fiscal year, which 
begins June 30, 1931; the remaining 
$466,960 for the 21st year.

The newly established Eastern 
State Normal, at Portâtes, wants 
$169369 to be made available this 
year, the 19th.

Running expenses will use most 
o f the more than $6,000,000 if the 
requests are all granted by the leg­
islature. The amounts requested for 
this purpose are $1,662,080 for the 
20th and $1,661,606 for the 21st year. 
In addition $27,000 ia wanted to be 
made available during the remainder 
o f the 19th year, as emergency ap­
propriations— $16,000 by the State 
Teachers College at Silver City and 
$12,000 by the Normal University at 
Las Vegas.

The Agricultural College also has 
has a deficit in ita maintenance 
funds, $16,000; but it doesn't ask 
that it be paid until the next year.

Maintenance appropriations far ex­
ceed past appropriations. Those made 
by the 1929 legislature were $1,- 
138,814.01 annually for the 18th and 
19th years; by the 1927 legislature, 
$990,314.01 annually.

The sum asked for building during 
the next two years, $1379,646, eclip­
ses the combined construction pro­
gram of the 1927 and 1929 legisla­
tures.

NEW YORK—’‘ Wild life toiuter- 
qntion is worth $1,000,000,000 t> year 
tii this country,” according to W. L. 
Me Ate«, of the bureau of biological 
survey, department of agriculture, 
ip a report reaching Seth Gordon, 
president of the American Game 
Protective Association.

Mr. McAtee, who is in charge of 
the bureau's division of food habits 
research, made this estimate on the 
basis of the following items:

Meat and fur production, about 
$150,000,0(10; destruction of harmful 
ipsects by birds, $350,000,000; pro­
duction of fish, $15,000,000; hunter's 
eapenditures, $160,000,000; hunters’ 
license fees, more than $0,000,000; 
and a share of the general tourist 
^penditures credited to the drawing 
power of wild life, $252,000,000.

“At least $1,000.000 was spent by 
visitors to the national forests and 
national parks in one typical year,” 
said Mr. McAtee, "and probably one- 
saventh of all such expenditures may 
be attributed to the drawing power 
af the wild life in those areas. All 
this contributes to the material wel­
fare of the people in sections where 
the parks and forests are located.

"Hunters produce a large revenue 
ip Maine and other states,”  he said, 
‘ ‘f f  all the areas logically available 
for wild life could be kept pro­
ducing game, it would easily mean 
an increase of what may be calcu­
lated at about $21,000,000 annually.”

Wild life should be given not only 
living room but the best available 
opre, he declared. He urged that 
the layman assist in protecting wild 
life by winter feeding and in supply­
ing home sites wherever possible.

“ HARD TIMES

Writing in a humorous and some­
what sarcastic vain, a Texas editor 
draws a highly diverting, but true, 
picture of the "hard times” the 
country is experiencing. The paper 
containing the “ hard times” editorial 
is the Cotulla Record, and here it is:

"We are having hard times in 
Texas; the streets are full of auto­
mobiles, going, as Will Rogers says, 
nowhere in particular, but in a great 
hurry to get there; times are so 
hard that it is difficult to find park­
ing places for our automobiles; we 
have only about on for every three 
of us in the state; if times were not 
hard we would no doubt all have an 
automobile.

“ We are right up against it; we 
saw a girl last week so hard up she 
did not have silk stockings, and 
rather than wear rayon she wore 
none at all; of the thousands of 
girls in Texas, it is almost unbe- 
lieveable that one should have to do 
without silk stockings, but that is 
not all—the consumption of cigar­
ettes increased only about 5,000,000 
packages in the state last year, 
whereas everybody knows it should 
have increased by twice that amount.

"Times are sure hard— we were 
able to obtain a seat at the movie 
after waiting only 20 minutes when 
by right we should have had to wait 
at least an hour; the drug store 
got along by installing only two 
extra fountains this summer, which 
shows how bad things really are, 
but an extra showcase for lipsticks 
two extra racks for magazines and 
a lunch counter cut into the drug­
gist’s earnings and made him realize 
how hard times are.

"And to make things worse, every 
vacant lot in America has a minia­
ture golf course on it and it looks 
like hard times are getting so hard 
that they're going to have to start 
tearing down perfectly good build­
ings to make room for more peewee 
golf courses. And if a fellow wants 
to play on one of the pesky things 
he has to wait nearly an hour be­
fore he can get to start, and then 
he gets run over, knocked down and 
hit by golf balls before he finishes. 
Everyone of the miniature courses 
is crowded day and night. Yes, 
times are hard.

"When will times get better? It's 
almost impossible to find a park­
ing place near a movie theater, min­
iature golf course or other place of 
amusement — a terrible condition. 
Something really ought to be done 
to require the hot dog stands to car­
ry on hand a sufficient supply of 
food to feed the crowds; and this 
way of building stadiums and other 
places only half large enough to seat 
those attending ought to be handled 
vigorously.

"Yes, times are hard; the grocer 
can hardly sell flour, grits or bacon; 
it takes all his time to sell canned 
peaches, canned salmon, canned soup, 
canned meats and canned apple sauce; 
the dry goods merchants are crying 
because his bolts of gingham, mus­
lin and denim remain on his shelves, 
while the clerks waste all their time 
selling such things as silk and rayon; 
the hardware store has no demand 
for plows, wire fencing and nails, 
but he cannot supply the demand 
for radios, electric percolators, vacu­
um cleaners, et cetera. Yes, the 
times are hard.”

SIMPLE MEALS ARE BEST

EDITOR OR DOCTOR!

Families with limited incomes, as 
a rule, do not need to be reminded 
that simple meals are always best, 
says the bureau o f home economics. 
When the income is small most 
adults as well as children will find 
their appetites are satisfied with 
an abundance of a few foods rather 
than a little bit o f several things.

You can follow your family food 
guide, the bureau advises, if you 
serve meat or fish three or four 
times a week as the main dish for 
dinner. Other days you may choose 
cheese, baked beans or a thick pea 
or bean stew.

The meat allowance is small but 
its flavor can be extended and the 
whole meal made more palatable if 
vegetables are cooked with it. Other 
ways in which this can be done are 
by stuffing, making dumplings and 
gravy, or by cooking the meat with 
potatoes, rice or macaroni. The skill­
ful use of onions, carrots, celery and 
tomatoes in small amounts heightens 
the flavor of stews und soups while 
at the same time it adds to the at­
tractiveness o f meals. You should 
definitely plan to use part of the 
weekly allowance of vegetables for 
this purpose.

Potatoes and one other vegetable 
or fruit should be served every day 
for dinner. Some days the vege­
tables may be served raw as a 
salad. Canned tomatoes, shredded 
cabbage, grated carrots and turnips, 
sliced onions and many greens may 
be eaten raw with salt or salad 
dressing. They are delicious and 
more healthful raw than cooked. 
Then none of the mineral salts or 
vitamins are lost. This also saves 
fuel cost.

A dessert is not absolutely nec­
essary but adds interest and flavor 
to the diet. Some inexpensive und 
very good ones include bread, rice 
or Indian pudding and shortcake 
made with dried fruit.

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In perfect peace while 
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[  CAPITOL SNAPS

WASHINGON, D. C.—There ia 
said to be an ineradical lure about 
the amell of printer’s ink which 
soon or late brings back to the ed­
itorial and reportorial rooms as well 
as to the composing and press rooms 
all who forsake occupations therein 
for the promise of a competency in 
some other field. An equally allur­
ing siren, it ia asaerted, ia “the glare 
of the footlights,’’ by reason of which 
“once an actor, always an actor.” 
And doubtless there might be added 
to these enticements that of the de­
liberations of "the greatest deliber­
ative assembly," which seems to be 
able to exist only for the purpose 
of deliberation. A senate without 
deliberations! To what end elec­
tion or re-election to ‘‘ the greatest 
deliberative assembly,’ ’ with deliber­
ations eliminated?

Unbelieveable as it may seem, dur­
ing the day or so which preceeded 
the holiday recess the senate laid off 
deliberating long enough to do a few 
things. Observers here rubbed their 
eyes and looked again. Yes, the 
victim of chronic hysteria undoubt­
edly was better. Was it due to big 
stick tonic, to constituency invigor- 
ator or to public opinion sedative? 
Was it a permanent cure or merely 
temporary relief? Skepticism pre­
vailed. It can't last, they said. And 
it didn’t.

No sooner had the seemingly cured 
senate reassembled after its recu­
perative layoff than another spasm 
manifested itself—with evidence of 
recurrences throughout an indefinite 
period. By attaching to the $46,000,- 
000 drought relief measure a $15,- 
000,000 item for the purchase of 
food the senate again imposed delay 
upon this emergency legislation. This 
was shown by proceedings in the 
house when even the sending of the 
controversial measure to conference 
was blocked by objections.

It was Senator Caraway, of Ar­
kansas, who proposed this dangerous 
experiment. He referred to the dra­
matic incident of last week when 
500 Arkansas farmers (the number 
cannot be confirmed as exceeding 
40) marched to the nearest town and 
demanded food for their starving 
families. This was sufficient to 
convince the senator that the Bed 
Cross has “fallen down on the job,” 
that there are 500,000 “destitute” 
persons in his state, and that the 
reason why the administration op­
poses “human food loans”  is because 
it is hard-hearted and niggardly.

President Hoover and Secretary 
Hyde are in close touch with the sit­
uation in Arkansas and are con­
vinced t£at the Red Cross is able 
to take care o f those in need of, 
food. If its resources should prove 
inadequate it could easily increase 
them by a nation-wide appeal. But 
they maintain that this kind of 
emergency relief is not properly a 
matter for the federal government. 
If the need is sufficiently great the 
state of Arkansas should lend its aid. 
Furthermore, Senator Caraway is 
controverted on all o f hia points by 
the Governor of Arksnsas, the head 
of the Red Cross and the Secretary 
of Agriculture, and a dispatch from 
Little Rock reports that the citizens 
of Arkansas resent the charge that 
they are unable to care for their 
own. President Cleveland once ve­
toed a bill to have the federal gov­
ernment feed persons in a similar 
extremity, remarking that this func­
tion belonged to private and local 
agencies.

Whether the senate conferees, if 
they recede on the Caraway amend­
ment, can persuade their branch of 
congress to pass the drought relief 
bill without the provision for “hu­
man food loans’ remains to be seen. 
The senate tried to increase the sum 
to $60,000,000 before the holidays 
and finally accepted a compromise 
on $45,000,000. By the time the 
conference is over the opinion of 
Arkansas’ own governor may give 
the senate sufficient courage to re­
sist the unwise legislation proposed 
by her senators.

Mr. Caraway threatens to demand 
$75,000,000,000 for the farmers of 
his state. Other senators with de­
signs on the federal treasury may 
follow suit. The effect would be to 
hold interminably the reasonable 
measure of relief recommended by 
the president which has already been 
passed by the house. The expression 
"playing politics with human mis­
ery" is as applicable as ever to 
those senators who insist upon load­
ing relief legislation with amend­
ments that should not and cannot 
be adopted.

When a community is facing star­
vation is no time to indulge in quib­
bling about the source of emergency 
relief. But when starving commun­
ities become so numerous that gov­
ernmental relief in all cases would 
bankrupt the richest nation, each 
with well-to-do neighbors not in­
sensible to the situation or averse 
to evidencing a neighborly spirit in 
a practical manner, possibly it might 
be best to pause and consider be­
fore establishing a manifestly disas­
trous precedent.

The concernof the Arkansas sen­
ators over conditions in their home 
state is natural and creditable. But 
other states— notably Virginia and 
Kentucky—were at badly afflicted 

i by the drought. Metropolitan bread 
lines are growing no shorter, and 
there ia as much distress in the 
cities as in the country. If the

TWO TAX ATTORNEYS 
ARE ELIMINATED BY THE 
T A X  C O M M I S S I O N

SANTA FE—First action in ful­
fillment of the democratic pledge 
to lop o ff alleged unnecessary em­
ployees of the old republican admin­
istration was taken by the state tax 
commission Saturday to save around 
$700 a month by eliminating two 
attorneys, consolidating the two of­
fices, and dropping two minor clerks.

Byron O. Beall, chief tax commis­
sioner, said that effective next Tues­
day Attorney General E. K. Neu­
mann and his assistants will take 
over full representation of the state 
tax commission. This eliminates the 
tax commission legal posts held by 
J. W. Chapman and J. Frank Curas, 
attorneys.

Mr. Beall said the positions of as­
sistant secretary to the commission 
and excise tax clerk will be com­
bined to eliminate one employee, 
and that two minor clerks will be 
eliminated.

This change went into effect Mon­
day and at the same time the office 
o f the tax commission will go to 
work on an eight hour basis. Mr. 
Beall said that by extending the 
working hours in the commission to 
s full eight hour day that he be­
lieves all of the tax commission work 
can be handled efficiently with a 
smaller force.

Attorney General Neumann has 
agreed to take over all o f the legal 
representation of the tax commis­
sion as part o f the work o f his of­
fice. Mr. Neumann is advocating 
consolidation of all legal work in 
his department as another of the 
democratic promises to eliminate 
special attorneys.

DAIRY WORK SHOWS
PROGRESS IN STATE

That there has been considerable 
work in dairying done in the state 
during the past year is clearly 
shown by the annual report of E. 
E. Anderson, extension dairy spec­
ialist. The chief effort of the dairy 
work has been directed toward in­
creased efficiency in production by 
disposing of cows that are unprofit­
able and eliminating their contribu­
tion to the surplus of dairy products.

As a basis for culling herds, an 
effort has been made to encourage 
more testing. Mail order testing as­
sociations in five counties tested 984 
cows. One herd improvement asso­
ciation, with a membership of ten, 
did testing in herds totaling 989 
cows. In ten counties, agents report 
111 farmers weeding out poor pro­
ducers.

Herd improvement thru the intro­
duction of better sires has continued 
in importance. Three bull circles 
with eleven members were organized 
the past year. Including those in 
the circles and others assisted in­
dividually, 86 registered bulls were 
secured which are being used as 
herd sires on 119 different farms and 
262 high-grade or purebred females 
were secured by 154 farmers. There 
are now eight active bulls circles 
in the state with 28 highbred bulls 
and 678 cows, all o f which were or­
ganized with the aid o f the extension 
service. All of these circles but one 
are using Jersey bulls.

The goal for 1930 in dairy feed­
ing was to get 200 farmers to feed 
better balanced and more economical 
rations. While the goal was not 
reached, this phase of the work has 
shown marked progress. County 
agents report 188 dairy farmers im­
proving the rations being fed.

In five counties 12,684 dairy ani­
mals were tested for tuberculosis by 
the bureau of animal industry and 
New Mexico Cattle Sanitary Board, 
with the cooperation o f the extension 
agents. Only 97 reactors were found 
among the 12,684 head tested, or less 
than one per cent.

farmers for food there is no reason 
why the hungry of the cities should 
not have an equal standing as appli­
cants. Every one deplores the lack 
o f food whenever and wherever it 
exists. But, as Governor Parnell in­
dicates, the state government of 
Arkansas can take care of suffering 
within its borders and, as Judge 
Payne of the Red Cross has just re­
ported, that organization has $4,- 
500,000 ready to be used. "If we get 
down to the bottom of the barrel,” 
Judge Payne declared, “we will let 
out a yell and I have no doubt 
whatever that the American people 
will respond.”

After the unexpected and note­
worthy brace which the senate took 
just before Christmas, it is disap­
pointing as well as unpleasant to 
have to recount that it has begun 
the new year with a relapse. The 
house must now strike out the Cara­
way food dole and once again give 
the senate a lesson in the art of 
government.

Never put wet shoes on a hot 

radiator or stove to dry. Stuff 
them with crumpled paper or fill 
them with dry oats, and put them 
in a warm, not hot, place. High 
temperatures cause leather to grow 
brittle and crack.

Cold storage eggs may be used 
satisfactorily as fresh eggs for 
most cooking purposes in the house­
hold. Where economy must be prac­
ticed, the tendency ia to use fewer 
fresh eggs during the winter months 
because o f the advance in price. The 
less expensive cold storage eggs 
help to keep up the supply of this 
necessary food.

The dried fruits— prunes, dates, 
raisins, figs, peaches and apricots— 
make fine wholeeome confections 
either just as they are or stuffed or 
chopped up and made into candy. 
For instance, put through the meat 
grinder half a pound of prunes and 
figs or figs and sedless raisins, with 
half a pound of nuts, using a medium 
knife. Mix together and shape into 
small balls, rolls or any other de­
sired shape. Roll in confectioner's 
sugar end pack in waxed paper in 
a tin box.

To vary the winter vegetables, 
why not combine some of them? 
Carrots and peas are an old favor­
ite. Try celery and turnips, cut up 
and cooked together. Scalloped cab­
bage and apples; carrots and apples, 
fried together; sweet potatoes and 
apples; sweet potatoes scalloped with 
pineapple; pineapple and cabbage 
salad are some changes that can be 
rung upon the old familiar standbys. 
Onion or tomato or both as addi­
tional flavor with other vegetables 
are always acceptable.

STATE SURVEY SHOWS
SCARCITY OF DUCKS

Ducks are scarce this season, ac­
cording to a survey by the state 
game and fish department.

E. L. Perry, warden, says there 
were plenty of hunters out this year 
but few of them got ducks or geese. 
Shortage of the hatch during the 
last two seaxons have caused a ser­
ious decline in the number of ducks 
and geese migrating, he said.

CRUDE PRODUCTION IS HINKLE AND SELIGMAN 
DECREASED 8,427 BOLS. DIFFER ON THEIR VIEWS 
SINCE THE LAST REPORT REGARDING PRORATION

TULSA, Oklahoma—Daily average 
crude oil production in the United 
States decreased 8,427 barrels in 
the week ended January 10, total­
ing 2,081,010 barrels, says the Oil 
and Gas Journal's report.

Most fields had comparatively 
small shifts in their output, the 
greatest change being in Oklahoma, 
where an increase of 8,105 barrels 
was recorded. The Oklahoma pro­
duction was 456,040 barrels.

The total for the mid-continent 
area was 1,077,452 barrels, an in- 
creas« of 2,624 barrels. The largest 
decreases in the area were in West 
Texas, where production was down 
4,761 barrels at 235,394 barrels, and 
Kansas, which had a drop of 2,500 
barrels with an output o f 105,620 
barrels.

Eastern production was unchanged 
at 109,000 barrels. The Rocky Moun­
tain area registered a decline of 
6,403 barrels with a yield of 05,626 
barrels.

California production, which had 
tumbled sharply in the last two 
weeks of 1030, was 534,250 barrels, 
a decrease of 4,250 barrels.

Frenchman's Great Idea
for Ocean Metropolis

A Boating city, anchored In the 
ocean between the Old and New 
worlds, 1s the daring proposal of Leon 
Foanqulnos, a Marseilles engineer. M. 
Foenqulnos wants to build a cir­
cular steel ling large enough to con­
tain a population o f 200.000 that 
would be “the most majestic work of 
man." It would be anchored at a 
shallow spot, less than 200 feet deep, 
that Is located In the Gulf stream 
about half way between Paris and 
New York, at 43 degrees longitude and 
45 degrees north latitude. The ring 
would be 659 feet high. Its Internal 
diameter 3,282 feet and Its external 
diameter 4,000 feet The Idea Is to 
call the place “Atlantis," and It will 
h# a complete city with all metropoli­
tan conveniences, and It Is hoped that 
It will be a desirable hreak In the 
ocean voyage for tourlsta between 
Europe and America. There will be 
suitable landing places for ships and 
planes. It will be the "eighth wonder 
of the world."

Land Commissioner Hinkle and 
Governor Seligman appear to be 
quite wide apart on their respective 1 
views o f the Hobbs pro-ration agree­
ment. A supplemental meeting was 
called at Santa Fe Thursday by 
Governor Seligman after Commis­
sioner Hinkle had signed the pro­
ration agreement extension earlier 
in the week, limiting the daily out­
put of the field to 31,200 barrels, 
with the provision that the market 
outlet might be changed within 90 
days if conditions warranted.

In a statement issued Friday, Com­
missioner Hinkle claims that the 
original proration agreement never 
did guarantee the amount of oil to 
be run per day, but the average 
has been 31,200 barrels which is 
better than any other proration area. 
Mr. Hinkle further stated that he 
had found from investigation that 
pipe line companies could run oil 
from their wells in the same amount, 
even though there was no pro-ra­
tion and shut o ff other interests. It 
so happens that the pipe line com- ] 
panies own permit or fee lands, while 
others are on state lands. This would 
materially damage the state's lands. 
The hearing was public and everyone 
invited, but nothing better was of- I 
fered to take the pluce of pro-ration.

Governor Seligman made the fol- 
lowing statement about pro-ration: i

“ I hold to my original position 
that the state of New Mexico is not 
benefiting as it should from the re­
sources it possesses in the Hobbs oil 
field.

‘J cannot accept, as has the state 
land commissioner, the statements 
and argument of the oil operator* 
at their full face value and I am 
fur from convinced that New Mexico 
is on a parity with other states in 
regard to pro-ration.

“The authority to terminate this 
agreement insofar as the state is 
concerned lies with the state geolo­
gist, who is signatory to it to insure 
the other signers against liability 
under the state law prohibiting com­
binations in restraint o f trade. The 
land commssioner is signatory to 
the agreement merely because there 
are state lands involved from which 
royalty income is derived.

"I cannot sit back with complac­
ency and see New Mexico dictated 
to by any group and do not intend 
to do so. If the oil operators fail 
to offer a satisfactory market out­
put at the end of the specified 30 
days—a figure which I believe is 
fair and equitable to the state— I 
shall go before the legislature and 
obtain legislation, if possible, that 
will give the state regulatory power 
sufficient to allow it to control the 
manner in which its resources in oil 
are to be handled.

“ For my part there is to be no 
quibbling about the matter and no 
supine acquiescence to the agreement 
terms which the oil operators offer.
