KIDNAPED DEPUTY
RETURNS GARLSBAD
AFTER A WILD RIDE

Joe Johns, Carlsbad deputy
sheriff is back at home in Carls-
bad, after a wild ride to San An
tonio, Texas, in the car of three
bandits. Mr. Johns says the feel
ing that you are near death is
hard to describe, but he rode to
the Texas city with a determina-
tion to battle the desperadoes if
the chance ever came. When one
of the bandits threatened to kil
him, Johns told his captor that he
guessed it was his business.

The ride was made at break
neck speed. Johns routed the
bandits around the towns where
he was afraid they would run
into the law, which might result
in his being murdered. Even after
hitting a mud hole the driver of
the car made 70 to 80 miles an
hour with a dirty windshield. The
driver leaned out of the door.
The fleeing car took off one or
two bumpers as it sped along the
road.

Johns said he was closely guard-
ed until toward the latter part
of the ride, but never given a
chance to get away without being
practically certain of getting kill-
ed. Johns was let out early Mon-
day morning near San Antonio,
Texas and because of his muddy
and haggard appearance had to
make three attempts before occu-

her's whom she had not seen or |
heard of in many years. !

The niece introduced one of |
the men, James White, 20 or 22, |
as, her husband. The other man
gave his name as Jack Smith, 19.|

The men had a large sum ”fi
money with them and also sev-|
eral diamonds, Mrs. Stamp told |
sheriff’s officials. Stamp, how- |
ever, denied that he or his wife
had called officers.

Stamp stated that Johns had
been looking the car over for sev- |
eral minutes when the two men |
came out of the house and order-
ed the officer to stick his hands
up. Johns backed off, but seeing
that the men meant business, did
as ordered. -~

The men drove off after put-
ting the ignition on Johns' car
and on another car nearby out
of commission. They fired one or
two shots into the ground, Stamp
said.
