For the first time in the history 
of New Mexico a split season on 
ducks, geese, brant and jacksnipes 
has boen granted by the United 
States Biological Survey and as a 
result migratory bird hunters in 
this state are looking forward 
to one o f their most successful 
shooting seasons according to in­
formation from Roswell.

The open season on ducks, geese 
and brant in eastern and south­
ern New Mexico will open this 
year November 16 and will close 
January 15. The season will open 
in the northern counties o f New 
Mexico October 16 and will close 
December 15.

The division in New Mexico will 
be a line following the Southern 
Pacific railroad from the point 
where it enters the state from 
Texas to Tularoaa. thence west to 
the south end o f the Elephant 
Butte lake and on west across 
the Black Range to the Arizona 
line.

All the area south and east of 
this line will have a season be­
ginning November 16 and closing 
January 15 and the other sec­
tions of New Mexico will have a 
season opening on October 16 and 
closing December 15.

For many years New Mexico 
sportsmen have been attempting 
to secure a split season on ducks 
and geese and this is the first 
time their efforts have been suc­
cessful. Because o f the great dif­
ferences in climatic conditions In 
the state the hunters of the north­
ern and northwestern sections of 
the state have their best shoot­
ing early and in southeastern and 
southern New Mexico the season 
has been closed in former years 
just at the time when the beat 
shooting was available.

Ross L. Malone of Roswell and 
other members of the state game 
and fish commission; W. A. Losey, 
president o f the New Mexico G. 
P. A.; Elliott Barker, state game 
warden and leading sportsmen tn 
all sections of the state made a 
hard fight this year for the split 
season.

WASHINGTON, D. C.— A gov­
ernment prediction that the 1933 
cotton crop would be 12,414,000 
bales Friday disclosed that south­
ern weather was continuing to 
checkmate the farm administra­
tion's effort to make a sizeable 
dent in the cotton surplus.

The forecast Friday was 100,000 
bales higher than the estimate 
August 8 and cotton declined fur­
ther from the parity price which 
the farm administration has set 
as it goal for the staple.

The carry-over of cotton In the 
United States August 1 was 8,-
170.000 bales as compared to the 
ten-yea* average carry-over of 
onl 3,686,000 bales.

Friday's forecast said approxi­
mately 10,396,000 acres had been 
or would be plowed under.

This figure was an increase o f 
192,000 acres over the estimate of 
! August 8, when the crop report­
ing board said the indicated yield 
would be approximately 16,500,- 
000 bales if the reduction cam­
paign had not been carried out.

Around 30,000,000 acres will be 
harvested this year, governing ex­
perts said, as compared to an av­
erage o f more than 40,000,000. 
Ordinarily a crop o f only some
11.500.000 bales would be har- 

! vested from the 30,000,000 acres.
This is about 18 per cent high­

er than the ten-year average. It 
| is tha highest since 1914, with the 
[exception o f the 211.5 pounds per 
I acre yield o f 1931.

The ginning report showed 1,- 
394,220 bales ginned to September 
1, as compared to 865,160 last 

j y«»r.
The farm administration still 

has one card, and perhaps two, to 
play this year in an effort to im­
prove prices. The first is the 
early announcement of its cotton 
program from 1934 and 1935, 
which is expected to reduce acre­
age to 25,000,0000 next year. The 

[ other may be the sale o f 1,000,- 
1000 bales or more to Russia.

This would guarantee the farm­
er a “ parity price”  for his seed— 
a price that would be based on the 
price of commodities he buys.

Administration o f the agree­
ment would be by the secretary 
and the agricultural adjustment 
administration instead of the 
NRA.

The NRA scale of wages, con­
sidered too high by some farm 
organizations would not necessar­
ily apply.

The crusher would be guaran­
teed a profit.

York Congressman Walter Chand­
ler Monday asked the co-operation 
of livestock men in the state in his 
efforts to gather material to show 
why Secretary of the Interior Har­
old L. Ickes should cancel his 
fence removal order.

INTERNATION WHEAT 
ACT IO N  COMPLETED

The four leading wheat ex­
porting countries definitely ap­
proved the international wheat 
agreement on August 30, so this 
completes the agrément among 
representatives of both exporting 
and importing countries. Draft­
ing of technical data in the sup­
plement will be placed in the hands 
of the advisory committee meet­
ing September 18th.

The approval of this agreement 
strengthens the plan that ts now 
being put into effect in New Mex­
ico and other wheat growing states 
to adjust their production to meet 
world consumption needs. The 
agreement among the exporting 
countries provides export quotas 
for the current marketing season 
up to July 31, 1934, as follows: 
Canada, 200 million bushels; Ar­
gentine, 110 million; Australia, 
105 million, United States, 47 mil­
lion.

Export quotas for the 1934-35 
season are based upon (a) 15
per cent cut in acreage in each 
of the four countries, (b) average 
yields, (c ) normal domestic re­
quirements. The balance remain­
ing is the permitted export. This 
gives the United States a mini­
mum export quota o f 90 million 
bushels for 1934 and Canada a 
minimum quota of 263 million 
bushels. If, by reason o f smaller 
European crops or improved de­
mand, more wheat can be exported 
next season than these quotas 
provide, the increased exports will 
be shared equally between Can­
ada and the United States, until 
their accumulated surpluses o f old 
wheat are disposed of.

Argentina and Australia agree 
that in lieu of a cut in acreage, 
they will export only as much 
wheat next season as if they had 
cut their acreage 15 per cent and 
will not add any surplus above 
this amount to their carryover In 
storage. This may be accomplish­
ed by diverting any excess pro­
duction to feeding livestock or to 
other non-food uses.

No agreement has been reached 
as to production or quotas after 
1934. That will be negotiated 
later thru the international ad­
visory committee established under 
the general agreement.
