CALL SUCCEEDS FIELDS

Road and school funds amount­
ing to $679,315 have been allo­
cated from national forest re­
ceipts to states in which the 
national forests are located, the 
forest service announced recently.

Checks totalling $650,860, which 
represent 25 percent of the re­
ceipts for timber, grazing priv­
ileges, and other products and 
uses of the national forests dur­
ing the fiscal year 1933 are to 
be sent out by the U. S. Treas­
ury. An additional $28,093 goes 
to Arizona and $362 to New
Mexico for school funds, in ac­
cordance with an act of congress 
of June 20, 1910.

The 25 percent apportionment
of national forest receipts is paid 
annually to the states in lieu of 
taxes on national forest lands
within their boundaries. Thirty- 
one state and Puerto Rico share 
in the distribution of 1933 re­
ceipts. The payments to the 
states will be turned over for 
local county road and school uses 
in the counties including the na­
tional forest lands.

The grand total this year is 
somewhat larger than last year, 
based on a small increase in na­
tional forest receipts, but it is 
less than in years of large sales 
of timber. Total national forest 
receipts for fiscal 1933 amounted 
to $2,626,049.

An additional fund representing 
10 percent of the national forest 
receipts will be made available 
to the forest service for the con­
struction o f local roads and trails 
within the forest boundaries.

veterans expenditures is taking 

! shape for the coming session of 
congress.

With most former service men’s 
• organizations working for repeal 
| of the act, the American Legion 
is pushing a four-point modifica- 

i tion program. Its amendments 
! will be presented on the first 
day of the session by Representa­
tive Rankin (D-Miss.), chairman 
of the house veterans committee.

Adoption of the program, ac­
cording to Legion estimates, would 
cost $70,000,000. It would re­
store free hospitalization to im­
provident veterans; would substi­
tute the word “ compensation”  for 

j “ pension” with reference to ser­
vice-connected death and disability 

I payments; would return the com­
pensation for world war death 
and disability to persons who the 
old basis would provide payments 
for world war orphans and 
widows.

Veterans' organizations other 
than the Legion are seeking its 
support for their efforts to repeal 
the act. These attempts so far 
have failed.

Legion officials take the view 
that by asking for less they will 
ultimately obtain more than those 

| who ask for a lot. They predict 
adoption of their program.

I saw her out in the field the 
other day as she drew the sleeve 
of her blue shirt across her brow 
which was moist with the sweat 
of hard toil.

I was 
reminded o f the frizzed up, fluffy 
females who dance down the white 
ways of life—soft, clinging, help­
less flowers that could not stand 
the glances o f the mildest sun, 
and vainly chase the fantasy of 
happiness through the gossamer 
o f cock tail painted dreams.

She did not ask for the admira­
tion of men— she had it. She did 
not deal in flirtation and coquet­
tish glances to win their love— 
they brought it unsought and laid 
it at her feet—the deepest and 
most abiding form o f love— 
honor, reverence and respect.

And as I passed by and saw | 
her coming in from the field, I 
murmured in my heart this pray- i 
er: “ God help me to be as much 

j a man as that little woman is, 
who will not give up, who laughs 
ut diversity and sorrow, and who 
lias triumphed over despair."

Widowed in the prime of life, 
with all her dreams smashed in ' 
the stark realism of quick catas­
trophe, and with a house full of 
children to support, she smiled 
bravely and carried on. Through 
the years she has managed a large 
farm successfully and done the 
work that her husband started so 
long before. A lesser spirit would 
have cried for charity—a weaker 
would have whined in defeat.

Deborah, a mother in Isreal, 
laughed scornfully in the face of 
Barak and said, “ If you are 
afraid o f Sisera with his thous­
ands o f crawling men, stay at 
home and tend to my knitting— 
I'll go fight him."

Joan of Arc, the winsome maid 
of Orleans left her spinning 
wheel, and smashed through the 
siegers o f Orleans at the head of 
an army of men who were so 
weak that some of them betrayed 
her later and let her be burned 
at the stake.

Behind every man who ever 
rose to fame, there is a woman 
—a better, nobler character than 
he, a stronger, finer personality. 
And he is not much man who

will not give credit to the woman 
—whether wife, mother, sister, 
sweetheart, or friend, who in­
spired him, and who sustained 
him.

Washington Irving thus paints 
a woman with her inspiration for 
man: “ I have often had occasion 
to remark the fortitude with 
which women sustain the most 
overwhelming reverses of fortune. 
Those disasters which break down 
the spirit of man, and prostrate 
him in the dust, seem to call 
forth all the energies o f the
softer sex, and give such in­
trepidity and elevation to their 
character that at times it ap­
proaches sublimity. Nothing can 
be more touching than to behold 
a soft and tender female who had 
been all weakness and depend­
ence, and alive to every trivial 
roughness, while treading the 
prosperous paths of life, suddenly 
rising in mental force to be the 
comforter and supporter of her
husband under misfortune, and 
abiding, with unshrinking firm­
ness, the bitterest blasts of ad­
versity.”

So at the feet o f this little 
Hugerman mother who has fought 
on with courage and determina­
tion when the cards were stacked 
against her, we lay a coronet of 
respect and love.

And we are better men and 
women because she lives among 
us.

SANTA EF—Hotels, restaurants 
and cafes cannot serve a bottle 
of liquor, according to E. K. 
Neumann, of the state liquor 
control board, reached Tuesday at 
Carlsbad, where he is spending 
the holidays.

Each patron may be served 
only a drink at a time, Neumann 
said. The drinks must be served 
with meals and must be consumed 
with the meals, he further said.

There has been a good deal 
o f confusion regarding the order 
which was issued by the secre­
tary of the commission, J. C. 
Pillow, Santa Fe cafe, hotel and 
restaurant men said their Christ­
mas day business was ruined as 
a result of the order.

Tonight, the hotel and restau­
rant men’s association of New 
Mexico was taking up cudgels of 
battle over the situation that has 
resulted in what they allege is 
discrimination. It a patron orders 
more than he can drink, and 
carries some of the liquor away, 
it makes the cafe or hotel man a 
law violator under the new ruling, 
the restaurant men said.

SANTA FE— Appointment o f a 
U. S. marshal is expected by 
local politicos within the next 
few days. Return o f Jim Farley, 
national democratic leader, from 
Europe has been the only thing 
holding up the appointment, it is 
believed by some leaders. Now 
that Mr. Farley is back, action is 
expected.

T. S. Cox of Artesia has been 
appointed as one o f the well in­
spectors to make a survey of the 
south part of the artesian basm, 
it was announced yesterday morn­
ing by George Frisch, member of 
the board of directors of the 
Pecos Valley Water Conservation 
district. The appointment was 
made by Mr. Frisch and Jess 
Funk of the Cottonwood, another 
board member. Mr. Cox started 
his work yesterday and will meet 
W. C. Urton, another Inspector, 

I somewhere near the center of the 
basin. About 1,500 wells will be 

| inspected and the work is ex­
pected to be finished by February 
1st.

W. C. Urton of Roswell has 
been appointed as an artesian well 

j inspector to start a survey on 
| the north part of the artesian 
basin. The appointment announced 
last week was made by the board 
members of the Pecos valley con­
servancy district residing in the 
north part of the district. Mr. 
Urton started his work on the 
26th. Another member will be 
appointed by George Frisch and 
Jess Funk, living in the south 
part of the district. The two 
inspectors will make a survey 
of every artesian well in the 
district and report the condition 
of the wells to the state engin­
eer’s office.

A public sale of interest to 
many farmers o f this section will 
be held at the Schreiner farm 
by N. H. Schreiner, three miles 
west and one mile south of Dex­
ter on next Thursday, January 
4th. Ten head of horses, nine 
cattle and a number o f farm 
implements will be offered to the 
highest bidder at this time. Col. 
Tom McKinstry, the veteran auc­
tioneer of the valley, will serve 
as auctioneer and W. A. Losey, 
Hagerman banker, will clerk the 
sale.

Clovis markets this year shipped 
170,000 pounds of dressed turkeys 
to the various markets this 
Christmas.

DISTRICT ATTORNEY 
D ECLARES HE WILL 
ENFORCE LANE LAW

WOULD LICENSE FARMERS

WASHINGTON— Farmers who 
do not participate in the gov­
ernment’s production control plans 
for agriculture would be licensed 
and restricted in their operations 

! under a plan suggested Sunday 
at a conference of national farm 
leaders.

The plan is designed to prevent 
farmers from upsetting the ad­
ministration’s program by drast­
ically increasing acreage and pro­
duction in the hope of making 
large profits from expected price 

1 increases.
Under it the farmers not sign­

ing production contracts would be 
required to obtain a government 
license in order to continue farm­
ing operations. The license would 
limit their production o f food­
stuffs to amounts they produced 
over an average period to be de­
termined by the administration. 
Leaders also heard an appeal for 
an amendment to the processing 
tax act to correct violations.

A warning has been issued by 
District Attorney George Reese, 
Jr., that all violators of the Lane 
liquor law will be prosecuted. 
Mr. Reese in a statement to the 
press said he would prosecute 

| the proprietors of any restaurant, 
i eating house or other estabish- 
munis selling liquors without 
meals. He said the intent of the 
law was that liquors should be 
sold only with meals and sales 
made in any other manner was 
in violation of the law. It is 
also a violation of the law for 
eating house proprietors to permit 

| disorderly conduct on their pre­
mises or to sell whiskey or beer 
to a habitual drunkard.

Establishments selling liquors 
in violation of the above pro­
visions may be padlocked for one 

: year and have their licenses re­
voked. Persons selling liquors 
under a special permit can not 
sell a bottle by first serving a 
drink. The practice is a violation 
of the law and subjects both the 
buyer and seller to penalties pro­
vided in the Lane act.

Sales by drug stores are per­
mitted when made upon a pre­
scription for medicinal purposes. 
So long as drug stores confine 
their sales to such provisions and 
make them only upon prescrip- 

1 tion, liquor may be legally sold 
and purchased in such manner. 
However, a drug store is not 
authorized to sell liquor for bev­
erage purposes without obtaining 
a regular license from the proper 
authority, and then only to people 
holding purchaser's permits. Any 

! violation of the provisions of the 
law by the proprietors o f drug 
stores will be prosecuted in the 
same manner as above outlined.

The campaign to sign the 1934- 
1935 cotton adjustment contracts 
will begin January 1, 1934. Ap­
proximately $125,000,000 will be 
paid to cotton producers of the 
sought next year under the 1934 
adjustment program. Producers 
will be offered a rental payment 
based upon the productivity of 
the land they agree to withhold 
from production and a parity 
payment o f not less than one cent 
per pound on their farm allot­
ment.

In announcing the opening of 
the campaign Mr. Davis, adminis­
trator of the agricultural adjust­
ment administration, said: “ In
spite of plowing up more than 
10 million acres last summer, 
there is still a surplus o f cotton. 
This program is directed to the 
elimination of the surplus. If all 
cotton farmers participate and 
actually restrict planting next 
year to twenty-five million acres, 
there is a definite prospect of a 
more nearly balanced cotton situ­
ation at the beginning of the 
crop year next August 1.

“ There is a vast improvement 
in conditions in the south as com­
pared with those of last year. 
We know that the cotton program 
of this past summer was one of 
the major contributing factors to 
this improvement. The south has 
already experienced to a consider­
able degree the beneficial results 
of a production control program, 
and we in Washington recognize 
that the first major attempt of 
the adjustment administration was 
successful because of the immedi­
ate and intelligent cooperation of 
the cotton farmers. The adminis­
tration is confident that the same 
spirit will characterize this second 
step in the adjustment o f cotton 
production.”

The organization, under the 
direction of the extension forces, 
will be developed around the 
22,000 volunteer workers who 
participated in the emergency ad­
justment campaign of 1933.

The cotton acreage reduction 
campaign will be conducted in 
twelve counties o f New Mexico 
where cotton is grown to con­
siderable extent.

SANTA FE—The state tax 
commission yesterday announced 
valuations on grazing land and 
livestock for the next year, add­
ing a word of advice to county 
assessors in stressing valuations 
of full value as provided by the 
1933 session laws.

The cattle valuations remain 
about the same, upon an actual 
valuation basis as in 1933 when 
it was “conceded the full value 
was not used” and sheep valua­
tions have been increased to bring 
them to an actual value as de­
termined from present markets 
and information.

A letter to assessors says: 
j “ The system of having grazing 
land valuations, by classes, fixed 
by the state tax commission ‘can 

| only be satisfactorily handled 
when assessors use proper care 
to see that lands lying within 
their respective counties, are ac­
tually investigated and properly 
classed.' Grazing properties will 
vary greatly, even writhin a 

i single county, and as the assess­
ment o f 1934 will remain fixed 
for four years, all assessing au­
thorities should cooperate to the 
end that classifications, when de­
termined should reflect the actual 
capacity and value of the grazing 
lands in question.”

FEDERAL SALARIES  
MAY BE RAISED 5%

WASHINGTON — President 
Roosevelt's first annual message 
to congress will be delivered on j 
January 3— the first day of the 
session—for reading by a house 
clerk.

Speaker Rainey said Thursday 
that contrary to reports the pres­
ident did not plan to deliver the 
message in person but some of 
Mr. Roosevelt’s advisors are still 
urging him to appear in person 
to deliver the message to a joint ! 
session of the senate and house.

Democrat* are contending that 
the country is more back of the 
president than a few months ago 
and that they are prepared to 
follow him in his recommenda­
tions. Republicans generally are 
saying little and awaiting de­
velopments.

Speaker Rainey said he expected 
the ordinary and extraordinary 
budgets to call for appropriations 
in excess of $5,000,000,000 for 
the fiscal year 1934. This includes 
the budget estimates o f $2,600.- 
000,000 for ordinary expenses of 
the government.

Of the balance, about $1,700,- i 
000,000 is to be asked for con­
tinuation of the public works- 
employment program; about $500,- 
000,000 for federal relief; addi­
tional capital for the reconstruc­
tion corporation for business stim­
ulation and varying sums for 
other government enterprises.

First on the legislative calendar, 
Rainey said, would be a bill for 
the repeal of the Volstead act as 
it applies to the District of Col­
umbia. territories and possessions, i

This is to be followed by the 
liquor revenue act to be intro­
duced by Chairman Doughton, 
democrat. North Carolina, of the 
house ways and means committee 
on the first day. It will call for 
a $2 a gallon levy on spirits, 
$5 a barrel on beer, retain pre­
sent import duties on wines, 
spirits and brew, all the revenue 
from these sources, estimated at 
more than $500,000.000, to go 
into the federal treasury.

The president’s budget message 
will be received by congress on 
the second day o f the session. 
Indications are that the president, 
under the authority granted him 
in the economy act, may restore 
5 percent of the federal pay cut 
effective January 1, in view of 
increased living costs.

SILVER COINAGE IS 
A BOOM TO MINING

WASHINGTON—Silver coinage 
Friday was commanded by Presi­
dent Roosevelt in a sudden ex­
pansion of his monetary plans 
for lifting commodity prices. By 
proclamation, the president opened 
the federal mints to newly mined 
silver in a program estimated to 
push silver prices from around 43 
to 64 Vk cents an ounce.

It will add millions to the na­
tion's mining wealth and spur ex­
ports to silver using countries.

Silver produced domestically 
from December 22 until Decem­
ber 31, 1937, will be accepted 
st the mints.

Half will be coined and returned 
in dollars to the producer. Half 
will be surrendered to th« govern­
ment and held in reserve.

President Roosevelt's proclama­
tion formally ratifies the London 
silver agreement, by which Amer­
ica will absorb annually at least 
24,000.000 ounces o f its silver 
production, approximately the 
1932 output.

The administration evidenced 
anew, its intention to continue 
gold buying.

The proclamation said “ the 
present ratio in weight and fine­
ness of the silver dollar to the 
gold dollar shall, for purposes 
of this proclamation, be main­
tained until changed by further 
proclamation.
Silver Mining Room Forecast
ALBUQUERQUE—A big boom 

in silver mining in New Mexico 
was predicted by Warren Brace- 
well, state mine inspector, with 
President Roosevelt’s announce­
ment of the purchase of silver.

“The president’s announcement,” 
Bracewell said, “ is bound to open 
up thousands of dollars worth of 
property in Silver City country 
which has been dormant for years

Forty-Six Percent Mined in Silver

Forty-six percent o f the stock 
of money in the United States 
on the re-birthday of the coinage 
of silver, is in the white metal 
or in silver subsidiaries and the 
remainder of the stock is in gold 
coin and bullion, according to 
latest figures of the statistical 
abstract o f the country.

In figures, goin coin and bul­
lion stocks amount to $4,534,-
866.000, silver dollars $539,960,- 
000 and silver subsidiaries $310,-
978.000.

The percentage of gold is the 
greatest since 1917, when 66.71 
percent o f the money stocks of 
the country were in yellow metal. 
Then, the stock consisted o f $3,- 
220,242 in gold, $568,270,000 in 
silver dollars and $198,275,000 in 
silver subsidiaries.

Silver held the upper hand of 
gold until 1916, when, that year, 
the percent of gold jumped from 
49.02 the year before to 53.83.

There was an increase in gold 
stocks from 1875, as far back as 
records go accurately, to 1891. 
The jump was from 13.09 per­
cent gold to 41.28 percent gold. 
From then, it dropped to 33.31 
percent gold in 1896 and climbed 
back again to 47.46 percent gold 
in 1906.

CARRIZOZO, N. M.— Moving 
toward a solution o f the year old 
mystery o f the torture robbery 
of R. A. Hunnicutt, 78-year-old 
rancher, and his son William, 
Sheriff A. S. McCamant and 
deputies arrested four men and 
announced that they had obtained 
a full confession from one, which 
implicated the other three.

Identity of the prisoner who 
made the confession was being 
carefully guarded Sunday by the 
Lincoln county officers, for fear 
that friends of the other three 
arrested might attempt to intimi­
date him.

Three o f those arrested are: 
Fred “ Baa” Dougherty of Tula- 
rosa, J. A. Jackson o f Ruidoso, 
and Connie Humphries o f Moun- 
tainair. Humphries, 22, is the 
youngest of the quartet. The 
others were said to be in their 
thirties.

No details of the confession 
were revealed by Sheriff McCam­
ant and it was considered pos­
sible that additional arrests might 
be made.

The Hunnicutts were attacked 
on their lonely ranch 20 miles 
southeast o f Capitan last January 
by a band of masked men. The 
elder Hunnicutt was bound with 
barbed wire and tortured in a 
vain effort to force him to divulge 
the hiding place of his money. 
Finally the bandits bound the 
younger Hunnicutt, soaked his 
bare feet in gasoline, and set 
fire to them.

He then told them where the 
money was hidden and the rob­
bers escaped with $400 in cash 
and valuable papers.

The elder Hunnicutt died about 
six weeks following the torture; 
his son recovered fully, however. 
No trace o f the bandit gang was 
ever reported found until the four 
were arrested Sunday.

Sheriff McCamant and Deputy 
Morgan have been working in­
tensively on the case since they 
unearthed the first tangible clue 
six months ago.

Messenger Want Ads Get Results
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ALBUQUERQUE — Speaking 
before the Arizona- New Mexico 
division of the White Pine as­
sociation. Frank Vesley, state 
land commissioner, last week told 
the lumbermen that negotiations 
for the exchange o f approximate­
ly 250,000 acres of state-owned 
timber lands within national for­
ests for grazing land on the public 
domain of equal value would get 
under way in about a month.

The land commissioner said 
there was 17 billion feet of stand­
ing timber in New Mexico, 35 
per cent of which was privately 
owned. In Arizona, o f 21 billion 
feet of standing timber, only one 
per cent is privately owned.

Following Vesley’s talk, the 
lumbermen endorsed the general 
principles of forest conservation 
on private holdings as outlined 
at a recent national conference.

The present rough provisions of 
the lumber and timber code pro­
vide that about 15 per cent of 
the standing timber and a large 
percentage of seed trees shall be 
left standing on private land to 
provide for reforestation and to 
prevent excessive erosion.

James G. McNary of Albuquer­
que, chairman of the Arizona-New 
Mexico division of the associa­
tion. will represent lumbermen 
of the two states next month at a 
lumbermen's conference in Wash­
ington.

May Cancel PWA Projects

WASHINGTON—A sharp warn­
ing that the public works ad­
