WASHINGTON—Wit

h the battie

lines already established, the
house public lands committee
Monday began hearings on the
Taylor bill, which would turn the
public domain over to the interior
department for administration

Representative Taylor, democrat,
Colorado,

who introduced the bill
said it was not only an adminis-
tration measure but had ween
supported in very similar sorm

by the past three administrations.

F. W. Johnson, commissioner
of the general land office, said
unless some kind of control was
established for grazing on the
public domain in 15 years there
would be no forage left on much
of the vast area which remains

government land.

“I was one of the group which

vehemently fought, 30 years ago,
control of grazing in national
forests,” Taylor said. “Now no

one would vote t«
to free

open the forest
public loot.
“It is useless to talk about a
measure to turn the public domain

over to the states which the
land lies, for no such bill could
be reported out of committee,
much less pass either the house
or the senate. I have faith in the
fair and patriotic administration
of the national resources the

surface of these 173,316,000 acres

represents by the secretary of
the interior.”
Taylor said some stockmen

believed the bill should contain a
provision prohibiting the secretary
of interior from reducing the
number of head of stock permitted
