Artesian Flow Stopped In Wild 
Well Of The Lakewood Section

The well plugging crews in the I ped.
conservancy district o f the Pecos 
valley have plugged wells and 
wells, but until the crew of Myron 
Bruning hit the Lakewood district, 
it was never necessary to use all 
the mud, salt grass turf and 
cotton hulls, etc., in the country. 
Saturday the Bruning crew fin­
ished plugging the old Thompson 
well north of Lakewood after sev­
eral weeks of hard labor. In t- 
tempting to stop the flow of this 
abandoned well, 700 ton* of mud 
snd about twenty-five tons of salt 
grass turf and cotton hulls were 
used, with eventual effective re­
sults. Thompson, an early-day 
promof *r of Lakewood, is said to 
have shot the well to increase the 
artesian flow, but when the well 
was shot like aa ordinary oil 
well, the artesian flow was stop-

Well owners in the district have 
[stated the checking o f the wast­
age in the Thompson well, which 
was getting away through an 
underground stratum, has prac­
tically doubled the flow o f other 
wells. Clifford Smith, artesian 
well supervisor, stated Monday th* 
water level of this district waa 
about up to the winter normal or 
about fifteen feet higher than th# 
low reached during the summer.

Grasshoppers have periodically 
caused serious damage to New 
Mexico farms, saya H. C. Stewart 
of the New Mexico State College, 
who directed the controj campaign 
during the past summer.

Early in 1934 the United States 
Bureau of Entomology recognised 
the grasshopper emergency and 
prevailed upon the national cong­
ress for help. An appropriation 
of $2,354,893 was made in an 
effort to protect farm crops in 
the western states. New Mexico 
was fortunate in being allowed 
15 cars of bran and 2 cars of 
sodium arsenite. Eleven counties 
in this state reported infestation 
o f over 110,500 acres. Of this 
amount, 85,000 acres were so badly 
infested that actual poisoning waa 
necessary. Poison bran bait was 
spread on more than 3,000 farms, 
protecting 185,000 acres of crops 
valued at $5,223,612. The total 
cost of this work was approxim­
ately $32,000. The per acre cost 
of controlling this pest varied 
from 14 cents to as high as $1.11. 
The average cost on the 85,000 
acres treated was slightly over 33 
cents per acre.

This is the first time in the 
history of New Mexico that an 
attempt was made to control 
grasshoppers on a state-wide basis- 
At the beginning of the work, 
many farmers expressed pessim- 

| ism as to a control. By the time 
work was well under way, this 
attitude had changed and all 

1 farmers using bran bait reported 
exceptional kills. Petitions have 
been received at State College 
asking that preparations be made 
to continue this work should 
grasshoppers appear in future 
years.

In order to predict the pos­
sibilities of an outbreak in 1935, 
a population and egg survey has 
just been completed by Dr. Eyer 
and H. C. Stewart, both o f State 
College, the Bureau of Entom­
ology cooperating. The results of 
this work indicate that large 
quantities of eggs have been de­
posited in a few of the areas 
where poisoning did not begin

until grasshoppers were mat,,..

Captain Irving Patrick O'Hay, 
soldier o f fortune, lecturer ond 
author, and a life long democrat, 
has taken the stump in behalf of 
the democratic candidates and will 
speak in Roswell on October 30, 
in Carlsbad on October 31, and in 
Las Cruces on November 1.

Captain Irving Patrick O’Hay, 
soldier of fortune, lecturer ond 
author, and a life long democrat, 
has taken the stump in behalf of 
the democratic candidates and will 
speak in Roswell on October 30, 
in Carlsbad on October 31, and in 
Las Cruces on November 1.

SUBSCRIBE TO TBE MESSENGER

Grasshoppers have periodically 
caused serious damage to New 
Mexico farms, says H. C. Stewart 
of the New Mexico State College, 
who directed the control campaign 
during the past summer.

Early in 1934 the United States 
Bureau of Entomology recognized 
the grasshopper emergency and 
prevailed upon the national cong­
ress for help. An appropriation 
of $2,.354,893 was made in an 
effort to protect farm crops in 
the western states. New Mexico 
was fortunate in being allowed 
15 cars of bran and 2 cars of 
sodium arsenite. Eleven counties 
in this state reported infestation 
of over 110,500 acres. Of this 
amount, 85,000 acres were so badly 
infested that actual poisoning was 
necessary. Poison bran bait was 
spread on more than 3,000 farms, 
protecting 185,000 acres of crops 
valued at $5,223,612. The total 
cost of this work was approxim­
ately $32,000. The per acre cost 
of controlling this pest varied 
from 14 cents to as high as $1.11. 
The average cost on the 85,000 
acres treated was slightly over 33 
cents per acre.

This is the first time in the 
history of New Mexico that an 
attempt was made to control 
grasshoppers on a state-wide basis- 
At the beginning of the work, 
many farmers expressed pessim­
ism as to a control. By the time 
work was well under way, this 
attitude had changed and all 
farmers using bran bait reported 
exceptional kills. Petitions have 
been received at State College 
asking that preparations be made 
to continue this work should 
grasshoppers appear in future 
years.

In order to predict the pos­
sibilities of an outbreak in 1935, 
a population and egg survey has 
just been completed by Dr. Eyer 
and H. C. Stewart, both of State 
College, the Bureau of Entom­
ology cooperating. The resulta of 
this work indicate that large 
quantities of eggs have been de­
posited in a few o f the areas 
where poisoning did not begin

Dinitrophenol
A dangerous drug has recently 

come into prominence through the 
discovery by various manufactur­
ers that it will reduce weight. 
The use of slimming remedies 
containing this drug has already 
caused a number of deaths. As a 
result the American Public Health 
Association at its annual meeting 
last month passed a resolution 
recommending that the drug be 
used only on medical prescription. 
This recommendation has been 
given the force of law in the state 
of California.

The federal food and drug ad­
ministration find that the present 
federal law gives them no control 
over preparations used for “ re­
ducing." They have, however, 
taken notice of a number of pre­
parations containing this drug. 
In most cases, they report, the 
manufacturers have stated clearly 
on the label that the preparation 
contains dinitrophenol. They issue 
a warning at the same time that 
the following products do contain 
this dangerous drug although no 
statement of their composition is 
to be found on the label:
