GROSS SALES TAX
MAY BE INVALID

SANTA FE— Decision of the 
United States supreme court in 
holding invalid the Kentucky grad­
uates tax on gross sales, regarded 
as a “ chain store tax” went with­
out comment from official sources 
at Santa Fe Tuesday.

It was explained by the office 
of the attorney general and the 
state tax commission that there 
was pending before the New Mex­
ico supreme court a question in­
volving a similar tax, and any 
comment on their part would con­
stitute breach of etiquett and pos­
sible contempt o f court.

The New Mexico gross sales tax, 
graduated on annual sales, was 
attacked soon after its enactment. 
Judge M. A. Otero, Jr., in district 
court, ruled the tax unjust, dis­
criminatory and unfair. From that 
court it was appealed to the state 
supreme court.

WASHINGTON—In one of the 
most important monetary acts 
since the devaluation o f the dollar, 
the United States treasury an­
nounced Monday plans to concen­
trate control of the currency in 
the federal government.

It will strip the national banks 
of the power to issue money and 
call in national bank notes to be 
replaced by federal reserve notes.

The government also will draw 
on gold devaluation profits to re­
tire $647,625,603 in the national 
debt and the act will save the 
government $13,000,000 annually in 
interest.

67.001 BALES OF COTTON

The allotment of tax free cotton 
for New Mexico under the Bank- 
head act is 32.031.400 pounds or 
67.011 bales of 500 pounds gross 
weight.

Announcement has been received 
from the Agricultural Adjustment 
Administration that all forms to 
be used in the 1935 cotton program 
under the Agricultural Adjustment 
Act have been sent to the field and 
within a fortnight the forms neces­
sary for producers to apply for 
tax-exemption certificates under 
the Bankhead act will be available. |

State allotments of the unmber 
of bales of cotton of the 1935-36 
crop which may be marketed tax- 
free under the Bankhead act, were 
also announced. The total Bank- 
head act allotment, as recently an­
nounced by Secretary o f Agricul­
ture. is 10,500,000 bales of 500 
pounds lint net weight each, or the 
equivalent of 10,983,204 bales of i 
5<m> pounds gross weight each.

Several important changes in the 
rulings governing the cotton ad­
justment contracts in 1935 have ; 
been made. Provisions of a one- j  
year contract to be offered pro­
ducers who did not sign the orig­
inal 1934-35 contract have also 
been announced. These one-year : 
contracts will call for payments 
for a reduction of not less than 
25 percent and not more than 35 
percent of the base cotton acreage. 
In addition, producers who signed 
contracts in 1934 and who desire 
to reduce their acreage up to 35 
percent and receive payment there­
for, will be offered amendments to 
the 1934-35 contracts covering this 
increased rate of reduction.

Persons operating farms on 
which cotton was produced in 1933 
and 1934 are eligible to sign the 
1935 one-year contracts. Persons 
operating farms upon which cotton 
was produced in 1934 for the first 
time only are eligible to sign the 
one-year contract under certain 
conditions. The one-year contract 
contains all the essential provisions 
of the 1934-35 contract.

NKW YORK — In the most! 
violent break in seven years, cotton 
futures prices plunged down from , 
<7 to <8 a bale Monday before J 
trade buying stemmed the decline, 
and opened the day for a rally.

The rebound lifted the market 
about <3.50 to <4 a bale above the 
extreme low levels, leaving May 
contracts around 10.94 against the 
minimum of 10.58, July at 11.02 
against 10.60, and October at 10.88 
compared with 10.44.

Traders said they were unable to 
account for the sudden slump in 
the absence of new developments 
affecting the staple, but brokerage 
circles were inclined to attribute at 
least a part of the selling to un­
certainties of the government’s 
plans for loans on the new crop and 
disappointing demand for cotton 
textiles.

The break, the sharpest since 
1927, was attributed by brokers to 
uncertainty over the government’s 
plans for the new crop, but AAA 
Administrator Davis later ex­
plained in Washington that no 
change was contemplated in the 
cotton crop adjustment and loan

The production of wool in the 
United States in 1934 amounted to
418.158.000 pounds of which 357,-
658.000 pounds was shorn wool and
60.600.000 was pulled wool, accord­
ing to the estimate of the division 
of crop and livestock estimates. 
This compares with a total produc­
tion of 428,921,000 pounds in 1933, 
and 412,540,000 pounds in 1932 
and 438,328,000 pounds in 1931.

The estimated number o f sheep 
shorn in 1934 was 45,192,000 head 
compared with 44,769,000 head 
shorn in 1933 and 44,431,000 head 
in 1932. The weight of wool per 
sheep shorn was 7.91 pounds in 
1934, 8.15 pounds in 1933, and 7.77 
pounds in 1932.

The estimated production in 1934 
does not include wool from the 
skins of the 3,607,000 ewes that 
were bought by the Agricultural 
Adjustment Administration and | 
slaughtered for food or condemned 
and killed. The amount of wool 
shorn in the fall o f 1934 in Texas 
is estimated at 6,045,000 pounds, 
compared with 14,850,000 pounds 
in 1933 and 5,050,000 pounds in 
1932. In California fall shorn wool 
in 1934 is estimated at 2,309,000 

3,389,000 
pounds In 1933. The amount of 
wool shorn at commercial feeding 
stations in 1934 was much smaller 
than in 1933. The amount reported 
by these stations was 1,731,000 
pounds in 1934 and 3,834,000 
pounds in 1933.
