The importance of proper ash­
ing as a means of grazing control 
cannot be overestimated, says Ray 
Watson, regional range examiner 
for the Soil Conservation Service 
in the wind erosion area.

Experience and observation hav«. 
shown that proper salt distribu­
tion offers one of the most ef­
fective means of accomplishing a 
uniform utilization of range for­
age. Thia applies particularly to 
range or pasture where parts of 
the area are a half mile or more 
from the stock water supply, Wil­
son says.

“ Livestock will travel as far to 
reach a salt supply aa they will 
for water,”  Watson believes. 
“ Therefore, since salt it a daily 
requirement for livestock, by prop­
er placing, it can be used as a lure 
to remote parts of the range where

IN AUGUST. 1926. all of England 
1 was thrilled by an announcement 
which indicated that one of th* mys­
teries of the World war had at last 
been solved.

The elaborate mechanism for vi­

Row Over Coal Prices
MINIMUM prices for coal and 

marketing regulations fixed by 
the national bituminous coal com­
mission have aroused a storm of 
complaints. Resentment was espe­
cially strong In Illinois, which, 
though ranking third among soft 
coal producing states. Is not repre­
sented on the commission.

Six coal companies started court 
action In Chicago to restrain en­
forcement of the price ichedule, and 
Chicago itself contemplated aimilar 
action.

Mr. Reames, a lawyer sixty- 
seven years old, thus becomes the 
first Democratic senator from Ore­
gon since 1921. He is chairman of 
the executive committee of the 
Democratic state central commit­
tee. He will not seek to succeed 
himself in the senate.

He l l o , e v e r y b o d y :
It’ s Dan O’Donoghue of New York, late sergeant of 

the Royal Munster Fusileers, who tells today’s tale of mys­
tery and terror. Like one of Kipling’s “ Soldiers Three,”  
Dan has fought all over India. He has seen the things that 
Kipling saw, and he’ s bringing us such a tale as Kipling 
might have written—the story of a strange and terrifying 
experience on the Northwest frontier, up near Khyber Pass.

Word had come that the tribes were plundering and raiding up 
Khyber way, and the Munster Fusileers was one of the outfits ordered 
out against them. They left their barracks in Rawalpindi. Punjab, in 
the summer of 1908, entrained for Peshawar, marched through the pass, 
and fought their way into Lundi Kotal, the fort on the other side of the 
Afghan border.

They chased the marauding tribes bach lnta the hills, but that, 
as Kipling would say, is another story. The one we're con­
cerned with happened on the way back.

No Beer, So They Drank Water.
The regiment passed through Peshawar again and marched on 

to Shabkhadar, twenty miles away. There, for the first time during the 
expedition the native canteen manager, Hari Chand Khapur. ran out of 
beer. "No one who hasn't been in India." says Dan. "has any idea bow 
necessary beer is to the fighting forces.

He stood well away, and asked me to take the poor devil to the hos­
pital. I carried him there on my shoulders."

They Were Dying of Cholera.
There were several other men in the hospital, all of them complain­

ing of paint in their stomachs. But that didn’ t mean anything to Dan 
at the moment When he got back to his company they were ordered 
off to a spot six hundred yards away, where a flag was flying. They 
were Issued beer and rum that evening, and given a supply of 
green goggles to keep the sun out of their eyes. AU the rest of that day 
they lay in camp, doing nothing, and wondering why they weren't on 
the march.

When Dan awoke the next morning there was a great commotion 
outside his tent "1 lifted the tent wall," he says, “ and asked the sentry 
what was the matter. 'Oh. Lord, Donoghue.’ he cried, 'we re aU dying. 
There are dozeni dead, and by tonight it’U have taken aU of usl' ’ ’

Dan sat straight up on his cot. "What’ll take all of us?" 
he wanted to know. And the aeniry aerramed one ominous 
word. "CHOLERA!”
Dan will never forget the thing* he saw during the terrible days 

that foUowed. "You can get away from an enemy,”  he says. "You 
can fight and bluff your way out of tight corners in a battle. But you 
can't fight or bluff or run away when the cholera germ gets into your 
system. You suffer terrible cramps In your abdomen, and you get so 
weak that you can't stand up. During that epidemic it was a common 
sight to see the fellows visiting one another crawling along on their 
bands and knees.

Buried the Dead in Quicklime.
“ The boys died off like flies, and those who did were buried imme­

diately-buried all together in a long trench, with six inches of quick- 
I Ume in the bottom. It was not at aU common to hear a fellow say, Come 
i on over and see who is getting buried.’ And on one such occasion I 
saw the strangest sight of my whole life.

“ A new trench had been dug and about fifty were getting buried in 
I it The bodies were brought over and laid in the ditch side by side. 
Some were naked, and others were fully clothed, even to the boots 
and puttees. As soon as each corpse was put in a blanket was thrown 
over it and another layer of quicklime was placed on top of that Father 
Looman, the Catholic chaplain was standing at the end of the long grave 
reciting the burial prayers. It was an awful and solemn moment

“ I was there to see a friend buried. Everyone else there had come 
j for the same reason. There wasn't a dry eye In the crowd. I was 
standing at the edge of the trench, looking down, when suddenly I 
Jumped. Directly below me was a body covered with a blanket and It 

l seemed to me I had seen that blanket move.”
As Dan watched, that blanket moved again. Other men had 

seen it move, too. The whole crowd stood stunned for a minute, 
and then Dan and another man hopped into the trench—and helped 
out a poor devil who was about to be buried alive—in quicklime.
“ And as we led him away,”  says Dan, "he kept crying, 'Say, what's 

I the idea? What's all this crowd around here for?' He didn't even 
know how narrowly he had escaped a terrible death.”

It was the quicklime that had saved him—that and the fact that he 
had been buried naked. Says Dan: "If he’d been buried with his clothes 
on he wouldn't have felt the burn of that biting stuff until it was too late. 
As it was, the sting of the stuff brought him to his senses, and he lived 
to get wounded twice during the World war."

|  When this time o f year rolls 
around, farmers begin to think of 
the tasks that should have been 
done last year, says F. F. Whitley 
of New Mexico State College. One 
of these is the planting of trees. 
In the southern part of the state, 
trees and shrubs should be planted 
in the field before March 1st. An 
increase in the supply of fruits on 
most farms is desirable, but farm­
ers usually put off the setting out 
o f trees until it is too late in the 
season. In any home orchard 
there should be the greatest vari­
ety of fruits and nuts that local 
conditions will permit.

The selection of a site for the 
planting has much to do with the 
success of the orchard. The best 
locations are not in the low places 
on the heavier soils as some might 
be led to believe. The ideal loca­
tion for an orchard on the farm is 
as close to the house as conditions 
will permit. It should be slightly 
raised above the surrounding 
ground, preferably with a sandy 
loam soil and good under-drainage.. 
A slightly northward slope may 
have a tendency to hold back tree 
growth in the spring and subse­
quently aid in avoiding frost dam- 
* g c

Naturally, best results will be 
realized where irrigation is prac­
ticed, and this may influence the 
location where the orchard is 
planted. Land that has been built 
up by production of crops such as 
alfalfa is desirable for fruit tree 
planting. Manure should be freely 
used, especially where the soil is 
rather low in fertility. Present 
recommendations are in favor of 
growing a cover crop in the or­
chard, but this may not be possible 
where irrigation is not practiced, 
since the supply of moisture may 
not warrant such a procedure. The 
important thing is that more or­
chards can be grown for farm and 
home use, and anyone who expects 
to plant may secure Bulletin 209 
from his county agent or from the 
Extension Service, State College, 
New Mexico. This bulletin, entitled 
Orchard Management, will answer 
questions that come up when an 
orchard planting project is under­
taken. In addition, many farmers 
can use Press Bulletin 810, which 
names the desirable varieties of 
the different fruits.

Your prices are nearer on a par 
with them than other’s are. If 
you want to be compared only 
with the "legitimate” dealers in 
other towns be sure you are will­
ing to compare your local printer 
with "legitimate”  printers in oth­
er places. If you don't, then you 
are not entitled to demand that 
local buyers shall buy from you 
in preference to other places where 
they can buy cheaper. In other 
words, be fair to yourself before 
you demand fairness from others 
as a right.

Better quit hollering 
about buying at home, then.—
