ROME —  Diplomatic moves in 
Rome Tuesday foreshadowed a 
new European setup.

On the heels of the Italian-Brit- 
ish friendship accord of Saturday, 
Italy and France agreed to start 
negotiations to reestablish their 
traditional friendship, shattered by 
the Ethiopian war.

At the same tune, responsible 
diplomatic sources said, Italy was 
sounding out Yugoslavia on a mili­
tary alliance to make the Adriatic 
and Italian-Yugoslav sea.

The two steps were seen as an 
attempt by Premier Mussolini to 
make Italy less dependent on his 
working agreement with Reichs- 
fuehrer Hitler.

Officials asserted the Italian- 
German alliance was as strong as 
ever and would remain the key­
stone of Italy's foreign policy, no 
matter what other friendships were 
formed.

Diplomatic quarters felt the goal 
of II Duce's present diplomacy was 
a five-power pact among Italy, 
Germany, Britain, France and Po­
land as an adjunct to the Rome- 
Berlin agreement—and as a shock 
absorber if at some future time 
that agreement should break.

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Metric System of Weight* and Measures 
Standard Throughout Most of the World

The French were in a reforming 
mood during the 1790s. Their revo­
lutionary government was deter­
mined to destroy every remaining 
trace of the bad old days. After up­
rooting the major abuses, such as 
feudal privilege and autocratic gov­
ernment, attention was turned to 
the minor evils. Fashions in cloth­
ing were changed by government 
edict men were compelled to ad­
dress each other as citoyen instead 
of monsieur, and even the names 
of the months were changed to such 
things as Brumaire and Thermidor.

Most of these lesser reforms were 
eventually abandoned as being not 
worth the trouble of enforcement. 
One of them, however, writes Dr. 
Thomas M. Beck in the Chicago 
Tribune, remained and has grown 
in importance during the succeed­
ing years. This is the metric sys­
tem of weights and measures, which 
is now the standard accepted 
throughout the greater part of the 
civilized world. The only impor­
tant nonconformists are the English- 
speaking nations.

The great advantage of the metric 
system is that it is based on the 
decimal system. It has the same 
advantages over English weights 
and measures that dollars and cents 
have over pounds, shillings, and 
pence. A yard is 36 inches, or 3 
feet, or one 1,760th mile, but a meter 
is most conveniently 1,000 millime­
ters. or 100 centimeters, or .001 of 
a kilometer. School children trying 
to remember that 12 troy ounces 
make a troy pound, while there 
are 16 avoirdupois ounces to an 
avoirdupois pound, or that ?.000 
pounds make a ton, but 2.240 pounds 
make a long ton, will appreciate 
metric weights, in wiiieh 1,000 
grams make a kilof.ram and l.OOf 
kilograms make a ten.

Health and Happiness 
Depend on Sound Teeth

That is a strong statement, but 
it is not an exaggeration, for it 
would be difficult to over-estimate 
the influence of the teeth upon 
human health and happiness.

Do you wonder how teeth can 
affect happiness? Consider, then, 
that a pretty face depends, first 
upon the position o f the mouth 
when the lips are closed, and sec­
ond, upon the appearance of the 
teeth when the lips are parted. 
You cannot have a lovely mouth 
when the lips close over crooked 
front teeth; you cannot have an 
attractive smile if the teeth are 
dull.

And when gums recede, and 
loosened teeth are forced out of 
their natural position, the position 
of the lips is likewise changed— 
with the result that the lower part 
of the face is disfigured.

Surely this is tragedy enough. 
But the effect of decayed teeth 
upon health is of far greater sig­
nificance.
Dental Decay Does 
Extensive Damage

A decayed tooth is a poison fac­
tory, distributing Hs noxious prod­
uct to every part of the body. In 
the body, that poison attacks and 
centers in the weakest spot.

It may lead to neuritis, rheu­
matic ailments, dyspepsia, or 
even duodenal ulcers. It may be 
■ contributing cause of heart dis­
ease.

In view of such extensive dam­
age, it Is easy to understand why

But though the im­
portance of thoroughly cleansing 
the teeth is recognized today as 
never before, nutritional scientists 
have discovered that correct diet, 
plus mouth hygiene, is the real 
key to dental health.
Diet and Its Relation 
To Dental Disease

The teeth are living tissues, 
which require proper nourishment 
just as much as any other part of 
the body.

Every food element required for 
a healthy body plays Its part in 
building healthy teeth. But spe­
cial emphasis must be placed 
upon providing adequate amounts 
of calcium, phosphorus, and three 
vitamins. A, C and D.

Teeth Ar# Actually 
Formad Before Birth

These substances must be sup­
plied before birth and throughout 
life.

Although teeth do not appear in 
a baby's mouth until some months 
after it is born, they are actually 
formed before birth.

It is during this period, there­
fore, that proper dieting should 
begin. The teeth are constructed 
of the same materials as the 
bones, chiefly calcium and phos­
phorus, and if the diet of the 
prospective mother is not ade­
quate, these building materials 
are withdrawn from her own teeth 

[ and bones.
The old idea that mothers must 

sacrifice “ a tooth for every child”  
arose because expectant mothers 
did not realize the importance of 

' taking extra amounts of calcium,
] which is obtained from milk, 
cheese, dried peas and beans, 
green leafy vegetables and many 
nuts; phosphorus, which is abun­
dant in egg yolk, cheese, whole 

! grain cereals, dried legumes and 
| milk; and vitamin D, which is 
! supplied by fish-liver oils; irradi­
ated foods, or those enriched with 
vitamin D concentrates; and egg 
yolk.

It has been proved experimen­
tally that when vitamin A is with­
held. the teeth begin to deteri­
orate, and become chalky, white 
and brittle.

Vitamin C is so closely related 
to the health of teeth and gums, 
that when it is lacking, profound 
changes occur, including swelling 
and bleeding of the gums and 
loosening of the teeth.
Four Important Rules 
For Dental Health

The prevention of dental decay 
j and the preservation of sound 
’ teeth and healthy gums is founded 
on a four-point program : 

i First, a well-balanced diet con-

State May Furnish 
Text Books in All 
Grades Next Year

H. R. Rodgers, state superin­
tendent o f schools, disclosed Mon­
day at Santa Fe that if funds hold 
up when school opens in Septem­
ber, 1939 all textbooks for grade 
and high schools will be provided 
by the state.

His assertion was made following 
a meeting of the state board o f ed­
ucation which authorized him to 
submit a plan of textbook purchase 
for the coming school year.

The board, meeting in an all-day 
session for the annual accrediting 
o f high schools dropped two schools 
at La Joya and Encino, warned 
three others. Normal university 
high at Las Vegas and St. Mich­
ael's high at Santa Fe and New 
Mexico Military Institute high 
school department at Roswell.

Rodgers said La Joya and En­
cino were dropped because o f the 
"general tone o f the schools.”

The warnings to the three other 
schools were made because in­
structors do not hold valid New 
Mexico certificates, he said. He 
explained the instructors have the 
necessary requirements but do not 
have the certificates.

The board also approved bond 
issues in nine school districts in­
cluding Albuquerque’s $260,000 is­
sue. Others approved were for 
Springer, Farley and districts in 
Lea, Torrance, San Miguel and Rio 
Arriba counties.

Blackdom Draw is about two

miles north of the Felix river. Its 
approximate length is sixteen 
miles. We have lived here twenty 
years and recall many floods in 
this draw during that time. These 
floods may come any month of the 
year but mostly occur in the grow­
ing season.

It is a conservative statement 
that this draw runs water four 
years out of five in varying 
amounts according to severity of 
rainfall on its water shed. Its 
last seven miles before it reaches 
the Pecos river is through rich 
farm lands. The grade of slope 
toward the Pecos is approximately 
nineteen feet to the mile.

The silt laden waters o f this 
draw do damage to the amount of 
several thousand dollars, when it 
comes down on them for two or 
three days at a time.

In addition to the damage to 
crops by silt and deposits of debris, 
it tears out the fences, ties up 
travel on the roads and jeopardizes 
the efficiency of a half million dol­
lar drainage system.

We have known the floods of 
this small draw to create seven to 
eight thousand dollars of damage 
in one year.

Zuber draw, a mile north of 
Dexter, lies about half way be­
tween the Felix and Hondo. It 
has a larger water shed than 
Blackdom draw. The same char­
acter of damage is done by its un­
controlled floods and they rush 
across seven miles of farm lands, 
roads and fences.

Two hundred six blind persons 
in New Mexico are receiving aid 
from the state in the form o f pay- ] 
ments authorised by the New Mex­
ico Department of Public Welfare.

As in the case with other public 
assistance payments, half o f the 
money is received from state reve­
nues and the other half from the 
federal government. Payments are 
made by the New Mexico Depart­
ment of Public Welfare.

The Welfare Department, in au­
thorizing the paymenta to the 
blind, recognizes that a person 
without eyesight is particularly 
handicapped in the preaent-day 
world. Almost all jobs, from farm 
work to bookkeeping, require eye­
sight.

True, a few blind persons have 
risen above their handicap, and 
become leaders in fields normally 
restricted to seeing people— auch 
as music and writing. Many blind, 
by plying a skilled trade aa basket 
making, have become self-support­
ing. But even this takes training 
which many blind, handicapped by 
lack of funds, are unable to secure.

A blind person must be in need 
of the payments, and must have 
lived in New Mexico for five of 
the nine years preceding his appli- 
catnon, before receiving hia pay­
ments. He muat also have lived 
in the state continuously during 
the year preceding hia application.

No person receiving old-age as­
sistance can qualify for the aid-to- 
the blind payments. Neither may 
a person living in an institution re­
ceive them.

Applications in Eddy county for 
aid to the needy blind are made to 
Mrs. Charldee Donaldson, County 
Director of Public Welfare.

Their misery and suffering, moat 
of all their patient and uncom­
plaining and unaccueing endurance 
of the blight put upon them by 
war, give ue an awareness o f them 
not to be forgotten.

Death has Its peace. Those who 
made the supreme sacrifice of life 
in the war profited only by its 
mercies. No more for them than 
for the wounded and aick was it 
necessary to wait for an armistice 
to end the war. For them, too, the 
war ended where they fell.

They found what peace there ia 
in war.

Less fortunate are the loved onee 
who mourn them. Who can fail to 
believe, in contemplation o f the 
mothers whose sons fell in battle, 
that the armiatice passed them by ?

So we have no need o f the ad­
monition, "Lest We Forget!”  in our 
contemplation o f the wounded, for 
we can't forget the living dead.

And we need not to be told, “ Do 
not forget!”  in our reverences for 
those who died in battle or have 
since gone beyond the border, for 
the recollection of the heroic dead 
ia made vivid by passing years.

We have terrifying need, as the 
tortured world about us today in- I 
forms us, of the admonition, “ Lest 
we forget!”

Forget what?
Not men, wounded or the dead, 

for the memory of these is imper­
ishable.

But the lesson war taught ue.
If we can forget war taught us 

its own futility, ita own needless 
ness, ita own tragic moral o f , 
avoidable disaster, what does it | 
matter about men who have died 
in past wars?

Because if we forget that lesson, 
what ia to keep ua from going on 
to new wars in which more men 
will die and more battalions o f the 
living dead will intrude upon the 
conciouaness of a nation that can't 
forget?

Lest we forget what might get 
us into war again, let us remember 
the disaster we invited in the last 
war by not making adequate de­
fense the indestructive structure 
o f our desire for peace.

Lest we forget how alliances 
with foreign powers and involve­
ment in international intrigue may 
draw us into future wars, let us 
remember our helplessness to avoid f 
war when other alliances and in- j 
volvements bore their bitter fruit. J 

If we ever forget, the instru­
ments of our forgetfulness will not 
be callousness for the wounded or 
irreverence for the dead, but heed­
lessness of the mistakes which, 
made again, will bring war again.

Good Luck And Bad—
Somebody who had the misfor­

tune to drill a “ dry hole” near the 
producing Edmond oil pool, Okla­
homa, a few years ago made a 
real contribution to today's oper­
ators. By installing about five 

I miles of pipe they are able to move 
salt water, into the abandoned 
7,000 foot hole, thus solving, with 
some economy and little trouble 
this ubiquitous problem of the oil 
fields.
Petroleum Incubator Babi

Propane and butane, the lique­
fied petroleum gas twins, were just 
laboratory curiosities a few years 
ago.

After graduating from the scien­
tific incubator, they were used for 
cutting steel. A few years ago the 
petroleum industry hit on the idea 
of packaging them in metal cylin­
ders and selling them for domestic 
heating and cooking use in isolated 
areas.

The idea worked like a charm. 
Sales of “ bottled gas” jumped near­
ly a hundred million gallons in 
seven years. Farms struggling 
along on wood or coal in the 
kitchen range blossomed out with 
hot water heaters, refrigerators 
and gas lights—all the comforts of 
home—at a reasonable cost. Be­
sides utilizing a by-product of gas­
oline manufacture, the industry 
finds these gases useful raw mate­
rial in the manufacture of many 
chemical products.
What's the “ Dope?”—

Oil scouts are the eyes and ears 
of the petroleum industry. They 
cover vast distances by car and on 
foot. They sit up all night with 
“ wildcat” tests, stick close when 
wells come in. They blaze their 
own trails; scout in all weather; 
hear all and seel all. Best o f all, 
they seldom come back without the 
“ dope.”

“ Dope”  is scout for news. Ac­
curate news, covering all the tech­
nical data essential to intelligent 
decision on oil-producing possibili­
ties. As they go their rounds, 
scouts constantly are alert for 
news of “ wildcat” tests, lease plays, 
pipe line surveys, and other pre­
liminary developments.

Scouts once carried binoculars, 
hid under floors to get the “ dope.” 
They were good boxers, wrestlers 
and runners. Had to be—to escape 
the wrath of drilling crews who 
caught them snooping!

Snooping went out when organ­
ized development came in. Scouts 
of all companies now cooperate; 
exchange “ dope” regularly at 
“ check” meetings.

Modern scouts know more about 
geology and law than fighting. 
They’re wise on leases, contracts, 
and other legal forms. They can 
spot a geological formation at fif­
ty paces; scent drilling activity 
rods away. Tact has supplanted 
tussles in dealing with busy drill­
ers. Good will, dependability, and 
cooperation have superseded the 
binoculars in getting the “ dope.”
In the S p rin g -

In the spring a chemist’s fancy 
turns to thoughts of perfume. 
That’s lucky for the family budget, 
for without his skill in creating 
synthetic perfumes a primrose by 
the river’s brim would be just a 
primrose—and never a perfume!

Tons of primroses would be 
needed to manufacture a single

Years ago. perfumers paid thous­
ands o f dollars for a pound of 
musk, obtained with trouble and 
expense from musk deer. Today, 
synthetic musk is the blending ag­
ent for many perfumes.

Kill Reorganization Bill

At  SIX o'clock on the evening of 
April • the President lost his fight 

for passage of his government re­
organization bill. The house of rep­
resentatives voted 204 to 196 to send 
the bill back to committee, thus 
shelving it for this session of con­
gress at least

One hundred and eight Democrats. 
8S Republicans. 6 Progressives and 
2 Farmer-Lsborites Joined to carry 
the motion, which sent the bill back 
to committee, thus killing the bill. 
Voting against recommittal were 191 
Democrats. 2 Progressives, and 3 
Farmer-Laborites. Not one Repub­
lican voted to save the bill.

The bill, among other things, 
would have authorized the Presi­
dent. by executive order, to trans­
fer. regroup, co-ordinate, consoli­
date. or abolish any of the 135 bu­
reaus. agencies, and divisions of 
government Certain independent 
boards and commissions were ex­
empted.

Closing pleas, delivered in dra­
matic fashion by Speaker William 
B. Bankhead and Majority Leader 
Sam Rayburn, failed to swing 
enough votes to save the measure. 
The two leaders placed the issue 
squarely on the President A vote 
against the bill was a vote of lack 
of confidence in the occupant of the 
White House, they said.

In opposition to all this organized 
effort were Representative John J. 
O'Connor. New York Democrat, 
chairman of the rules committee, a 
group of other Democratic leaders 
and the solid Republican minority.

They argued that the nation was 
fearful of the bill's implications. At 
a period in history when dictators 
abroad were growing increasingly 
arrogant, the congress should refrain 
from passing a measure which 
seemed to pave the way tor a dlc-

Railway "Court" Proposal
LJ OW to save the Important rail 
2 * ways from bankruptcy was the 
subject of conferences at the White 
House and of deep study by the 
President. He rejected the sugges 
tion of an outright government sub 
sidy, and then adopted and offered 
for legislative action the plan of ere 
ating a special unit with Judicial or 
quasi-Judiclal powers to speed up 
voluntary reorganization of the car 
riers and solve other of their prob 
lema. The unit may take the form 
of a special court or a board within 
the Interstate commerce commis­
sion. It is suggested that congress 
provide that appeal from the unit's 
decisions be direct to federal cir­
cuit courts of appeal.

The creation of the unit was rec­
ommended in a report the Presi­
dent ordered prepared and which 
was made by three members of the 
interstate commerce commission. 
These were Chairman Walter M. W I 
Spiawn. J. B. Eastman and C. F. 
Mahaffie

Other things recommended were 
the establishment of a transporta­
tion board to study co-ordination and 
elimination of unnecessary duplica­
tion; the facilitation of loana; mod­
ification of the bankruptcy act to 
aid reorganization proceeding!, and 
meant for accomplishing consolida­
tions.

"Help Business" Measure
\ XT HAT Sen. Pat Harrison called 
’ “ the "help business" measure, 

being the revenue bill as rewritten 
by his senate finance committee, 
was submitted to the senate. 
Though Harrison said he expected 
its speedy passage, others believed 
at least a full week of debate would 
be necessary.

Sen. Charles McNary of Oregon, 
minority leader, promised to support 
the bill, saying. "I think it if a great 
improvement over the house ver­
sion. I am in favor of speeding 
its passage to help business."

Hasha'a Motorcycle Plunged Into the Grandstand
mob was Jamming the bull pen. Excitement was running high, for there 
were some doggone good races being run, and there was one particular 
•vent that everybody was Interested In.

That was a race between Eddie Hasha and Johnnie Albright. A 
great rivalry had sprung up between these two. They were the fastest 
riders on the track, and this race was to decide which of them was the 
champ. There were three other riders in the race—Just to make it more 
spectacular. But nobody wai paying much attention to those other three 
guys. Every pair of eyes in the place were focused on Hasha and 
Albright

Last Ride for These Racers.
It was a big day for Eddie Hasha and Johnnie Albright—and 

well II might be. For those two fellowe wero setting out on their 
last ride.
The race was a corker, right from the start Hasha took the lead and 

held It. Johnnie Albright was right behind him. The other three ridere 
trailed along in the rear. Eddie had run up a lead of a hundred yards or 
so on Albright when suddenly things began to happen.

There was a four-inch black line circling the track, above which the 
racers were not allowed to go. Beyond that line the track banked up to 
a perpendicular wall four feet high. Above that was a fence of heavy 
wire behind which the spectators sat. That was for their protection In 
esse of accident. But there are times when even the best at protections 
fail to protect.

Hasha. still in the lead, was clipping it off at eight-five miles an 
hour, when suddenly he hit the deadline—that four-inch black line 
that went around the enUre track. Immediately, the referee fired a gun. 
signalling a foul and ordering Eddie Hatha out of the race.

Hal W as in the Midst of Death.
But Eddie didn't stop. To the consternation of the crowd he kept 

right on going. His motorcycle whizzed right up that four feet of 
straight wall—right up the heavy mesh wire In front of the specta­
tors—shot over the top of the fence and toppled Into the grandstand. 
RIGHT WHERE HAL LEACH HAD WANTED TO SIT.

There followed the wildest ten seconds that Hal ever saw In 
his life. Hasha dived headlong Into a timber upright that sup­
ported the grandstand roof, and was killed. His machine landed 
in the midst of s shrieking mob of race fans In the front row, 
and right in front of Hal. 1U motor still going at top speed,
It hopped craslly along that front row, killing and maiming 
ns li went. Then It leaped high In the air, hurdled the wire fence 
again, and fell on top of Johnnie Albright as he sped on down the 
track in the lead of the other three riders.
Johnnie Albright was thrown from his motorcycle, and he was dead 

When they picked him up. Seven other men died in the grandstand 
from injuries they sustained when the motorcycle landed among them.

Says Hal Leach: “ I helped lower the bodies down to the track, and 
then passed out of the picture—just from the shock—and was lowered 
down in my turn. Do you wonder why I get the shivers, even now, 
whenever a motorcycle dashes past me?”

j V JO S T  flowers should have little 

or no artificial watering un­
til they are at least half grown.

To get better and larger flower 
blossoms, cease watering when 
buds have formed.

Avoid the common mistake of

Hook an Old Fashioned Rag Kug
F ALL rag rugs the hooked t if possible and cut the strips not
type is the most fascinating 

and economical. A rug hook, such 
as may be purchased in notion 
and faneywork departments, and 
burlap a little larger than your 
finished rug are the essentials. 
Most rug hookers also use a 
frame of slats bolted together at 
the corners. They stretch the bur­
lap over the frame and tack it. 
Some like a rather large station­
ary frame. Others use a small 
one and many hooked rugs are 
made without any frame at all.

Here is a quaint old rug pat­
tern that you may mark off on 
your burlap with a yardstick and 
pencil. The numbers indicate the 
colors used for the original rug— 
now more than a hundred years 
old. The finished rug measures 
26 by 34 inches. Allow two inches 
at all edges for hems. Overcast 
the edges, then mark the solid 
one-inch border just inside the 
hem allowance; then the large 
eight-inch squares; then the small 
two-inch squares; then draw the 
diagonal lines across the large 
squares as shown.
