Dickey Teague Is 
Seriously In ju r e d  
In Car A cc id en t
Driving in Kansas for Mrs. Joe 

Nunn and Baby Who Suffer 
But Little

Dicky Teague of Artesia ia in a 
critical condition in a hospital at 
Garden City, Kan., and Mrs. Joe 
Nunn, also of Artesia, ia recover­
ing from superficial injuries and 
shock sustained in an automobile 
collision sixteen miles this side of 
Garden City last Thursday even­
ing. Mrs. Nunn’s infant daugh­
ter, Jo Ann, was slightly injured.

Mrs. Nunn and baby were on 
their way to Garden City to visit 
Mrs. N unn’a parents, Mr. and Mrs. 
F. A. Smith, the car being driven 
for them by Mr. Teague, when the 
Nunn automobile and a four-wheel 
trailer sideawiped.

Mr. Teague sustained a back in­
jury, a broken collar bone, con­
cussion at the base of the brain 
and lacerations and bruises. His 
chance o f recovery is slight.

Both the driver and little Jo 
Ann, who was between Mr. Teague 
and her mother, were thrown clear 
o f the wreck, the baby apparently 
being saved by her pillow. When 
picked up, the bottom of the pil­
low was in shreds and Jo Ann 
was just o ff o f it. However, she 
was unconscious and remained so 
about two hours.

Leslie Martin of Artesia, who 
was in Garden City the day fol­
lowing the accident and went to 
see the injured persons, said on 
his return here that the Nunn au­
tomobile was the worst wrecked 
ear he had ever seen. He marvelled 
that anyone had come through 
the mishap alive.

The truck trailer with which the 
passenger automobile collided was 
heavily loaded with wheat machin­
ery. The driver was an elderly 
farmer, a Mr. Long.

Tree Infection 
Quite Serious

H. R. Annand of the Bureau of 
Plant Pathology, U. S. Department 
of Agriculture, who with a crew of 
seven assistants has been inspect­
ing the peach orchards in the Ala­
mogordo section to determine in­
fection from peach mosaic, reports 
a rather serious situation with 
about 26 per cent of all trees in­
fected with that disease.

Inspection has been made in 212 
properties and the owners have 
co-operated very well, only about 
five thus far refusing.

Thus far trees in the vicinity 
of Alamogordo, La Lux, La Lu* 
Canyon and High Rolls have been 
inspected. The least Infection In 
percentage o f trees was found in 
La Lux Canyon. In some orchards 
practically all peach trees had the 
mosaic disease.

Mr. Annand believes this disease 
must have been present in the sec­
tion four or five year* ago.

He aaid some request that ole 
trees unmarked be removed, where 
not Infected. He said this cannot 
be done at present but believes 
a labor crew will be put to that 
work this fall.

Held in Killing 
Of Wife At San 
Jose Thursday
Casme Flaco, W PA Work­

er, Shoots Mate After 
Quarrel —  Surrenders 
Voluntarily to Eddy 
County Sheriff.

Casme Flaco. 32-year-old WPA 
worker of San Jose, is being held 
in the Eddy County jail at Carla- 
had for the killing laat Thursday 
afternoon o f his wife, Caamirs 
Flaco, 30, mother of two children.

A coroner's jury, after an in­
quest Friday by Roy Anderson, 
assistant district attorney, decided 
Mrs. Flaco died of bullet wounds 
“ from s gun in the hands of Casme 
Flaco."

Mra. Flaco died shortly after the 
shooting from bullet wounds in the 
jaw and hand and through the 
body, one of which went through 
the heart.

Sheriff Dwight Lee, who inves­
tigated the shooting shortly after 
it happened, testified at the in­
quest that Flaco told him he shot 
his wife after she had tried to 
shoot him, but evidence at the in­
quest showed there were no signs 
of any struggle in the house.

Lee said Flaco surrendered vol­
untarily at the sheriffs office 
about an hour after the shooting.

"I had a quarrel with my wife 
and shot her,” Lee quoted Flaco 
as saying. "She had been waving 
at someone who was passing and 
I became angry and bawled her 
out about it. She got mad and got 
a gun and tried to shoot me. I 
got the gun away from her and 
shot her.”

Lee said Flaco had no gun when 
he surrendered and that he ap­
peared to be sober. He aaid he 
found the gun later in Flaco's 
truck at the home of Meletone 
Fierro, Flaco’s sister. The gun 
was jammed when he found it, 
Lee said.

The small San Jose home was 
in good order when officers ar­
rived, Lee testified. Blood was 
found on the bed, on the floor and 
two puddles of blood were found 
on the ground about 12 feet from 
the door. A hammer was laying 
on the floor with drops of blood 
on it, he said.

Babe Campbell, deputy sheriff, 
said he found everything in the 
house in good order. He testified 
that he found two large splotches 
of blood on the bed, about one 
foot from the pillow, and two .32 
calibre shells, one on a counter­
pane near the bed, and one in a 
chair near the foot of the bed.

Dr. J. W. Hillsman, who exam­
ined the body, aaid Mrs. Flaco was 
dead when he arrived. He said the 
body lay on its back on the floor.

Either of two wounds could have 
been fatal, Dr. Hillsman testified. 
He said powder bums were on the 
jaw and on the hand, indicating 
she held her hand between herself 
and the gun when one of the shots 
was fired. One entered the jaw, 
came out through the neck, entered 
the body again near the base of 
the neck, coursed through the body 
and imbedded itself in the back. 
Another shot entered the chest, 
pierced the heart, and embedded 
itself in the back.

All testimony of neighbors was 
that Mrs. Flaco was a woman who 
stayed at home and minded her 
own business, that she was a neat 
housekeeper, and never entertained 
visitors.

After the shooting, witnesses 
testified Flaco took his baby and 
drove away in his truck.

A nine-year-old daughter, Jose­
phine, was in class at South School.

Mrs. Flaco’s body was taken to 
Roswell, home of her mother, for 
funeral services and burial Sun­
day.

The Flacos had lived in Carlsbad 
fourteen years. He was employed 
on the Carlsbad Beach Park pro­
ject.

The death of Jim Wheat Mon­
day marked the passing of one of 
West Texas' best known pioneers. 
Determined, rugged, plain spoken 
and resourceful, Mr. Wheat was 
a colorful figure. He was respon­
sible for the Wheat oil pool in 
Loving County and for much of 
the development of the county.

When this writer was connected 
with the old Mentone Monitor, we 
first met Jim Wheat. He bought 
the first newspaper we ever sold, 
from that time until just before 
his fatal illneaa we enjoyed his 
friendship.

Jim Wheat has helped many a 
man in recent years but his good 
deeds were seldom told —  The 
Ward County News.

Flow of New Mexico's oil began 
on a reduced schedule after the 
State Oil Conservation Commis­
sion slashed the daily allowable 
production from 103,900 to 91,000 
barrels.

Intended as a move to prevent 
crude oil price cuts, the reduction 
followed similar action by Texaa, 
California, Oklahoma, Kansas and 
Arkansas.

New Mexico’s reduction, the sec­
ond taken during the month, 
amounted to about fifteen per cent 
of the 106,000 barrels April allow­
able, against a 16 2/3 per cent 
reduction by other oil producing 
states.

The reduction in New Mexico 
was made effective as of May 16.

The reduction cut New Mexico’s 
oil production below the state’a 
lowest recent figure—92,800 bar­
rels daily during January, 1937. 
The present figure compares with
111.000 allowed for domestic use 
and 3,000 barrels for export during 
May o f laat year.

Based on the April allowable of
106.000 barrels, which inducted
3.000 for export, the state will loae 
more than $20,000 in royalties be­
cause of the reduction, if the low 
production figure is in effect for 
a month.

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Sardines Characterized as Hobos of
the Sea; They Travel Long Distances

After 18 yeari of Intensive study, 
the sardine has been characterized 
by the California State Fisheries 
laboratory as being a veritable hobo 
of the sea, writes a San Francisco 
United Press correspondent 

Its wanderings, In fact, are so 
great that the fish threatens to 
lnvolv* international complications 
with Japan, Mexico and possibly 
other countries.

The system which the state lab­
oratory employed has been to catch 
sardines, tag them and then keep 
records of where they eventually 
were caught again.

This hat been made necessary 
by th* controversy of whether the 
sardines caught off the Japanese. 
Mexican and Russian coasts were 
California sardines or whether the 
various sections of the seas harbor 
distinct sardine populations of their 
own. All evidence to date indicates 
that the sardine is a migratory fish 

According to the first rep rl ■•* ' 
pared by laboratory officials slier ,

checking for 18 years the size, ma- 
turity, spawning grounds, anatom­
ical characteristics and license tag 
attached to them, the sardines in­
habiting the coast from Lower Cali­
fornia to Canada are one homogene­
ous migratory population.

It has been developed further that 
most of the spawning occurs off the 
coast of Southern California and 
Lower California. The young re­
main in the warm southern waters 
for a while, then they get the trav­
el urge and begin their northward 
swim.

The hobo Instinct then develops 
as they grow in size. At first they 
are only able to get as far as Cen­
tral Californian waters, returning 
the following spring to the spawn, 
ing grounds in the south.
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Three Billion Bill Patted

BY a  vole of 328 to 70 the houa* of 
represents Uvea passed th* Pres­

ident's three billion dollar spending 
bill and sent it on to th* senate. 
This action cam* during a turbulent 
session.

A motion to send th* bill back to 
committee so that state administra­
tion of relief might be substituted 
for federal supervision was defeated.

In addition to direct appropria­
tions calling for the expenditure of 
2 billion 519 million dollars, the 
measure carried authorizations to 
spend an additional 835 millions of 
dollars, making a total of 3 billion 
154 million dollar* which may be 
spent by the administration in an 
endeavor to fight the depression.

The biggest fight came on a move 
to strike from the bill a section al­
lowing states and municipalities to 
exceed their constitutional debt lim­
itations. This motion was defeated. 
90 to 86.

The farm bloc put over two amend­
ments. One makes farmers eligible 
for relief whether or not they are 
found to be in need if they can 
prove they are out of work. The 
other provides that farmers need not 
be in needy circumstances to benefit 
from free fertilizer provided by th* 
WPA.

He asserted the Ethiopian 
troops actually were gaining ground 
despite the use of poison gas by 
Italian airmen, and that thousands 
of Italians have deserted.

The "Lion of Judah”  had nothing 
to hope for in the way of direct 
aid, but his mere presence was de­
cidedly disconcerting to the British 
diplomats. He demanded that hts 
protest be taken up by the league 
assembly.

No vote was taken on the question 
of recognizing the Italian conquest, 
but Chairman Wilhelm Munteri of 
Latvia, summing up the declara­
tions of the member nations, said: 

“The great majority of members 
of the council, despite regrets, con­
siders that It is the duty of members 
of the league to determine individu­
ally their own attitude in the light 
of their own situations and respon­
sibilities.”

Haile Selassie strode from the 
chamber without a word. Hi* last 
chance was gone.

Julio Alvarez del Mayo, foreign 
minister of the loyalist Spanish gov­
ernment. also attacked the policy 
of Britain, and of France, and de­
nounced the absurdities of the in­
ternational accord for noninterven­
tion in the Spanish war.

In Texas wells were ordered 
shut down on Saturdays and Sun­
days to effect a reduction of 16*4 
per cent. Oklahoma oil men were 
ordered to cut production during 
May 81,000 barrels daily, to 405,000 
barrels.

Marks Its 20th Anniversary

cessitating the sending of mail by 
train at night and materially lessen­
ing the usefulness of air transpor-

The scene was Mineola. N. Y. The date, sometime be­

tween September 23 and 30, 1911. An excited postmaster 
lifted his eyes to the heavens and saw mail pouches plum­
met toward him from the cockpit of an early model army 
airplane.

That was the start of air mail, a national institution 
which currently observes its twentieth birthday anniversary. 
Officially, air mail dates back to May 15, 1918, when the 
first scheduled flight was made between New York and 
Washington under postoffice department supervision. But 
in 1911 the intrepid Earle Ovington made history by carry­
ing about 37,000 pieces of mail from Nassau boulevard air­
port. Long Island, to Mineola, where he dropped the pouches 
and flew back home.

In 1911—and even in 1918—it was considered an imprac­
tical stunt. Today, in 1938, giant silver airliners glide to 
every corner of the nation day and night, carrying the writ­
ten word of man to distant destinations in incredibly fast 
time. Last year 760.000.000 letters were flown by a service 
which has become an all-im­
portant factor in American 
business and industry.

Such an institution would 
bring joy to the heart of a 
man named John Wise. Mr 
Wise rose from his seat in 
congress back in 1843 to pro­
pose legislation regarding 
the carriage of mail by air­
craft. But Mr. Wise might 
also have aged prematurely 
had he realized the setbacks con­
fronting aviation and air mail be­
fore it reached its 1938 itage of de­
velopment.

For air mail hai not been a 
smooth and successful venture It 
has weathered storms f .r more se­
vere than those of a wintry Rocky 
mountain night at 10.M0 feet It 
has seen the flush of premature suc­
cess. as in 1928 w hen a p< und of 
mail brought the carrier $3 00 for 
1.900 fmles transportation. And it 
has seen the depths of February.
1933. when the postoffice depart­
ment cancelled all contracts be­
cause a few major companies had 
•wallowed the little fellows.

War Speeded Air Mall.
The World war sped adoption of 

air mail because aircraft had been 
used so successfully In France. In 
the beginning the postoffice de­
partment had complete supervision 
over the work and army fliers in 
army planes handled the transpor­
tation. But late in 1918 the post- 
office department dropped its army 
•ffiliaUon and bought its own planes.

As in 1938. the economic rule gov­
erning air mail expansion in 1918 
la that such service becomes a nec­
essary utility when it operates be­
tween points farther apart than a 
right's Journey by train. With that 
in mind the postoffice department 
began planning a transcontinental 
route from Atlantic to Pacific This 
Job was flavored with the pioneer­
ing spirit of America s first trans­
continental railroad or her coast-to- 
coast telephone and telegraph sys­
tems.

The route was composed of four 
disUnct sections. The first, flown 
May 15. 1919. was between Cleve­
land and Chicago. The second was 
established July 1, 1919. between 
Cleveland and New York. On the 
anniversary of the first section. May 
15, 1920, the third division was 
opened between Chicago and Oma­
ha. And the following September 8 
the fourth section between Omaha 
and San Francisco was inaugurated.

It sounds simple and matter-of- 
fact, but many a grim faced pio­
neer pilot acquired the lines of age 
during that short span of years.
Such famous pioneers as Jack 
Knight and E. Hamilton Lee became

from North Platte to Omaha. The 
ship reached Omaha at midnight 
and Knight was told the hop to Chi­
cago was canceled because of bad 
weather. Even the next pilot had 
left the airport.

Trouble Over Iowa City.
Knight, realizing the flight's im­

portance. volunteered to take off for 
Chicago, a route he had never be­
fore flown, and under difficult 
weather conditions. He took off for 
Des Moines, passed over that city 
without incident and headed for 
Iowa City where he was due to take 
gas. Storms and low visibility ham­
pered him until he reached Iowa 
City, where he circled 20 minutes 
seeking the airport The field crew 
there had been told the flight was 
cancelled at Omaha and had left for 
home. Only a blessed watchman 
was on duty and he finally heard 
Knight's motor, igniting a flare to 
help the beleaguered pilot land. His 
gas supply replenished, he headed 
tor Chicago to complete the most 
dramatic flight in air mail's his­
tory.

The system began rapid expan­
sion. To supply the transcontinental 
line with proper loads, feeder routes 
were established between Chicago
and St. Louis and Chicago and the 
Twin Cities of Minneapolis and St. 
PauL In 1925 the Kelly air mail 
bill was passed authorizing the post­
master general to turn the work 
over to private operators. By the 
end of 1926, 14 domestic routes were 
being operated by private compa­
nies. The postofflee department 
relinquished all control except the 
power to grant contracts.

Private operators prospered In 
1928 when the rate of pay for air 
mall was changed to a poundage ba­
sis on a fixed rate not exceeding 
$3 00 a pound for the first 1,000

tation. For several years the post- 
office department conducted experi­
ments in night flying with radio, ra­
dio beams and airway lights. On 
July 1, 1924, the first scheduled night 
flight was successfully completed, 
but as early as 1921 a day-night 
flight was made across the conti­
nent to demonstrate its practicabili­
ty to congress.

Behind this venture was Otto 
Praeger, former assistant postmas­
ter general who pioneered the ex­
pansion of aviation. Praeger felt a 
day-night flight would win congress 
over to the value of a progressive 
view on air mail. At 4:30 a. m.. 
February 22, 1921, an eastbound 
plane left San Francisco loaded with 
mail that landed in New York city 
at 4:50 p. m. the following day.

It was on the central portion of 
this flight that Jack Knight ran Into 
such trouble as had seldom plagued 
an air mail pilot, but he came 
through with flying colors to give 
day-night flying a good name. 
Knight's portion of the flight was

miles. Immediately began an ag­
gressive advertising campaign to 
popularize the system.

Profits Excessive.
Changes were soon made to pro­

vide for the granting of air mail 
''certificates”  which permitted car­
riers to apply for contracts. By 
1930 profits became excessive, ac­
cording to the government, and 
charges were changed from a pound 
basis to the space-mile basis. Car­
riers were further ordered to fill 
all available space with passengers.

In 1933 came the dark hour for 
commercial aviation, when four ma­
jor companies resulted through a 
merger of operators. It had been 
expected that the act of 1930 would 
produce keen bidding for contracts 
but the mergers resulted and the 
major operators in turn entered into 
gentlemen's agreements about which 
routes each should seek.

That state of affairs led to can­
cellation of all air mail contracts 
by the postofflee department in 
February, 1933. The army air corps 
was ordered to fly the mail But 
army pilots were ill trained for 
cross-country and instrument flying. 
Twelve deaths and great loss of 
property resulted during the tragic 
experiment.

Aviation's story since the 1933 af­
fair is a complex one, filled with 
legislative investigation and new 
congressional acts. It will suffice 
that public denunciation of the gov­
ernment's unsuccessful operation 
resulted in a return of contracts to 
private operators.

Today the United States probably 
has an air mail service superior 
to that of any other nation in speed, 
dependability and economy. Its 
history is one of constantly decreas­
ing costs. Oldtimers who dispatched 
mail in that first historic pouch from 
New York to Washington may re­
member they paid 24 cents an 
ounce, compared to the present 
rate of 6 cents.

Such is the brief story of Uncle 
Sam's latest venture in speeding the 
mails. Who can say that the pony 
expreas, colorful symbol of an ear-;
