Mexico and Arizona is bringing 
out arguments  pro and con from 
all sections. Particularly in Ari­
zona is the question occupying a 
good share of the attention of the 
people; and the news that escapes 
from there is to the effect tha t  
Arizonians will fight the measure 
to a stand-still. Be tha t  as it 
may, New Mexico will be called

perchance, they have succeeded in 
reaching the upper air.—New York 
Post.

WANT NO SERVANTS

WOMEN DO TH EIR  OWN WORK

Ladle« of Lot Angeles Are Industrious
and Happy—They Cook and Sweep
and Yet Have Plenty of Leisure—
Furthermore, They Have Their
Clubs.

In traveling about the United States 
to discover what I may about the con 
dition of m istress and maid and study 
deeply into the “servant problem,” 1 
seem at last to have reached a place 
where there is no problem of the sort 
—a place where women live happy and 
contented lives, and even what they 
call “lives of leisure,” all untroubled 
about the subject which stirs the 
hearts and souls of eastern, southern 
and English women to their very 
depths, writes Mrs. Elizabeth Banks 
to the Washington Post from Los An 
geles, California,

Of course, there are servants in Los 
Angeles—that is, I mean to say. there 
are “helps” (so called) who cook and 
sweep and dust and wait at table and 
make the beds of persons who live at 
hotels and large boarding houses. But 
in the smaller houses where private 
families live seldom finds a servant 
or, as again I should say a “help,” for 
already in my English ignorance ol 
true advancement and enlightenment 
and equality as it is to be found on the 
Pacific Coast, I have made downright 
enemies of three hotel chambermaids 
and two waitresses by speaking of 
them as "servants." That term is en 
tirely tabooed in this part of the conn 
try and to W ashingtonians and south 
erners and English people who contem­
plate visiting California I send forth 
this word of warning—Do not say 
“servant" in California.

Los Angeles houses are the most 
conveniently built houses I have ever 
seen. They seem to be built for the 
habitations of women who do their 
own housework. The typically con­
venient house is built all on the one 
floor, and very pretty and delightful it 
is, too. The rooms are all communi 
eating, while every one, of course, has 
also an entrance from the large, square 
hall. And in this conveniently built 
house the housewife flits merrily from 
room to room singing a coon melody 
or a snatch from a classic, washing her 
dishes, sweeping, dusting, washing, 
and ironing clothes, making beds—do 
irrg it all so rapidly and with such ap­
parent pleasure tha t nobody would 
think of feeling sorry for her.

I have talked with some dozens of 
these Los Angeles housewives on the 
“servant problem,” and they have 
laughed at me. They tell me they 
know nothing about such a problem. 
That they know nothing of servants 
and do not want to know. They have 
no need for them, and really would nol 
know what to do with one should she 
come to them and offer to work foi 
nothing.

These California women fly about 
and get all their work done long be 
fore 10 o'clock in the morning, and 
then the rest of the day, so they say, 
they have nothing to do but enjoy 
themselves. They dive into literature, 
play the piano or harp, do fancy work 
lie out in hammocks in the hot sun, 
and go to their clubs, of which there 
seems to be about a hundred in this 
city. Club life among the California 
■women seems to be the life. Many of 
them belong to four or five clubs.

On Exhibition Before the New York 
Technology Club.

A recent New York dispatch says: 
Radium from minerals found in Colo­
rado has been exhibited here at a meet­
ing of the Technology Club, before 
which the latest developments in the 
treatm ent of disease by the use of liq­
uids charged with radio-activity was 
described by Dr. William J. Morton of 
the New York Post Graduate hospital, 
who said he had effected three com­
plete cures of cancer with radium. Re­
markable results also were said to 
have been achieved in cases of m alaria 
and other diseases due to  bacteria.

“I have experimented for six 
months,” said Dr. Morton, ‘‘with solu­
tions which became radio-active when 
exposed to radium for twenty-four 
hours. To give these solutions in very 
large doses would probabaly kill a hu­
man being, and great care must be ex­
ercised in these experiments. Sunlight 
is a great curative agent and liquids 
charged with violet rays have practical­
ly the same effect.

“A later method is to employ solu­
tio n s  like quinine sulphate, th a t have 
the property of flourescence. A patient 
may be given some of this solution and 
then when radium is held near the 
body, or the X-ray used, the liquid be­
comes luminous and sunlight may be 
said to flood the interior of the body.

"In chronic malaria, cancer of the 
liver and many other ailments, this 
treatm ent has already shown good re­
sults.

“Up to the present I have treated 
cancer with radium by suspending the 
latter at a certain distance from the 
mouth of a goblet-shaped glass and ap­
plying the mouth over the affected part 
and holding it there.”

light near Rockville, in the western 
part of this state, near the Oregon line, 
says a Boise, Idaho, dispatch. A few 
days ago Joe Monogan, a well-known 
cowboy, died suddenly on Succor creek 
in Oregon. When the body was being 
prepared for burial it was found the 
deceased was a woman. She had rid­
den the ranges of eastern  Oregon for 
twenty-five years and' was widely 
known as an expert, faithful, untiring 
cowboy. She worked for the cattle­
men during the summer and in winter 
looked after stock of her own, of which 
she possessed quite a herd. The wo­
man was an expert shot with revolver 
and rifle.

Automatic Fuel Stoker.
With the introduction of the air 

brake on railway trains the train­
man’s occupation no longer consists of 
the combination of calling stations and 
handling the brakes, the la tter duty 
having been eliminated by an appa­
ratus under control of the man in 
charge of the engine, and enabling

Feeds the Boiler Without Aid.
him to bring his train to a stop at the 
proper place a t the station or to apply 
the brakes instantly in case of danger, 
instead of giving the signal and wait­
ing until the brakeman can tighten the 
brakes. Now the question arises, is 
the engineer to be his own fireman as 
well as brakemari? It would certainly 
seem so, from the invention of a 
western man, which is shown in the 
picture. Should tne point be raised 
that the engineer has enough to do in 
watching his engine and the track 
ahead the answer can be given that 
the arrangem ent is almost automatic, 
and only a little attention while stop­
ped at a station is needed to keep the 
automatic stoker in working condi­
tion. As long as the supply of fuel in 
the hopper is not exhausted the worm 
screw will carry it forward and dis­
charge it into the boiler, the screw 
being actuated by an auxiliary engine 
obtaining steam from the boiler. 
Should the engineer discover his steam 
Indicator climbing too high he has 
only to cut down the amount of feed 
for a time, and even this portion of 
the work could be looked after auto­
matically by connecting a stop lever 
with the safety valve. There is no 
opening of the furnace door at fre­
quent intervals to ascertain the con­
dition of the fire and shovel in more 
coal, but the draft through the firebox 
is maintained continuously, and under 
these circum stances it should not be 
a difficult task to gauge the apparatus 
so tha t the proper amount of fuel 
would be discharged into the combus­
tion chamber continuously.

Telephone and Phonograph.

a machine which combines the prop­
erties of the telephone and phono­
graph. As the sound is received over 
the telephone it is recorded on a wax 
cylinder, from which it can be repeat­
ed when desired. Several successful 
demonstrations, R is stated, have been 
given at the Daily News office in Lon­
don.
