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JOINT STATEHOOD BILL
The house committee on terri- 

tories has agreed to report favor­
ably a joint statehood bill. The 
following are some of the impor­
tant features of the bill:

That the inhabitants of all that 
part of the area of the United 
States now constituting the ter­
ritories of Arizona and New Mex- 
ico, as at present described, may 
become the state of Arizona, as 
hereinafter provided.

All qualified electors of said 
territories are hereby authoized 
to vote for and choose delegates 
to form a convention for said ter­
ritories. The aforesaid conven­
tion shall consist of one hundred 
and seventy-nine delegates, based 
on a population of one thousand 
nine hundred and fifty, or frac­
tion of of four hundred or over, 
for each delegate according to 
the last census in New Mexico 
and Arizona. On this apportion­
ment New Mexico counties will 
have the following number of 
delegates: Bernalillo, 9; Chaves,
3; Colfax, 6; Dona Ana, 6; Eddy. 
2; Grant, 6; Leonard Wood, 2; 
Luna, 2; Lincoln, 4; McKinley, 2; 
Mora, 6; Otero, 3; Quay, 2; Rio 
Arriba, 7; Roosevelt, 1; Sandoval, 
4; San Juan, 3; San Miguel, 12; 
Santa Fe, 8; Sierra, 2; Socorro, 
7; Taos, 6; Union, 3; Valencia, 
7; and for the counties of Arizo­
na, as follows. Apache, 5; Co­
chise, 5; Coconino, 3; Gila, 3; 
Graham, 8; Maricopa, 11; Mo­
have, 2; Navajo, 5; Pima, 8; Pi­
nal, 4; Santa Cruz, 3; Yavapai, 
7; Yuma, 2. The governors, re­
spectively of said territories 
shall, within twenty days after 
the approval of this act by the 
president of the United States, 
by proclamation order an election 
of the delegates aforesaid in their 
respective territories, to be held 
on the seventh Tuesday after the 
approval of this act as aforesaid, 
and the proper officials, as now 
provided by law in each of said 
territories, respectively, shall im­
mediately upoa the issuance of 
such proclamations, make, or 
cause to be made, in time for the 
election, a supplemental or gen­
eral registration of the male citi- 
of the United States over the age 
of twenty-one years who shall 
have resided in said territories
for six months, precinct, ward or 
election district where they are 
to vote thirty days next preceding

the date fixed for said election, 
whose names shall be placed up­
on or added to the great registers 
or registration lists.

That the delegates to the con­
vention thus elected shall meet in 
the hall of the house of represen­
tatives of the territory of New 
Mexico, in the city of Santa Fe 
therein, on the third Monday af­
ter their election, and after or­
ganization shall declare on behalf 
of the people of said proposed 
state that they adopt the consti­
tution of the United States, 
whereupon the said convention 
shall be, and is hereby, author­
ized to form a constitution and 
state government for said pro­
posed state.

The debts and liabilities of the 
two territories shall be assumed 
and paid by said state.

Provision shall be made for the 
establishment and maintenance 
of a system of public schools, 
which shall be open to all the 
children of said state and free 
from sectarian control: and that 
said schools shall always be con­
ducted iu English: Provided, that 
nothing in this acl shall preclude 
the teaching of other language^ 
in said public schools,

The.capital of said state shall 
temporarily be at the city of San­
ta Fe, in the present territory of 
New Mexico, and shall not be 
changed therefrom previous to 
Anno Domini nineteen hundred 
and ten.

In case a constitution and state 
government shall be formed in 
compliance with the provisions 
of this act, the convention form­
ing the same shall provide by or­
dinance for submitting said pro­
posed state lor its ratification or 
rejection, at an election to be held 
at a time fixed in said ordinance, 
which must be within sixty days 
from the adjournment of the con­
vention, at which election the 
qualified voters of said proposed 
state shall vote directly fur or 
against the proposed constitu­
tion, and for or against any pro­
visions separately submitted.

Structure Giving an Idea of Andrew 
Carnegie’s Beneficence.

In his effort to avoid the ignominy of 
dying rich Andrew Carnegie has given 
away nearly $100,000,000.

W ONDERFUL MOTOR.

W ill 8ave Coal and Perform a Greater 
Amount of Work.

Particulars have been published of a 
wonderful new motor invented by Peter 
Thorley, a Burton-on-Trent engineer.

The invention is considered of such 
importance that its development may 
result in express railway engines run- 
ning at twice their present speed at 
only half the cost, and of Atlantic lin­
ers crossing from Liverpool to New 
York in three days.

It is almost small enough to be car­
ried in a typewriter case, and so com­
pact that everything is enclosed except 
the driving wheels.

The new motor is capable of develop­
ing 1,500 revolutions a minute, giving 
horse power under a boiler pressure of 
200 pounds to the square Inch.

In'even the best railroad locomotive, 
the steam is admitted after the piston 
has moved from five to eight inches 
along the cylinder, thus forming a 
vacuum of several hndred cubic inches 
in extent, to be filled before an ounce 
of power is exerted.

Mr. Thorley has devised a valve 
which will admit a given quantity of 
steam at every commencement of the 
stroke, and so nicely adjusted that the 
expansive force of the steam admitted 
is just sufficient to drive the piston at 
the end of the journey.

By the most modest estimate the sav­
ing in coal is twenty-five per cent., 
while the simplicity of the motor is 
such that the initial cost is much 
cheaper than existing types.

^t is actually claimed that one ton of 
coal will produce as much power as 
eight tons with existing types. It can 
be worked just as well with compressed 
air as with steam.

STOCK BARN DESIGN

COMMODIOUS BUILDING FOR REA' 
SONABLE PRICE.

Room for Eight Head of Cattle, One 
Single Horse Stall, One Box Stall 
and One Sheep Pen—Co*t Would 
Be About $415.

E. E. D.— Please publish the plan of 
a barn 30 by 34 feet, with stall room 
for nine cattle; also a single stall and 
a box stall for two horses; and a pen, 
12 by 15 feet, for sheep. I would like 
two mows overhead with a driveway 
between them. Can you give me an 
estimate of the material needed and 
the probable cost?

The accompanying plan of basement 
of barn, 30 by 34 feet, contains rooms 
for eight head of cattle, one single 
horse stall, one box stall, and one 
sheep pen. The floor above has u 
driveway of 12 feet, with a mow of 12 
feet one side over the cattle, and one 
of 10 feet over the horses and sheep 
pen. The stairway goes down from 
the side of the barn floor and the feed 
is put down through a swinging door 
in the side of the mow beside the 
stairway. By using the swinging door 
it will always be kept shut and pre­
vent draughts in the stables.

The cost of a cement concrete wall, 
and concrete stable floor, together 
with the frame work above, wrould be 
about $415 besides the expense of

boarding the men working on the 
barn.

Overhauling an Old Frame House.
C. S. D.—I ¡have an old frame house 

which I wish to overhaul and raise 
about one foot. Some of the posts are 
rotted off both top and bottom and 
some of the beams are rotted where 
morticed into the sills. I also wish 
to raise the roof without taking it 
off. Can I use the old plates or should 
I procure new ones?

In raising ol.d barns and putting 
basement walls under them, I have 
often had the posts spliced at the bot­
tom where they had been rotted off, 
and they answered as good as new 
ones. But I think if you have to 
splice your poets, both at the top and 
bottom, it would be cheaper and make 
a better job, If you were to take the 
house down, for in raising the roof, 
you would have to splice all of the 
studing and you would practically 
have to plaster the most of the house. 
The same plates and rafters can be 
used again if desired.

Quantity of Hay in Mow.
D. McL.—About what quantity of 

timothy hay should there be in a solid 
block 12 feet by 14 feet and 10 feet 
deep?

Ans.— About 500 cubic feet of well- 
settled timothy hay is calculated to 
weigh one ton. On this basis the mow 
in question should contain about thre* 
tons and 720 pounds of hay.
