Adds Value to Diamonds

Diamonds can be engraved in a very
artistic manner. This development of
the diamond cutting art brings into
existence a new class of jewelry, for
which a considerable demand is ex-
pected. It was long believed that the
diamond could not be engraved with
safe or satisfactory results. A few
stones roughly engraved were founi
in ’ndia, and a diamond was exhibitead
at the Paris Exposition in 1878 on
whsell a portrait of the king of Hol-
lIand was scratched. But the work was
imperfect and the stones were rather
depclished than engraved. Some of
the linest specimens of engraving on
dianionds are the work of M. Bordinet,
a Paris jeweler. One is a scarfpin
representing a yataghan, of which the
blades is a slender diamond and the
handle a ruby. Another is a large cir-
cular stone on which a pansy with its
folisge is engraved. In another case
the design is a knife made with two
diamonds. An elaborate piece of
work is a bicycle of which the wheels
are two circular diamonds. 't'he
spokes are represented by lines en-
graved on the diamonds. A small hole
is pierced at each axle. Another dia-
mond is carved like a fish. A hand-
some brooch is a scarabaeus, sur-
rounded by sapphires and brilliants,

The most remarkable is a ring maJe
of one diamond, the interior surface
being polished and the exterior elabo-
rately engraved. Other examples are
brooches, representing files, of which
the wings are thin engraved diamonds,
and two diamonds engraved with
armorial bearings, the imperial arms
of Russia being used in one instance
on shirt and cuff buttons.

Formerly it was only possible to
produce the polish on flat surfaces,
but M. Bordinet has been able to do
this on concave portions, as on the
body and tail of a fish and the interior
of the ring. His tools produce not
only straight lines, as in the wheel,
the racquet and the flies wings, bhut a

free modeling, as in the pansy, the Rus-

sian arms and the scarabaeus. He had
invented these tools himself and in-
tends that his son alone shall have
the use of them. They are exceeding:
ly delicate and difficult to handle. He
has spent thirty-five years bringing
them to perfection. It is comparative-
ly but few years since it was Dpos-
sible to pierce holes in diamonds. This
feat made possible the placing of dia-
monds on a string, alternating with
pearls. This work now is done gen-
erally in diamond-cutting establish-

There can be no doubt that the
ghastly carnage at Sha-ho river has
excited a general feeling of horror
throughout the civilized world. Not
only has the slaughter been carried
out on a scale unknown to living man,
but all this hideous butchery has led
to absolutely nothing. After days and
nights of unceasing and unrelenting
fighting the Japanese, we are told,
have pushed the Russian army fifteen
miles further to the north. Is it sur-
prising that people should be asking
what is the good of it? The advance
of fifteen miles in a measureless con-
tinent has been purchased by a sacri-
fice of some 30,000 men on the part of
the victors and of the loss of an eveun
larger number of men by the Russians,
War of this sort, offering as it does a
prospect of indefinite bloodshed so long
as a Japanese force can be mustered
against a Russian one, presents a
spectacle which even to the most in-

' different and case-hardened must be

intolerable. The loss of life and the
torrent of human agony would be bad
enough in any case, but in the present
war they stand out with a gloom

that is absolutely unrelieved. Bo!hb
forces are fighting for a foreign terri-
tory, and it is foreign soil which Japa-
nese and Russians alike are soaking
with their blood. No question of patri-
otism or the defense of hearth and
home enters into the dispute. Men
may die happily for their country, but
what sort of death does a battlefield in
Manchuria offer to the miserable pea-
sants who, in obedience to orders are
laying down their lives by the thon-
sand? But this is not the only point
to be considered, nor perhaps the
most im:portant. The abandonment of
two great states to the work of blood-
shed is a disaster to the world, which
sees the result of centuries of effort
thrown away, nor can Europe forget
that these events will be read througl:-
out Asia as a gamning indictment of
that Western learning and civilization
of which our ally is the latest expo-
nent. Nothing is more horrible in the
whole chapter of horrors than the
thoughtless gelf-complacency witn
which certain Europeans have hailed
this bloody war as a testimony to the
glory and greatness of the West —
LLondon Chronicle.

France drinks the most wine and
Belgium the most beer. The TUnited
States as a consumer of spirits, beer
and wine runs far behind most coun- |
tries. The monthly summary of com-
merce and finance issued by the De-
partment of Commerce and Labor
says:

“France shows the heaviest con-
sumption of the most concentrated
beverage spirits, viz: 2.51 gallons per
inhabitant. The other countries, fol-
lowing in order of their per capita
consumption of spirits are: Sweden,
2.13 gallons; Germany, 2.11 gallons;
Belgium, 1.42 gallons; United King-
dom, 1.38 gallons; United States, 1.33
gallons; Russia, 1.29 gallons, and
Italy, .34 gallons.

“The figures per capita of beer con-
sumption reveal the fact that Belgium
stands at the head of the nations, its
per capita consumption being 56.59
gallons; second in orderis the United
Kingdom, with 35.42 gallons, while
Germany, which shows the largest ab-
solute figures of consumption in the
matter of per capita consumption,
takes third place, with 30.77 gallons;
the United States follows with 18.04
gallons.

“The consumption of wine may be
said to be concentrated in two coun- |
tries, chiefly France and Italy. The
figures of per capita consumption in
these countries, 34.73 gallons in France
and 31.86 gallons in Italy, are almost
identical with those shown for beer
by the United Kingdom and Germany. |

PLAN FOR CATTLE BARN.

Gives Accommodation for Forty Cows
and Twenty Calves.

Sub.—Will you kindly give me a
plan for a cattle barn for forty cows
and twenty calves, with three or four
box stalls. I have a bank on the north
side about ten feet high, from which
I should like a driveway in the base-
ment (which I propose to be of stone),
running from east to west. I want a
part of loft to be a granary with a
room below it for preparing food. The
cheapest way to supply water to the
cattle in the stalls. I intend sinking
a well in the barn and erecting a wind-
mill.

The plan shown provides 39 single
cow stalls, 14 calf stalls and 4 box
stalls, with feed room under the gran-
ary. For cleaning the cow stables
there is a passage nine feet wide be-
tween each row of cattle running the
full length of basement, so that a cart
or boat may be driven through and
manure taken out., The barn (begin-
ning at the east) consists of a 16-foot
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bent, then a 14, a 12-foot driveway,
then two 14-feet bents, making 70 feet
in all. There should be an overshoot
of six feet on the east side of drive-
way in the barn to give room for a
team to pass under if there should be
a loaded wago® on the drive floor. If
desired a window in any of the feed
alleys at the west end of harn may be
made into a door to get into the base-
ment. 4

By having a large tank kept full ot
water and another small one connect-
ed with it, and the water trough in
front of the cattle, the animals will
always have a continuous supply of
water. The small tank is so arranged
with a float that as the cattle drink
the water in the trough the water in
the small tank 1is lowered. This
causes the float to fall, opening the
valve and allowing the water to come
in from the large tank. As the water
rises in the small tank it also raises
the float which shuts off the water
from the large tank. The water in
the troughs in front of cattle is there-
fore always kept at an even height.
The water troughs are put in front of
mangers, and can be arranged so as to
have a lid on hinges at one side of
manger which the cattle will learn to
lift when they wish to drink. Tho lid
will drop back of its own accord.

Hazel Brush.

Subscriber—How can I rid my land
of hazel brush without plowing it up?

It would require 25 yards of gravel
and 19 barrels of Portland cement, us-
ing all gravel; or 15 barrels, using
stone for fillers. This is estimating
on the proportion of one of cement to
nine of gravel, and the wall one foot
thick.

City Park, both for the reason that

' they are fine scavengers, and because

they add to the enjoyment of those
children who make playgrounds of the
park. In many of the large parks of
the Bast the squirrels constitute one
of the greatest amusements afforded
the children. The cost of keeping them
is very small, almost nothing, as they
are wonderful foragers, and, besides,
can subsist off the bits of lunch, pop
corn and other refuse left scattered
about, without considering the food
that will be carried to them by the
children.

The red fox squirrel, a native of
Colorado and found in any of the
mountain parks, has been recom-
mended as the best for the purpose. A
few small houses perched away in the
trees would furnish them with homes
for winter and summer. They remain
out all winter save in the very worst
of the weather, and would not, there-
fore, require any especial winter quar-
ters. The little red chipmunk would
make a most pleasant little fellow dur-
ing the summer, but his habit is to re-
tire deep into the rocks for the win-
ter, there to remain warm and cosy
during all the bad weather. For this

reason he is not thought to be a good -

squirrel to have in the park. The
gportsmen are considering sending a
petition to the Park Commission ask-
ing that a colony of the red fox squir-
rels be established in the park.
