The Ruidoso, Eagle and Bonito, running streams, head in the j  
White Mountains, flow east and form the Hondo River. The

Ruidoso on the south is about ten miles from the Bonito on the
.

north, and six miles from Eagle in the center.

In the early days, prior to 1870, the whole of the mountain 
range of country, stretching from the Mescalero Indian Reservation^ 
just south of Ruidoso, northward to the Jicarilla Mountains, a dis­

tance of about 50 miles, was known as the Sierra Blanca region.

Many old ruins were noticed at the time of the first prospect­

ing, of which but little is known of the former inhabitants. Tra­

ditions of the Indians and Mexicans have it that these ancient 
peoplej worked rich mines of gold and silver somewhere in the Sierra 
Blanca; the location of which at the present time is unknown. 
About the year 1867, the Sierra Blanca lode was located.

THE PARSONS DISTRICT

At Parsons, on the head of the Bonito, is a mountain of low 
grade ore which is now being worked successfully. As a matter of 
fact, this property consists of a mountain of ore. The mountain 
side is blasted down and conveyed in trucks to the mill.

THE NOGAL DISTRICT.
North of Parsons, about 7 miles, is what is now called the 

Nogal District. In 1865 gold was discovered in Dry Gulch, near 
the village of Nogal. In 1882 the Rockford mine was opened, the 
ore running $80.00 per ton. In 1883 M. M. Gaylord & Co. erected a 
Rockford mill with Cornish Rolls, and in sixty days cleaned up 
$8,000.00; and in eleven months’ time thereafter two men working 

in the mine took out $23,000.00. In 1885 this property was sold for 
$11,000.00, and shortly afterwards a two-thirds interest was sold for 
$25,000.00. This mine has yielded up to 1904, $85,000.00.

No mines in the Nogal District are better known than the 
Helen Rae and Cross Cut. Win. Rae, the owner, pounded out with 
mortar and pestle from $100.00 to $300.00 per da}r, and one pan of 
dirt yielded $1,000.00 in gold. This property was sold to Rolla 
Wells, mayor of St. Louis, for $15,000.00. It is now owned by the 
American Gold Mining Company.

WHITE OAKS.
Some twelve miles north of Nogal, in the Sierra Blanca region, 

is what is now known as the White Oaks District.

In the fall of 1879 fabulously rich gold ore was discovered in 

Baxter Mountains. In May, 1880, the town of White Oaks, on the 
east side and at the foot of Baxter Mountains, was surveyed. The 

North Homestake was located and sold for $43.00 and a pony. 

Shortly afterwards Jas. M. Sigafus paid $50,000.00 for it; and in 
twelve months the mine returned the purchase price and earned a 

profit of $10,000. It was stated that this mine yielded $35,000.00 
from rich pockets in two days. Its total yield to Janary, 1904, was

very laugh it seems to lead a merry life, until it meets oblivion in 
the Ruidoso.

“ It is not a very hard climb to the 
signal station on the sumimt of Gib­
raltar,” writes a traveler. “ The 
height is no more than 1,350 feet. I 
visited the station with a friend on a 
fine November day. The path zigzags 
up the precipitous western face of the 
mighty rock; now and again we 
passed a sentry and had to show our 
passport. Once we had gained the 
summit we felt ourselves more than 
amply repaid. Whichever way one 
turns the views are truly superb. 
Westward, across the bay of Gibral­
tar, with its magnificent setting of 
hill and mountain, lay the extreme 
south of beautiful Andalusia. North 
and east stretched Malaga and Gra­
nada, with the splendid heights of 
the Sierra Nevada in the far distance. 
Eastward rolled the blue Mediter­
ranean; the white canvas of a sailing 
bark showed right beneath us, and 
steamships plied, like gigantic water 
beetles, pushing steadily on their 
course. Southward, close at hand, the 
nearest point no more than about fif­
teen miles distant, the wild land of 
Morocco met our gaze, rugged chains 
of mountains corrugating its surface; 
while far away, in dimmest distance, 
rose a blue range, which was pointed 
out to us as the mighty Atlas itself. 
It was a fine, clear day, and the pan­
orama, whichever way we looked, was

unspeakably grand. It seemed that 
one could never tire of feasting one’s 
eyes on so sublime and so historic a 
prospect.

“ No trees exist, but a good deal of 
bush and shrub clothes the parched 
surface. There still lingers about 
the upper portion of the rock the last 
remnant of the troops of Barbary 
apes, which once roamed freely about 
Gibraltar. No more than half a dozen 
now exist and modern fortifications 
and other necessary works are, I fear, 
making Gibraltar much too busy a 
place to shelter these shy creatures. 
Still, it is just posible that this feeble 
remnant of the only wild apes known 
to Europe may yet survive and in­
crease. At one time, from much per­
secution, they had sunk to three in­
dividuals; yet. in 1893 the numbers 
had risen again to at least thirty.

“ These apes are baboonlike crea­
tures exactly similar to the tailless 
Barbary ape found in Morocco. They 
are supposed by some to be clear evi­
dences of the fact that Africa and 

'Spain were once joined. It is by no 
means certain that they are indigen­
ous to the rock. A large number were 
introduced in 1740 and in 1863 fresh 
blood was again imported. These 
apes have been known to scientists 
for long ages and Galen, the renowned 
Roman physician, in his day studied 
and even dissected them.”

Almost 
exclusively they devote their skill to 
the production of sacred figures and 
objects.

A world-wide reputation is enjoyed 
by the “ Christ carvers” of Oberam­
mergau, as they are called. A popu­
lar play bears that name, and speci­
mens of their wonderful handiwork 
may be found in nearly every city of 
the globe.

Many of the carvings are sold to 
such tourists, while others are sent to 
near-by cities and placed upon the 
market, drifting eventually all over 
the world.

Peter Rendl, the curly-haired per­
former of the part of St. John, is one 
of Guido Lang’s ablest assistants and 
an enthusiastic as well as devout car­
ver of the figures of Christ.

The entire family of Anton Lang en­
gages in wood carving. It is typical

of the home industry that the old pco- 
pie and young children take part in j 
the loss difficult tasks.

A carving school is conducted, in 
which the boys are trained to follow 
Ihe trade of their fathers. As a rule 
these pupils perfect themselves in the j 
manufacture of toys before they at- j 
tempt figures.

Men who take leading parts in the ! 
passion play direct the wood-carving i 
industry. It is their pride that the re­
productions of the characters they so 
devoutly represent on the stage shall 
be true to life.

In the workshop of Anton Lang,who 
in the passion play assumes the role 
of Christ, particularly may be seen 
the earnest artists at work, surround­
ed by all sorts of carved objects, in­
cluding, in addition to the well-known 
figures in the sacred drama, orna­
ments for churches and altars.

Anton Lang and his brother, Guido, 
have practically a monopoly of the 
sale of carvings. They own studios 
and exhibition rooms and these are 
visited by hundreds of tourists annu­
ally.

Just Discrimination in Railway Rates
All railroad men qualified to speak 

on the subject in a responsible way 
are likely to agree with President 
Samuel Spencer of the Southern Rail­
way when he says: “ There is no di­
vision of opinion as to the desirability 
of stopping all secret or unjustly dis­
criminatory devices and practises ol 
whatsoever character.”

Mr. Spencer, in speaking of “ un­
justly discriminatory” rates and de­
vices, makes a distinction which is at 
once apparent to common sense. There 
may be discrimination in freight rates 
which is just, reasonable and impera­
tively required by the complex com­
mercial and geographical conditions 
with which expert rate makers have 
to deal. To abolish such open and 
honest discrimination might paralyze 
the industries of cities, states and 
whole sections of our national terri­
tory.

This distinction between just and 
anjust discrimination is clearly recog­
nized in the conclusions of the Inter­
national Railway Congress, published 
yesterday:

“ Tariffs should he based on commer­
cial principles, taking into account th<t 
special conditions which bear upon thu 
commercial value of the services ren­
dered. With the reservation that rates 
shall be charged without arbitrary dis­
crimination to all shippers alike under 
like conditions, the making of rates 
should as far as possible have all the 
elasticity necessary to permit the devel­
opment uf the tiaffic and to produce the 
greatest results to the public and to the 
railroads themselves.”

The present proposal is, as Mr. 
Walker D. Hines of Louisville showed 
in his remarkable testimony the other 
lay before the Senate Committee at 
iVashington. to crystallize flexible and 
justly discriminatory rates into fixed 
government rates which cannot be 
¡hanged except by the intervention of 
lome government tribunal, and by this

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THE QUESTION OF PFACE.
The peace proposals announc­

ed some time since and the ap­
pointment of commissioners on 
the part of Russia and Japan 
seems to be slow in producing-( 
results. The commissioners, 
however, have been appointed, 
and are to meet at Portsmouth, 
New Hampshire, and its sittings 
should begin soon.

Just what the result of the 
conference will be is only a mat­
ter of conjecture, but it is 
thought that the commissioners 
may be able to amicably7 adjust 
the differences of the two coun­
tries, and bring about peace. 
Yet there is a small element in 
Russia which insist on the prose­
cution of the war, notwithstand­
ing the disasters abroad and the 
riots and mutinies at home; and 
a still greater number which are 
opposed to accepting peace at 
any price. If Japan insists on 
too much peace uegotiations will 
likely be interrupted, and the 
war continued.

In the meantime the hostile 
armies are facing each other on 
the plains of Manchuria, and as 
no armistice has been announced, 
another fierce battle is expected 
at any day. In fact, skirmishes 
are almost of a daily occurrence, 
and some engagements that al­
most assume the rank of battles 
are taking place. The Japs have 
captured Sakhalin island, just 
south of the sea of Okhotsk, and 
they expect to be able to invest 
the fortress of Vladivostok and 
starve its garrison into submis­
sion; provided the end of the war 
does not come too soon.

General Linevitch has an army 
of 400,000 men and the Japanese 
have an equal or greater number, 
and should they meet iu deadly 
conflict the slaughter necessarily 
will be appalling. A  greater 
danger seems to threaten the 
Russian government at home 
than the reverses in war. These 
disturbances at home must lead 
to reform or bitter suppression. 
Many of the rioters have been 
killed, but a number of the gov­
ernment officials have also given 
their last oppressive order.

Russia’s Peace Conditions.
St. Petersburg, July 17— The 

Novoe Vreni37a today prints the 
following statement of Russia’s 
position, which may be inspired: 
“ Russia can consent only to such 
peace as will not effect the dign­
ity or the vigilance of the empire. 
To act otherwise would te fatal 
to Russia atid would threaten 
Europe. Europe no longer be­
lieves Japan’s statement that she 
will not restrict European inter­
ests in the far east. Even in 
England and America the voices 
of the moral instigators can be 
heard in favor of an indirect in- 
fiueuce of the powers to moderate 
Japanese demands. Our pleni- 
potentaries must remember that 
they must defend thé interests 
not only of Russia, but also of 
the Caucasian powers, and will 
find moral support in Berlin, 
Paris, Washington and perhaps 
even London. Our army in the 
field is much stronger than it was 
fifteen months ago. The Ham­
burger Nachrichten proposes that 
Europe intimate to Japan that 
any extreme demands will be re­
sisted bv Europe, especially Ger­
many. This is a valuable state­
ment. We must ascertain the 
acceptable maximum of our con­
cessions to Japan from the Eur­
opean point of view and act ac­
cordingly.”

Metal-Coated Fabrics.
A method has recently been invented 

of depositing a metal coating elec­
trically on laces and other fine fabrics. 
The process is still kept a secret, but 
it turns out the most surprising re­
sults, in effect changing the tissues ex­
posed into the daintiest fabrics of gold, 
silver or bronze. The utility of the 
metalized laces covers various fields; 
they serve for table ornamentation 
and for centerpieces; architects use 
them in mural decorations; in applica­
tions on upholstery and for the hang­
ings of panels in salons, boudoirs and 
rich dining halls.

That Feeling Beyond Lower Animals, 
Says John Burrough.

An Iowa correspondent asks me to 
give him my opinion is  to whether or 
not any of the dumb animals have 
sympathy, says John Burrough in Out­
ing, and added that a minister at a 
funeral in their town had said that no 
animal except man was capable of 
sympathy. I agree with the minister. 
Sympathy, I think, is'beyond the low­
er animals. When we sympathize 
with a person we put ourselves in his 
or her place; we feel sorry for him; 
we pity him; we would gladly allevi­
ate his suffering—all of which implies 
more or less imagination and disin­
terested regard. Susceptibility to the 
sufferings of others is one of many 
higher attributes. When sympathy 
was born the race lifted above the 
purely animal plane.

The next step is taking the suffer­
ings of others upon yourself, which is 
the highest form of altruism. Pure 
selfishness rules the lower animals, 
and necessarily so. Sympathy is not 
necessary for the continuance of the 
species, but affection for their young 
is. Animals certainly have a feeling 
of comradeship for each other, and ex­
perience something like grief at sepa­
ration, yet a dog or a cat or a horse 
or a cow will sniff at the dead body of 
its dead fellow with apparent uncon­
cern. A cry of distress among the 
birds will bring every bird within 
hearing to the spot, and cause them 
to be more or less agitated, but it is 
only because they are alarmed for 
their own safety; a comjnon enemy 
may be about. In the herd and the 
flock a sick or wounded member is 
often fallen upon by its fellows and 
destroyed.

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^  Crystal Palaces for All.

If Germany is right—and several 
times in the last thousands of years i! 
lias been right— we shall all eventually 
be living in what Boston calls crystal 
edifices, and consequently must care 
l'ully refrain from the projection o: 
promiscuous geological fragments 
Glass has been found to be a cheapei 
and lighter building material thar 
brick. Why not? It is made of sand 
which is rather more universal an<! 
abundant than brick clay. Suitable 
sand is found all over the Unitec 
States, and the American sand is said 
to be better for the purpose than that 
found in Europe. As a structural ma 
ferial, glass has the advantage ovei 
brick, that it can be made in any de 
gree of transparency. It will admit 
light to see by, and yet can be sc 
treated that it will not reveal the pro 
ceedings of those who are behind it 
If all the flat houses and tenement 
houses of this city were made of glass 
it would at least be possible for land­
lords and agents to advertise truth­
fully “all light rooms.” And yet such 
privacy as is possible in any fiat would 
not be interfered with, for the struc­
tural material could be sufficiently 
clouded to obstruct the direct vision.

Moreover, the adage about throwing 
stones would not apply, for structural 
glass is as tough as a brick, if not 
tougher. Streets at Grenoble, France, 
have been paved with "bricks” of pure 
crystal glass, and our cor ;ul at that 
point declares them to be a success.

Coins Out of Circulation
One frequently comes across the 

old jolly-looking big copper cents, par­
ticularly in small towns and country 
places. It was in 1857 that their coin­
age was discontinued by act of Con­
gress, and late archives in the Treas­
ury department show that at the end 
of the last fiscal year there were of 
them outstanding over a million dol­
lars.

Further coinage of ths half-cent 
coins ended at the same time. The 
total amount of these coined all to- 

I gether was about $40,000,000, speaking 
j in round numbers. The two-cent 
j pieces were of bronze metal. Their 

enforced retirement from commercial 
! activity began in. 1873, since which 
! date the mints have not been busy 

with their manufacture. The little 
silver three-cent pieces trouble the 
marts no longer, though some of them 

I may be hidden away somewhere to 
serve as relics. Their coinage began 
in 1857 and continued until February, 
1873. The smiling little silver half­
dime, the coinage of which began 
over a century ago, received its qui­
etus, so far as its manufacture was

concerned, at the same date as the 
three-cent silver piece.

Other of these minor coins that 
have had their day are in honorable 
retirement in the hoards of collectors, 
in museums and elsewhere: Among
these are the nickel three-cent pieces 
and the little old gray-faced nickel 
cents, though it is easy to run across 
one of these little coins occasionally. 
Their making at the mints lasted from 
1857 to 1864. Then there used to be 
a silver twenty-cent piece. This is 
also among the list of “has beens.”

Many of course can remember the 
days of the infants of coinage, the one- 
dollar piece that was in the habit of 
losing itself, so little it was, in the 
vest pocket or in any other part of 
one’s apparel where it was allowed to 
lie around loose. There were about 
19,000,000 of the babies coined. Where 
are they roaming now? Then there 
was at one time a three-dollar gold 
coin. Their manufacture was discon­
tinued by an act of Congress passed 
Sept. 26, 1880, the same date that 
marked the beginning of the end of 
the gold dollar. In all there were 
over a million and a half dollars of

Long Sought Passage Found
According to dispatches from San 

Francisco Capt. Ronald Amundsen 
has discovered the northwest passage. 
If so, he has finished the labors of 
hardy sailors and other explorers for 
centuries past. It was the commercial 
instinct that led to the first great voy­
ages of discovery. This instinct had 
two phases. One was to extend the 
limits of the northern fisheries. The 
prosecution of the whaling industries 
is estimated to have added over $600,- 
000,000 to the wealth of the world in 
the 200 years before the middle of 
the nineteenth century. The other 
phase of the commercial instinct was 
the desire to shorten the water route 
between the ports of western Europe 
and the rich orient. The era of sci­
entific research in polar exploration 
did not begin until the last, half of the 
nineteenth century. The humanitari­
an spirit that led many expeditions 
to engage in the search for Sir John 
Franklin resulted in enormous addi­
tions to the world's knowledge of 
those regions.

John Davis in 1588 succeeded in 
reaching what is now Godthaab, 
Greenland, and his three voyages 
gave the first great impulse toward the 
northwest passage. There followed a 
succession of brave men, each of 
whom added something to what was 
already known, and then in the last

century, in the ’40s, came the ill- 
fated expedition of Sir John Franklin. 
Franklin had two ships and 129 men. 
Years after his departure a member 
of McClintock’s party found, in 1859, 
records which showed that the Frank­
lin ships had been abandoned April 22, 
1848, Franklin and twenty-three oth­
ers having previously died. And 105 
men had perished in an attempt to 
reach Fish river. Their route is 
marked by graves and skeletons and 
the whole party practically van­
ished from human knowledge. The 
last search for news of Franklin was 
made in 1878-79 by F. Schwatka and 
W. H. Gilder, who in King William’s 
Land found many skeletons and relics. 
The northwest passage successfully 
resisted all attempts at discovery.

Much easier was the northeast pas­
sage. As in the case of the northwest 
passage, men began looking for it 
soon after the discovery of America. 
Two of the earliest English explor­
ers were Willoughby and Chancellor 
who in 1553 opened Archangel bay. 
Later the Russians took up the mat­
ter. It was Adolf Erik Nordenskjold, 
a Finn, who first solved the problem 
of the circumnavigation of Asia and 
Europe. He reached Yokohama in
1879, from Vega, in Russia, having 
made the northeast passage without 
disaster.
